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CONTRACT

In Athens, this 4th day of August of the year 1469,
between, on the one hand the Greek Government, he-
reinafter referred to as «The Greek Statew, duly re-
presented by the Deputy Minister of Coordination, and
on the other hand STD Research Corporation, a Ca-
lifornia Corporation based in Pasadena, California
91106, Box 4127, Catalina Station , hereinafter refer-
red to as the «Contractorn and duly represented, as
per the attached power of attorney dated 25 July 1969
by mrs. Vassiliki Dimitriadis, the following were agre-
ed upon and accepted :

Article 1
Assignment of the Preparation of a Study

1. The Greek State is hereby assigning to the Con-
tractor, and the Contractor hereby accepts, the prepa-
ration of a complete study on the conditions of Scien-
tific Research and Technology that prevail in Greece.
and the presentation of concrete recommendations for
the reorganization of these conditions and the delin-
tion of a national Research and Technology policy. This
study will be performed according to the clauses and
conditions of the present contract, the principles of
good faith, and internationally followed practice.

2. The Contractor is completely and directly respon-
sible for the preparation and delivery of this study, and
cannot subcontract the performance of parts or of the
whole of this study to other organizations or persuns
without the consent of the Greek State. It is under-
stood, however, that the Contractor, STD Research
Corporation, does its international business through
STD International Research and Development Cor-
poration and that STD Research Corporation may make
STD International Research and Development Cor-
poration a party to this agreement. Therefore, it cannot
be considered as a subcontract if the latter carries vut
the whole study on behalf of the Contractor, who maii-
tains the right, at his discretion, to be replaced by
STD International Research and Development Cor-
poration in everything that concerns its obligations and
rights that arise out of the present contract.

Article 2
Objective of the Study

L. The desired ultimate objective, towards which the
present study is a partial step, is the organization of all
Scientific Research and Technology aetivities in Greece
to become result — oriented for the purpose of optimi-
zing the use of national resourses and the efficiency 0
mvestments. The immediate objective, on the other
hand, of the study called for by the present contract ¥
the review and evaluation of the existing research and
development projects in Greece, the recommendation
of new ones, as well as the recommendation of a mecha-
nism for optimizing these projects in connection with
the overall effort of economic and technological deve-
lopment of Greece. ‘
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9. In order to attain this immediate objective, the
Contractor hereby undertakes to perform the follow-
mg four tasks:

(a) Review the present organization of Scientific
Research and Technology in Greece, and evaluate the
research projects that are presently pursued.

(b) Recommend which of the above research pro-
jectx should be further pursued or emphasized.

(¢)Recommend which of the above research pro-
jects should be phased out.

(1) Recommend projects which should be studied
and which presently are not.

Article 3
Obligations of the Contracting Parties

I. The Contractor is obligated to prepare the study
describeb in Articles 1 and 2 of this contract and to
keep the schedule and deadlines concerning starting,
progress, completion and delivery of reports that are
described in subsequent articles.

2. The study will be performed mainly in Greece by
a special Work - team formed by the Contractor; only
asmall part of the work will be performed abroad, main-
Iy in the U.S.A. The tasks of this contract will be per-
iorme(l on a «best efforts» basis on the part of the Con-
ractor.

3. The Work — team for this study shall consist of a
sufficient number of senior qualified scientists from a-
broad, in different fields of specialization, who have
heen sclected for their high and complementary scien-
Ufic qualifications, staffed by a small number (two or
threc) qualified personnel from Greece.

& Special part - time consultants shall also be used
by the Contractor according to the requirement.

2. The Contractor is obligated to from the Work-team
and make it known to the Greek State within fifteen
(15) days from the srarting date of this contract, at
the same time submitting a draft of the structure and
‘oulents of the study and a time schedule for the com-
Metion of its various phases.

Delivery and Acceptance of the Report

number of copies in Greek, within four and one half
(4'/,) months from the starting date of this contract
as per article 4.

2. The Greek State is obligated to give written no-
tification of acceptance of the draft of the final report
to the Contractor within thirty (30) days after its su-
bmission, based on a review by a special Committee
that the Greek State will appoint, Within fifteen (15)
days after this notification of acceptance the Contra-
ctor is obligated to print the accepted final report in a
total of one hundred (100) copies, namely fifty (50) in
Greek and fifty (50) in English.

3. In case the Greek State has made comments or
suggestions on the draft of the final report, the Contra-
ctor is obligated to carry out, within fifteen (15) days
after receipt of the written notification, any modifica-
tions or additions that the Contractor considers neces-
sary and to then proceed with the printing and deli-
very of the report to the Greek State as set out in the
previous paragraph, while at the same time expressing
his responsible opinion concerning the comments made
on the draft of the final report.

4. In case the Greek State should not give the writ-
ten notification of accepténce of the draft of the final
report to the Contractor within the above deadline of
thirty (30) days, the report will be considered as ac-
cepted, and the Contractor can proceed with the prin-
ting and delivery of it as described above.

5. The Contractor will also deliver the stencils and
the originals of all tables and graphs of the report, so
that a later printing of more copies may be possible.

Article 6
Compensation and Method of Payment

1. The total cost of this study, including all expenses
for this study, the fee of the Contractor, and all travel
expenses to and from the United States incurred by
the members of the Work — tean and by the Special
Consultants, is fixed at one Hundred and Forty Nine
Thousand Five Hundred and Ninety U.S. Dollars
($ 149.590.00) or Drachmas 4.487.700.00 which will

be paid as follows:

(a) Fifty Thousand U.S. Dollars ($ 50.000.00) will
be prepaid on the starting date of this contract, upon
presentation of a Performance Bond by a recognized
Bank, which will be returned at the time the final re-
port is delivered to the Greek Government as per Ar-
ticle 5.

(b) The remaining cost of U.S. Dollars 99.590.00
will be paid in four equal instalments, each of the first
three within one week from the completion of each of
the three first months from the srarting date of this
contract and the fourth 50 ¢}, within one week from de-
livery of the draft as per Article 5 and 50 %, upon deli-
veryvof the printed copies of the final report as per Art.
5, par 2.

The prepayment mentioned in subparagraph (a) will
be paid in total in U.S. Dollars, while the four equal
instalments mentioned in subparagraph (b) will be
paid 50 % in U.S. Dollars and 50 9%, in Drachmas, so
that each instalment will consist of U.S. Dollars 12.44875
plus 373.462,50 Drachmas.

Article 7
Ownership o: the Study

1. This study, its final report, as well as the interim
progress report shall belong to the Greek State and are
of a confidential nature, whereby it is forbidden to the
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Contractor to divulge their contents to third parties
or to publish them in total or in part without written
authorization by the Greek State.

Article 8
Resolution of Discensions—Arbitration

1. Any discension or dispute arising between the
Greek State and the Contractor and referring to the
performance of this contract or the interpretation of the
terms thereof, or to eventual ommissions of same, shall
in principle be resolved through decision of the Mini-
ster of Coordination.

2. Under the reserve of the stipulations of the pre-
ceding paragraph of this article, and in case the deci-
sion of the Minister of Coordination is not aceepted by
the Contractor, the discension or dispute is to be re-
solved exclusively by means of arbitration by three ar-
bitrators, according to the following procedure.

3. The party requesting the arbitration, through a
document addressed and communicated to the other
contracting party, specifies the object of the discension
or dispute and appoints one arbitrator, inviting at the
same time the other party to appoint a second arbi-
frator.

4. The party to whom the communication is addres-
sed is obligated within a time limit of fifteen (15) da-
ys from the date of such communication, to appoint
his arbitrator. In the event that the contracting party
to whom the communication is addressed fails to ap-
point his arbitrator within the above time limit, the
second arbitrator is appointed by the President of the
Court of Appeals of the City of Athens upon petition
of the party requesting the arbitration.

5. The thus appointed arbitrators are engaged, wi-
thin ten (10) days from the date the appointment of
the second arbitrator, to elect, on common accord, the
third arbitrator who shall preside of the Arbitration
Court. The three arbitrators shall have no interest in the
case under judgement and shall be in no way what-
soever financially involved in the present contract. In
the event that the arbitrators would not reach an a-
greement as to their appointment of the third arbitra-
tor, or in the event that the above time limit would
elapse, without such appointment having been made,
then the President of the Supreme Court (or, in his ab-
sence or impediment, his legai suppleant) shall be ap-
pointed President of the Arbitration Court. The ar-
bitrators are obligated, within a time limit of one month
from the date of the constitution of the Arbitration
Court, to issue Lheir decision concerning the discension
The above time limit may be extended by common ac-
cord of the contracting parties for a further two — month
period.

6. The arbitrators are not bound by rules of proce-
dure in carrying out the arbitration. They retain the
right to examine witnesses, make inspections, issue or-
ders for the performance of an expertise, and are en-

titled to take into evaluative consideration any proo
offered.

7. In the event that any of the arbitrators would re-

fuse or be impeded to continue and carry out the arbi-

tration, he is substituted by the same procedure fol-
lowed for his appointment. In such a case, the time al-
lowed for the issue of a decision is increased by the time
interval between the date that the impediment of the
arbitrator is comminicated, such date being ascertained
and confirmed by an act signed by the arbitrators that
continue their functions, and the date of the substitu-
tion of the arbitrator who is impeded or refused to con-
tinue the arbitration. ‘ \

8. Refusal by any of the arbitrators to sign the arhi-
tration decision does not annul the arbitration.

9. The decision of the arbitrators is final and irrevo-
cable, not being subject to any judicial procedure,
whether regular or extraordinary. It cannot be offended
through annulment action on the procedure, nor through
suspension of the decree of'execution. ;

10. The arbitration fees and the remuneration of the
arbitrators, both defined in the arbitration deecision,
are to be borne by the adversary defeated in the pro-
cedure. : .

Article 9
Contract Conecellation Clause

1. The present contract can be cancelled at any time
before the completion of two months from its starting
date, by decision of the Minister of Coordination. In
such an event, unless the cancellation has been caused
by the Contractor not observing the terms of this con-
tract, the latter is entitled to receive as compensation
all costs incurred by him on this contract up to the
date he was notified of its cancellation, plus a fee of
7% Should there be a dispute concerning the amount
of these incurred costs, this dispute shall be settled by
decision of the Arbitration Court. The contract cannot
be cancelled after the completion of two months from
its starting.date.

Article 10
Other Conditions

1. The present contract has been drawn in four (%)
originals, two in Greek and two in English. Each of the
contracting parties hereof was handed one original in
Greek and one in English,duly signed by both contracting
parties. In the event of discrepancy between the tWwo
texts, the Greek text shall be considered prevalent.

2. Starting date of this contract shall be considered
the date of its publication in the Government Gazette.
