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Between the Gouvernement of the United States of A-
merica and the Gouvernement of the Kingdom of
Greece Concerning Civil Uses of Atomic Energy

The Gouvernement of the United States of America
and the Government of the Kingdom of Greece,

Desiring to amend the Agreement for Cooperation
Between the Government of the United States of Ame-
rica and the Government of the Kingdom of Greece
Concerning Civil Uses of Atomic Energy, signed at
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Washington on August 4, 1955 (hereinafter referred to
as the «Agreement for Cooperation»), which was a-
mended by the Agreements signed on June 11, 1960, A-
pril 3, 1962, June 22, 1962, and June 8, 1964, Agree
as follows :

Article 1.

Article LL of the Agreement for Cooperation , as
amended, is amended to read as follows:

«A. As may be agreed, the Commission will tran-
sfer to the Government of the Kingdom of Greece or
authorized persons under its jurisdiction, uranium en-
riched in the isotope U-235 for use as fuel in defined
research applications, including research and reactor
experiments, which the Government of the Kingdom
of Greece decides to construct or operate or authori-
zes private persons to construct or operate in Greece.
Contracts setting forth the terms, conditions, and de-
livery schedule of each tranfer shall be agreed upon in
in advance.

B. The quantity of uranium enriched in the isotope
U-235 transferred under this agreement and within the
jurisdiction of the Government of the Kingdom of Gre-
ece shall not at any time be in excess of six (6) Kilo-
grams of contained U-235 in enriched uranium, plus
such additional quantity as, in the opinion of the Com-
mission, is necessary to permit the efficient and conti-
nuous operation of the reactor or reactors while replaced
fuel elements are radioactively cooling in Greece or
while fuel elements are in transit, it being the intent
of the Commission to make possible the maximum use-
fulness of the six (6) Kilograms of said material.»

«C. The enriched uranium supplied hereunder may
contain up to twenty percent (209%,) in the isotope
U-235. All or a portion of the foregoing special nuclear
material may be made available as uranium enriched
to more than twenty percent (209) by weight in the
isotope U-235 when the Commission finds there is a
technical or economic justification for such a transfer
for use in research reactors and reactor experiments.
each capable of operating with a fuel load not to exce-
ed six (6) Kilograms or the isotope U-235 contained
in such uranium.

D. When any source or special nuclear material re-
ceived from the United States of America requires re-
processing, such reprocessing shall be performed at the
discretion of the Commission in either Commission fa-
cilities or facilities acceptable to the Commission, on
terms and conditions to be later agreed, and it is un-
derstood, except as may be otherwise agreed, that the
form and content of any irradiated fuel elements shall
not be altered after removal from a reactor and prior
to delivery to the Commission or the facilities accepta-
ble to the Commission for reprocessing.

E. Special nuclear material produced as a result of
irradiation processes in any part of fuel leased hereun-
der shall be for the account of the lessee and after re-
processing as provided in paragraph D of this Article,
shall be returned to the lessee, at which time title to
such material shall be transerred to the lessee, unless
the Government of the United States of America shall
exercise the option, which is hereby granted, to retain,
with a credit to the lessee based on the prices in the U-
nited States of America referred to in paragraph F
of this Article, any such special nuclear material w-
hich is in excess of the needs of the Kingdom of Greece
for such material in its program for the peaceful uses of
atomic energy.

F. With respect to any special nuclear material not
owned by the Government of the United States of A-
merica produced in reactors while fueled with materials
obtained from the United States of America by means

other than lease which is in excess of the needs of the
Kingdom of Greece for such material in the Greek pro-
gram for the peaceful uses of atomic energy, the Go-
vernment of the United States of America shall have
and is hereby granted (a) a first option to purchase such
material at prices then prevailing in the United States
of America for special nuclear material produced in
reactors which are fueled pursuant to the terms of an
Agreement for Cooperation wiht the Government of the
United States of America, nad (b) the rigth to approve
the transfer of such material to any other nation or
group of nations in the event the option to purchase is
pot exercised.

G. Some atomic energy materials which the Com-
mission may be requested to provide in accordance with
this Agreement are harmful to persons and property
unless handled and used carefully. After delivery of
such materials, the Government of the Kingdom of
Greece shall bear all responsibility, insofar as the Go-
vernment of the United States of America is concer-
ned, for the safe handling and use of such materials.
With respect to any source or special nuclear material
or reactor materials which the Commission may, pur-
suant to this Agrement, lease to the Government of
the Kingdom of Greece or to any private individual
or private organization under its jurisdiction, the Go
vernment of the Kingdom of Greece shall indemnify
and save harmleess the Government of the United Sta-
tes of America against any and all liability (inclqd!ng
third party liability) for any cause whatsoever arising
out of the production or fabrication, the ownership, the
lease, and the possession and use of such source or spe-
cial nuclear material or reactor materials after delivery
by the Commission to the Government of the Kingdom
of Greece or to any private indinidual or private or-
ganization under its jurisdiction.

Article II.

Article IV of the Agreement for Cooperation is amen-

ded to read as follows : )

«A. With respect to the application of atomic energy
to peace ful uses, it is understood that arrangements
may be made between either Party or authorized per-
sons under its jurisdiction und authorized persons under
the jurisdiction of the other Party for the transfer of
equipment and devices and materials other than spe-
cial nuclear material and for the performance of srvices
with respect thereto.

_ «B. With respect to the application of atomic energy

to peaceful uses, it is understood that arrangements
may be made between either Party or authorized person
under its jurisdiction and authorized persons unde§
the jurisdiction of the other Party for the transfer ©
special nuclear material and for the performance 0
services with respect thereto for the uses spec}fle(.i 1
Articles II and III (A) and subject to the limitations
of Article II paragraphe B.

«C. The Parties dagree that the activites referred ttz
in paragraphs A and B of this Article shall be subjec
to the limitations in Article V, to the applicable laws,
regulations and license requirements of the Partles_,
and to the policies of the Parties with regard to rtansd

ctions involving the authorized persons to in pal‘agl‘aphs
A and B.

Article I1I.

Article VI of the Agreement for Cooperation,
mended, is amended to resd as follows : oa

«A. The Governement of the United States of Amema_

«B. Except to the extent that the safeguards rights
provided for in this Agreement are suspended by virtue
of the application of safeguards of the International A-
tomic Energy Agency, as provided by Article VII (A),
the Government of the United States of America,
notwithstamnding any other provisions of this Agree-
ment, shall have the following roghts :

1. With the objective of assuring design and opera-
tion for civil purposes and permitting effective applica-
tion of safeguards, to review the deisgn of any

a ) reactor and

b ) other equipment and devices the design of which
the Commission determines to ve relevant to the effe-
ctive application of safeguards, which are to be made
available under this Agreement to the Government of
the Kingdom of Greece or to any person under its juris-
diction by the Government of the United States of A-
merica of any persons under its jurisdiction, or which
are to use, fablicate, or process any of the following
materials so made available : source material, special
nuclear material, moderator material, or other Material
designated by the Commission ;

2. With respect to any source or special nuclear ma-
terial made available under this Agreement to the Go-
vernement of the Kingdom of Greece or to any person
under its jurisdiction by the Government of the United
States of America or any person under its jurisdiction
and sny source or special nuclear material utilized in,
recovered from, or produced as a result of the use of any
of the following materials, equipment or devices sa made
available :

a ) source material, sepeial nucleac material, modera-
tor material, or other material designated by the Com-
mission,

b ) reactors and ‘

. ©) any other equipment or devices desognated by the
Commision as an to be made available on the condition
that the provisions of this paragraph B (2) will apply,

L to require the maintenance and production of o-
perating records and to request and receive reports
for the purpose of assisting in ensuring accountability
for such materials, and

II. to require that any such materials in the custody
of the Government of the Kingdcm of Greece or any per-
son under its jurisdiction be subject to all of the safe-
guards provided for in this Article and the guarantees
set forth in Article VII ; .

3. To require the deposit in storage facilities designa-
ted by the Commission of any of the special nuclear
Material referred to in paragraph B (2) of this Article
which in not currently utilized for civil purposes in the

ngdom of Greece and which is not retained or pur-
chaded to Article 11, transferred pursuant to Article

L, or otherwise disposed of pursuant to an arrangement
mutually acceptable to the Parties ;

To designate, after consultation with the Govern-
ment of the K'ngdom of Greece, personnel who, accom-
Panied, if either Party so requests, by personnel designa-
ted by the Government, of the Kingdom of Greece, shall

6. To consult with the Government of the Kingdom
of Greece in the matter of health and safety.

«C. The Government of the Kingdom of Greece under-
takes to facilitiate the application of the safeguards pro-
vided for in this Article».

Article IV.

Article VII of the Agreement for Cooperation is
amended to read as follows :

«The Government of the Kingdom of Greece guaran-
tees that :

(11 . Safeguards provided in Article VI shall be mainte-
ned.

2. No Material, including equipment and devices,
tranferred to the Government of the Kingdom og Greece
or authorized persons under its jurisdiction by purchase
or otherwise pursuant to this Agreement and no soecial
material produced through the use of such material,
equipment or devices, will-‘be used for atomic weapons,
or for research on or development of atomic weapons, or
for any other military purposes.

3. No material, including equipment and devices,
transferred to the Government of the Kingdom of Greece
or authoirzed persons under its jurisdiction pursuant
to this Agreement will be tranferred tio unauthorized
persons or beyond the jurisdiction of the Government of
the Kingdom of Greere, except as the Commission may
agree to such a transfer to another mation or gtoup of na-
tions, and then only if, inthe opinion of the Commission,
the transfer of the material is within the scope of an
Agreement ofr Cooperation between the Government
of the United States of America and the other nation or
group of nations.

Article V.

This Amendment shall enter into force on the date
on which each Government shall have received from
the other Government written notification that it has
comlied with all statutory and constitutional require-
ments for the entry intoforce of such Amendment and
shall remain in force for the period of the Agreement
for Cooperation, as amended.
