I have the honour to confirm that, as a result of the
recent trade talks held in Athens, the representatives
of the Government of Japan and of the Royal Hellenic
Government, with the intention of expanding trade
between Japan and the Kingdom of Greece, have a-
greed to the following arrangement:

1. Payments with respect to all transagtions beween
Japan and the kingdom of Greece shall, in accordance
with the foreign exchange laws and regulations in force
in the respective coyntries, be effected in convertible
currencies. . »

2. The Government of Japan shall take the neces-

sary steps for the importation of Greek products such as
listed below under the global quotas or under the Au-

s
tomatic Approval System respectively, in accordance
with the existing import regulations in Japan.

(I) Leaf tobacco

(II) Dried raisin

(I11) Cotton

(IV) Emery

(V) Marble

(VI) Wines

3. The Greek Authorities, in accordance with the
existing import regulations in the kingdom of Greece,
shall take the necessary steps for the approval of all
the applications concerning the importation of Japanese
products except only those mentioned in List «A» in
Foreign Trade Board Decision No. 46600/61 as subse-
quently supplemented and amented and in decision
8736/63 as subsequently supplemented and amended.

4. The Royal Hellenic Government has no intention of
departing from the practice of licensing on a fair ba-

_sis the importation from Japan of the items enumerated

in List «A» in decision 46600/61 assubsequently sup-
plemented and amended and in decision 8736/63 as
subsequently supplemented and amended.

5. During the period of the validity of this arran-
gement, the representatives of the two Governments
may enter into consultation at any time to discuss any
problem relating to the implementation of this arrange-
ment or to smooth development of mutual trade.

6. This arrangement shall be valid for period of one
year from October Ist, 1970 and shall be antomatically
renewed every year for the next period of one year, un-
less terminated by either Government at the end of
each period of one year by giving to the other at least
one month written notice of its intention to terminate
it. However, in any case the period of validity of this
arrangement shall not exceed three gears as from the
said date.

7. It is the intention of both Governments to hold
discussions well before the termination of this arrange-
ment with a view to further developing the mutual trade
for the period following the termination of this arrange-
ment.

I have the honour to request you to be good enough
to confirm the above- mentioned arrangement on be-
half of your Government.
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I avail myself of this opportunity to renew to Your
Excellency the assurances of my highest considera-
tion.

2. The Goverpment of Japan shall take the necessary
steps for the importation of Greek products such as li-
sted below under the global quotas or under the Auto-
matic Approval System respectively, in accordance with
the existing import regulations in Japan.

(1) Leaf tobacco
(II) Dried raisin
(1L1) Cotton

(IV) Emery

(V) Marble

(VI) Wines

3. The Greek Authorities, in accordance with the exi-
sting import regulations in the Kingdom of Greece, shall
take the necessary steps for the approval of all the ap-
plications concerning the importation of Japanese pro-
ducts except only those mentioned in List «A» in Foreign
Trade Board Decision No. 46600/61 as subsequently
supplemented and amended and in decision 8736/63 as
subsequently supplemented and amended.

4. The Royal Hellenic Government has no intention
of departing from the practice of licensing on a fair basis
the importation from Japan of the items enumerated
in List «A» in decision 46600/61 as subsequently sup-
plemented and amended and in decision 8736/63 as sub-
sequently supplemented and amended. ’

5. During the period of the validity of this arrange-
ment, the representatives of the two Governments may
enter Into consultation at any time to discuss any pro_
blem relating to the implementation of this arrangemen
or to smooth development of mutual trade. k

6. This arrangement shall be valid for period of one
year from October 1st, 1970 and shall be automatically
renewed every year for the next period of one year, un-
less. terminated by either Government at the end of ,each
period of one year by giving to the other at least one
month written notice of its intention to terminate it.
However, in any case the period of validity of this arran-

gement shall not exceed three years as from the said
date. , '

7. It is the intention of both Governments to-hold
discussions well before the termination of this arrange-
ment with a view to further developing the mutual trade
for the period following the termination of this arran-
gement.

I have the honour to request you to be godd enough
to confirm the above-mentioned arrangement on behalf
of your Governmenty», ’

I have the honour to confirm on behalf of the Royal
Hellenic Government the arrangement set forth in the
above-mentioned letter. '
