‘ PROTOCOL

The 5th Conference of Official Tourist Organisations
of the Balkan countries took place in Athens from
April 24 to 28, 1972 | I

Delegations from the Poeple’s Republic of Bulgaria,
the Socialist Republic of Romania, the Republic of

urkey, the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia
and the Kingdom of Greece participated in the Confe-
rence. The delegations were headed by:

MINTCHO CHOUNTOV, Vice-President of the Com-
gllttee for Tourism at the Council of Ministers of the

eolple’s Republic of Bulgatia;

ION COSMA, Minister of Tourism of the Socialist
Republic of Romania;

AYDIN ALACAKAPTAN, Under-Secretary of State
of the Ministry of Tourism and Information of the
Republic of Turkey;

DUSAN NEJKOV, Federal Vice-Secretary for Eco-
nomic Affairs of the Socialist Federative Republic of
Yugoslavia; : ,

J. MACRIYANNIS-MALTEZOS. President of the
National Tourist Organisation of Greece.

In accordance with Article 4 of the Agreement for
Mutual Cooperation on Tourism in the Balkan Region,
Mr. Macriyannis-Maltezos, President of the Greek
delegation, presided over the Conference.

The President announced that the Official Tourist
Organisation of Albania, although duly invited through
diplomatic channels to participate in the Conference,
expressed regrets that, for technical reasons, the in-
vitation could not de accepted.

The Conference accepted unanimously the following
Agenda:

1. Reports of the Presidents of the delegations con-
cerning the implementation of recommendations made
by the 4th Conference of the Official Tourist Organisa-
tions of the Balkan countries and proposals for the
development of tourist collaboration between the Balkan
countries.

2. Information presented by the delegations of par-
ticipating countries on tourist developments in their
respective countries and exchange of their experiences.

3. Place and date of the 6th Conference.

1. The delegations provided the Conference with
data and information concerning the development of
tourist traffic over the period since the 4th Conference,
as well as the progress noted concerning the recom-
mendations included in the Protocol signed in Buca-
rest. This information disclosed an increase in the
tourist traffic between the Balkan countries and con-
firmed that the Agreement for Mutual Tourist Coope-
ration in the Balkan region is a useful instrument for
the promotion of the common interests in the tourist
field. It was noted, however, that tourist exchanges
between the Balkan Countries, as well as their joint
participation in the overall European tourist traffic,
is relatively small if compared with the possibilities
of attraction which the Balkan Countries have to pre-
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sent in view of the natural beauty, the monuments of
history and art and the treasures of civilisation they
possess.

It was also noted that, although the Parties generally
reacted favourably to the proposals and recommen-
dations. of the 4th Conference, there are, however, con-
siderable margins for a further development of the
cooperation between participating countries in favour
of tourism in the Balkan region..

In order to implement the objectives of the Bucarest
Agreement in the best possible manner, the Conference
adopted the following proposals and recommendations:

a) A meeting of Travel Agents’ Associations is re-
commended in order to examine the possibilities of
drawing up common Balkan tourist itiheraries and
programs to present jointly to the international market
with the aim to increase mutual tourist traffic and
attract tourists fron third countries as well;

b) The Conference recommends the closest possible

collaboration between Automobile'and Touring Clubs
of the Balkan Countries on the basis of bilateral or
multilateral agreements aiming at the extension of
maximum facilities to tourists travelling within the
Balkan region, with particular emphasis on technical,
legal and other forms of assistance, as well as in the
motor sports field;

¢) The Conference recommends the increased ex-
change of information and experience between the
Official Tourist Organisations, the Travel Agencies
and hotel industry on various tourist questions, with
particular emphasis on the training of specialised per-
sonel;

d) The Conference expressed the wish that compe-
tent authorities continue their efforts to simplify border
formalities for persons entering their countries for
tourist purposes and for own citizens wishing to visit
other Balkan countries as well;

e¢) The Conference recommends the examination
of possibilities to publish a Tourist Guide of the Balkans
on a commercial basis with full support from the Na-
tional Tourist Organisations of the Balkan Countries;

f) The Conference recommends that meetings of
journalists and writers specialized in tourist subjects
be encouraged by the National Tourist Organisations
of the Balkan Countries.

2. Furthermore, the Conference was informed of the
views expressed at the Round-Table meeting of experts
on tourist transport by air, land and sea and decided
as follows:

a) To recommend to the national air carriers to

propose, at the forthcoming IATA Conference, special

air fares for the young and for the Inclusive Tours on
the regular flights with a Balkan destination;

b) To express the wish to the national air carriers
to increase the density of the inter-Balkan flights;

¢) To continue encouraging motorists to make full
use of facilities provided by the international E 95
highway;

d) To express to travel agencies and maritime com-
panies the wish to increase the number of cruises cal-
ling at ports of the Balkan countries.

3. Furthermore, the Conference adopted the fol-
lowing decisions, subject to approval by competent
authorities:

a) In order to ensure coordination of activities and
expedite the implementation of the decisions taken
by the Conference, the National Tourist Organisation
of each host country will assume, up to the next Con-

ference, the responsibility to follow up the recommen-
dations adopted, keeping in constant touch with the
other Organisations;

b) That a film be assembled on the basis of existing
film material from each participating country, accor-
ding to a proposal of the Romanian delegation. To this
end, the Ministry of Tourism of Romania will send
concrete proposals concerning the technical and finan-
cial terms of the production of such a film the cost of
which will be equally borne by-all participants;

¢) That a folklore festival be -organised in Greece
during 1973. To this effect, the participating countries
will be in direct contact with the National Tourist
Oorganisation of Greece;

d) That an invitation be extended to the Official
Tourist Organisation of Albania, expressing the wish
to adhere to the Agreement signed at Bucarest in May
1971 on the Mutual Cooperation on Tourism in the
Balkan region and, consequently, to participate in the
next Conference;

e) That the Official Tourist Organisations make
every effort in order to protect the sea and the rivers
from pollution caused by oil or industrial waistage and
to safeguard natural environment from unnecessary
destruction.

4. In reply to the invitation kindly extended by the
Bulgarian delegation, all delegations agreed with plea-
sure to hold the 6th Balkan Conference in Bulgaria in
May 1973. At the same time, a Round-Table Confe-
rence, the Agenda of which will be submitted by the
Yugoslav side, will be organised in order to discuss
the questions of regional and physical planning in tou-
rism, financing of tourist projects construction and
construction of tourist infra-structure in tourist re-
sorts. Anti-pollution measures have been suggested
as a possible item on the subject Agenda.
