3) SHELL INTERNATIONAL PETROLEUM COM-
PANY LIMITED, hereinafter called «SHELL», and
THE SHELL PETROLEUM COMPANY LIMITED,
hoth of London being the assignees of the rights and
obligations of SHELL INTERNATIONALE PETRO-
LEUM MAATSCHAPPLJ B.V. formerly named BA-
TAAFSE INTERNATIONALE PETROLEUM MAAT-
SCHAPPIJ N.V., The Hague, under the Agreement
dated November 2, 1968, ratified by Legislative Decree
No. 70 of 1968 (herein referred to as the Agreement
ratified by LD 70/68), legally represented by Mr.
DEREK A.Q.DAVIES, MOBIL, SHELL and BP
being hereinafter called «Suppliers», and

4) REFINERY SERVICES COMPANT S.A., of
Athens, hereinafter called R.S.C. legally represented
by Mr. PIERRE G. BUTTIN, MR. ROBERT M. GOUR-
LAY and Mr. ACHILLES N. GEORGE
the following is agreed upon :

Article 1.

This amending agreement shall be ratified by law
and published in the Government Gazette as soon as
possible. It shall be law on the date it is so published.
The agreement shall be effective as of January 1, 1974.

Article 2.

The Agreement ratified by LD 70/68 is hereby amend-
ed as follows :

(a) Sections 2.4 and 2.5 of Article II shall be deleted.

(b) Sections 6.1 to 6.9, inclusive, of Article VI
shall be replaced by the following : ‘

6.1 Quantity to be sold.

Subject to the provisions hereof Suppliers will sell
to the Greek State and the Greek State will purchase
from the Suppliers 1,900,000 metric tons of crude oil
FOB loading port during each calendar year hereof,
commencing January 1, 1974. Any quantities of crude
oil which, for whatsoever reason shall not have been
delivered by the end of a calendar year shall not be
carried forward for delivery in a later calendar year.

6.2 No later than September 1 of each year Suppliers
shall notify the Greek State of such quantity, if any,
of each of the grades of crude oil listed below which
the Suppliers are willing to supply hereunder during
the ensuing calendar year :

The actual loading port may change from time to
time.

6.3 Price.

6.3.1. The prices FOB loading port for the quantities
of crude oil to be sold and delivered to the Greek State
shall be as follows :

The aforesaid prices as they may be changed from
time to time hereunder shall be referred to as «Con-
tract Prices».

6.3.2. Suppliers shall have the right to notify the
Greek State at any time and from time to time of a
change in the Contract Price of any crude oil deliverable
hereunder, which, unless rejected as provided below,
shall be effective as of the date of the notice (herein-
after referred to as a «Price Change Notice»), provided
however that, as to the same grade of crude oil, the
Suppliers shall not notify a price change sooner than
60 days after a prior such Price Change Notice.

The Greek State shall have the right to notify Sup-
pliers within 7 days from the date of a PriceChange
Notice, of its rejection of such price change. In such
event, during the period of 60 days from the date of
the Price Change Notice the quantities, if any, which
have been theretofore nominated and accepted for
delivery in such period shall be supplied at the Contract
Prices increased only by the amount of any increase
n financial charges and burdens (as defined in 6.3.6.4.
below) which may be incurred by the Suppliers in
respect of such quantities. Thereafter no further quan-

iitlies shall be delivered hereunder except as provided
elow. .

6.3.3. Not sooner than three months nor later than
line months after the end of the 60 days period referred
to in the second paragraph of 6.3.2. above, the Greek
State may request the Suppliers to notify it of the prices
at Whjch the Suppliers are willing to resume supplies.
Suppliers’ notice shall be given within 30 days of the
Greek State’s request. The Greek State shall, within
/ days, notify Suppliers of its acceptance or rejection
of the prices notified. '

In _the event of acceptance by the Greek State,
Supplies shall commence 60 days after such acceptance
and the quantity of crude oil to be lifted (at an approx-
Imately even monthly rate) over the balance of the
then current, calendar year shall be that proportion
?f the annual deliverable quantity as the number of
8l months remaining after the end of this 60-days
Period bears to twelve.

IPOT this purpose the Suppliers’ aforesaid notice shall

450 specify the quantities of each grade of crude oil

Mat Suppliers are willing to deliver for the balance
the then calendar year.

. In the event that the Greek State either fails to
hake syuch request during the prescribed period or,
4Ving made such request does not accept the Suppliers’
PTOposa} within the above mentioned 7-days peI‘lOd
aten this Agreement shall be automatically termimated

the end of the later of such periods. Upon such

termination Suppliers may declare immediately due
and payable, together with interest thereon, the full
amount of the loan referred to in Article Il then out-
standing.

6.3.4. Additional Elements in Contract Prices.

Except for wharfage and dockage at the loading
port, which shall be borne by Suppliers, it is accepted
that charges such as stamp tax or charge for customs
supervision, dues and other charges on the vessel,
consular fees and any taxes on freight or wharfage at
the loading port, are not to be borne by either Suppliers
or the Greek State, but, as is customary, by the vessel.

6.3.5. Adjustment of Contract Prices for gravity
variations.

The Contract Price for any cargo of crude oil shall
increase or decrease, as the case may be, should the
API gravity of the cargo on loading be greater or
less than the API gravity or gravity range indicated
in 6.3.1. above, in accordance with the then customery
practice of the company supplying the cargo in question.

6.3.6. Adjustment of Contract Prices for increased
financial burdens.

Any increases in the financial charges or burdens
(as defined in 6.3.6.4. below) which may be incurred
by the Suppliers in respect of crude oil delivered or
deliverable hereunder in excess of the levels which
prevailed on the date hereof or the date of the latest
price change whichever is later shall be dealt with as
follows :

6.3.6.1. As. to any increase in the financial charges
or burdens in respect of any cargoes of crude oil the
loading of which shall have commenced prior to the
date that the fact and amount of such increase was
known to the Suppliers, the Suppliers shall notify the
Greek State of the total amount thereof, and such
amouut shall be reimbursed by the Greek State to the
Suppliers within 30 days following Suppliers’ said
notification, or by the date for payment of the cargo
or cargoes in question pursuant to 6.13 whichever
i1s the later.

6.3.6.2. As to any increase in the financial charges
or burdens in respect of any cargoes of crude cil the
loading of which shall have commenced on or after
the date that the fact and amount of such increase
was known to the Suppliers, the Suppliers shall notify
the Greek State thereof and may request the Greek
State to agree to bear all or a specified part of such
increase (hereinafter called Negotiable Increase). In
such event the Greek State shall within 30 days after
the date of such notice advise Suppliers in writing as
to the part if any of such Negotiable Increase which
the Greek State undertakes to bear.

Unless the Greek State shall so undertake to bear
the full amount requested bv Suppliers, Suppliers shall
have the option to do either of the following :

(i) Suppliers may deliver the grade of crude oil
so affected at a price which reflects only so much if
any of the Negotiable Increase as the Greek State under-
took to bear, or

(i1) Suppliers may within 60 days after the expiry
of the said 30 days declare this Agreement terminated
forthwith and may declare immediately due and pay-
able with interest thereon, the full amount of the loan
referred to in Article II then outstanding.

6.3.6.3. In the evenl of lermination pursuant lo
option (ii) referred to in 6.3.6.2. above the full amount
of the Negotiable Increase shall be effective in respect
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of all cargoes of crude oil the loading of which shall
have commenced on or after the date that such in-
crease was notified pursuant to Section 6.3.6.2. and
shall promptly be reimbursed by the Greek State to
the Suppliers.

6.3.6.4. For the purposes hereof, the term «financial
charges or burdens» as used herein shall mean the total
monetary payments and other benefits of whatsoever
nature accruing to or receivable by the Government
of the producing country concerned, the Government
of any country through which the crude oil in question
1s transported by pipeline to the loading ports contem-
plated herein, or to any agency or authority of any
such Government or Governments attributable to any
of the crude oil supplied or suppliable hereunder in-
cluding, but without limitation to the generality of
the foregoing, royalties, duties, fees, income and other
taxes payable to the Governments concerned, payments
resulting from changes in monetary exchange rates,
additional costs or economic burdens of whatever
description imposed upon or assumed by the Suppliers
as a result of any arrangement or procedure, whether
imposed by law or otherwise, whereby any such Govern-
ment shall participate in or acquire or hold an interest
in, directly or indirectly, or in any way, in whole or
in part, direct, control, operate, manage or benefit
from, the production, refining, storage, handling, use,
export, transportation or delivery of any crude oils,
and the amount of any payments to any such Govern-
ments as a result of the provisions of any existing agree-
ments or new or supplementary agreements between
such Governments and the Suppliers.»

(e) Section 6.10 of Article VI shall be amended by
changing the first reference to Section 6.2 to 6.3.3.
and by deleting the words from «in order to» to the
end of the Section.

(d) Section 6.11 of Article VI shall be amended by
the deletion of the words «specified in Section 6.3 or
an appropriate loading port in accordance with Sections
6.4 and 6.5 hereofn.

(e) There shall be added to the first sentence of
Section 6.11.4.3 of Article VI the following words :

«or in the case of part cargo loadings, for a tankship
of size and type which could have loaded the part
cargo in question as a full cargo».

(f) Section 7.4 of Article VIT shall be amended to
read as follows :

«lf by reason of a Contingency applicable to the
Greek State and to any operator of the Refinery ap-
pointed by the Greek State there is a curtailment or
discontinuance of operations in the Refinery which
shall inake it impossible to cause to be processed in
the Refinery the total amount of crude oil to be pur-
chased for the year in question under this Agreement
and il there is nol available in Greece to the Greek

State processing capacity at other refineries to pro-
cess the quantity whose processing at the Refinery
is rendered impossible by reason of such cause, the
quantities of crude oil to be purchased for the year in
question under this Agreement shall be correspondingly
reduced».

(g) Section 7.5 of Article VII shall be amended by
the deletion of the words «including any obligation to
repay money referred to in 6.2.3.».

(h) Article IX shall be amended by the deletion of
the words «in accordance with the provisions of 6.2.3,
hereof».

Article 3.

Wherever in the Agreement ratified by LD 70,68
reference is made to the «Agreement», such reference
shall be deemed to include as from 1st January, 1974
the present agreement as well as the amendments to
the Agreement ratified by LD 70/68 contained herein.

Article 4.

{a) All outstanding Promissory Notes will, at the
option of the holders thereof either (i) be re-issued
in the form set forth in Annex A to the Agreement
ratified by LD 70/68 but with the addition thereto
of the phrase «as amended by the agreement effective
January 1, 1974», at the end of the fourth paragraph
thereof or (ii) be endorsed by the Minister of Finance
or his authorised Deputy by the addition of such words.

(b) The Bank of Greece will deliver to the holders
of the Promissory Notes a document in such form and
substance as may be approved by counsel for the
holders thereof consenting to the amendment of the
Agreement ratified by LD 70/68 by this amending
agreement effective January 1, 1974 and to the change
in the text of the Promissory Notes as described in
paragraph (a) of this Article 4.

Article 5.
This agreement is made in both the Greek and Ln-
glish languages, both texts being equally authoritative.
