of the IIIrd Session
of the Joint Greek — Bulgarian Commission for the
Development of Tourism

The Joint Greek - Bulgarian Commission for the
development of Tourism, called hereafter «Commis-
sion», held its IlIrd Session in Athens from December
16th to 19th, 1974.

Prof. George Daskalakis, Chairman of the Greek
side, presided over the session: '

The Commission agreed on the following Agenda:

1. Reports by the two Presidents of the Delegations
on the implementation of the decisions of the IInd
Session.

2. Policy to be-adopted for further promotion of
the tourist traffic between the two countries and for
cooperation to attract tourists from third countries.

3. Cooperation between the countries in matters
arising from the decisions of the 7th Conference of
Official Tourist Organizations of the Balkan Countries.

4. Various items not included in the Agenda.

Item 1

The Presidents of both sides reported on the imple-
mentation of the recommendations of the IInd session
and expressed their satisfaction with the results of
the cooperation between the two countries. They expres-
sed also a serious concern over the international energy
crisis which resulted from the increase of petrol prices
and the international monetary problems which are
believed to have some adverse effect on Tourism in
1975.

Item 2

It was noted that both sides have taken measures
to increase tourist traffic between the two countries
with satisfactory results. Their cooperation in this field
shall continue in the future, too.

It was also noted with satisfaction that Travel Agen-
cies of both countries cooperate closely in organizing
tours to both countries. For this purpose, some con-
crete measures have already been taken such as among
others, the inclusion of Bulgarian and Greek ports of
call and other sites of interest in their programmes.

It was also agreed to recommend Travel Agencies
of both countries to organise tours for tourists of third
countries spending their vacations in touristic areas
of Bulgaria and Greece to visit the other country.

It was reported that rail-road traffic between the
two countries is not at the desired level especially
between Thessaloniki and Sofia. It was, therefore,
agreed to recommend Travel Agencies of both coun-
tries to include rail-road transportation in their pro-
grammes.

It was agreed that both sides will recommend to the
appropriate authorities of both countries to continue
their efforts for the simplification of visa and border
formalities. It was also recommended to request the
appropriate authorities to examine the possibility of
establishing a joint passport and customs control at
the borders in order to shorten the time of the trip.
Both Tourism Organizations hope that concrete mea-
sures are to be expected in due course.

A satisfactory cooperation between the Automobile
Clubs of the two countries was ascertained. It was re-
commended that both Clubs should continue the good
relations they have established, to exchange informa-
tion and assistance, and examine the possibility of
participation in rallies and other joint activities orga-
nised by both Clubs. The Bulgarian side expressed the
wish of the Bulgarian Union of Motorists to hold a
Balkan automobile-folklore festival in Bulgaria in 1976.
The Greek side took note of the expressed proposal
and believe that it will be favourably examined by the
Greek Automobile and Touring Club (E.L.P.A.).

It was also agreed to recommend various educational
and other associations to organise excursions for their
members to both -countries.

In the sector of exchanging tourist information and
publicity, it was recommended to exchange travel
writers and journalists, and other public opinion leaders
in order to inform the public of both countries of the
tourist attractions offered by Bulgaria and Greece.

It was also considered that organizing tourist exchi-
bitions, Press conferences and other activities as the
exchange of tourist experts and other specialists in
the field, will benefit Tourism of both countries.

Item 3

Regarding the shooting of the film on tourism in
the Balkan Countries, the Greek side informed the
Bulgarian side that it will participate in the meeting
of experts which will be arranged by the Yugoslav
N.T.O. sometime in Spring 1975. Both sides decided
that the subject of publishing a tourist map of the
Balkan Countries will also be examined at that meeting.

It was agreed to recommend the appropriate orga-
nisations and Public Services to examine the possibility
of organising youth tourism in both countries.

It was also agreed to instruct representatives of both
countries.

It was also agreed to instruct representatives of both
sides in New York and Tokyo to have a joint meeting
in order to examine their promotional activities and
submit proposals for a closer cooperation regarding
joint tours to Bulgaria and Greece.

Following the desire of the Bulgarian side, the possib-
lity of establishing a Bulgarian Tourist Office in Athens
and a Greek Tourist Office in Sofia will be examined
by appropriate authorities of both sides, in due course.

The question of actual payments between the Travel
Agencies of both countries was considered and it was
decided to be referred to the appropriate national
authorities for favorable examination.

It was happily noted by both sides that the Session
was held in an atmosphere of friendship and mutual
understanding. :

The next Session of the Commission will be held in
Sofia in 1975.

Item 1

The Chairman of bath sides reported on the imple-
mentation of the conclusions of the XIVth Session and
expressed their satisfaction over the results of the coope-
ration between the two countries. Both sides expressed
also their serious concern over the international energy-
crisis which resulted from the inerease of petrol prices
and the international monetary inflation.

[tem 2

It was noted that both countries have taken measures
to increase tourist traffic between the two countries
with satisfactory results, Their cooperation in this field
will continue.

The Commission expressed the wish that competent
authorities continue their efforts to simplify border
formalities for persons from both countries wishing
to enter the other for tourist purposes.

It was also noted with satisfaction that Travel Agen-
cies in both countries have published programmes in
which they include the other country as a holiday
destination. It was also agreed that Travel Agencies
of both countries should try to convince Travel Agencies
of third countries to prepare joint programmes for tours
to both countries. Their respective N.T.O. should sup-
port positively those efforts. Also Greek and Yugoslav
cruise ships companies have included Yugoslav and
Greek ports of call respectively in their programmes.

The question of further improving rail and road
transport between the two countries will be examined
by both sides in order to increase tourist comfort.

Matters concerning rail and road transport will be
examined by the Greek and Yugoslav appropriate Or-
ganizations.

In the field of publicity and exchange of information,
the Greek side informed the Commission that they
are preparing a pamphlet on Thessaloniki in the Ser-
bocroatian language. The Yugoslav side informed also
the Commission that they are going to publish a folder
on Yugoslavia in the Greek language. To this end it
was agreed to exchange draft texts in order to mutually
check the translations.

A most satisfactory cooperation between the Auto-
mobile Clubs of the two countries was ascertained.
Tt was recommended that both Clubs should continue
the good relations they have established and to exchange
information and assistance.

It was agreed to mutually exchange travel writers
and journalists in order to write articles for the attrac-
tion of tourists from both countries. )

It was agreed to exchange information regarding
national and regional tourist development plans.

The respective N.T.O. of both countries should ela-
bor.ate a programme in order to provide the implemen-
tation of the aforementioned promotional activities.

Item 3

It was noted that cooperation among Balkan Coun-
tries should improve because of its great importance
n the development of tourism in the Balkan Region.
_In the implementation of the conclusions of the 7th
Conference of Official Tourist Organizations of ’ghe
Balkan Countries, the Greek side expressed its intention

to participate in a meeting of experts for the shooting
of the film on Balkan Tourism.

It was agreed upon that in February or March 1975
the Yugoslav side will extend an invitation to all parties
involved, to participate in a meeting to discuss the
script and the details of shooting the film. During that
meeting the question of a tourist map covering the
Balkan Countries will also be discussed.

It was suggested by the Yugoslav side to propose
that during the period in which the Conference of the
Official Tourist Organizations of the Balkan Countries
is to take place i.e. in the Autumn 1975 a meeting of
the Travel Agencies Associations of the Balkan Countries
should also be held at the same time, in order to faci-
litate the aforementioned Conference. The Greek side
agreed with this proposal.

Item 4

The Chairman of the Yugoslav delegation reported
on some problems about the establishment of the WTO
and requested the Greek side to support the candida-
ture of Zagreb for the headquarters of the WTO.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the esta-
blishment of WTO and will make every effort for the
achievement of its aims. It is understood that since
WTO is at an intergovernmental level its decisions will
be applicable by the member countries.

As far as the headquarters of WTO is concerned the
Greek side is aware of the fact that the Yugoslav Govern-
ment has submitted the candidature of Zagreb for the
headquarters of WTO.

Both sides are in favour of maintaining flexibility
regarding the application of the Statutes of WTO.

The Greek side also stated that there is a very good
cooperation between the two countries in the Com-
mittee for Tourism of the OECD (where Yugoslavia
is an Associate Member).

It was also stated that it is necessary to have better
cooperation within the framework of the European
Travel Commission regarding preparation of promo-
tional tourist programmes concerning better valori-
sation of the region to which Yugoslavia and Greece
belong.

The next Session of the Commission will take place
in Yugoslavia in Autumn 1975.
