Tourist Cooperation between the National Tourist
Organization of the Republic of Greece and the Ministry
of Tourism of the Arab rebublic of Egypt for 1975.

The Greek-ARE Joint Commission for tourism formed
in accordance with, and for the purpose of implementing
the articles of the tourist Agreement between Greece
and Egypt signed in ATHENS on the 23rd of July 1968,
held in Cairo its first ordinary Session from the 10th
to 15th of June 1975.

— Having duly deliberated the items on the Agenda

at three separate working sessions, and
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— having consulted with competent officials in sectors
related to tourim, the Joint Commission has drawn
up the following executive programme for the year
1975 :

I. Tourist Traffic :

a) In order to increase the tourist traffic bg‘then
the two countries, the National Tourist Organization
'n Greece and the Ministry of Tourism in the ARE
encourage closer cooperation between the tourist orga-
nizations in the two countries in order to facilitate tra-
velling between them. )

b) Both sides shall seek to promote tourism from
third party countries as well as youth and students.

¢) Both sides shall encourage the competent maritime
authorities in both countries for establishing regular
Ferry-boat services linking Greece with Egypt.

d) Both sides shall approach the competent author-
ities with a view to obtain exemption of tourist visa
on a reciprocal basis.

II. Exchange of Experience :

a) The two parties will regularly exchange statistical
data as well as programmes and information concern-
ing the training of personnel in the field of tourism.

b) The two parties shall exchange technical experien-
ce between them, and each country will send annually
two experts.in different fields (such as tourist planning,
publicity, public relations, control of services, national
tourist offices abroad... ete.) for a period of 14 days.
The sending country will bear expenses concerning
transportation for these experts, and the host country
will cover the asccommodation and the domestic trans-
portation.

III. Publicity Promotion :

a) Bach party will supply the order —twice a year—
with sufficient numbers of English & French tourist
publicity material. Such material should cover cultural
events, holidays and health resorts, sports events and
other tourist attractions. Such publicity material will
be distributed amongst tourists by the tourist infor-
mation offices of each party.

b) Each party will encourage the exchange of travel
writers, journalists, folkloric troups and exhibitions
with the collaboration of the concerned authorities
for the purpose of stimulating tourist interest in and
to both countries. ¢) The Official Tourist Authority
in each country will prepare a series of tourist articles
to be published in the daily newspapers for tourist
publicity of the other country.

d) The two countries will exchange two tourist
films through their embassies (in English version) to
be screened on TV., movie-houses and national clubs.
The sending country will bear the costs of shipping:
the receiving country wiil take the necessary steps to
exempt the previously mentioned films from entry
charges.

e) Each country will facilitate the holding of a tou-
rist exhibition for one week and window - displays in
the travel agencies for the tourist publicity of the
other country. The sending country will bear the ex-
penses of the exhibition, the window-displays and
shipping of publicity materials.
