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LOAN AGREEMENT dated the 22nd day of September
1976 between the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA,
acting through the AGENCY FOR INTERNATIO-
NAL DEVELOPMENT («A.L.D.»), and the REPU-
BLIC OF GREECE (the «Borrower») acting through
the Ministry of Finance and the Bank of Greece.

ARTICLE I.
The Loan.

SECTION 1.01. The Loan. A.L.D. agrees to lend Lo
the Borrower pursuant to the Foreign Assistance Act
of 1:61, as amended, an amount not to exceed sixty-
five million United States Dollars ($65 million) (the
«Lioan») to finance the foreign exchange costs of com-
modities and commodity-related services, as such ser-
vices are defined by the relevant regulations of A.LD.
as set forth in implementation letters, needed to assist
the Borrower to increase its industrial and agricultural
production. Commodities and commodity-related ser-
vices authorized to be financed hereunder are hereinaf-
terreferred to as «Eligible Items». The aggregate amount
of disbursements under the Loan is hereinafter referred
to as «Principal»,

ARTICLE II.
Loan Terms.

SECTION 2.01. Tnterest. The Borrower shall pay to
A.LD. interest which shall accrue at the rate of five
percent (5 %) per annum, on the outstanding balance
of Principal and on any due and unpaid interest. Inte-
rest on the outstanding balance shall accrue from the
date of each respective disbursement (as such date is
defined in Section 5.04) and shall be computed on the
basis of a 365-day year. Interest shall be payable semi-
annually. The first payment of interest shall be due and
payable no later than six (6) months after the first dis-
bursement hereunder, on a date to be specified by A.1.D.

SECTION 2.02. Repayment. The Borrower shall repay
to A.LD. the Principal within twenty-five (25) years
from the date of the first disbursement hereunder in
forty-one (41) approximately equal semi-annual instal-
Iments of Principal and intrerest. The first installment
of Principal shall be payable four and one-half (4 1/2)
years after the date on which interest payment is due in
accordance with Section 2.01. A.I.D. shall provide the
Borrower with an amortization schedule in accordance
with this section after the final disbursement under the
Loan.

SECTION 2.03. Application, Currency and Place of
Payment. All payments of interest and Principal hereun-
der shall be made in United States Dollars and shall be
applied first to the payment of interest due and then to
the repayment of Principal. Except as A.I.D. may other-
wise specify in writing, all such payments shall be made
to the Controller, Agency for International Develop-
ment, Washington, D.C. 20523 U.S.A., and shall be dee-
med made when received by the Office of the Control-
ler.

SECTION 2.04. Prepayment. Upon payment of all
interest and refunds then due, the Borrower may prepay,
without penalty, all or any part of the Principal. Any
such prepayment shall be applied to the installments
of Principal in the inverse order of their maturity.

SECTION 2.05. Renegotiation of the Terms of the
Loan. The Borrower and A.I.D. agree to negotiate at
such time or times as either may request, an acceleration
of the repayment of the Loan in the event that there
is any significant improvement in the internal and

external economic and finanecial position and prospects
of Greece.

ARTICLE 111
Conditions Precedent to Disbhursement

SECTION 3.01. Conditions Precedent to Initial
Dispursement. Prior to any disbursement or to the
issnance of any Letter of Commitment or other autho-
rization of disbursement under the Loan, the Borrower
shall, except as A.L.D. may otherwise agree in writing,
furnish to A.I.D. in form and substance satisfatory to
ALLD. :

{a) an opinion or opinions of the l.egal Advisor of
the Ministry of Coordination and Planning of the
Republic of Greece or of othor counsel acceptable to
A.LLD. that this Agreement has been duly authorized
and/or ratified by and execuied on hehalf of the Borrower
and that it constitutes a valil and legally binding
obligation of the Borrower in accordance with all of
148 terms;

(b) a statement of the numes of the persons holding
or acting in the office of the Borrower specilied in
Sectinn 8.02 and a specumen signature of each such
person specified in such statement;

(¢) a procurement plan including the procedures
by which all procurement financed under the Agreemeont
will be carried out.

SECTION 3.02. Terminal Date for Meeting Conditions
Precedent to  Disbursement. I all the conditions
specified in Section 3.01 shall not have been met within
ninety (90) days after the date ol this Agreem ot or
such later date as A.I.D. may agree Lo in weiting, AL D,
at its option, may terminate this Agreement by giving
written notice to the Borrower. In tha event of a ter-
mination hereunder, upon the giving of nolice, the
Borrower shall immediately repay the Principal then
outstanding and shell pay any aceraed interest and,
upon reseipt of such pavments in full, this Agreement
and all obligations of 1o parties herennder shall {er-
minate.

SECTION 3.03. Notfication of Meeling Conditions
Precedent to Disbursement. A.LD. shall notily ihe
Borrowar upon determination by A.1.D. that the condi-
tions precedent to disbursement specified in Section
3.01 have been met.

ARTICLE 1V
Procurement, Utilization and Eligibility of Commodities

SECTION 4.01. Eligibility Requirement. Unless 1D,
otherwise agrees in writing, Eligible Ttems finansed
under the Loan shall have their source in the United
States of America. Such Eligible Items shall meet ali
the requirements for determining source as are contained
in relevant A.1.D. regulations as set forth in Implemen-
tation Letters.

SECTION 4.02. Date of Procurement. No commodities
or commodily related services may be financed hereun-
de: for which delivery to the importer or his agent was
made prior to the Eligibility Date, which shall be the
date of signing of this Agreemo2nt.

SECTION 4.03. Eligible Ttems,

{a) The commodities eligible for financing under
this Loan shall be those specified in the A.T.D. Commo-
dity Eligibility Listing as set forth in the hinplementation
Letters and Commodity Procurement Instructions jssugd
to Borrower. Commodity-related services, as defined in
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such relevant A.1.D. regulations as set forth in Imple-
mentation Petters, are cligible for financing under
this Loan. Qther items shall become eligible for finaneing
only with the written agreement of A0 1. LLD. may
decline to finanee any specific commodity or commodity-
related service when in its judgement such financing
would be inconsistent with the purpose of the Loean
o of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

(b) A.LD. reserves Lhe right in exceptional situations
to delete commodity categories or items within commo-
dity categories described by such codes on the Commo-
dity Eligibility Listing as are set forth in Implemen-
tation Letters. Such right will be exercised at a point
in time no later than the date on which A.L.D. expends
funds made available to the Borrower under this
Agreement for the financing of the commodity. In any
event, however, the Borrower will be notified by A.L.D.
of any decision by A.1.D. to exercise its right pursvant
to a determination that finaneing the commodity would
adversely affeet ALLD., or foreign policy objectives
of the United States or could ffeopar('iize the safery
or health of people in the importing .country.

(¢) Funds provided Bereunder shall not be used for
the purchase of any commaodity atsprices higher than
the market price prevailing in thedUnited States at time
of purchase adjusted for differencesin the cost of trans-
portation to destination, quality aud terrs of payment.

SECTION  4.04. Eligible Suppliers.  Commodities
financed under this Loan shall be purchased {rom eli-
gible suvpliers as described in relevant A.1.D. regula-
tions as set forth in Implementation Letters.

SECTION 4.65. Financing Physical Facilities. Except
as ALLD. may otherwise agree in writing, nct more
than § 1,000,000 from Uie procedes of this T.oan shall
be used Tor, the purchase of commodities or commodity-
related services for use in the construction, expansion,
cquipping, or alternation of any one physical facility
or related  physical [facilities  without prior ALD.
approval. «Related physieal facilities» shall mean those
facilities which, taking into account such factors as
Functional interdependence, geographic proximity, and
ownership. constitute a single enterprise in the judgment

of ALD.
SECTTON 4.06. Utilization of Commodities.

(a) Borrower shall insure that commodities finance:d
under this Agreement shall be effectively used for the
purpose for which the assistance is made available.
Sueh effective use shall inetide ;

(1) The mabitenance of accuraie aveival and clearance
records by customs authorities and the prompt proces-
sing ol comuodity imports through customs at ports
of entry and removal fromt customs and/or customns-
bonded warehouses of such commodities.

(it The proper surveillance and sapervision by
Borrower o reduce hreakage and pilferage in ports
resulting from careless or deliberately improper eargo
hiandling practices.

(b) Borrower shall use its best efforts to prevent
the use of commodilies financed under this Agrecment
to promale or assist any project or aclivily assoclated
with or financed by anv eountry not included in the
refevant S ED. Code as st forthein Implementation
Lotiers and ns ip efiect at the tune of projected us»
except with the prior viitten consent of ALD.

SECTICK 457 Alutnr “ehieles. Excent as ALD.
may ctherwize agrec in writing, none of the procecds
of tbis Loan may be used to finance the purchase, sale,
long-term lease, exchange or guaraiilce of a sale of

motor vehicles unless such motor vehicles are manu-
factured in the United States.

SECTIGN 4.08. Minimum Size of Transactions.
Except where authorized by A.LLD. in writing, no
disbursernent authorization issued pursuant to this
Agreement shall be in an amount less than ten thousand
dollars ( % 10,600). The minimum size cof transaction
restriction is not applicable to importers.

SECTION 4.09. Procedures. A.LD. will issue bin-
ding Implementation Letters and Commodity Proce-
rement instructions which will prescribe the proce-
dures applicable in connection with the implementation

of this Agreement.
ARTICLYE V
Disbursements

SECTION 5.61. Disbursements Directly to Borrower.
To obtain disbursements hereunder, Borrower may from
time to time submit to A.L.D. or its designee, docu-
mentary evidence of ihe f{oreign exchange costs of
and the importation of Eligible Items.

Such documentation shall be reviewed by ALD.

SECTION 5.02. Additienal Information. Should A.
I.D. require eny information in addition to that su-
bmitted under Secticn 5.01 nbove, concerning the pur-
chase price or other information relevant to any given
transactions, the Borrower agrees to secure such in-
formation and furnish the same to AILD.

SECTION 5.03. Other Forms of Disbursement. Dis-
bursements of the loan may also be made through
such other means and by such other procedures, as
the Borrower an:d A.L.D. may agree in writing.

SECTION 5.0% Date of Disbursement. Disburse-
ments by A.LD. shall be deemed to occur on the date
on which ALD. makes a dishursement to the Bor-
rower or its designeo.

SECTION 5.05. 'l'erminal Date of Disbursements.
Except as A.1.D. may otherwise agree in writing, no
disbursements shall be made against dccumentation
received after December 31, 1978.

ARTICLE VI
General and Warranties.

SECTION 6.6!. Renorts. Borrower shall furnish to
ALD. such information and reports relating to the
goods and services linanced by this Loan anid the per-
formance of Borrower’s obligations under this Agree-
ment as A.LD. may request.

SECTION 6.02. Disclosure of Material Faets and
Circumstances, The Boreower represents and warrants
ihat all facts wad clioustanses that it has diselosad or
caused to be disclozed to AL 2 in the course of obtai-
ning the Loan are ac-usr'~ anl complete and that
it has disclosed to A.LD., accurately and completely,
all facts and eircumstances that might materinlly affeet
the Loan and the discharge of its obligations under
this Agreement.

in nay state of the United States.

SECTION 6.06. Ocean Shipment.

(a) At least 50 9 of the gross tonnage of all commo-
dities (coraputed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry
ecargo liners and tankers) for which disbursement 1s
requested, which may be transported on ocean vessels
shall have been transported on privately-owned U.S.
flag comunercial vessels, to the extent such vessels
are available at fair and reasonable rates for U.S. flag
commereial  vessels.  Determination that (U5, flag
commercial vessels are not so available must be made
by A.LD. Additionally, at least 509 of the gross
freight revenue generated by all shiprments financed
hercunder and transported on dry cargo liners shall be
paid to or for the bencfit of privaiclv-owned U
tiag commercial vessels.

SECTION 7.05. Continued Effectiveness of Agree-
ment. Notwithstanding any cancellation, suspension of
disbursement or aceeleration of repayment, the provi-
sions of this Agreement shall continue in full force
and effect (as to any funds disbursed under this Loan)
until the repavment ia full of all Principal and any
accrued Interest hereunder.

SECTION 7.06. Refunds. 1 AL D. determines that
ainy disburscment is not supported by valid decumenta-
tion In accordance with this Agreement, or is in vio-
lation of United States law, or that the commodities
financed under this Agreemcnt are not financed or
used in accordance withy the terms of this Agreement,
the Borrower shall pay to A.LD. within ninety (90)
days after receipt of request an ampunt not to exceed
the amount of such disbursement.

SECTION 7.07. Expenses of Collection, All reaso-
nable costs incurred by A.1.D., other than salaries of
its staff, in connection with the vollection of any refund
ov in connection with amounts due A.LD. by reason of
the ocerrence of any of the events spacified in Section
7.02 may be charged to the Borrower and reimbursed
to A.LLD. in such manner as A.LD. may specify.

SECTION 7.08. Nonwaiver of Remedies. No delay
i exercising or omission to exercise any right, power,
or remedy accruing to A.LD. under this Agreement
shall be construed as a waiver of any of such rights,
powers, or remedies.

SECTION 8.01. Communications. Any notice, re-

SECTION 8.02. Representatives. The Borrower will
be represeuted, for the purposes of this Agreement,
regarding the payment of interest, Principal, refunds
and expenses of coliection, prepayment, taxation, Events
of Default, suspension of disbursements and the is-
suance of promissory notes, by the Minister of Finance,
and for all other purposes hereof by the Governor or
the Vice Governors of the Bank of Greece. Such represen-
tatives of the borrower shall have the authority to desi-
gnate additional representatives by written notice. A.I. D.
will be represented by the individual holding or acting
in the office of Director, Office of Commodity Mana-
gement. Such individual shall have the authority to
designate additional representatives by written notice.
In the event of any replacement or other designation
of a representative hereunder, Borrower shall submit
a statement of the representative’s name and specimen
signature in form and substance satisfactory to A.I.D.
Until receipt by A.L.D. of written notice of revocation
of the authority of any of the duly authorized represen-
tatives of the Borrower designated pursuant to this
Section, it may accept the signature of any such repres-
entative or representatives on any instrument as con-
clusive evidence that any action effected by such in-
strument is duly authorized.

SECTION 8.03. Promissory Notes. At such time or
times as A.I.D. may request, the Borrower shall issue
promissory notes or such other evidences of indebtedness
with respect to the Loan, in form and substance as mu-
tually agreed by the Borrower and A.L.D., and supported
by such legal opinions as A.I.D. may reasonably request.

SECTION 8.04. Termination Upon Full Payment.
Upon payment in full of the Principal and of any ac-
crued interest, this Agrecement and all obligations of
the Borrower and A.ID. under this Loan Agreement
shall terminate.

1. The undersigned is the supplier of the commodities
or commodiiy-related serviees indicated in the Invoice-
and-Centract Abstract on the reverve hereof, has com-
phed wiih the applicable provisions of A.1.D. Regulation
1, is entitled under said contract and under the avplie-
