The Government of the State of Bahrain and the
Government of the Hellenic Republic desiring to further
strengthen and promote friendly relations and ‘coope-
ration in economie, cultural and techniecal fields on the
basis of mutual respect and common interest, have
agreed as follows : o

: Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall seek to promote econo-
mie, cultural and technical cooperation in the fields
that contribute to the development of the economies
of both countries.

Article 2 ‘ ,
Economie, cultural and technical cooperation be-

tween the two countries, shall cover fields of Trade,
Industry, Tourism, Transport and Communications, Pu-
blic works, Shipping, Shipbuilding, Fisheries and any
other field to be agreed upon between the Contracting
Parties, taking into account the advantages as well as
the possibilities at the disposal of each Contracting
Party.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties shall take all possible and
necessary measures to promote technical cooperation
between the two countries through exchange of training
activities and the exchange of specialized personnel
and of technical experts as well as scientific and
technical information in various fields.

Artiele 4

The Contracting Parties shall treat this agreement as
a basis for concluding specific agreements related to the
cooperation referred to-in the preceding Articles as
well as other speciflic agreements for projects to be
agreed upon later between the two eountries.

Article 5

The Contracting Parties shall encourage economic,
cultural and technical cooperation between the nationals
and corporate bodies of the two countries in accordance
with the laws and regulations in force in the two coun-
tries.
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CArticle 6

The Contracting Parties agree to establish a joint
commission for economie, cultural and technical eo-
operation in order to facilitate the implementation of
this agreement and to further expand economie, cultural

- and technical cooperation hetween the two countries.
The joint commission shall meet at Manama and at
Athens alternately as shall be agreed upon.

The Commission may establish when deemed neces-
sary any subsidiary bodies for the fulfilment of its
functions.

) Article 7

This agreement is subjeet to ratification by the
Contracting Parties and shall enter into force on the
date of the exchange of instruments of ratification and
shall be valid for a period of five years renewable auto-
matically for further such periods unless either of the
Contracting Parties gives notice in writing of its in-
tention to terminate it at least six months prior to
its expiration. Such termination does not apply to the
specific agreements provided for under Article % of this
agreement unless either of the Contracting Parties de-
clares its intention to terminate them along with th's

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AGREEMENT

On Economic and Technical Cooperation Between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govern-
ment of the Republic of Iraq.

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Iraq hereinafter called
the «Contracting Parties» bearing in mind the friendly
relations already exisl between their two countries and
peoples, desirous to strengthen and promote these
cordial relations on the basis of equality and mutual
benefit, and recognizing the benefits to be derived by
both countries from closer economic and technical
cooperation, agreed on the following:

’

Article 1

The two Parties shall take all measures necessary
for the expansion and promotion of economic and te-
chnical relations between them, particularly in such
forms and types of economic and technical, cooperation
which directly contribute to the economic development
of both countries. '

Economic and technical cooperation between the
two countries shall in general cover the following:

A. To implement projects in the fields of industry,
dgriculture, petroleum, irrigation, public works and
housing, tourism, transport, communications, maritime
transport, ships building and fisheries.

B. To render assistance in the fields of technical and
vocational training and transfer of modern technology
through the establishment of institutes and vocational
training centres in addition to the provision of scholar-
ships and exchanging of expertise and information,
technical and scientific studies and knowledge.

C. To urge institutes, establishments and companies
operating in bolh countries to cooperate at their maxi-
mum abilities in the implementation of paragraphs
(A, B) above and whatever other projects the‘ agree
upon in the field of economic development.

D. To provide assistance in the field of maritime
transporl through trrining Iraqi cadres.

Article 2

A. Implementation of cooperation between the two
countries, within the framework of this Agreement
shall be achieved through contracts to be concluded
between the competent organizations. All relevant
details shall be spelled out in these contracts.

‘

B. The Hellenic competent organizations shall give
due regard, when submitting their offers for the con-
tracts mentioned above, to the following considerations:

1) the high international quality of technical speci-
fications, -

2) speed in submitting tenders, concluding contracts
and the execution of projects,

3) prices must be competitive.

Article 3

In order to facilitate the implementation of this
Agreement, the two Contracting Parties have agreed
to set up a Joint Committee.

The Committee shall convene annually or whenever
necessity demands on the request of either of the two
Parties, alternately in Athens and Baghdad. The Com-
mittee may establish any subsidary body deemed
necessary for the fulfilment of its Tunctions.

The Committee shall be entrusted with the following °
functions :-

1. To eliminate all difficulties which might arise ,
from the implementation of this Agreement.

2. To make suggestions aiming at the improvement
and expansion of economic and technical relations
between the two countries

3. To agree upon the details of the technical coope-
ration programmes and follow-up the implementation
thereof.

Article 4

The two Parties shall in accordance with the laws
and regulations in force in their respective countries,
issue the required licences to each other in respect to
supplies, works and services that shall be undertaken
within the framework of this Agreement and in accor-
dance with the terins of the contracts concluded be-
ween the competent organizations.

Article 5

. The two Parties shall undertake, through their com-
petent organizations and companies and upon the
request of the other Party’s organizations, to supply
materials and spare parts necessary to the efficient
operation of the complete plants, machinery and equip-
ment supplied under this Agreement.

Article 6
Disputes resulting from inpleme itation of contracts

_concluded within the framework of this Agreement

between the competent organizations (as a juridical
persons) in both countries shall be settled in accordance
with the provisions of those contracts and within the
context ‘of the cordial and friendly relations existing
between them. °

Article 7

The provisions of this Agreement shall remain valid
for the purpose of implementing the contracts signed
under its provisions and during the period of its validity
until such contracts shall have been totally implemented.

Article 8

This Agreement shall come into force as from the
date of exchange of notes confirming their ratification
or approval in accordance with the constitutional pro-
cedures in the contracting countries. The Agreement

shall remain in force for five years, and it shall be auto-
matically extended for another five years unless a written
notice is given by either Contracting Party six months
prior to its expiry expressing his intentlion to termi-
nate the Agreement.
