AGREEMENT, dated December 21, 1976, between
THE HELLENIC STATE (hereinafter called the
Borrower) and INTERNATIONAL BANK FOR RE-
CONSTRUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT (hereinafter
called the Bank).

WHEREAS (A) The Borrower and the Bank have
executed and delivered a loan agreement No 859 GR
(Second Education Project) dated October 2, 1972,
(hereinafter called the Loan Agreement ) for the purpose
of assisting in the financing of an education ptoject
described in Schedule 2 to the Loan Agreement (herein-
after called the Project);

(B) From time to time, the Borrower and the Bank
have agreed to changes in the Exhibit to Schedule 2 of
the Loan Agreement which are reflected hereunder in
Section 2.03 (b) and (c) of this Agreement;

C) There have been significant increases in the
estimated cost for carrying out the Project;

D) The Borrower has requested the Bank to delete
items relating to the University of Patras from the
Project, and for that purpose, to amend the Loan
Agreement; and

E) The Borrower has reaffirmed that after such
deletion and with such amendments as reflected in the
revised Exhibit to Schedule 2, the increased cost of
the Project over and above the said Bank Loan would
be provided promptly by the Borrower in order to
complete the Project; and

F) The Bank is willing to agree to such request
upon the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth;

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto hereby
agree as follows : "

Article 1.
Definitions
Section 1.01. Wherever used in this Agreement,
unless the context otherwise requires, the several
terms defined in the Loan Agreement and in the General
Conditions Applicable to Loan and Guarantee Agree-
ments of the Bank, dated Tanuary 31, 1969, have the
respective meanings therein set forth.

Article II.

Amendments to the Loan Agreement

Section 2.01. (a) Paragraphs (c) and (d) of Section
1.02 of the Loan Agreement are deleted;

b) Section 4.05 is deleted, and the numbering of
Section 4.06 and Section 4.07 is amended respectively
to read Section 4.05 and Section 4.06;

(c) Section 7.02 is deleted.

Section 2.02. (a) Paragraph 1. of Schedule 1 to the
Loan Agreement is amended to. read as set forth in
Annex 1 to this Agreement;

(b) Paragraph 3. (c) of Schedule 1 to the Loan
Agreement is deleted. ' )

amended to read as follows:

«{c) Category I, II, III for
Project with respect to...»

Section 2.03. (a) Part 2. A. (ii) of Schedule 2 to the
Loan Agreement is deleted, and subparts(lll), (iv),(v)
and (vi) of Part 2. A. are respectively renumbered
(ii), (iii), (iv) and (v); .

Effective Date.

Section 3.01. This Agreement shall come into force
and effect on the date upon which the Bank dispatches
to the Borrower notice of its acceptance of :

(a) evidence that the execution and delivery of this
Agreement on behalf of the Borrower have been duly
authorized or ratified by all necessary governmental
action; and

(b) an opinion or opinions satisfactory to the Bank
of counsel acceptable to the Bank showing that this
Agreement has been duly authorized or ratified by,
and executed and delivered on behalf of, the Borrower
and that the Loan Agreement as amended by this
Agreement constitutes a valid and binding obligation
of the Borrower in accordance with its terms as so
amended.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the parties hereto,
acting through their representatives thereunto duly
authorized, have caused this Agreement to be signed
in their respective names and delivered in the District of
Columbia, United States of America, as of the day
and year first above written.
