LOAN AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT dated November 25, 1977 is made

BETWEEN Hellenic Republic
Ministry of Agriculture,
(hereinafter called the
the First Part

«Borrower») of
AND Export Development Corporation

a corporation established by an Act
of the Parliament of Canada, having its
head office at the City of Ottava, Canada,
(hereinafter called «EDC») of the Second
Part

WHEREAS The Ministry of National Defence of
Greece, Air force Command (the «Ministry of Defence»)
wishes to import from Canada, two (2) Model CL-215
aircraft, spare parts and related services (the «Goods»),
all as more particularly described in a Purchase Con-
tract dated the 4th day of August, 1977 (the «Purchase
Contract» ) between the Ministry of Defence and Cana-
dair Limited («Canadair») of St. Laurent, Quebec,
Canada; and

WHEREAS the Borrower wishes to borrowe ighty-
five percent (85%) of the funds required to pay for
the Goods; and

WHEREAS EDC, pursuant to the Export Develop-
ment Act, Canada, has agreed to lend to the Borrower
up to eighty-five percent (859%) of the purchase
price of the Goods. to enable the Borrower to finance the
(s00ds, all subject to the terms and conditions hereina-
fter set forth;

NOW THEREFORE, this Agreement witnesseth
that in consideration of the premises and the covenants
and agreements herein contained, the parties covenant
and agree as follows.

Article 1.
Section 1.04

EDC will lend to the Borrower in Canadian Dollars,
the lesser of $ 3,740,000 and an amount equal to 859
of the purchase price of the Goods, to assist the Bor-
rower in paying for the Goods, which Goods are to be
exported from Canada.

Article IIL.
Section 2.01

Unless otherwise agreed by EDC, the Borrower shall
be entitled to submit to EDC an application in the
manner provided in an agreement relating to Disbur-
sement Procedures, to be executed and delivered in the
form initialled by the parties and annexed hereto as
Schedule «A» (hereinafter called the «Disbursement
Procedures Agreement»), for the disbursement of the
loan in respect of the amount to be paid by the Bor-
rower for the Goods.

Section 2.02

The documents in support of the application shall be
sufficient in form and substance to satisfy EDC that
such documents relate to payments to be made by the
Borrower and that the amount requested to be disbur-
sed is to be used only for purposes specified hereunder.

Article IIT.
Section 3.01

The Borrower shall repay to EDC the principal
amount of all of the sums disbursed by EDC for the
account of the Borrower, in Canadian Dollars, in and
by fourteen (14) approximately equal and consecutive
semi-annual instalments commencing on the earlier
of (1) the date which is six (6) months from the date
the last of the two (2) CL-215 aircrafts is delivered by
Canadair and accepted by the Ministry of Defence
under the Purchase Contract and (ii) June 1, 1978
(the «First Instalment Date»).

Section 3.02

The Borrower shall pay interest in Canadian Dol-
lars at the rate of nine percent (99,) per annum on the
principal amount disbursed and from time to time out-
standing calculated and payable semi-annually until the
Iirst Instalment Date on the 1st day of June and the
1st day of December in each year and thereafter on the
First Instalment Date and on the dates in each year
which are the anniversary of the dates falling six (6)
and twelve (12) months after the First Instalment
Date. Interest shall be computed on the basis of the
actual number of days using a 365 day factor, with in-
terest on overdue interest at the aforesaid rate. The
yearly rate of interest to which the said rate computed
as above provided is equivalent is the saidrate multi-
plied by the actual number of days in the year divided
by 365.

Section 3.03

A payment made by the Borrower pursuant to Se-
ction 3.01 shall be deemed to be a payment made by
the Borrower against the promissory notes made and
issued by the Borrower pursuant to Section 4.01.

Section 3.04

When not in default hereunder, the Borrower may,
on or at any time after the First Instalment Date, pre-
pay the whole or any part of such principal amount
outstanding as evidenced and secured by the promis-
sory notes made and issued by the Borrower hereunder,
upon paying to EDC in Canadian Dollars a bonus equal
to three (3) months interest at the rate specified in
Section 3.02 on any amount prepaid. The Borrower ag-
rees that any amount prepaid on the principal amount
disbursed hereunder shall be deemed to be applied to
the satisfaction of instalments on account of such prin-
cipal amount in the inverse order of their due dates.

Article TV,
Section 4.01

Each sum disbursed by EDC to the Borrower hereun-
der shall be further evidenced and secured by the ma-
king-and issue by the Borrower to EDC of a promis-
sory note (to be supplied by EDC) substantially in the
form initialled by the parties and annexed hereto as
Schedule «Bnifiless another form, as shall be due ani
proper-under the laws of Canada from time to time,
shall be required by EDC. Each note shall be dated as
of a date which is on or prior to the date upon which
the disbursement represented by such note is made.
shall be for a principal amount equal to the amount ¢f
the disbursement, shall bear interest at the rate of ninc
percent (99%) per annum, shall be payable as to bot’
principal and interest in Canadian Dollars at the princi-
pal branch at Ottawa, Canada of the Canadian Imperial
Bank of Commerce and interest at the rate aforesaid
shall be calculated and be paid in the manner and 2t
the times provided in Section 3.02. Each promissory
note shall be repayable in fourteen (14) approximately
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equal consecutive semi-annual instalments, commen-
cing on the First Instalment Date as provided in Sec-
tion 3.01.

Section 4.02 :
Notwithstanding that each of the promissory notes
delivered pursuant to Section 4.01 shall bear interest
from its date, appropriate adjustments will be made so
that only interest computed from the date of the respe-
ctive disbursement against the notes shall be collected.

Article V.
Section 5.01

EDC shall not be required to make any disbursement
niereunder, subsequent to its close of business on the
Ist day of May, 1978, unless and to the extent that
EDC may give its written consent thereto.

Article VI.

Ssction 6.01

Prior to and as a condition precedent to any disbur-
sements hereunder, the Borrower shall provide EDC
with a guarantee of the Bank of Greece, in form and
substance satisfactory to EDC, whereby the Bank of
Greece unconditionally and irrevocably quarantees the
payment to EDC of the principal, interest and other
charges hereunder and under the promissory notes made
and delivered by the Borrower hereunder, and further
guarantees the availability and transferability of the
Canadian dollars required to enable the Borrower to
make such payments.

Article VII.
Section 7.01

The Borrower represents and warrants :

(a) that it has taken all necesssry action to incur the
obligations and indebtedness herein provided for, to
authorize the execution and delivery by it of this Agre-
cment, and. to authorize the making and issuance of
the promissory notes required hereunder; and

(b) that there is no law, decree, ordinance or regula-
tion of the Hellenic Republic which would be contra-
vened by the execution, delivery or performance of
this Agreement, or by the making and issuance of the
promissory notes required hereunder.

Article VIII.
Section 8.01 ‘

All payments to be made by the Borrower to EDC
pursuant hereto will be made without deduction of
any present or future taxes, duties, fees or other char-
ges of whatsoever nature imposed under the laws of
any country (other than Canada) or by any depart-
ment, agency, political subdivision or taxing authority
thereof. The Borrower hereby agrees to pay or cause to
be paid all present and future taxes or duties of what-
toever nature, if any, now or at any time hereafter le-
vied or imposed under the laws of any country (other
than Canada) or by any department, agency, political
subdivision or taxing authority thereof in comnection
with the execution, issuance, delivery or registration
of this Agreement or the promissory notes or the pay-
ment of principal or interest or any other sums payable
by the Borrower pursuant hereto.

Section 8.02

Any stamp duty or other Laxrs or other charges pay-
uble on this Agreement and the promissory notes in
connection with their executiou, issuc, delivery or re-
pistration imposed under the laws of the Hellenic Re-
gublic or any laws in wifect in its territories shall be
Lorne by the Borrower. If any promissory note is made
or signed within the Hellenic Republic, the Borrower

shall at the time of delivery of such promissory note
furnish to EDC evidence satisfactory to EDC of the
payment of stamp duty or other taxes of the Hellenic
Republic applicable thereto, or evidence that the same
is exempt from duty and tax.

Section 8.03

The principal of and interest and other charges on the
loan and the promissory notes shall be paid free from
all restrictions imposed under the laws of the Hellenic
Republic or laws in effect in its territories, including,
but not limited to, any restrictions now or hereafter
in force respecting foreign exchange.

Article IX.

Section 9.01

As and by way of an administration fee, the Bor-
rower covenants and agrees to pay to EDC in Canadian
Dollars as non-refundable. one-time payment forthwith
following the signing hercof and in any event within
sixty (60) days of the date of signing, the amount of
$ 9,350.

Section 9.02

As and by way of a commitment fee, the Borrower
covenants and agrees to pay to EDC in Canadian
Dollars on June 1 and December 1 in each year until
the date which is the earlier of the date of disbursement
of the final tranche under the loan and the date for the
making of the last disbursement as provided in Section
5.01, and on that date as well, an amount equal to
one-half of one percent (15 of 19,) per annum of that
portion of $ 3,740,000 from time to time remaining
undishursed, computed from and including August 17,
1977. The commitment fee shall be computed on the
basis of the actual number of days using a 365 day
factor.

Section 9.03

The Borrower hereby agrees to pay on [irst request all
costs, charges and expenses, including the fees and dis-
bursements of legal counsel for EDC (not to exceed
$ 10.000), incurred by EDC in connection with the
negotiation and execution of this Agreement, the Dis-
bursement Procedures Agreemnt and the promissory
notes.

Section 9.04

Any and all costs, charges and expenses incurred by
EDCin connection with any default by the Borrower
hereunder or under the promissory notes where such
costs relate to

(a) the non-payment by the Borrower of the sums
payable hereunder or under the promissory notes,

(b) the endeavouring by EDC to pursue payment of
the sums payable hereunder or under the promissory
notes, or

(c) the enforcement of this Agreement and the Gua-
rantee referred to in Secction 6.01.
shall be payable by the Borrower, and shall be added
to the amounts payable by the Borrower and may
be sued for and recovered by EDC.

Article X.
Section 10.01

I any of the following events shall have happpencd
and be continuing, EDC may, by notice to the Bor-
rower, suspend in whole or in part the right of the
Borrower to request disbursements hcreunder :

(a) a default shall have occurred in the payment of
principal or interest or any other payment required
under this Agreement or the promissory notes;

(b) if the Borrower shall fail to pay at maturity, or
within any applicable period of grace, any obligation
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for borrowed moneys, or fail to observe or perform any
term, covenant or agreement contained in any agre-
ement by which it is bound evidencing or securing bor-
rowed money; ] i

(c) any representation or warranty mad_e m thgs
Agreement by the Borrower or any information furni-
shed by the Borrower proves to be incorrect in any
material respect;

(d) a default shall have occurred in the performance
on the part of the Borrower of any term under this
Agreement or the promissory notes;

(e) any extraordinary situation shall have arisen
which shall make it most probable that the Borrower
will be unable to perform its obligations under this
Agreement or the promissory notes; and

(f) the Ministry of Defence shall have sold, tran-
sferred or parted with possession of any aireraft which
forms part of the Goods, without the prior written
consent of EDC.

Section 10.02.

The right of the Borrower to request disbursements
hereunder shall continue to be suspended in whole
or in part as the case may be, until the event or events
which gave rise to suck suspension shall have ceased
to exist or until EDC shall have notified the Borrower
that its right to request disbursements has been res-
tored, whichever is the earlier, but such notice of res-
toration shall apply only to the particular right being
restored and shall not be construed to apply to any
other event or events which may give rise to a subse-
quent suspension of disbursement.

Section 10.03

If any event of default exists for a continuous period
of thirty (30) days, EDC may, by notice to the Bor-
rower, terminate the right of the Borrower to request
disbursements hereunder.

Article XI
Section 11.01

Prior to and as a condition precedent to each dis-
bursement being made by EDC hereunder, the Borrower
shall deliver to EDC :

(a) for approval by EDC, a copy of any amendment
to the Purchase Contract, unless previously delivered;

(b) a Disbursement Procedures Agreement subs-
stantially in the form annexed hereto as Schedule «A»
duly signed and executed, unless previously delivered;

(c) the promissory notes referred to in Section 4.01
from time to time in respect of each amount disbursed;

(d) a legal opinion or opinions of counsel satisfa-
ctory to EDC demonstrating to the satisfaction of
EDC that :

(1) the representations and warranties contained
in Section 7.01 (a) and (b) are true and correct;

(ii) the Purchase Contract, this Agreement and the
Disbursement Procedures Agreement have been duly
authorized or ratified by, and executed and delivered
on behalf of the parties thereto and constitute valid
and binding obligations of the parties enforceable in
accordance with their terms ;

(iii) all promissory notes provided for hereunder
will when issued constitute valid and binding obliga-
tions of the Borrower enforceable in accordance with
their terms ;

(iv) the, quarantee of the Bank of Greece has been
duly issued and constitutes a valid and binding obli-
gation of the Bank of Greece enforceable in accordance
with the laws of the Hellenic Republic in the Courts
of the Hellenic Republic; and

(v) the Government of the Hellenic Republic has
ratified, as required by Section 17.01, this Agreement
by all actions necessary or required to be taken under
the laws of the Hellenic Republic ;

unless previously delivered ;

{e) evidence of the authority of the person or per-
sons who will sign this Agreement on behalf of the
Borrower, who will sign the promissory notes on be-
half of the Borrower, and who will act as representatives
of the Borrower in connection with the operation of
the financing herein established, together with the
authenticated specimen signature of each such person
and evidence of the authority delegated by the Bor-
rower to other persons to execute on behalf of the Bor-
rower the order to Pay called for in the Disbursement
Procedures Agreement, unless previously delivered;

(f) evidence satisfactory to EDC that the Disbur-
sement Procedures Agreement has been complied with
by the Borrower and Canadair; and

(g) the guarantee of the Bank of Greece referred to
in Section 6.01, unless previously delivered.

Section 11.02

The Borrower shall furnish EDC with such additional
information, documents and opinions as EDC may
from time to time reasonably request.

Section 11.03

Any statements, certificates, opinions or other do-
cuments or information to be furnished to EDC pur-
suant to this Article or under any other Article of this
Agreement, shall be without cost to EDC.

Article XII
Section 12.01

In the event of any default, the promissory notes
referred to in Article IV hereof and this Agreement
or any provision hereof may be sued upon by EDC
in the Courts of the Province of Ontario and the par-
ties hereto agree that a judgment on any or all of the
hereinbefore mentioned promissory notes or in respect
of this Agreement or any provision hereof, of that or
any other court of competent jurisdiction, may be
sued upon and enforced in the Courts of the Hellenic
Republic and process issue out of a Court of the Hel-
lenic Republic in pursuance thereof.

Section 12.02

The parties hereto agree that the laws of the Pro-
vince of Ontario and of Canada apply to this Agreem-
ent, the promissory notes and all matters arising the-
refrom.

Article XIII

’ Section 13.01

It is expressly understood and agreed that the re-
medies of EDC under this Agreement are cumulative
and the exercise by EDC of any right or remedy for
a default or breach of any term herein contained shall
not be‘ deemed to be a waiver of or to alter, affect or
prejudice any ether right or remedy to which EDC
may be lawfully entitled for the same default or breach
and any waiver by EDC of the strict observance, per-
formance or compliance with any term herein contained,
or any indulgence granted by EDC shall not be deemed
to be a waiver of any subsequent default.

Article X1V
Section 14.01

Any notice to be given or requested to be made
hereunder shall, save as otherwise hereinbefore speci-
fically provided, be in writing and addressed to the
attention of an officer of the other party and shall
be de_hveregi manually or sent by telegram, Telex or
prepaid registered air postage. If sent by telegram or
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Telex, such notice shall be deemed to have been re-
ceived by the other party within two (2) days of the
time of transmission, and if posted as aforesaid, shall
be deemed to have been received by the other party
within seven (7) days of the time of mailing. The ad-
dresses and Telex numbers of the Borrower and EDC
for such purpose shall respectively be :

WHEREAS under the Loan Agreement dated No-
vember 251977 («the Loan Agreement»), EDC has
agreed to lend to the Borrower up to eighty-five per-
cent (859%,) of the purchase price of two (2) Model
CL-215 Aircraft, spare parts and related services
(«the Goods») purchased under a eontract dated the
4th day of August, 1977 («the Purchase Contract»)
between The Ministry of National Defence of Greece,
Air Force Command («the Ministry of Defence») and
Canadair, approved by EDC;

AND WHEREAS the disbursement procedures set
out in this Agreement will apply to the Goods purchased
under the Purchase Contract;

NOW THEREFORE, this Agreement witnesseth that
in consideration of the premises and the covenants and
agreement herein contained, the parties hereto covenant
and agree as follows.

Article 1.
Section 1.01

Subject to the terms hereof and provided the condi-
tions set forth in Section 11.01 of the Loan  Agreement
have been complied with and no event described in
Section 10.01 of the Loan Agreement has occurred and
is continuing or has resulted in termination by EDC
pursuant to Section 10.03 thereof, EDC will make dis-
bursements in accordance with requests for payment
pursuant to Section 2.01 hereof.

Section 1.02

EDC shall not be required to make a disbursement
more than once in each calendar month and any dis-
bursement shall be made on such day in each month
as EDC shall appoint; provided, that EDC shall not
be obliged to make a disbursement sooner than fifteen
(15) days following the receipt by EDC of the request
and documentation required by Section 2.01 hereof.

Section 1.03

Disbursements by EDC shall be made by cheque
and delivered to the principal branch at Ottawa,
Canada of Canadian Imperial Bank of Commerce for
transfer to Canadair as Canadair shall direct. EDC will
notify the Borrower and Canadair forthwith upon the
making of each disbursement and will arrange with
Canadair for simultaneous transfer of each disburse-
ment to the Borrower in' the event that the aircraft,
which is the subject of the disbursement, has been
paid for by the Borrower prior to such disbursement.

Section 1.04
Canadair agrees to inform EDC in writing of anv
change from time to time in the schedule for delivery

of the Goods as set forth in the Purchase Contract.
Section 1.05

EDC shall not be required to make any disbursement
subsequent to its close of business on the 1st day of
May, 1978 unless and to the extent that EDC may give
its written consent thereto.

Article II.
Section -2.01

A request by the Borrower to EDC for a disharsement
shall be made by delivery to EDC of a duly completed
Order to Pay (in the form of the schedule hereto),
sig(riled by an authorized representative of the Borrower,
an

(a) a commercial invoice or invoices of Canadair
for the Goods in respect of which the disbursement is
requested;

(b) the wrilten acknowledgment in duplicate o
Canadair that it has received payment representing
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fifteen percent (15 %) of the purchse price of the
Aircraft in respect of which the disbursement is re-
quested;

(c) where applicable, the written acknowledgment
in duplicate of Canadair that it has received payment
representing one hundred percent (100 %) of the
purchase price of the amount in respect of which the
disbursement is requested;

(d) unless previously delivered, a certificate of Ca-
nadair, in such form as EDC may from time to time
prescribe, as to the Canadian content of the Goods;

(e) a certificate of air worthiness for export issued
Ly the Canadian Department of Transport or any
successor government agency for the aircraft in respect
of which the disbursement 1s requested;

{(f) an official acceptance certificate executed by an
authorized representative on behalf of the Ministry
of Defence in the form of Appendix C to the Purchase
Contract for the aircraft in respect of which the dis-
bursement is requested;

(g) a certificate of Canadair of qualitative and
Guantitative inspection for the aircraft in respect of
which the disbursement is requested;

(h) such other information or documents as EDC
may reasonably require.

Article II1.

Foetion .01

Canadair agrees with EDC that the Goods shal
contain the maximum practicable Canadian content-
(lanadair agrees that all components for the Goods
saall be purchased from Canadian suppliers who are
competitive as to price, quality and delivery; provided,
compelitive as to price, quality and delivery; provided,
Liowever that the Canadian content thereof (as deter-
mined by EDC) shall not, on a combined basis, be less
than 1009, of the amounts to be disbursed by EDC
pursuant to this Agreement. If the agregate level of
Canadian content of the Goods is less than 1009, as
aforesaid, EDC shall be entitled to reduce the loan
lacility by an amount equal to 1009, of the shortfall
in Canadian content of the Goods.

Seetion 3.02

Canadair covenants and agrees to deliver to EDC
from time to time as EDC may reasonably request,
reports in connection with any aspect of the manufactu-
re of the Goods and to notify EDC immediately upon
the occurrance of any delay or default under the Pur-
chase Contract.

Section 3.03

Canadian covenants and agrees that it will obtain
and make available to EDC for inspection all documeains
related to the manufacture of the Goods as EDC
may reasonably require, and shall keep all such docu-
nients for a period of two (2) years following the final
disbursement and shall make the same available for
inspection from time to time as EDC may reasonably
request in writing, ands Canadair further covenants
and agrees to use its belt efforts to cause each sub-
contractor to make availabe and retain such documents
i similar manner.

Article 1V.
Section 4.01

Canadair represents and warrants to EDC as follows :

(a) that it is a corporation duly organized and validly
subsisting under the laws of Canada ;

(b) that the entering into and the performance by
it of its obligations in this Agrcenent contained, is
within its corporate powers and has been duly authorized
by all necessary corporate action; anid

(c) that the entering into and performance by it
of the terms of the Purchase Contract and any sub-
contract thereunder is within its corporate powers and
has been duly authorized by all necessary corporate
action, is not in violation of the laws of the Hellenic
lepublic, or the laws of Quebec or those of Canada
applicable therein, and does not require the consent
or approval of, or registration or filing with any govern-
mental agency or authority other than those already
obtained or effected.

Section 4.02
Canadair covenants nad agrees with EDC :

(a) that it will carry out its obligations under the
Purchase Contract;

(b) that it will not, without the prior express written
consent of EDC, amend (including without limitation,
by way of change orders resulting in changes to the
purchase price of the Goods) vary or terminate the
Purchase Contract or assign any of its rights there-
under; and

(c) that it will deliver to EDC a copy of its annual
audited financial statements including its balance
sheet and income statement and such other financial
and operating reports as EDC may request from time
to time.

Article V.

Section 5.01

For greater certainty, the Borrower and Canadair
acknowledge that the rights and remedies of EDC
hereunder or under the Loan Agreement shall not be
affected by any dispute or non-perforfmance on the
part of either of the Ministry of Defence and Canadair
under the Purchase Contract.

Article VI.
Section 6.01.

Any notice to be given hereunder shall be in writing,
addressed to the attention of an officer of the party
to whom notice is to be given, and shall be delivered
manually or sent by telegram, Telex or prepaid air
postage. If sent by telegram of Telex, such notice shall
be deemed to have been received by the other party
within two (2) days of the time of transmission. If
posted, it shall be deemed to have been received by
the other party within seven (7) days of the time
of mailing.
