INTRODUCTION ; ST
In accordance with articles 3 4, and 5 of the Agre-
ement on Kconomic and Technical Coopération which
was signed between the Hellenic Republic and the Re-
‘public of Liberia in September 1972, the first meeting
‘of the Joint Commission on Greek/Liberian cooperation
convened in Monrovia frovi:June %5 to June 30, 1973
with the view to study, discusg and make practical re-
commendations on activities or projects to be immedia-
tely started in the spirit of ‘Cobperation. ‘The ‘agenda
of the Joint Commission. moéting was ab' follows :

The result of the various wdeliberations ’is the fol-
lowing report which hes, beery organized by the rap-
portcurs. The deliberation of the various - eommittees
were conducted in the most cordial and friendly atmo-
sphere.

OPENING SESSION

... "Fhe: meeting, was opened-by. Hop.dlenry . W. Yaidoo,
Deputy, Minister of the Ministry of Planping and Eee-
nomic Affairs and the Leader i the Liberian Delegation.
On behalf of the Government - and, the' President - of
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Liberia, Minister Yaidoo weleoined the Greek collected
Delegation to Liberia. He reiterated the importance
to Liberia/Greek Economic Cooperaticn making refe-
rence to the areas of cooperation which had been
identified by the Government of Liberia and Greece.
__ Responding on behalf of the Greck Delegation, His
Excellency Ambassador John Pesmazoglou, leader of
the Greek Delegation extended thanks to the Govern-
ment of Liberia for the warui reception tendered them
from the time of arrival in this country. He stressed the
‘impoitasice the Greek Government attached to their
first Mission here and stated that this was an experi-
‘ence for,most of the wmewbers of the Delegation who
were visiting this part of Africa for the first time. Mr.
‘Pesmazoglou then referred to the three basic documents
signed in Greece during the official visit of the Presi-
dent “to Greece. '
The docuiuents were :

1. Agreement on Kconomical and Technical Co-

operation;

2. Memorandum of Understanding; and

. 3. Communique signed by the Presidents of the two
countries. =

He pointed out that Greece was also a developing
‘country, except for the rapid progress made in the past
few years, and that the Greek Government was wil-
Ting to help other countries by sharing its knowledge
and providing assistance that would contribute to Li-
beria’s development.

Mr. Pesmazoglou introduced the members of the
Greek -Delegation. The particulars are given in Annex
I. The Liberian Delegation is given in Annex II.

Minister Yaidoo introduced the Provisional Dralt
Agenda and the following working committees com-
prising Liberian and Greek officials were set up :

Tourism and Cultural Exchanges
Transportation

Fisheries
Trade, Industry, and Develop-

A, TOURIZM

1. Comprehensive Study

The Hellenic Delegation collected  supplementary

data concerning the existing potentials for the develop-
ment of tourism in Liberia and visited sites that can
eventually be exploited for the benefit of tourism deve-
Jopmént™in the country; the Hellenic delegation as-
‘sumed’ the obligation to write a comprehensive study
on tourism development in Liberia. This study as wel!
‘a¢" thé evidluation of previous studies conducted in this
10 <hM} be sent to the competent authorities of the
an Government as‘soon as it has heen completed.

‘The Hellenic Delegation explained to the Liberian
Delegation that, due to the fact that no particular
training facilit’es in the lield of Tourism Management
exist in Greece, the training of five members of the
Liberian ' Tourism Organisation is therefore not pos-
sible; however the Helienic Delegation empasized its
willingticss 1o accepl. 1-2 members of the Liberian
Tourtsm Organisation for on the job teaining at the
various departments of the Jellenie Tourism Organisa-
tion for a 1-2 month period.

3. Mrchaelogical Team

The Hellenic Delegation promised the Liberian De-
legation the possibility of granting one scholarship to a
Liberian for studies at the Archaelogical School of the
Mthens University.

4. Training

On the subject of full acadewie training the Hel-
lenic Delegation indicated to the committee that the
Heilenie Governnient will accept two lLiberian students
to attend the Junior College of Tourist Professions of
Rhodes for a two year period and two Liberian students
to attend one of the Basic Educalion Schools of Tourist
Profession ol Greece for a one year period. This offer
was accepted by the Committee. The Liberian autho-
rities will embark the recruitment of gualified or sui-
table candidates to take advantage of the offer.

The Hellenic representatives on the Committee dis-
closed to the Liberian team that the Hellenie Govern-
ment will aecept the visit of a Libierian coltural troupe
to Greeee for a period of 10 days during 1974; and in
exchange the Liberian Government will accepl to or-
ganize a Greek photography exhibition in Liberia.
On the question of sponsoring or arranging for Libe-
rian cultural troupe to visit other countries in Europe,
ihe Hellenic delegation pointed oul that this would be
difficult for its Government. It was agreed that sche-
dule for the Liberian cultural troupe to visit Greece
will be determined by the Liberian Government and
subsequently transmitted to Greece.

COMMITTEE ON FISHERIES

The terms of reference of this committee was to
consider the feasibility of concluding .a fishing agree-
ment between the two countries in an attempt to pro-
mote and develop the fishing industries in both coun-
tries. In this connection the Hellenic Delegate on the
committee after a careful examination of the fishery
industry in Liberia took note of the three-point pro-
posal presented by the Liberian team on the subject.
The Hellenic delegation promised that these proposals
which are’placed in Annex 3 of this report would be
studied accordingly by the competent Hellenic authori-
ties.

COMMITTEE ON COMMERCIAL COOPERATION,
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT AND DEVELOP-
MENT PLANNING.

A. Commercial Agreement’ \

A draft agreement on commercial cooperation was
submitted to the Liberian Government by the Hellenic
Republic in 1972 for discussion and subsequent signing
at the first Joint Commission meeting in Monrovia.
The drafi agreement was carefully examined by the
Committee. After a minor modification:of a few arti-
cles the text of the Agreement was finally approved
by the Committee.

B. Industrial Development

Section E of the Memorandum of Understanding
gives particulars of the industries which will be jointly
studied by the two governments. The Hellenic Dele-
gation strongly emphasized the importance of hasie
information that could be used as a guide for interested
investors in Greece. Among the Industries listed in the
Memorandum of Understanding the Hellenic Delega-
tion indicated that investors in Greece are likely to
be interested in the following : ‘

1. Grape fruit juice industry

2. Iron and Steel

3. Timber based Industries. L

The MHellenic -Delegation requested Lhat besic -
formation on the above be forwarded to Greece. They
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indicated that based on the information received,
they could determine the scope for feasibility studies
to be undertaken by Greek experts.

C. Development Planning

The Liberian team informed its Greek counterparts
about the Planning institution in the country; the
objectives of development planning in Liberia, its
scope, achievements and difficulties. After a long ex-
change of ideas on the planning structures in the two
economies, the Hellenic Delegation began to identify
with its Liberian Colleagues, the crucial arveas which
‘must be emphasized and relating the Greek experience
in the process. The Hellenic Delegation then gave an
indication of the present technical capability of the
Ministry to effectively perform these functions. The
Liberian side -admitted that the Ministry lacks an
adequate supply of trained technical personnel to per-
form its various research and planning and economic
policy functions. However, the Liberian Government
had recognized this fact and had already taken steps
to begin training the present trainable staff by provi-
ding scholarships for studies leading to the M. Sc.
Degree in various aspects of economics, especially,
development economies.

It was at this point that the Greek side informed the
Sub-Committee of the various training possibilities that
Greece could offer. These include the following :

a) On-the-job training for about three Liberian
Planning Officials initially to go to Greece for about
four to six months and to work in the Greek Ministry
of Planning and Governmental Policy, observing and
participating in-the actual work of planning and policy
formulation, including lectures and seminars conducted
by capable Greek Planning Officials.

b) Possibility of training at the Athens Graduate
School of Economics and Business Sciences in post
graduate work leading to the M. Sc. Degree in Economic
Development Planning. Such a course is presently
being introduced and could be taught in English. This
training will also include working in the Greek Ministry
of Planning and Government Policy or other related
agency for practical experience.

The question of technical assistance in the form of
technical personnel in the field of development planning
was also raised. The Greek side gave assurance that
this was possible and could be arranged based on a
request from the Government giving the particular
functions to be performed by any such expert including
a clear term of reference and job description to enable
the Greek Government to send the most suitable per-
sons for the posts. Such a request would have to be
sent around Oatober or November this vear, to enable
preparation for fielding the candidates in 1974,

. The Liberian side, expressed interest in the On-the-
Job training possibility. Details of this would have to
be worked out later on by both sides but there was
optimism that the first three officials could be sent
to Greece by May or June 1974. It was agreed that the
details of this aspect be worked out as soon as possi-
ble so that a program can be planned.

In the area of National Accounts, the National Ac-
counts experts of the Ministry of Planning and Econo-
mic Affairs acquainted the Greek side with the methodo-
logy employed, the problems and shortcomings of
data, etc., and especially the extreme difficulty of
collecting production data. Several technmical discus-
sions were held and it was decided that the Greek
expert would talk in more details with tRe Liberian
experts and the UNDP Advisor with the view to shar-

ing experiences and trying to find solutions to some
of the technical problems. If however it is determined
that further assistance in this area is required from the
Greek Government, then the Government would make
the request for such assistance at a later date.

Regarding National Accounts, both Parties discussed
about the present situation and evaluated the existing
background statistics lcading to the development of
an elementary system of National Accounts. Both sides
also examined the necessity for organizing the National
Account Service and for training a competent staff.
In this respect the Hellenic Delegation accepted to
assist in the form of short-term scholarships, junior
Liberian economists as a supplementary assistance,
further to that already being given by other sources
and in particular by international organizations.

COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION

The Committee on Transportation held a series of
meetings and deliberations among itself and other
relevant Liberian officials, (such as the Hon. Winston
Richards, Deputy Minister of Public Works; Mr. C.
Campbell, Director of Civil Aviation; Mr. Reginald
Hodge, Director of Land Transport; and Miss Charlotte
Cooper, Economist of the Bureau of . Transportation)
on the following areas of interest specified in the Me-
morandum of Understanding : o

¢

A. Land Transport

Roads ) :

Recent and relevant studies were reviewed and in-
vestigated particularly the Santi and Stanley Consul-
tants’ studies which are especially related to the Five-
Year Highway Maintenance and Development Pro-
gramme (1973-1977); this programme is mainly on
improvement of the Liberian road network since,
due to the entire lack of public rail transportation, the
country depends basically on road transport for the
general movements of people and goods.

However, although the above mentioned § 389
million Five-Year Programme has been to a ‘large
extent financed and its successful implementation 1is
rather sure, its adequancy is already strongly question-
ed; thus by mobilizing both local and foreign resources,
including technical assistance, special attention must
be given to the formulation of a programme for de-
velopment of the transport system consistent with the
actual needs of the country and in actordance with
national development objectives and priorities.

B. Sea Transport

1. Ports o -

The Greek representative, on behalf of the Hellenic
Delegation, informed the Liberian Delegation of the
intention of the Hellenic Government - to a,ward‘ 1_3—4
fellowships each of eight weeks duration, for training
Liberians with at least five years experience as shipping
pilots or in other relevant fields of specialization at
Greek Mercantile Marine Schools. These fellowships
will cover round trip ticket (air); living allowances;
fees for the courses; and domestic travel. Accommo-
dation for participations in these courses could be ar-
ranged for the end of 1973 or next year. o

In addition, the Hellenic Delegation requested from
the Liberian Delegation the exact number of Liberian
officers who intend to serve on Greek ships for improv-
ing sea going experience, in order that. certain Greek
legislative difficulties may be avoided. .

2. Shipping N S
a) Cooperation for the Consiruetion of a Dry .Dock.
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In the absence of any exact specification for the
construction of a Dry Dock, the Liberian Delegation
pointed out to the Hellenic Delegation the need to
conduet a feasibility study prior to construction of
such a facility. The latter indicated that this whole
problem would be directed to the private sector in
Greece for consideration.

b) Reciprocal privileges

It was agreed that the granting of reciprocal privile-
ges to the vessels of each country in their respective
territorial waters be discussed in the Second Session

of the Joint Commission which is to be held in Athens
in 1974. ‘

3. Air Transport

a) Air Services Agreement

It was pointed out that the Liberian Draft Air
Services Agreement, which had been submitted to the
Hellenic Government prior to the present meeting of
the Joit Commission has been referred to the Olympic
Airlines Authorities for consideration. JThe Hellenic
Delegation however stated that certain difficulties
still exist in connection with the proposed draft agree-
ments. However it was decided that available stati-
stical figures should be carefully reviewed and condsi-
dered along with the expected results of the T.W.A.
relevant study, which is presently being conducted
for the Liberian Government.

" b) Training Facilities

In order to assist the Liberian Government in its
efforts to develop a cadre of trained personnel in the
fields of Air Traffic Controls, Navigational Aids, Air-
port Operation and Airport maintenance, the Hellenic
representative indicated that his Government may
favourably accept Liberian trainees with previous
experience in those fields to take dipioma courses at
the Greek Civil Aviation Training Cenire for a period
of 3-4 months.

In this connection, the Hellenic Government would
provide roundtrip air tickets; tuition’ and domestic
travel expenses for participants. On the other hand
the Government of Liberia would have to provide al-
lowances for living expenses.

4. Power.

The Hellenic Government in its desire to underline
the importance that it shows for the further develop-
ment of Liberia, decided to include in the Hellenic
Delegation an expert of the Hellenic Public Power
Company. The above mentioned power expert discus-
sed with his Liberian counterparts on various problems
concerning the electricity network of Liberia and also
visited the electriuty installations of Mt. Coffee.
The Hellenic Delegation promised the Liberian De-
legation to examine the possibilities of training PUA
personnel at the Hellenic Public Power Company faci-
lities in the fields of operation, maintenance, protection,
electri¢ control, tele-communications and load dispatch-
ing. The Hellenic Delegation will also examine the
possibility of sending a group of experts from the
Hellenic "Public Power Company to Liberia for the
organization of the "electricity exploitation services.
Finally, the Hellenic Delegation proposed that direct
correspondence-be -established between PUA and the
Helenic Public Power Company, through which te-
chnical advice wmay be exchanged.

CONCLUSION ‘

During its stay in Monrevia, the Hellenic Delegation
was cordially received by the President of the Republic
of Liberia, Dr. William R. Tolbert, Jr. in the presence
of the Minister of Foreign Affairs, His Excellency Ro-

cheforte 1. Weeks, the Minister of State Without
Portfolio Hon. Lafayette Morgan_ and the Deputy
Minister of Planning and Economic Affairs, Hon.
Henry W. Yaidoo.

The leader of the Hellenic Delegation, His Excellency
Ambassador J. Pesmazoglou paid courtesy visits to
the Minister of Foreign Affairs, the Minister of Finance
and to other high Liberian officials.
