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AGREED MINUTES '

On discussions held between the delegations of Greece

and the Jamahiriyah during the visit of the Greek
Minister of Coordination.

Mr. Constantine Mitsotukis, Minister of Coordinaticn
of Greece paid a {ormal visit to the Socialist Peuple’s
Libyan Arab Jamahiriyah during the period 20-24
Safar 1399 AH. corresponding to 19-23 January, 1979,
He met with the leader of the Revolution and the
Secretaries of Planning, Agriculture, Marine Transport,
Foreign Affairs, Labour, Civil Service, Commerce,
Commnnication and Dams and Water Resources. The
guest Minister and the accompanying Delegation got
acquainted with the Revolutionary achievements and
popular developments and transformation taking place
in the Jamabhiriyah.

In an atmosphere of friendship and complete under-
standing, and in an attempt to further strehgthen the
friendly ties and relations and to promote economic and
technical cooperation between the two countries, nego-
{iations were held between the two Delegation s headel
on the Libyan Arab side by Mr. Musa Abu Frewa, Secre-
tary of Planning and on the Greck side by Mr. Constan-
tine Mitsotakis Minister of Coordination (In Annexes
1 and 2 arelisted the names of the members of the two
Delegations). Working Groups have been set up to dis
cuss the bases of cooperation in this respect and have
agreed as follows: : '

1. Trade Sector.

The two parties expressed their satisfaction for the
development of trade between the two countries and
they believe that the prospects are good for further
and more balanced dev elopment of the volume of the
trade. IFor the curfent year it was agreed to increase
the amount of the transactions to the level of § 400
million. To achieve this farget the two sides agreed
on the attached indicative list of goods,

For the signature of the relevant contracts cone ornmg
the goods mentioned in the attached list, the two parties
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will facilitate the commercial contacts between the
proper organizations and companies of the two countries
and they will give to them their full support. To this
effect the Libyan side gave a list with the State
Organizations dealing with the foreign trade.

2. 01l Sector.

The two parties agreed on the following : Greece
will purchase from Libya the quantity of 15 million
tons of crude oil during the period of 19791984 as per
the attached schedule. The pertinent organizations
of both parts will meet within March 1979 to discuss
the details and sign the final Contract.

It has been agreed that the Libyan part will supply
the Greek part with quantities of ammonia and methanol.

3. Investment Sector.

1. The two parties expressed their satisfaction for
the establishment of the Arab-Hellenic Bank and they
agreed to ask the Organizations and the Commpanies
of the two Countries to use the services of this Bank
for the development of the various activiites between
the two countries.

2. The Greek side proposed possible cooperation
in the field of alumina production and processing.
Both parties agreed that a apecialized Greek team
will visit the Jamahiriyah to study the possibility of
cooperation in this field with respect to participation
of the Socialist People’s Libyan Arab Jamahiriyah
in the production of alumina and participation of the
Greek side in the Jamahiriyah in producing and market-
ing processed products.

3. The two sides agreed to establish a joint Investment
Company. The Libyan part will participate through
the National lnvestment Company and the Greek
side through the National Bank of Industrial Develop-
ment (ETVA). The two parties agreed to meet within
next March in order to discuss the final agreement.

4, Both sides agreed to make joint investments
in the touristic activities in both countries and to
exert all efforts to overcome any difficulties which
may be faced by such joint ventures.

4. Agricultural Sector.

Both parties have emphasized the importance of
cooperation in the agricultural fied and their desire
to promote this cooperation and they agreed on the
following :

1. To establish a joint Libyan—Greek Company to be
located in Greece for operating in the agricultural
sector tocarry out production and processing of vege-
tables and fruits and marketing of such products.
The above mentioned Company has the right to estab-
lish branches in both countries. A specialized Libyan
Arab delegation will visit Greece during April 1979,
for cooperation with the Greek authorities to formulate
the Articles of Assocciation and relevant Law for
establishing the proposed coinpany for exercising its
activities.

2. Both sides have agreed that a technical Greek
team specialized in agricultural activities will visit

the Jamahiriyah during March 1979 for discussions
on the various fields of cooperation in agriculture.

3. The Greek side affirmed its willingness to train
Libyan personnel in the various agricultural activities.
They have also confirmed the offer submitted from the
Greek side regarding scholarships for (20) Libyan
students for two years.

4. Both sides have agreed on supplying the Jamahi-
riyah with its needs for improved seeds and table
olive seedlings, if available.

5. The Greek side promised to study the request
of the Libyan Arab side for contribution to the cons-
truction and development of the closed forestry system
for wide animal breeding and development of the
natural regional environment to serve as touristic
parks.

6. The Greek side extended invitation from the
greek cooperatives for two interested Libyan perrons,
to visit agricultural cooperatives in Greece. The Libyan
side accepted this invitation.

5. Maritime Transport Sector.

Both sides have agreed on operating a shipping
navigational line to connect ports in the Jamahiriyah
and the Island of Crete on a mutual basis, provided
that the ships carrying the flag of either Greece or the
Jamahiriyah or chartered ships, after obtaining special
authorization from the relevant authorities, shall be
equally treated in terms of berthing, loading and
unloading.

6. Fishing Sector.

Both sides reviewed the activities of the Joint Fishing
Company and agreed on supporting and developing
its activity so as to include other fishing fields. They
also agreed on assigning technicians from both sides
to continue exerting efforts to find efficient solutions
for the problems facing the present progress of work.

Both sides agreed on sponge fishing in the Libyan
Arab regional waters under the terms, conditions and
instruction specified by the Sccretariat of Nutrition
and Sea Wealth. The Libyan-Greek Company shall
carry out sponge fishing by its own fleet or through
agreenents with Greek Companies specialized in sponge
fishing on terms and conditions to be agreed upon.

Both sides agreed that the Greek side will undertake
the training of (200) Libyan students in the various
fieldsrelating to fishing sector under the terms and
conditions to be agreed upon later between both sides.

7. Planning Sector.

The Libyan side expressed its desire to cocperate
with the Greek side in the field of Planning for short
and long term assignments.

The Libyan side presented a request to the Greek
side concerning the provision of experts in the field
of planning and research, according to the needs of the
Libyan competent authorities, especially in the field
of project preparation and evaluation, and industrial
planning.

The Greek side expressed its willingness to provide
such expertise within its possibilities.

To the effect of the above, the two sides decided
that the Libyan Ministry of Planning and the Greek
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Ministry of Coordination shall be in contact for making
the necessary arrangements in this respect.

8. Consulting Services Sector.

The Libyan side expressed the desire for cooperation
between the National Consulting Bureau and a number
of experienced Greek consulting firms involving all
the relevant fields of specialization.

The Greek side expressed its willingness for such
cooperation and recommended that the Libyan side
contact the Ministry of Cordination in Greece, when
desirous 1o seek the assistance of any consulting firm
in a particular field, and specify the Consulting firm
in the required {field.

9. The Electricity Sector.

An agreement was signed between the Libyan
Ministry of Electricity and the Greek Public Power
Corporation on the training of Libyans by the P.P.C.
so that the Ministry of Electricity of the Jamahiriyah
will be provided with the experts and technicians
in the electricity sector.

In addition, Greek Technical Companies specialized
in electricity projects shall be encouraged to participate
in implementing projects in the Jamahiriyah.

10. Health Sector.

The Libyan side asked the Greek side to man and
operate two polyclinics, in Tripoli and in Benghazi,
as it was. agreed upon during the first Joint Libyan—
Greek Committee, and according to the further detailed
information provided to the Greek side during the
present meeting.

The Greek side promised to study this proposal
and reply within three months.

Concerning the training of Libyans in the field of
health Statistics, dental technicians,X-rays and phyisio-
therapy, the Greek side expressed its willingness to
undertake the training of Libyans in Greece in the
above mentioned fields.

11. Implementation of the Libyan Development
Projects.

The Libyan side extended invitation to the Greek
companies to participate in the implementation of the
Development Projects in the Jamahiriyah.

The Greek side welcomed this invitation and promised
to encourage the Greek firms in this field.

Both parties have also agreed that the competent
authorities in both countries will eliminate any diffi-
culties which might be faced by such companies.

12. Double Taxation Sector.

The Libyan side referred to the draft agreement on
Double Taxation and asked for its discussion in the
next meeting of the Joint Committee.

13. Manpower Sector.

Both sides agreed that the Secretariat of Labour
will grant interim work permits for (45) days during
which the relevant organization will finalize the proce-
dures for employment and residence of workers,

14. Both parties have agreed that the Joint Libyan-
Greek Committee will hold its second session in Athens
during June ,1979.

During this visit, the following Agreements were
signed :

1. Agreement on Air Transport.

2. Agreement on Manpower Employment.

3. Agreement on Social Security

4. Agreement on Training in Electricity Sector.

As far as the Maritime Transport Agreement is

concerned, after completing the formalities it will be
signed at the next session of the Joint Committee.
