Les Chefs des deux Délégations ont constaté avec
satisfaction que les échanges touristiques se dévelop-
pent constamment, dans le cadre des relations amicales
de compréhension et de coopération réciproques qui
existent entre les deux pays.

Ils ont particuliérement souligné le réle que jouent,
pour le développement de ces relations, les visites et
les contacts qui ont eu lieu au plus haut niveau, ainsi
que les mesures qui y ont été adoptdées.
