In accordance with Article 26 of the Agreement bet-
ween the Republic of Greece and the Republic of Turkey
on International Road Transport of 4 April 1970 the 1I.
Joint Commission Meeting was held in Ankara on No-
vember 27-28, 1980.

[. Number of transit permits to be exchanged by the
respective sides in 1951,

2. Vees, tolls or other charges levied from bilateral
and transit road transport.

3. Bus services between the two countries.

4. Miscallaneous issues.

(0) Discussions :

1. The two Sides have exchanged information on bi-
lateral and transit road transport and have agreed to
develop and simplify their cooperation in this field.

Taking into account that the 100 bilateral and 900
transit permits presently exchanged between the two
sides do not any longer satisfy their needs, they have
agreed to increase the number of permits to be exchan-
ged to 300 bilateral and 2.500 transit for the year 1981.
This agreement will become effective as of January 1,
1981, In the first run 150 bilateral and 1.500 transit per-
mits will be exchanged.

Should one of the two Sides express the wish for addi-
tional permits, the above numbers will be increased up
to 300 bhilateral and 2.500 transit permits without any
delay.

2. The two Sides have exchanged information on char-
ges levied from bilateral and transit road transport of
goods.

'They have agreed to issue each other a number of free
permits for transit road transport starting form January
Ist 1981. These permits will be valid for one round - trip
only. The Turkish Side will issue 500 of these free per-
mits to the Greek Anthorities in exchange for 1.000 per-
mits of the same kind. The above mentioned permits
are given for the year 1981.

These permits entitle the holder to exemption from
all charges levied except special road-network infras-
tructure tolls, and levies en vehicles exceeding the total
weight limit set hy national regulations of both coun-
Lries.

All developnients relating to charges levied on bila-
teral and transit road transport will be taken up for dis-
cussion in the next meeting of the joint Commission.

3. Both Sides will implement measures regarding oc-
casional passenger transport in order to facilitate con-
formity with their related regulations.

The two delegations have agreed to take the appro-
priate steps in order to put into operation a regular bus
line from Athens to Istanbul and vice versa.

The Greek Side informed the Turkish Side that the
Agency to exploit this regular bus line on the Greek
Side is the Greek Railways Organisation and stated that
it would be more efficient for the Turkish Side to nomi-
nate a unified agency in order to ensure the smooth ope-
ration of the said line. In this respect the Greek Side
suggested that this Agency could comprise a number
of enterprises which are interested in the exploitation
of the line in question.

The Turkish Side, in view ol the numerous applica-
tions by Turkish Companies for charter, has requested
permission for them for operation in direct ratio with
passenger potential, from the Greek Side.

With regard to national regulations and passenger
potential the Turkish Side will nominate two Turkish
firms for this route.

It was agreed by both sides that on the basis of equa-
lity and reciprocity, the firms nominated by the Turkish

Authorities will sign an operation contract with their
Greek counterpart, the Greek Railways Organisations
which will be presented to the Authorities of both Sides
for final approval.

4. Both Sides have exchanged information on diffi-
culties faced by carriers as individuals, and have agreed
to remedy these in accordance with their national re-
gulations.

Both Sides have agreed to hold the next joint Commis-
sion Meeting in Athens in 1981. The date will be esta-
blished later by exchange of Letters.

The two Sides have agreed to effect necessary measu-
res so that the vehicles operating for regular bus lines
are not used for cargo or goods transport.

The present Protocol is subject to the approval of the
Competent Authorities of Both Sides in accordance
with the article 26 para 3 of the Agreement on Interna-
tional Road Transport concluded between Turkey and
Greece on the 4 April 1970.

The discussions of the joint Commission were held
in an atmosphere of good will as well as in a spirit of
mutual understanding.

PROTOCOL

Of the XIII Conference of the Official Tourism Organi-
zations of the Balkan Countries

The XIII Conference of the Official Tourism Organi-
zations of the Balkan countries was held in Belgrade
between November 3-6, 1980 in accordance with Arti-
cle 2 of the Agreement for Mutual Cooperation on Tou-
rism in the Balkan Region, concluded between the Go-
vernments of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria, the
Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Republic of Romania,
the Republic of Turkey and the Socialist Federal Repu-
blic of Yugoslavia, on May 13, 1971 and also in com-
pliance with the invitation of the Yugoslav Party.

The Conference was attended by the Delegations of
the Official Tourism Organizations of the People’s Re-
public of Bulgaria, the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist
Republic of Romania, the Republic of Turkey and the
Socialist Federal Republic of Yougoslavia.

The list of the members of the Delegations is attached
in Annex.

The Conference was addressed by His Excellency Mr.
Imer Pulja, Member of the Federal Executive Council
and Federal Secretary for Market and General Economic
Affairs.

In his opening speech Mr. Imer Pulja pointed out
that the cooperation in the field of tourism among the
Balkan countries showed so far its full vitality and in-
dispensability. The successful development of the coo-
peration in the field of tourismn among the Balkan coun-
tries contributes to the development of our overall re-
lations and improvement of our cooperation with other
countries. Further development of our Tourist coope-
ration in view of the present international economic and
political situation requires the strenghtehning of our
efforts that will certinly contribute to the stability of
peace in the world.

The Conference was also addressed by Mr. Apostoli-
dis, Vice - President of the World Union of the National
Associations of Travel Agencies.

The representatives of the VIII Conference of the
Associations of Travel Agencies of the Balkan Coun-
tries which was held in Belgrade at the same time also
attended the Inaugural Ceremony of the Conference.

The Conference was presided by Dr. Dusan Anakio-
ski, the Head of the Yugoslav Delegation, Deputy -
Secretary for Market and General Economic Affairs.

It was pointed out the importance of widening the
Balkan cooperation in the fields connected with tourism
within the spirit of the Final Act of Helsinki and Bel-
grade Conference as well as the communique of Athens
from January 1976 and expressed their will to contribute
to the strengthening of the tourist activity in the aim of

developing the relations of friendly understanding and
cooperation among the Balkan countries.
The Conference unanimously adopted the following.

AGENDA

1. Exchange of information on the development of
tourism in the countries participating to the XIII Con-
ference and the prospects of the tourism development in
general.

Mutual tourist traffic and measures to be un-

Item 1 of the Agenda

The Heads of the Delegations informed the Conferen-
ce on the development of tourism of their recpective
countries, the mutual tourist traffic and measures, that
are being under taken for its improvement. The views
have been expressed on the future of tourism develop-
ment in the world and it has been stated that in spite
of the difficulties which international tourism has faced,
because of the general economic and political situation
in the world, progress in the development of tourism
has been recorded. In the Balkan region tourism has de-
veloped successfully due to the construction of new ac-
commodation capacities and other infrastructure. The
offer of leisure activities, excursions, cultural-historical
values as well as the measures taken for further facili-
tation and more comfortable travelling of tourists wi-
thin the Balkan countries also contributed to the fa-
vourable development of tourism. The delegations poin-
ted out that this cooperation should be further streng-
thened and widened so that the Balkan region could
more efficiently participate in the international tourist
market. Therefore the significance and need has been
stressed that first of all in the framework of the Balkan
region new conditions and possibilities should be crea-
ted for the increased traffic. Better results could be
achieved by further simplification of formalities for
tourists, more efficient and rational use of means of
transportation and providing better information for
tourists. In this view it is important that travel agen-
cies and carriers also enrich their cooperation, so that
the international tourist trends will be more directed
towards the Balkan countries. -

In this regard, the Delegations pointed out the need:

~— to form a working party of tourist experts in order
to elaborate proposals for market studies of the impor-
tant tourist destinations and other essential forms _of
tourist activities. Accepting the Bulgarian invitation
the working group will hold its first session in Sofia in
March, 1981. This group of experts will deal with pro-
motional activities too In order to assess and carry out
the joint promotion activities in this field with a view of
reviewing and realizing some of the initiatives and to
work on new programmes.

Considering that the Balkan Tourist Year 1979 was
a successful one it was suggested that such manifesta-
tions should continue to take place. The way in which
that should be done will be agreed upon at the next
Conference. : ' SR

The initiative has been given by the Yugoslay Dele-

‘gation that in view of better synchronization of all the
‘factors for strengthening and developing the tourist co-

'opqration,‘ would be recommended: to the touring clubs
which are holding a meeting in Bucarest in November
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this year, to hold their meetings as well as the travel
agencies at the same time as the Conference of the Offi-
cial Tourism Organizations of the Balkan countries.

Item 2 of the Agenda.

The participants exchanged their views on the results
of the World Tourism Conference in Manila. It was no-
ted that the strong impetus has been given to tourism as
a world phenomenon within its social, educational and
cultural aspects. Besides that, the participants very
much appriciated the fact that the Manila Decleration
contains recommendations concerning the development
of the international tourist traffic and cooperation.

In their discussions the participants expressed their
readiness to apply the conclusions and recommenda-
tions of the Conference, in accordance with their parti-
cular conditions and possibilities, both those concerning
the general framework approaching the tourist pheno-
menon and the ones concerning the technical aspects of
tourist activities.

The participants also agreed that in future they will
exchange information on the measures their countries
are undertaking in view of implementation of the recom-
mendations from Manila, as well as on their prepara-
tions for their participation in the next World Tourism
Conference wich will be held in Mexico in 1982.

The Conference has comdemned acts of terrorism dis™

rected to tourist ingformation offices and persons of the
member countries abroad, the tourist industry and the
tourist movement in general, which happened quite of-
ten during last years. »

The kind invitation of the Romanian Delegation was
accepted for holding the XIV Conference of the Official
Tourism Organizations of the Balkan Countries in 1981
in Romania. The date and place of the next Conference
will be communicated.

The Conference was held in a friendly atmosphere
and in a spirit of complete understanding.

The delegations of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria,
the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Republic of Roma-
nia and the Republic of Turkey expressed their warm
thanks to Dr. Dusan Anakioski, Deputy-Federal Se-
cretary for Market and General Economic Affairs and
to the Yugoslav Delegation for the perfect organisa-
tion of the Conference and the warm and friendly hospi-
tality extended to them.
