On Defense and Economic Cooperation Between the
Governement of the Hellenic Republic and the Go-
vernment of the United States of America

Article 1

The Parties intend by this Agreement to restructure
their defense and economic cooperation based on their
existing bilateral arrangements and multilateral agree-
ments, and in accordance with the principles of mu-
tual benefit and full respect for the sovereignty, in-
dependence and interests of each country.

Article 11

1. Tn furtherance of the purposes of this Agreement,
the Government of the Hellenic Republic authorizes the
Government of the United States to maintain and ope-
rate military and supporting facilities in Greece (he-
reinafter referred to as the facilities) and to carry out
missions and activities at these facilities for defense
purposes in accordance with the provisions of this A-
greement. These facilities, missions and activities shall
be those identified and described under the Anmnex to
this Agreement. )

2. The major items of equipment, arms and ammuni-
tion located at the facilities shall be identified to Greek
authorities, in accordance with agreed procedures. Any
expansion, change, modernization or replacement the-
reof which will alter the mission capabilities of such
facilities shall be subject to the prior concurrence of the
Government of the Hellenic Republic. )

3. The missions and activities authorized by this A-
greement and its Annex include the perforrnapce of
technical operations at the facilities. Such technical o-
perations and related activities shall be manned by
United States personnel.

Article II1

1. The status of the United Stales forces, members of
the force, members of the civilian component, and de-
pendents shall be governed by the «Agreement between

the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty Regarding the
Status of Their Forces» and related bilateral arrange-
ments between the Governments of the Hellenic Repu-
blic and the United States of America.

2. Members of the force, members of the civilian com-
ponent, and dependents shall be recognized to have
this capacity only upon being officially announced to the
Greek authorities, who will issue special identification
cards signed by the competent Greek authorities.

Article IV

1. The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall
assign Greek personnel to each of the facilities. The se-
nior Greek official so assigned to each facility shall be
designated as the Greek Representative. The Greek
Representative will exercise command and control of
Greek personnel, and the premises used exclusively by
them, at ealh facility. The Greek Representative shal-
be responsible for liaison and coordination with approl
priate Greek authorities to include those responsible
for the security of, and maintenance of order on, the
perimeter of the facility. The Greek Representative
will be responsible to report to the Greek authorities
on the implementation and observance of the provi-
sions of this Agreement relating to the facilities.

2. The Commander of the United States forces at
each facility shall exercise command and control over
the facility and personnel of the United States assigned
thereto, including their equipment and materiel and the
premises used by them, and shall provide for the secu-
rity and safety thereof.

3. The Greek Representative and the Commander of
the United States forces shall, as required, report through
their respective authorities to the joint Commission e-
stablished pursuant to Article VI of this Agreement and
submit any questions or differences concerning inter-
pretattion or implementation of the Agreement or o-
ther arrangements to the Joint Commission.

Article V

1. With the exception of national cryptographic (co-
de) rooms, the Greek Representative shall have access
to all areas of the facilities, except that access to classi-
fied areas where technical operations and other United
States activities are performed shall be on a non - rou-
tine basis and in accordance with agreed procedures.

2. The location of national cryptographic rooms and
classified areas will be identified by the two parties, and
any change thereafter will be as mutually agreed.

Article VI

A Joint Commission will be established to deal with
and to resolve if possible any question or difference w-
hich may arise concerning the interpretation and im-
plementation of the Agreement. Any issue not resol-
ved shall be dealt with by the two Governments.

Article VII

1. Nothing in this Agreement shall be in derogation
of the inherent right of the Government of the Hellenic
Republic under international law to take immediately
all appropriate restrictive measures required to sa-
feguard its vital national security interests in an emer-
gency.

9. In the event that, in the view of the Government
of the Hellenic Republic, such an emergency exists, the
appropriate Greek and United States anthorities shall
immediately enter inlo communication concerning
such measures. This process of communication shall
not derogate from the right referred to In paragraph 1.
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Article VIII

In accordance with the purposes of this Agreement,
and consistent with its constitutional procedures, the U-
nited States shall assist in the modernization and main-
tenance of Greek defense capabilities through the pro-
vision of defense support to the Government of the Hel-
lenic Republic. Such United States assistance shall also
be guided by the principle set forth in United States
law that calls for preserving the balance of military
strength in the region.

Article IX

1. The Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the
United States will seek opportunities to cooperate in the
research, development, production and procurement of
appropriate defense materiel as well as in the related
logistic support. Both parties undertake to encourage
joint investient in the aforementioned areas and to
devote particular attention to promoting new coopera-
tive projects and reciprocal procurement of defense
materiel.

2. For this purpose the Government of the United
States shall assist the Government of the Hellenic Re-
public in mutually agreed efforts aimed at enhancing
the research, development, production, maintenance,
repair an¢ modernization of defense materiel and equip-
ment in Greece and at assisting the Hellenic defense in-
dustry, and will encourage new defense production pro-
jects and two-way trade in defense materiel.

3. Both Governments intend to facilitate the mu-
tual flow of defence procurement for their armed for-
ces, aimed at assuring along - term equitable balance
in their exchanges.

4. The Governments will permit the sale of defense
equipment produced under license, co-pruduction a-
greements and/ or joint development projects to al-
lied countries and to appropriate third countries, su-
bject to the prior written agreement ot the government
that made available the defense articles ot technical
data.

5. Acquisition of items of defense equipment deve-
loped or produced by either party shall ve on the most
economical terms and based on competitive contra-
cting procedures, and based on agreed procedures for
defense industrial cooperation.

6. The Parties shall promptly develop a framework
agreement to facilitate the achievement of the purposes
of this Article.

Article X

The two Governments, considering the relationship
between defense capability and economic growth and
stability, will exert maximum efforts to develop coo-
perative economic , industrial, scientific and technolo-
gical relations between the two countries, including mu-
tually agreed United States technical assistance and,
as conditions warrant, other assistance.

Article XI

1. Procedural and implementing arrangements cal-
led for under this Agreement, as well as such other ar-
rangements as the Parties deem necessary for the pur-
poses of, and otherwise consistent with, this Agreement,
shall be addressed by the parties, through the Joint
Commission as appropriate.

2. All terms and conditions relaling to the use of fa-
cnhtles. under arrangements existing as of the date of
entry into force of this Agreement shall, to the extent

consistent with this Agreement and its Annex, continue
in force until modified or terminated by agreement,
through the Joint Commission as appropriate. Pre-
vious bilateral arrangements related to the purposes
of this Agreement shall bs submitted at the initiative
of either Party to the joint Commission for review and
mutual consideration. This process of review will be
completed within one year of the signature of this A-
greement, If necessary this period can be extended by the
Parties.

Article XII

1. This Agreement shall enter into force no later than
December 31, 1983 upon an exchange of notes between
the Parties indicating that their respective constitu-
tional requirements have been satisfied. This Agree-
ment is terminable after five years upon written no-
tice by either party to be given five months prior to the
date upon which termination is to take effect.

2. The Government of the United States shall have a
period of seventeen months commencing on the effe-
ctive date of termination within which to carry out the
withdrawal of United States personnel , property and
equipment from Greece. All terms and conditions pur-
suant to this Agreement shall apply during such pe-
riod.

ANNEX

In Implementation of the Defense and Economic Coo-
peration Agreement Between the Government of the
Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Uni-
ted States of America

A. Article 1 of the Ageement

This Annex is pursuant to Article XI of the Defense
and Economic Cooperation Agreement (hereinafter re-
ferred to as the Agreement) and shall enter into force

and remain in force contemporaneously with the A-
greement. -

B. Article II of the Agreement

1. Consistent with the purposes of the Agreement
and pursuant to Article II thereof, the Government of
the United States is authorized to maintain and ope-
rate the military and supporting facilities currently u-
sed by the Government of the United States under exi-
sting arrangements, as identified below :

a) Nea Makri Naval Communications Station Com-
plex, consisting of : Headquarters, support and opera-
tional complex at Nea Makri ; transmitting site and mi-
crowave reflector at Kato Souli; and water facilities at
Marathon.

b) Iraklion Communications Station Complex, Crete,
consisting of : Headquarters. support and operational
complex at Gournes; transmitting site at Hani Kokkini;
and water facilities at Mallia.

¢) Souda Air Base, Crete, consisting ol : Headquar-
ters, support and operationanl complex (including the
naval communications detachment).
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d) Hellenikon Air Base, consisting of : Headquarters,
support and operational complex at Hellenikon Air-
base; dependent educational facilities at Vari and Gly-
fada and child care facility at Sourmena; exchange fa-
cilities, including annexes at Glyfada and Castri, admi-
nistrative offices at Argyroupolis and warehouse and o-
pen storage areas at Aegaleos; commissary facilities, in-
cluding commissary store at Neos Kosmos, warehousing
and cold storage arveas at Piraeus and administrative
offices at Glyfada; contracting offices at Argyroupolis;
and Military Transportation Terminal facilities at Pi-
raeus. :

" e) Nodal Communications Sites, consisting of :

Facilities on Mount Pateras, Mount Parnis, Mount
Hortiatis and Mount Ederi, and on Lefkas Island.

2. Pursuant to Article II of the Agreement, the Go-
vernment of the United States is authorized to carry
out, at the facilities identified above, the missions and
activities currently being carried out under existing ar-
rangements, as identified below:

a) Nea Makri Naval Communications Station Com-
plex

administration primarily for United States forces in
the Mediterranean region.

b) Iraklion Communications Station Complex

— Operations, maintenance and support of United
States Maritime Patrol Aircraft. )

— Storage, maintenance and assembly of preposi-
tioned mine stockpiles. ) )

— Storage and maintenance of conventional muni-
tions.

3. Flight activities associated with the military and

supporting facilities shall be in’ accordance with the
Te%{)micalgArrangement dated November 17, 1977.

C. Article III of the Agreement

1. Status of forces arrangements belween the United
States and Greece shall be implemented in the same man-
ner and spirit with which such arrangements are ge-
nerally applied by States Party to the North Atlantic
Treaty.

2. With respect to the exercise of criminal jurisdi-
ction :

a) The Hellenic Republic recognizes the particu-
lar importance of disciplinary control by the United
States military authorities over the members of the
force and the effect which such control has upon opera-
tional readiness. The competent Greek authorities,
in accordance with the provisions of Article VII, para-
graph 3 (c) of the NATO Status of Forces Agreement,
will therefore except in cases they consider of parti-
cular importance to them, in conformity with their
sovereign discretionary right, give expeditious and fa-
vorable consideration to the waiver of their criminal ju-
risdiction upon request of the United States forces.

b) Requests by the United States authorities for a
waiver by Greece of its criminal jurisdiction shall be
processed in accordance with the following procedu-
res :

(1) A request shall be presented within a period of
thirty (30) days from the date the United States mi-
litary authorities become aware of the initiation of cri-
minal proceedings against an accused, to the Joint Com-
mission established under Article VI of the Agreement.

(2) The request shall be reviewed by the Joint Com-
mission which shall submit a recommendation to the
competent Greek authority within fifteen (45) days
from the submissioan of the request.

(3) The competent Greek authority shall make a de-
cision on the request within thirty (30) days of receipt.

(4) If Greek authorities do not waive their jurisdi-
ction, the case will be given preferential treatment to
complete the judicial proceedings in the shortest pos-
sible time in accordance with Article VII, paragraph 9
(a) of the NATO Status of Forces Agreement.

3. With respect to custody of members of the Uni-
ted States forces :

a) The provisions of Greek law pertaining to pre-
trial detention or requiring confinement of the accu-
sed shall be discharged until the conclusion of all ju-
dicial proceedings by a duly executed certificate of the
United States military authorities assuring the appea-
rance of the member of the force before the competent
Greek judicial authorities in any proceedings that may
require the presence of such person.

b) When a member of the force has been convicted by
a Greek court and an unsuspended sentence to confi-
nement is adjudged, the United States military autho-
rities shall maintain custody over the accused in Greece
until the conclusion of all appellate proceedings.

4. With respect to the definition of civilian compo-
nent :

a) The term «civilian component» as defined in Ar
ticle I, paragraph 1 (b) of the NATO Status fo Forces A-
greement, which may include dependents, shall also
mean employees of a non-Greek and non - commercial
organization who are nationals of or ordinarily re-
sident in the United States and who, solely for the pur-
pose of contributing to the welfare, morale or education
of the force, are accompanying those forces mn Greece
and non - Greek persons employed by United States
contractors directly serving the United States forces in
Greece. The number of positions for p_e:r_s9nnel to be ac-
corded the status of members of the civilian component
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by virtue of this paragraphb shall not exceed twenty-fi-
ve (25) more than those established as of June 1, 1983
without the express consent of the Government of the
Hellenic Republic. Such personnel shall not be consi-
dered as having the status of members of the civilian
component for the purpose of Article VIII of the NA-
TO Status of Forces Agreement.

b) Resident documents or work permits shall not be
required for the employment of members of the civi-
lian component in connection with the facilities.

5. with respect to labor provisions :

a) ror each facility or activity, two schedules of po-
sitions shall be established, one for Greek personnel
and the other for United States personnel, reflecting
the namber of positions under each category as of June
1, 1983. Any changes in excess of 3 %, to the proportio-
nality reflected in these schedules will be mutually
agreed upon by the two Governments.

b) Pursuant to Article IX, paragraph 4, of the NA-
TO Status of Forces Ageement, the standards contai-
ned in Greek labor legislation regarding conditions of
employment and work, in particular wages, supplemen-
tary payments and conditions for the protection of em-
ployees as applied in the private sector, will be obser-
ved with respect to Greek nationals employed in Greece
by the United States forces.

6. With respect to personnal tax exemptions :

With respect to Article X, and in accordance with Ar-
ticle I, paragraph 2, of the NATO Status of Forces A-
greement, members of the force and of the civilian com-
ponent shall not be liable to pay any tax or similar char-
ges in Greece on the ownership, possession, use, tran-
sfer amongst themselves, or transfer by death of their
tangible movable property imported into Greece or ac-
quired there for their own personal use. One motor ve-
hicle owned by a member of the force or of the civi-
lian component shall be exempt from Greek circulation
taxes, registration or license fees, and similar char-

ges.

7. With respect to contracting :

The United States forces may award contracts to com-
mercial enterprises for services or eonstruction pro-
jects in Greece. In accordance with its laws and regula-
tions, the United States forces may procure directly
from any source ; however, they shall utilize Greek con-
tractors to the maximum extent feasible for the per-
formance of construction projects,

8. In accordance with Article XI of the Agreement, it
is the intention of the Parties to conclude a unified te-
chnical arrangement which will incorporate the provisions
set forth in this Annex and modernize previous agree-
ments and practices concerning the status of the Uni-
ted States forces in Creece.

D. Article IV of the Agreement

The responsibilities of the appropriate Greek autho,
rities for the security of, and maintenance of order on-
the perimeter of the facility stipulated in Article IV
(1) of the Ageement shall be carried out in accordance
with agreed procedures. The liaison and coordination
responsibilities of the Greek Representative under that
Article shall include laison and coordination with cu-
stoms, law enforcement, labor, immigration and mu-
nicipal officials.

E. Article V of the Agreement

The agreed procedures referred to in paragraph 1 of
this Article shall include case - by - casg augogzation

by high Greek authority , identification and appropri-
ate clearance of the individual, proper protection of the
information gained during access, and prior notifica-
tion.

F. Article VI of the Agreement

1. Both Parties shall designate military and diplo-
matic representatives to the Joint Commission.

2. In addition to such other functions as may be
mutually agreed, the Joint Commission shall receive
information from the Greek Representatives and the
Commanders of United States forces at the facilities;
address any questions or differences concerning in-
terpretation or implemantation thes officials may
submit; and transmit agreed guidance to these offi-
cials through the respective Greek and United States
chains of command.

G. Article IX of the Agreement

The long - term equitable balance in the mutual flow
of defense procurement for the armed forces of both
Governments, referred to in paragraph 3, shall take
into consideration the relative technological level of
such procurement and be consistent with their natio-
nal policies.
