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AGREEMENT

Between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt on
shipping and Maritime Transport.

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt, desirous
to promote the friendly relations existing between the
two countries and to develop their economic relations
and foster their co-operation in the field of shipping
and maritime transport have agreed on the following:

Article 1
In the present Agreement

1. The term «vessel of the contracting party» means
any vessel registered in the shipping register of this
party and flying its flag. This term shall not, however,
include :

a) Warships,

b) Vessels which are performing exclusively admini-
strative or state functions,

¢) Scientific research vessels.

2. The term «Member of the crew» means the master
and any person actually registered in the articles of
the ship.

Article II

Each of the two contracting parties shall, on a basis
of reciprocity, ensure to the vessels of the other party
equal treatment to that reserved for its national vessels
when calling at the ports of the other party, regarding
entrance to these ports, the use of them, the full use
of port facilities, in connection with the commercial
transactions of vessels, passengers and cargo, loading
and discharging facilities as well as in connection with
taxes and fees of any nature.

Article 111

The two contracting parties consider it of mutual
interest that the shipping enterprises of the two con-
tracting parties should directly collaborate in commer-
cial, technical, agency matters, shipping liner services
and other maritime services.

Article 1V

Any vessels of each of the two contracting parties
when sailing into a port of the other party for the
purpose of discharging part of their cargo, may after
complying with the law and regulations of the country
in question keep aboard that part of their cargo which
18 destined for another port either in the same or another
country, or transfer it to another vessel without, pay-
ment]of any dues, apart from those levied on its national
vessels.

In the same way, any vessels of each of the two
contracting parties may call at one or more ports of
the other party for the purpose of picking up the whole
or part of their cargo destined for foreign ports without
payment of dues other than those levied in similar
cases on its national vesgels.

Article V

L. Any vessel of each of the two contracti arti
which forced by stress of weather or by a:;?uli]égeg?rt}‘:::
taken shelter in a port of the other party shall be free
to carry on Tépairs, secure the necessary provisions and
proceed on its voyage without payment of anv dues

apart] from those levied in similar cases on its national
vessels,

If, however, the master of a merchant vessel has to
dispose part of his cargo to meet his expenses, he
shall in this case comply with the regulations and
tariffs of the port of call.

2. If any vessel of either of the two contracting
parties has been wrecked, has run aground or suffered
damage on the coasts of the other party this latter
shall extend the same protection and assistance as that
extended to its national vessels and, if necessary, allow
such a vessel to discharge its cargo or land or transfer
it on other vessels.

3. The vessel so stranded or wrecked as well as its
parts, debris or accessories and all appliances, rig-
ging, provisions and goods salvage, including those
Jettisoned by such ships, or by ships in distress, or the
proceeds thereof if sold, as well as documents found
aboard the stranded or wrecked vessel or belonging to
it shall be delivered to the owner or his representatives
when claimed by them.

Salvage operations are subject to the laws of the
country in which they are carried out.

4. The cargo and articles unloaded or saved from the
vessel specified in this article, provided they are not
delivered for use or consumption in the territory of
the other contracting party, shall not be liable to any
customs duties. All other fees, dues, charges ete, relating
to such operations, shall be applied in accordance with
the laws, regulations and tarrifs in force in both con-
tracting parties.

Article VI
1. The nationality of any vessel shall be determined

“in compliance with the laws of the country in which

they are registered by the deeds and documents aboard
the ship issued by the competent authorities.

2. Apart from a judicial sale, ships of either of the
contracting parties, cannot be registered in the Registry
of the other party without presentation of a certificate,
issued by the competent authorities of the ship’s original
country stating that the ship has been written off the
Registry of this country.

3. Subject to the provisions of article VIII Paragraph
2, the vessels of each of the contracting parties holding
certificates of tonnage issued in accordance with the
laws, rules and regulations of each of the contracting
parties, shall not be subject to re-measurement in
the ports of the other party.

4. All port charges and expenses shail be collected
according to the laws, rules and regulations applicable

in the ports of call of each of the two contracting
parties.

Article VII

_ The following activities are excluded from the provi-
sions of the present Agreement, each of the contracting

parties reserving the right to apply thereto its national
legislation.

_a) Privileges conceded to nautical sports (Associa-
tions).

b) Activities_ reserved by each of the contracting
parties for their organisations or enterprises including

In particulars pilotage, towage, salvage and maritime
assistance.

_€) Immigration and transport of immigrants and
pilgrims,

d) Exemptions from compulsory pi i
) vy pilotage require-
ments granted according to the ]egis]atiogn of qeaCh
of the contracting parties.

_e) Cabotage which is reserved for the national ship-
ping only. The term «cabotage» includes any transport
of goods which, although accompanied by a through
bill of lading and no matter what their origin, or desti-
nation, are transhipped whether directly or indirectly
at the ports of either of the two contracting parties
to be carried to another port of the same contracting
party. The same provisions shall apply in the case of
passengers even if they carry through tickets.

f) Fishing operations carried on in the territorial
waters of the two contracting parties.

Article VIII

1. The provisions of the present Agreement do not
apply to inland navigation and Suez Canal navigation.

2. Ships passing through the Suez Canal, should
hold a certificate of tonnage measurement issued in
accordance with the Suez Canal Authority relevant
regulations in force.

Article 1X

The masters of any Greek flag merchant vessel as well
as the masters of any Egyptian flag merchant vessel
whose manning, because of illness of any member of
the crew or for other reasons, is no longer complete,
may after complying with the laws and police regula-
tions of the other contracting party, engage at the ports
of this latter party the scamen required for proceeding
on their respective voyage, on the understanding that
the employment contract being freely negotiated by the
seamen concerned shall be concluded in compliance
with the laws of the flag of the vessel. Masters of
merchant vessels of the contracting parties will receive
from the local authorities of the other party of any
necessary assistance which will be required for the
arrest of the deserters of their vessels. Deserters who
are citizens of the country where they desert are not
included in the above measures.

Article X

Income derived from the operation of ships in inter-
national traffic shall be taxable only in the contracting
state in which the ships are registered or documented.

Article XI

1. Nationals of each contracting party when signing
on as crew members on a vessel of the other contracting
party shall enjoy the same treatment as that provided
by the legislation applying to this vessel with respect
to work conditions, standard of wages, illness, accidents,
disability and death.

2. Details of seamen work conditions \_vill be dea!b
within a protocol which will be an integral part of this
agreement.

Article XII

The two contracting parties shall mutually recognise
the seamen’s identity documents issued by the compe-
tent authorities of the state under whose flag the ship
sails. These documents are the Greek seamen’s book
or the Greek passport or an identity document issued
in accordance with Convention No. 105 of LL.O. of
1958 concerning seafarers’ identity documents or an
identity document in conformity with the provisions
of the Convention on Facilitation on International
Maritime Traffic of 1965 and the appendix thereto
as far as the Hellenic Republic is concerned and sea-
men’s passport or Egyptian passport as far as the Arab
Republic of Egypt is concerned.

Article XIII

The seamen in possession of identity documents
as provided in Article 12 of the present Agreement
will have access without visa to land and stay in the
port town area for the period of the ship’s stay in this
port, as far as they are registered in the ship’s crew
list and the list is submitted to port authorities. During
their stay ashore and their return on board these sea-
men must adhere to appropriate regulations.

Article XIV

1. Holders of the seamen’s identity documents speci-
fied in Article XII of the present Agreement are permit-
ted as passengers of any means of transport to enter
the territory of the other contracting party or to pass
through its territory in transit wherever they are on
the way to their vessel or moving to another vessel,
on the way to their country or going for any reason
which will be approved hy the authorities of this other
contracting party. '

2. In all the cases specified in Paragraph 1 of this
article the seamen must have corresponding visas of
the other contracting party which shall be granted
by the competent authorities within the shortest possi-
ble time.

Article XV

1. Subject to the provisions of Articles XII-XIV
of the present Agreement, the regulations in respect
of the entry stay and departure of foreigners are kept
fully in force in the territories of the contracting parties.

2. Each of the contracting parties reserves the right
to deny entry and/or stay in its territory to seamen
whom it considers undesirable.

Article XVI

Any civil proceedings related to a contract of employ-
ment of a crew member on board a vessel of one of the
contracting parties are reserved exclusively to the
judicial authorities of the country whose flag the vessel
flies.

Article XVI1

The national treatment provided by this Agreement
shall not apply with respect to the advantages and pri-
vileges resulting from :

a) The participation of each contracting party to
an economic community of any kind.

b) A special conventional status which either of the
two contracting parties may have extended or will
extend to a neighbouring country.

Article XVIII

The contracting parties affirm the principle of free-
dom of maritime merchant navigation and will adopt,
to the extent possible, all the necessary measures to
guarantee its application.

Article XIX

To ensure the implementation of this Agreement and
for consultations on principal problems of mutual
relations in the field of maritime traffic in acrordance
with the principles detcrmined by the present Agree-
ment the contracting parties shall establish a joint
committee.

This committee shall meet alternatively in Egypt
and Greece once per year or at the request of either
party.
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Article XX

1. The contracting parties shall allow the nationals
of each other, within the existing possibilities, the train-
ing in their nautical institutions as well as in other
fields of shipping activities.

2. The realisation of Paragraph (1) of this Article
shall be subject to a special Agreement.

Article XXI

Each of the contracting parties shall notify the other
party upon the completion of the necessary ratification
procedures in accordance with its Constitution for the
entry into force of the present Agreement.

Such entry into force will be effective at the thirtieth
day from the date of the last notification.

Each one of the contracting parties shall have the
right to denounce this Agreement in writing, such
denounciation being effective six months as from the
date of its notification to the other contracting party.

In witness thereof, the undersigned duly empowered,
have signed the present Agreement.

PROTOCOL CONCERNING SEAMEN BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPU-

BLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ARAB
: REPUBLIC OF EGYPT

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Arab Republic of Egypt undertake
to encourage continuous direct contact between the
Association of their shipowners and the Unions of their
seamen in order to meet the requirements of the vessels
flying their flags, and have reached agreement on the
following :

Article 1

The Governments of the two contracting parties
undertake to accord the seamen of the other party
cqual treatment such as reserved for their national
seamen with respect to work conditions, standards of
(vivagt(;als, illness and accidents resulting in disability or

eath.

Article 2
The validity of residence for seaman is for 3 months
after the termination of contract to enable him to
liquidate and settle .l his entitlements, in case of
judicial acts the plaintiff seaman is entitled to resi-

dence permit covering the necessary period which in
any case cannot exceed 12 months.

Article 3

In case seaman’s contract is terminated while vessel
is in a foreign port the subject seaman is entitled to
a return entry visa to his vessel’s home port to enable
the settlement of his entitlements and insurances in
accordance with the provisions of article 2 above.

Article 4

Seamen employed in accordance with the articles
of this Protocol are entitled to the same treatment
granted by the host country to its own seamen, con-
cerning conditions and terms of employment provided
by collective agreements signed between the Union of
Shipowners and the Seamen’s Federation of the country
whose flag the vessel is flying or other relevant provi-
sions applying to foreign seamen on board vessels
flying the flag of either of the Contracting Parties.

Article 5

Egyptian seamen employed on board Greek vessels
are exempted from any subscriptions deducted from
their pay towards NAT as long as they do not benefit
from NAT benefits.

Article 6

Seamen of one of the two contracting parties aboard
vessels flying the flag of the other party are entitled
to transfer to their home country any amount accu-
mulated from their earnings and savings. It goes with-
out saying, that the transferable amount will be that
of the accumulated earnings and savings after the
deduction of reasonable expenditure of costs of living
during their eventual stay ashore.

Article 7

In accordance with the maritime laws and terms if
any seaman passes away while employed on board a
vessel during a voyage, his body should be preserved
and the Consul of his home country at nearest port
should be informed of the cause of death and handed
the seaman’s belongings, entitlements and relative data
concerning his insurances indemnities and a copy of
his employment contract.

Article 8

This protocol constitutes an integral part of the
shipping and maritime transport agreement signed by
both parties, and will enter into force with it on the
same date.

Article 9
This protocol will remain in foree for the same

duration of the agreement on shipping and maritime
transport signed by both parties,
