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INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENT REGARDING
THE MAINTENANCE OF CERTAIN LIGHTS
IN THE RED SEA

Thé contracting Governments :

Considering that certain lights om the islands of Abu
Ail and Jabal at Tair in the Red Sea were constructed
at the expense of the Othoman Government and subse-
quently -mamtained on the behali and at the expence
of the Said Government ; gnd:

Considering that i the course of the 191418 war
the above mentioned; Islands were ocoupied by the for-
ces of His Britannic Majesty ; and '

Considering that by Asticle 16 of the Treaty of Peace
with Turkey signed at Lausanne on 24th July, 1923,
Turkey renounced all her rights and titles over the above
mentioned Islands, the future of these Islands being a
matter for settlement by the Parties concermed; and:
that no agreement on the subject of the future of the a-
bove mentioned Islands has been/come to among the
Parties concerned; and

Considering that in 1930 a Convention was signed on
behalf of certain interested Governments, making pro-
vision for the maintenance of the lights on the above
mentioned Islands; and that the Convention of 1930
did not come into force but "the lights continued
to be maintained by the Government of the United
Kingdom with contributions, towards the cost thereof
from the Governments of Germany Italy and the Ne-
therlands, and .

Considering that the outbreak of/the 1939 - 45 war
put an end to the arrangement just recited and that the
Government of the United Kingdom has maintained
the two lights and since 1945 has received contnibutions.
towards the cost thereof from the Government ofjthe
Netherlands ; and

Desiring to conclude an agreement which will pro-
vide for the maintenance of the lights on the Islands
of Abu Ail and jabal at Tair in the interests of shipping
and for the sharing of the cost of their maintenance in
an equitable manner ; '

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
In the present Agreement :

(i) the word «tonnage» means net tonnage as ascer-
tained in accordance with the tonnage measurement ru-
les of the Suez Canal Authority ;

(ii) the expession «vessels of».a Government meazs
vessels registered in the metropolitan territory of that
Government;

(iii) the expression «contributing Government» me-
ans a contracting Government which for the finanejal
year in question has not relieved itself of liability to
contribute by giving notice in accordance with the pro-
visions of Article 5 ;

(iv) the expression «financial year» means the twelve
months ending 31st March; and

(v) the expression «the lights» means the light

Article 2

Subject to the provisions of Article 6. the Govern-
ment of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and NI(')I:'—
thern Ireland shall be the Managing Government and as

such shall continue to manage and maintain the lights.
The Managing Government may appoint an agent to
act on its behalf at a fee agreed between the Managing
Goverament and such agent :

Article 3

(1> The contributing Governments shall defray the
expence of managing and maintaining the said lights
by contributiens based on the total tonnage of the ves-
sels of each. contribubing Government as ascertawmed in
aceordance with paragraphs (5) and (8) of the present,
Article.

(2) The Managing Governmett shall Torword %o the
ether contracting Govermments , as soen as possible a-
fter 31st Mianch 1n each year, pasticulars of the expan-
diture which it has incurred in managing and maintai-
ning the lights during the previeus financiel year, a
statement of the contribution due from each contri-
buting Government and an estimate of the next years
expenditure. Should this estimate exceed £30.000, the
Managing Government, at the request of any contri-
bating, Government, shall call a meeting of the contri-
buting Governments to discuss the estimate.

(3) Should it become desirable to expend on rene-
wals, replacements, orrepairs, other than normal main-
tenance, more than £5.000 in any one financial year, the
Munaging Government shall consult the other contri-
buting Govemnments, by: & meeting of contributing Go-
veraments should any one so request, or in writing if not
50, tequented, befere incurring such expenditure in e-
xcess of £ 5.000 except in case it is necessary to provide
for any sudden emergency; in that event the contri-
btll)t]»lng Governments shall be informed as soon as pos-
sible.

(4) Each other contributing Government shall pay
to the Managing Government the amount of its contri-
bution as seon as practicable after the receipt from the
Managing Government of the statement referred to in
paragraph. (2) of the present Article and in any event
within twelve months after the statement is received.

(5) The Managing Government shall assess the con-
tributions on the total tonnage of the vessels of ech
contributing Government passing through the Suez
Canal as compared with the total tonnage of all ves-
sels of all the contributing Governments passing through
the Suez Canal : the tonnage in each case being the ton-
nage (as ascertained from publications issued by the
Suez Canal Authority) passing through the Suez Ca-
nal during the calendar year ending 31st December im-
mediataly preceding the said 31st March.

(6) where however a contributing Government has
made representations before 31st March in any year
to the Mana_\gmg Government that total tonnage of its
vessels passing through the Suez Canal in the previoué
calendar year was substantially greater than the ton-
nage benefiting from the lights, and produces figures to
that effect, the Managing Government shall assess the
contribution of the Government in respect of that ca-
lendar year on the total tonnage of its vessels benefi-
ting from the lights (this total tonnage to be determi-
ned by agreement between the Managing Government
and the contributing Governement concerned) as com-
pared with the total tonnage of all vessels of all the con-
tributing Governments passing through the Canal, and
shall reassess the contributions of all the other contri-

~ (7) Subject to any declaration made under Article
9 (4), each contributing Government shall pay its first
contribution under the present Agreement in respect
of the expenditure incurred in whichever of the follo-
wing financial years is the later, (a) the financial year
in which the present Agreement comes inte force in
accordance with the provisions ef Article 11, or (b) the
financial year in which it becomes a party to the pre-
Zent iAgx‘geement in accordance wibh the prowvisions of
rticle 9.

Article 4

(1) H for any reason the contributien of the con-
tributing Government in respect of any financial year
has not been paid withm the twelve months time limit
referred to in Article 3 (4) the defaulting Government
remain responsible for the contribution outstanding and
the Managing Government shall use every endeavour to
obtain the money due. - :

(2) If suchefforts preve abortive after a lapse of 2
years the other contributing Governments shall defray
the amounts in default in the proportions/laid down in
Article 3 (1) and the rights under Article 3 (2) and (3)
and under Article 7 shall be suspended with respect to
the defaulting Government until outstanding payments
are made and payment of countributions resumed.

Artiele 5

{1) Each contracting Government has the right to
discontinue iis contribution for any financial year upon
grving written notrce to the Managing Government be-
fore Ist October in the previous financial year; it shall
continue to be responsible for its current contribution
up to the 31st March fellowing the date of giving such
notice. Any Government giving such notice shall state
the reasons therefor and for the financial year in respect
of which its contribution is thus discontinued the rights
of that Government uunder Article 3 (2) and (3) and
article 7 of the present Agreement shall be suspended. It
shall, however remain a party to the present Agreement.

(2) The Managing Government shall inform all
coatracting Govermments of any notice received in
accordance with the provisions of the present Article.

Article 6

(1) The Government of the United Kingdom has the
right to discontinue its obligation to be Managing Go-
vernment by giving to the other contracting Govern-
ments written notice to this effect. Its obligation shall
cease at the end of the financial year following the fi-
nangial year in which notice was given.

(2) In such event, the contracting Governments shall
consult among themselves with a view to appointing
another Government as Managing Government or ma-
king other arrangements for the management of the
lights. If no such arrangements are made before the
obligation of the Government of the United Kingdom
ceases in accordance with paragraph (1) of the present
Article, the present Agreement shall eoase to be in force.

Article 7

If any contracting Government desires that any a-
mendment should be made in the provisions of the pre-
sent Agreement, it shall communicate its proposals,
together with the reasans there for, to the Managing Go-
vernment. The Managing Government shall inform all
the other contracting Governments of any proposal

for amendment received by it with a request that they
shall, as soon as possible, inform it whether they ac-
cept the proposal. A contracting Government shall
be deemed to have accepted a proposal for amendment
only after a notification of acceptance has been filed
with the Managing Government. If a proposal fer a-
mendment is accepted by al the contributing Govern-
ments, the Managing Government shall draw up a certi
ficate of the amendment which has been 8o agreed and
communicate it to all the other contracting Govern-
mens, and the amendment shall be deemed to have
come into force on the date of the certificate unless a
different effective date has been provided in the ao-
cepted proposal.

Article 8

Nothing in the present Agreement shall e regarded
as comstituting a settlement of the future of the hilands
or territories referred to in Article 16 of the Treaty
of Lausanne or as prejudicing the conclusion of any
such settlement in the future.

Article 9

(1) Subject to the provisions of paragraph (2) of the
present Article, the Government of any Sate invited to
attend the Diplomatic Conference regarding the main-
tenance of certain lights in the Red sea held in Londom
from 1ith to 13th October, 1961. namely Denmark,
Federal Republic of Germany, Finland, France, Greece,
Italy, Liberia, Netherlands, Norway, Pakistan, Panama,
Sweden, Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, United
Arab Republic, United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and the United States of America,
may become a party to the present Agreement by :

(i) signature without reservation as to acceptance; or

(i1) signature subject to acceptance, followed by ac-
ceptance; or

(iii) acceptance
(2) The present Agreement shall be open for signa-

ture from the 20th of February to the 19th of August,
1962 and thereafter it shall remain open for acceptance.

(3) Acceptance shall be effected by the deposit of
an instrument of acceptance with the Government of
the United Kingdom.

(4) Any Government which deposits its instruments
of acceptance after the present Agreement has come
into force may declare that its acceptance shall not take
effect until 1st April following the date of its signature or

" acceptance.

(5) The Government of the United Kingdom shall
inform all signatory Governments and all Governments
that have accepted the present Agreement of each
signature or acceptance received and the date of its
receipt and of any declaration made in accordance
with paragraph (4) of the present Article.

Article 10

If in any calendar year the total tonnage of the ves-
sels of any Government other than a contracting Geo-
vernment passing through the Suez Canél exceeds I per
cent, of the total tonnage of all vessels passing through
the Suez Canal, the Managing Goverment, after o-
btaining the assent of all contracting Governments,
shall invite that Government to become a party to the
present Agreexent.
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Article 11

The Government of the United Kingdom shall no-
tify all signatory Governments and all Governments
which have accepted the present Agreement when the
“total tonnage of the vessels passing through the Suez
Canal of those Governments which have taken the a-
ction required by Article 9 to become parties to the
Agreement has, in the preceding calendar year, exce
ded 50 per cent, of the total tonnage of all vessels
which have passed through the Suez Canal in that
year, and the Agreement shall enter into force on
the date of such notification.

Article 12

(1) Any contracting Government may denounce the
present Agreement by giving written notice to the Ma-
. naging Government. A notice of intention to discon-
tinue contributing for an indefinite period shall be dee-
.med to be a notice of denunciation. Denunciation shall
take effect at the end of the financial year following that
in which notice is given and a contributing Government
shall remain liable for a contribution incurred before its
denunciation takes effect.

~ (2) The Managing Government shall inform all con-
tracting Governments of any such notice received by it.

In witness whereof the undersigned, duly authori-
sed, thereto by their respective Governments, have
signed the present Agreement.

thereof to each Government which has signed or
accepted the present Agreement.
