of the XII Session of the Permanent Greek-Yugoslav
Commission for Water Economy.

In accordance with the Agreement in the field of
Water Economy signed by the Governments of Greece
and Yugoslavia in June 1959, and the conclusion of
the Permanent Greek-Yugoslav Interministeriali Com-
mission {or Economie, Scientific, and Technical Co-
operation agreed on its XII Session held in IFebruary
20-26, 1984 in Belgrade. the Permanent Greek- Yugoslav
Commission for Water Economy held its XTI Session
from May 16-20, 1984, in Skopje.

The Greek delegation was led by George Siolavos
Director of the Ministry for National Economy, and
the Yugoslav delegation by Ing. Hristo Hristomanov,
member of the Executive Council of the Assembly
of SR Macedonia and President of the Republic Com-
mittee for Agriculture, Forestry and Water Economy.

The list of the participants of both delegations is
in Annex I and Il of this Protocol.

Both delegations, in a spirit of good will and mutual
cooperation considered the relevant items in the
field of water economy which are of interest to both
conntries,

The Permanent Greek-Yugoslav Commission for
Water Economy, hereafter referred to as Commission,
accepted the following Agenda :

1. Consideration of the Final Report of the Study
of the Integrated Development of the Axios/Vardar

river basin.

9. The Information on the Final Report of Phase 1
of the Study for the Navigable Waterway hetween the
Danube and the Aegean Sea.
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3. The Information for the Project Document for
claboration of the 1T phase of the Study for the Naviga-
ble Waterway hetween the Danube and the Aegean
Sea.

4. The adoption of the Minates of the Sub-Commis-
sion for fishery.

5. Other Items.

[tem 1

Both delegations considered the Final Report of the
Study for the Intergrated Development of the Axios/
Vardar River Basin and after detailed discussion con-
cluded :

1. The Commission accepted in principle the Final
Report of the Study for the Intergrated Development
of the Axios/Vardar River Basin, prepared by the Sub-
Contractor for the UN and is of the opinion that it
constitutes a useful basis which will facilitate the
Hellenic Republic and the Socialist Federative Republic
of Yugoslavia to take the appropriate decisions with
reference to the River Basin Development, in order
to satisly the water needs of both countries.

2. The Commission adopted the evaluation of the
Joint Commission {or the Intergrated Development of
of the Axios/Vardar River Basin, that the Sub-Contract-
or of the Study has met in general his contractual
obligations in accordance with the Plan of Operation
and the Terms of Reference.

However, the Commission noted thal, following the
submission of the Iinal Report of the Study in 1979,
both secretariates of the Coordinating Directorate and
the Projecl manager, made comments which have not
been yet considered because the Joint Commission
did not meet in the meanwhile.

3. The Commission recommends that both Secre-
tariates of the Coordinating Directorate and the
Joint Commission, make every elfort in order to appro-
priately complete the Final Report of the Study in
respect to the comments made by both sides in 1979
and to present it to both Governments for approval.

4. The Commission stated that on the basis of the
new [indings as well as the recommendations eontained
in the Final Report of the Study there were additional
matters in the field of Water Economy not included
in the Final Reporl which should be studied further
and for which both countries within the framework
of the Joint Commission, should find appropriate
solutions in the future hased on new agreements and
financial procedures.

5. The Commission suggests that in order for the
Joint Commission to consider and try to find solutions
to the above mentioned problems it convenes within
six months from the date of the signing of this Protocol.

Item 2

The two delegations discussed the Final Report of
Phase I of the Study for the Navigable Waterway,
carried out by the Consulting firm «Brokonsult AB»
on behalf of the Economic Commission for Europe,
concluded that the Final Report for Phase 1 of the
Study for the Navigable Waterway between the Danube
and the Aegean Sea is acceptable with the remarks
made by hoth sides during the 3rd meeting of the
Joint Greek-Yugoslav Commissions for the Study and
agreed that all matters which are important for the
Feasibility Study and were not sufficiently studied in
Phase [. should be studied dnring Phase 11 of the Study.
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ftem 3
Both delegations considered the information on the
Project Document for Phase 11 of the Study for the
Navigable Waterway between the Danube and the
Aegean Sea and did not reach adequate solution,
Therefore they are giving the [ollowing statements.

The statement of the Greek delegation is as follows:

Regarding this item of the Agenda the Greek delegu-
tion stated that, over and above the reservatiins expres-
sed by the Greek side during the neeting ¢f the repre-
sentatives of Greece, Yugoslavia ard the Economie
Commission for ILurope i Gereva on December 16-18,
1981, it maintains a more gereral reservation on the
Project Document because it considers that, among
other matters, the institut opal framework for the
management of the Study is perding and to which
the Greek side attaches great importance as this will
assure the required conditions for the succesful carry-
ing-out of Phase Il of the Study.

Further more, the Greek side considers that due to
the great importance and international character of
the Project for the Navigable Waterwqy, it is essential
that the headquarters of ithe two delegations are close
to the decision centres,that is, the capitals of the interest-
ed countries (Athens-Belgrade).

The statement of the Yugoslav delegation is as follows:

The Project Document is acceptable for the Yugoslav
side.

The Greek delegation, besides the Items of the
Agenda raised the questions about the place of the
Secretariates and holding of meetings which is anyhow
regulated by the Project Document for Phase I and
signed by both countries, Executive Agency of the
UNDP and UNDP in 1977.

It was pointed out by the Yugoslav delegation that
I'and IT Phases of the Study for the Navigable Water-
way are one integral project. Therefore the Yugoslav
delegation stated that in connection with these questions
mcluding the places of the Secretariates and holding
of meetings, the agreements which are in force have to
be respected.

In order to meel request of the Greek delegation
the Yugoslav delegation stated that the Yugoslav part
agrees when the Greek part is a host instead of Thessalo-
niki to hold the sessions in any other place determined
by the Greek Government, while when Yugoslavia is
a host the sessions have to be hold in Skopje, because
there are not any new relevant moments which would
cause changes of the established regulations and other
documents by which it is regulated now.

Item 4

Both delegations were informed about the former
activities and problems in connection with the imple-
mentation of the mutually agreed measures for improv-
ing the fishery in the lake of Dojran and Prespa.

Bearing in mind the former successful cooperation
of both countries in this field and the fact that the
agreements for fishery in the above mentioned lakes
have expired, the Commission concluded :

1. To adopt the Minutes of the Greek-Yugoslav
Sub-Commission for fishery of the meeting held in
Thessaloniki form May 30 to June 2, 1978.

2. To advise the Greek-Yugoslav Sub-Commission
for fishery, to convene by the end of Novermber 1984,
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on the basis of new scientific and technical findings
in order to determine new measures for improvement
of the fishery in the lakes of Dojran and Prespa.

In accordance with the above, the Sub-Commission
for fishery should propose the text of the new Agree-
ment for fishery in the lake of Dojran.

ttem 5

The Greek delegation asked the Yugoslav delegation
if it could simultaneously warn both the Greek General
Consulate in Skopje, as is the practice now. and the
Axios Secrctariate in Thessaloniki, in case of flooding.
The Yugoslav side has agreed. '

Both delegations agrecd that NI Session of the
Commission will be held in Greece, while the exact
date and place of the Session will be deterinined through
the diplomatic channels.
