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AGREED MINUTES OF THE 5th SESSION OF THE

GREEK - IRAQI JOINT COMMISSION ON ECONO-

MIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION BETWEEN

THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC
OF IRAQ

In accordance with Article 3 of the Agreement on
Economic and Technical cooperation, signed on the
3rd of June 1976 in Baghdad, the bth Session of the
Joint Commission between the Hellenic Republic and
the Republic of Iraq was held in Athens from 2-4
May 1984,

The Greek Delegation was headed by H.E. Mr.
Constantine Vaitsos, Alternate Minister of National
Economy.

The Iraqi Delegation was headed by H.E. Dr. Samal
Majeed Faraj, Minister of Planning.

The names of the members of the two Delegations
are listed in Annexes 1 and 2 attached to these Agreed
Minutes.

1. During the Session of the Joint Commission
H.E. Dr. Samal Majeed Fara} was received by H.E.
Mr. Gerassimos Arsenis, Minister of National Economy,
H.E. Mr. A. Tsohatzopoulos, Minister of Public Works,
H.E. Mr. Evangelos Kouloumbis, Minister of Energy
and Natural Resources and H.E. Mr. Karolos Papoulias,
Alternate Minister of Foreign Affairs.

2. In the plenary meeting the chairmen of both
sides, after adopting the agenda of the session, emphasiz-
ed the excellent relations which exist between Greece
and Iraq. They reviewed their mutual Trade, Economic
and Technical cooperation and the expansion of their
trade exchange and its diversification.

3. The Joint Commission organized its work in the
following sub-comumittees :

I. Trade _
1. Economic and Industrial cooperation
111, Technical and Scientific ccoperation.

4. The Joint Commission reached and approved
the following consclusions :
I. TRADE

Both sides examined the development of their mutual
trade during the year 1983 and regognized the downward
trend resulting from the conditions faced by this sector
of bilateral relations and emphasized the need to in-
crease the Greek exports to Iraq, as far as circumstances
permit it. They expressed their conviction that there
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exist large possibilities for the promotion and diversi-
fication of their mulual trade, taking into Lonsxdela-
tion the potential of their economies.

Both sides expressed the wish that special considera-
tion should be given by each side for the exportation
of their respective products which are included, indi-
catively, in the attached Annexes No. 3 and No. 4.

The exchange ol exportable commodities of both -

sides will take place after direct negotiations between
the two respective sides, public or private.

Both sides expressed the desire to solve all issues
and problems deriving from the flow of trade between
the two countries.

The Iraqi side apprematpd the decmon of the Greek
relevant aithorities to participate in the 21st session
of the Baghdad International Fair which will he held
in November 1984.

The Greek side expressed the wish for the annual
participation of the Iraqi side in the Thessaloniki
International Trade Fair.

II. ECONOMIC AND INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION
1. INDUSTRIAL SECTOR

Both sides reviewed the cooperation in this sector
and noted that there are possibilities for further coope-
ration.

The Greek side showed their interest in offering on a
competitive bhasis, the specified projects listed in Annex
No. 5. The Iraqi side took note of that.

2. CONSTRUCTION SECTOR

Both sides expressed their intention to cooperate
in this sector. The Greek side expressed their wish and
readiness in the participation of future projects in
the fields of irrigation, roads, bridges, airports and
ports. The Iraqi side took note of that.

The Iraqi side expressed the need for a proper action
to be taken by one Greek private company to overcome
the delays in the construction of the following projects :

— Ministry of Foreign Affairs Building

— Bakuba Bridge

— Rashafi Parking Project.

The Greek side shall do its utmos’ to facilitate the
completion of these pmJects
3. TRANSPORTS

With reference to the issue of land transports, both
sides reaffirmed the Road Transport Agreement provi-
sions of 1981 and agreed that the Transport Joint
Committee provided by article 25 of the above Agree-
ment, be convened as soon as possible.

Both sides agreed to abide by the provisions of the
letter signed between the National Insurance Company
of Iraq and the Greek Ministry of Mercantile Marine
at Baghdad on the 2nd of February 1983.

HI. TECHNICAL AND SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION

Both sides reviewed the implementation of the
scientific and technical cooperation between the two
countries, and discussed the possible ways and means
of further enhancing their cooperation in this field,
as well as overcoming the difficulties that have here-
tofore hindered the materialization of these objectives.

With respect to cooperation within the next period
both sides discussed the possibilities of cooperation
in the following fields :

1. The lraqi side conveyed the interest of the Iraq
Iraqi scientific Research Counsil to be acquainted with
Greek research centers.

‘I'he Greek side promised to

convey the interest of the Iraqi side to the following
Greek Scientific Research Centers :

a) Astronomy and Mathematics Research Institnte
of Athens Academy.

b) Institute of Fish and Oceanography Research.

c¢) Institute of Geological and Mineral Explorations
(National Observatory).

2. The Iraqi side put emphasis on the ten fellowships
which are mentioned in the Agreed Minutes of the 4th
session and -expressed the desire that the granting-of
these fellowships be accelerated by the Greek side.
The Greek side promised to reconsider the subject and
expedite it as soon as the Iraqgi side submits the applica-~
tions for their candidates.

3f.The Iraqi side expressed its wish to obtain (free
of charge) training opportumtles in foodstuff industries,
cultivation of summer and winter vegetables, mana-
gement of guest houses, restaurants and hotels.

The Greek side indicated the possibility of training
Iragics on free of charge hasis as far as the training fees
are concerned in the field of olive oil ‘production, plant
pathology and milk products (manufacturing and pack-
ing). As far as management of guest houses, restaurants
and hotels is concerned, the Greek side promised to
consider Iraqi training application within the frame-
work of the Tourism School Programme.

4. The Iraqi side submitted a list of requirements
(Annex 6) for training opportunities for the years
1084-1985. The Greek side will consider these requi-
rements and inform the Iraqi side -about any further
necessary information. :

The discussions of the fifth session of the Joint
Comunission were held in a cardial atmosphere and con-
structive spirit in accordance with the relations of
friendship and cooperation that exist between the two
countries and reflected their common determination
and desire to strengtlien and develop further their
cooperation in various fields of mutual interest.

Both sides agreed to convene the next-session in
Baghdad during the year 1985 at time to be mutually
agreed upon through diplomatic channels.
