AGREED NOTES
of the inaugural session of the Joint Greek-Nigerian
Commission for Economic, Scientific and Technical
Cooperation, held in Athens from March 5 to 8, 1983.

In accordance with article VII of the Agreement on
Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation signed
in Lagos on June 29, 1981 between the Government
of the Federal Republic of Nigeria and the Government
of the Hellenic Republic, the Joint Commission held
its inaugural meeting in Athens, between March 5-8,
1983. The Nigerian Delegation was led by H.E. Chief
(Mrs) Adenike Ebun Oyagbola, the Honourable Mini-
ster of National Planning, while the Greek Delegation
was led by H.E. Mr. Yannis Pottakis, Alternate Minister
of Nationa! Economy. Lists of the two Delegations
are attached as Annexes «A» and «B». During the
discussions of this session of the Joint Commission and
within the framework of the traditional friendship
and cooperation between the two countries, the two
sides explored possible ways and means to further
develop the various fields of cooperation between the
Federal Republic of Nigeria and the Hellenic Republic.
The highlights of the topics discussed and the agree-
ments reached are stated below.

AGRICULTURE

Taking into consideration the structure of the econo-
mies of the two countries, their Deve]opment Plans,
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the degree of Specialisation achieved in Specific Sectors,
and the methods of production, the two sides identified
existing favourable conditions for cooperation in the
following fields.

(i) Agricultural Machinery

The Greek side indicated that the Greek agricultural
machinery could he easily adapted te the Nicerian
agriculture. Therefore, it was proposed by the Greek
delegation that :

— Greece could supply agricultural machinery to
Nigeria.

— Greece could undertake the training of Nigerian
personal in the maintenance of agricultural machinery
as well as in organising an agricultural machinery
maintenance system in Nigeria. The Nigerian side
agreed to refer these proposals fo the appropriate
authorities in Nigeria for rconsideration.

(i1) Production and certification of seeds.

Both sides agreed to cooperate on the field of pro-
duction and certification of seeds. The details of coope-
ration will be worked out by experts of both countries.
(iii) Silos.

The Nigerian side indicated its interest in farm grain
storage facilities as well as in larger grain storages on
a cooperative level. The Greek side informed the Ni-
gerian side that they have already develcped a domestic
industry for construction of small, medium and large
scale silos which they have expressed willingness to
supply Nigeria in the context of cooperation between
the two countries.

(iv) Irrigation.

The Nigerian side indicated its interest in training
personnel on design and installation of small irrigation
scheres for small scale farmes and agricultural coope-
ratives. The Greek side has expressed its willingness
to supply irrigation equipment (pipes, pumps, etc.)
to Nigeria. The Nigerian side undertook to examine
the possibilities in this regard.

FISHERY

The Nigerian side highlighted its interest in coopera-
ting with Greece in the field of fishery. Both sides
agreed 1n principle to cooperate in the fields identified
below and to work out the details by foliow-up actions
of experts of both countries.

1) Greek cooperation on a technical assistance basis
was agreed on for the training of fishing personnel
(skippers, marine engineers, fish processing experts,
fishing gear, etc.).

ii) The Nigerian side indicated the following catego-
ries of Greek fishing personnel that could be supplied
to Nigeria, skippers, marine engineers, fish processing
experts, fishing gear experts and experts in trawling
nets;

1ii) The Nigerian side sought Greek cooperation in
the supply of sea and air surveillance equipment for
the use of the fisheries patrol and inspecrorate;

1v) The Greek side was also requested by the Nigerian
side to explore possible areas of cooperation in the
following fields : acquaculture, tropical fishing, pond
construction, fish farm construction and management
and provision of technical experts for fish hatchery/
breeding complexes.

WATER RESOURCES

Both sides agreed that cooperation betweea Nigeria
and Greece in the area of water resources development
could be achieved as follows :

1) Greek participation in water resources develop-
ment projects in Nigeria. These include irrigation sche-
mes, construction of dams,. boreholes, ete.

1) Greek cooperation in manpower development in
the areas of hydrology, hydrogeology, hgeophysics,
hydrochemistry and laboratory techniques, irrigation
engineering and dam construction.

1ii) The Nigerian side also requested Greece to pro-
vide training facilities on technical assistance basis.
The Greek side accepted the proposal.

INDUSTRY

The Nigerian side indicated the desirability for Greek
cooperation in the development of Nigerian industries
on a joint verture basis with the Nigerian private sector,
emphasis being laid on raw materials produced locally
in Nigerian. The Greek side agreed. Both sides also
agreed that similar joint ventures could be established
in Greece as well. Areas identified include :

1) Food processing industries (including rice and
flour mills; dairy plants, meat plants, fish processing
plants and fruit canning units);

ii) Construction of animal feed mills;

iii) Manufacture of agricultural machinery;

1v) Manufacture of agricultural inputs (fertilizer,
plants, chemical plants, etc.)

v) Building materials industries - cement, marble,
ete.;

vi) Telecommunication equipment;

vii) Domestic appliances and house fittings.
INSTITUTIONAL SERVICES

Both sides agreed on the desirability of cooperation
in various institutional fields as follows;

1) Agricultural credit. The Greek side suggested that
Nigerian experts should visit Greece in order to familia-
rise themselves with the techniques used by the Agri-
cultural Bank of Greece in financing agriculture.

it) Agricultural Cooperatives. The Greek side suggest-
cd that Nigerian experts should visit Greece in order to
familiarise themselves with the structure and functioning
of the Greek Agricultural Cooperative Movement.

ii1) Small and Medium Scale Industries. The Greek
side suggested that the Greek EOMMEX Organisation
could assist the Nigerian side in establishing a similar
organisation.

The Nigerian side accepted these proposals and agreed
to refer them to the appropriate authorities in Nigeria
for necessary action.

TRANSPORTATION
Piracy against Greek Ships :
The Greek delegation expressed concern over the

incidents of piracy against Greek vessels in Nigerian
territorial waters.

The Nigerian side explained the measures already taken
by the Government to protect all vessels calling at
Nigerian ports and gave the assurance that the govern-
ment will not relent its efforts to make all vessels in
Nigerian territorial waters safe against piracy.

Considering the Greek experience in the shipping
business, the Nigerian side requested for Greek assistance
in the following areas.

i) Provision of air and sea surveillance equipments

ii) Manpower development in this area.

The Greek side agreed to submit proposals of these.
Boatyards :

The Nigerian delegation requested -the Greek side
to participate in the building of a boatyard in Nigeria
for the purpose of constructing patrol fishing trawlers
ranging from 30 to 40 metres long, and other small
crafts on joint venture basis. The Greck side agreed.
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Bulk Carriers :

The Greek side expressed its interest inthe supply of
bulk carriers to Nigeria. The Nigerian side advised their
Greek counterparts to make proposals for consideration
by the appropriate Nigerian authorities.

Training of Nigerian Pilots :

The Nigerian side reiterated an earlier request made
in Nigeria to a Greek delegation that visited Lagos to
assist in the training of Nigerian Pilots. Thr Greek
delegation agreed to traing the pilots at the appropriate
Greek institutions under Technical Assistance Program-
me. The Greek acceptance was noted with satisfaction
by the Nigerian delegation.

Direct Sea Link with Nigeria :

Both sides agreed that consideration be given to
the possibility of establishing a direct sea link between
Nigeria and Greece. The matter would be further studied
by experts from both countries.

l.and Transpertation :

With a view to participating in the developument
programme of Nigerian Government, the Greek side
proposed to provide, vn technical assistance basis.
experts for pilot projects to study the rehabilitation
and maintenance of existing road network to facilitate
the transportation of agricultural and other products
from the producing areas to the major cities and markels.
The Nigerian delegation welcomed the proposal of the
Greek delegation with interest and satisfaction and
promised to refer the subject to the appropriate Nige-
rian authorities for tmmediate aclion.
COMMUNICATION
Direct Telephone

Noting that the relevanl Authorities in Nigeria have
installed Direct Telephone Link (STD) from Nigeria
to Greece, the Nigerian side requested the Greek Author-
ities to similarly provide such facilities from Greece
to Nigeria. The Greek side undertook to examine the
possibilities.

ENERGY
A Purchase of Nigerian Crude Oil :

The purchase of crude o1l from Nigeria was discussed
during the Session of the Commission. Bioth sides
agreed to continue the discussion in the near future.
Petroleum products :

Both sides agreed to explore the possibilities for
cooperation in the area ol marketing of Petroleum
products.

LNG Project :

The Nigerian delegation mvited the Greek side to
participate in the LLNG Project in Nigeria. The Greek
side welcomed the proposals . and agreed to make sub-
mission on the issue to the appropriate Nigerian Anthori-
ties. .

Other Scurces of Energy : "'

The Greek side indicated their capability and wifling-
ness to assist Nigeria in the development of renewable
sources of energy such as solar energy, wind energy.
hydro energy, etc. The Nigerian side welcomed the
Greek interest and agreed to vefer the matter to the
appropriate Nigerian Authorities for further considera-
tion. The Nigerian side requested the Greek delegution
to look into the possibility of identifying other uses
of Nigerian coal for domestic and industrial purpuses.
The Nigerian delegation also informed the Greek side
of the availability of coal in Nigeria and requested
them to purchase the Nigerian coal and lignite, The
Greek side proposed that question of coal purchase and

development of coal industries in Nigeria should further
he examined by experts of both countries.

Agreement of Cultural and Educational Cooperation :
‘The Nigerian delegation requested the Greek side to
respond to the draft of an Agreement on Cultural and
liducational Cooperation which was proposed by Nige-
ria. Farthermore, the Nigerian side requested the Greek
elegation to allow the linkage between Nigerian Uni-
versities and the Greek Institutions of Higer Learning
to commeance imnediately i anticipation ol the si-
gning of the Cultural and }Mducational Agreement.

The Greek side took note of the request by the Nige-
rian side and promised to liaisc with the appropriate
Greek Authorities to facilitate an early response to
the request of the Nigerian side.

COMMERCE

Both sides agreed that the volume of trade between
the two countries is too sinall and that the balance has
henn persistently against Nigeria. it was agreed further
that the volume could be considerable increased within
the context of the economic polentials of the two
eouniries. .

The Greek side submitied a st of eommodities (An-
nex C) available for exportation to Nigeria. The Nigerian
side promised to submit this to the appropriate Author-

ities in Nigeria for consideration. It was also agreed
that the Nigerian side should send a list of commodi-
ties available for exportation to Greeee.

The two sides also expressed satisflaction at the
growing ex: hange of visits by nationals of both countries
as Lourists. as business persons and participants al
fuirs and oxhibitions in the two countries.

The leader of the Nigerian delegation, Chiel (Mrs)
Adenike Fhun Ovoacbola, the Honourable Minister of
National Planning. was reccived by H.LK. the Prime
Minister of the Hellonie Republic, Dr. Andreas Papan-
dreou, with whom she disenssed matters of mutual
interest.

The work of this Session of the Joint Commission
was conducted in a cordial and friendly atmorsphere
reflecting the cloie relutions that exist hetween the
iwo countries.

The Nigevian delegation registered its decp apprecialion
and gratitade for the warm reception and gemerous
hospitality accorded it through ont the Session of the
Joint Comnission.

Joth sides agreeed to convene next Session of the
Joint Commission in Lagos during the year 1984 at o
date to be mutually agreed and communicated through
the diplomatie channcls.
