AGREED MINUTES
OF THE FIRST SESSION OF THE GREEK JOR-
DANIAN JOINT COMMITTEE ON INTERNATIO-
NAL ROAD TRANSPORT COOPERATION BE-
TWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
HASHEMITE KINGDOM OF JORDAN

In accordance with Article 18 of the Agreemsnt be-
tween the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan
on the «International Transport of Passengers and
Goods by Road», signed on 21 March, 1979 in Athens,
the First Session of the Joint Committee on Internatio-
nal Road Transport Cooperation between the two coun-
tries was held in Amman from 5 to 8 September, 1983.

The Greek Delegation was headed by Mr. Vassilios
Karavios, Director of the Ministry of National Eco-
nomy.

The Jordanian Delegation was headed by Mr. Ha-
shem El-Taher, Under Secretary of the Ministry of
Transport.

The names of the members of the two Delegations are
listed in the Annexes I and 11 attached to these agreed
minutes.
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The Joint Committee approved the following agenda :

1. Review of the Road Transport Cooperation be-
tween the two Countries, '

2. Cooperalion and services of the harbours of the
two Countries and examination of the possibilities of
establishing ferry boat lines. '

3. Discussion of every possibility and ways for a tri-
lateral cooperation of Greece, Jordan and Iran in the
transport ficld.

4. Other Items. ‘

1. Review of the Road Transport Cooperation betw-
een the two Countries : Both sides have reviewed the
cooperation between the two countries in the field of
road transport, and reaffirmed their common will to
further promote and extend the existing cooperation.

In this respect and after a detailed discussion, the
following have been noted :

In regard with the various charges imposed by both
sides on the foreign trucks, the following information
have been given :

Jordanian side informed the Greek side that the re-
gulations for road use services charges are :

a) Four per thousand of the value of the goods loa-
ded in the goods vehicle on each trip and that these char-
ges do not exceed J D. 200 for each vehicle.

b) One per thousand of the value of the loaded goods
for Custom Services.

¢) Road use service charges are levied on foreign goods
vehicles according to the following rates :

i A lump sum charge of JD. 5. on each empty ve-
hicle of one unit.

it A'lump sum charge of JD. 10. on each empty ve-
hicle il it consists of more than one unit.

it A lump sum charge of JD. 15. on each Joaded ve-
hicle of one unit.

iv A lump sum charge of JD. 25. on each loaded ve-
hicle of more than one unit.

The above fees are charged on all foreign trucks en-
tering Jordan in transit from all border points. All fo-
reign trucks entering Jordan from the Port of Agaba
and with destination Iraq do not pay any fee.

The Trucks of both countries in the bilateral tran-
sport do not pay any fee except one per thousand for
Custom Services..

The Greek side informed the Jordanian side that in
accordance with the existing legislation, the charges im-
posed one every foreign truck entering Greek Territo-
ry are limited to the following amounts ;

1. A lump sum of De. 2.500 and

2. De. 20. for every net ton of the goods loaded as
road tolls.

The Greek side noted that the above mentioned road
service fees and charges limit the possibilities of expan-
ding the Greek trade through Jordan with other coun-
tries of the region considering that under such eircum-
stances, the Greek products cannot reach the markets
of this region in competitive prices. .

For this reason and taking into consideration the con-
tent of the letters atlached to the Road Transport A-
greement signed on 21 March, 1979 by the two countries,
the Greek side requested the Jordanian side to examine
the possibility ol exempting. on mutual basis, the
Greek trucks in transit through Jordanian territories
from all charges in question. '
~ The Jordanian side informed the Greek side that goods
passing Jordanian territories in transit to Iraq are exem-
pted, for the time being, from these fees except for the
one per thousand for Custom Services and the lump sum
charges on vehicles. For other countries, the Jordanian
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side took note of this request and promised to reconsi-
der its position with higher authorities on the light of
the friendly relation existing between the two countries
in the field of Transporl in gencral.

2. Cooperation and services at the harbours of the
two Countries and examination of the possibilities of
establishing ferry boat lines.

With the purpose of creating aldditional prospects for
further promotion of the external trade as wells as the
mutual economic and trade relations between Greece
and Jordan, both sides agreed to proceed 9 the exami-
nation of the possibilities offercd by the combined tra-
nsportation of goods, through the establishment of a
ferry boat line connecting Greek ports with the port of
Agaba. ‘

To this effect, and in accordan~e with the Agreed Mi-
nutes of the Second Session of the Joint Greek Jorda-
nian Committee for the economic, cultural and techni-
cal cooperation signed in Amman on February 1st 1983,
both sides agreed for the set up of a joint working group
which shall study all aspects regarding the establishment
of the said ferry boat line. The terms of reference of
the work of this joint working group are given in the An-
nex III attached to the present Agreed Minutes.

Both sides agreed that the result of the work of the
joint working group shol be presented to this joint Com-
mittee on International Road Transport Cooperation
not later then six months from the date of approval
of the present Agreed Minutes.

The Greek side undertakes to submit as soon as pos-
sible to the Jordanian side a draft time-table of the work
of the joint working group.

Both sides agreed to inform the competent authori-
ties of other interested countries about the above ar-
rangement and ask them to provide all relevant data
and information needed for the work of the joint wor-
king group.

Both sides agreed that, when needed, the joint wor-
king group will meet in Greece and Jordan and will vi-
sit the other interested countries as well.

Both sides shall communicate to each other, the names

of experts who will participate in the joint working
the soonest possible.

3. Discussion of every possibility and ways for a tri-
lateral cooperation of Greece, Jordan and Iraq in the
Transport Field ;

Both sides have agreed to contact Iraq and investi-
gate the existing possibilities for a tripartite coopera-
tion between the three countries, in the transport fi-
eld and in particular, in the utilization of the Port of
Agaba through the establishment of the ferry boat line
referred to in Item 2 of the present Agreed Minutes.

4. Other Items :

a) The Jordanian side invoked ALIA - The Royal
Jordanian Airlines problems encountered its operation
into Greece, and asked the Greek side to take in up to
the concerned Greek Authorities for favourable consi-
deration; a paper to this respect, handed over as Annex

4 of this Agreed Minutes of the Joint Committee.

The Head of the Greek Delegation answered, that
although this matter is not within the competence and
authorization of this Joint Committee, he will present
:he whole matter to this superiors for their considera-

ion.

b) Two members of the Greek Delegation, with tran-
sport, hotel and other facilities provided through the
friendly interventions of the Head of the Jordanian De-
legation, visited the port of Agaba in Jordan to have a
look and collect relative information.
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“e) It was agreed that the next Session of the Joint
Committee will be held in Athens during the 1984 on a
date to be fixed through diplomatic channels.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the frien-
dly. atmosphere and the spirit of mutual understanding
which prevailed during the whole Session of the Joint
Committee,

The Greek side expressed their sincere thanks for the

warm hospitality extended to all members.of the Dele-
gation.

TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THE
GROUP OF EXPERTS PROVIDED IN ITEM
TWO OF THE AGREED MINUTES

"The group should examine technical, legal, admini-
strative and economical aspects pertaining to the ope-
ration of a cambinet transport service between Greece
and Jordan or beyond through the port of Agaba.

For this purpose, the group should:

1. Agree on methods of operation since it is a pre-
requisite to the establishment of such a service.

2. Examine the possibility of cooperation with the
present public companies, for the transport of goods to
the countries concerned.

3. Examine the possibilities of increasing the flow of
goods between Greece on one side and Jordan and be-
yond on the other side, taking into consideration the
establishment of the Port of Aqaba as a gateway to the
Middle East.

4. Examine and compare the alternative routes and
services, including modes of transport between the dif-
ferent points of origin and destination. In this compari-
son, the exprets should take into account all parame-
ters pertaining to the operation of combined transport,
such as sailing and waiting times, formalities and ope-

rational modalities, average load factors, operational
and other costs (like the Suez surcharge).

9. Clarify the requirements, restrictions and legal con-
ditions of such a service with the aim of providing a
smooth operation which complies with the projections of
the technical study.

ALIA’s Operation to Greece

ALIA started its operations on AMM/ATH/AMM rou-
te in 1967, with 2 weekly flights. Later on in 1979 si-
gning a Memorandum of Understanding between Jor-
dan and Greece, ALIA increased its operation to six
fligths per week.

Until June, 1983 many carriers were operating on
AMM/ATH/AMM route, in addition to ALIA, who we-
E‘e P:3nj0ging 5th freedom traffic rights, such as KL, SR,
5F, TU.

Recently Olympic Airways decided to operate to Am-
mnan effective 1 June, 1983 with 3 weekly fligths. Their
operation was obviously welcomed by ALIA. Also it
was agreed between both national carriers RJ and OA
to suspend the traffic rights of all 5th freedom ecarriers
operating on AMM/ATH/AMM route.

To our surprise and with a very short notice we re-
ceived a request from OA in May, 1983 requesting us to
reduce ALIA to 3 weekly flights effective 1 June, 1983,
then was temporarily postponed till 1 July, 1983.

By considering the actual passenger traffic carried by
all operators on sector AMM/ATH during Summer 1982
(June-October), with reached 715 per week, as a base.
Our estimated for Summer 1983 will be 787 possengers
per week based on 10 9, growth rate over 1982 figurers.
Accordingly the total capacity required on subject rou-
te should be in the range of 1210 seats to enable us
achieve an average seat factor of 659,.

Hence, since OA are offering a total of 369 seats by
their 3 weekly flights, ALLIA should offer the balance of
the required seats totalling 841 seats, which could only
be offered by operating 6 weekly flights, based on Bo-
eing 727 configuration. . :

It is important to note that the major of this traffic
during Summer period consists of Jordanian tourists
travelling to Greece on vacation. Hence, the reduction
of RJ capacity will obviously hit this traffic and will re-
duce the tourism movement between both countries.

Several meetings took place between RJ/OA both in
Athens and Amman, upto the Chairmains level but
without reaching a satisfactory conclusions.

Jordanian Government is giving this case a very high
priority and consideration, through the Jordanian Em-
bassy in Athens. Therefore, the Jordanian Delegation
would like to submit this paper with the following point
of view to the Head of Greek Delegation to take it
up with Greek Authorities for a favourable considera-
tion. The Jordanian point of view as follows :

Jordanian Delegation point of view

1. RJ - Royal Jordanian Airlines should maintain at
least four flights per week between AMM/ATH/AMM
during Winter 83/84.

2. Crant RJ traffic right between ATH/Berlin (east),
for as long as OA is not operating on this sector.

3. RJ welcoming pool revenue agreement with OA
on capacity offered bases.

4. OA is requested to cooperate with RJ to finalize

the Greek national employees at ATH Airport due to
unfeasibility of selfhandling, after cutfing RJ flights.

In accordance with the Agreement, signed between
the Governments of the People’ Republic of Bulgaria
and the Republic of Greece in 1964 on cooperation in the
field of tourism, the Xth Session of the Joint Bulga-
rian - Greek Commission on Tourism was held in So-
fia between 18 and 22 June, 1984.

Alter the Session was opened and the Agenda ado-
pted, both Delegations exchanged information on the
state of tourism in their countries, quoted statistical
data of the results, achieved in 1983 and outlined pe-
rspectives for 1984,

It was mentioned that although some unfavourable
factors continue to affect the international travel mar-
ket, a stable development of tourism in both countries
has been observed.

The two Delegations stated their efforts to improve
the tourist infrastructure in their countries, as well as
the level and the quality of services offered.

While reviewing the bilateral tourist traffic, it was ob-
served that during the last two years, a certain decre-
ase of Greek tourists, visiting Bulgaria, was noted. A
small decrease was also observed in the number of Bul-
garian tourists who visited Greece at the same period.

The programmes of the visits of both countries have
been constantly enriched and diversified by the inclu-
sion of new attractive destinations in their countries.

Both sides have agreed to study the possibility of ex-
tending the tourist season. They have also reported
their efforts to attract tourists from third countries and
they have expressed an interet in promoting combined
tours for tourists from countries with potential capa-
city.

It was stated that measures taken for the purposes
of tourist advertising and promotion have been deve-
loped in a positive way and should be continued. In
this context it was mentioned the promotional events
that took place within the framework of the Balkan
Tourist Year 83.

The Greek side raised the question of the purchase
by the Bulgarian side of hotel, motel, restanrant and
camping equipment and other tourist commodities from
Greek Firms (refering to the relevant request, which
was included in page 4 of the Protocol of the IXth Ses-
sion of the Joint Bulgarian Greek Commission).

In this respect the Bulgarian side advised that in the
last two years materials for hotel, motel and restaurant
equipments were purchased from Greek Firms at the
value of 600.000 US Dls. approximately by the «Tou-
ristengineering» Organization. Thre Greek side noted this
with satisfaction and expressed its desire to see these
purchases contitue as ewll as to be duly informed of
these transactions in the future.

The Bulgarian Delegation expressed its willingness
to extend the above mentioned cooperation and the pos-
sibilities for joint activities in various fields of the tou-
rist industry to be examined.

The Bulgarian side expressed its wish to be informed
in future of the views of the Greek side concerning the
ideas and suggestions for long - term development of
the Bilateral tourist relations which were presented to
the Greek competent officials during the IXth Session
of the Joint Tourist Commission.

with the view of further development of the coope-
ration in the field of tourism, both sides have agreed
to cosider the following measures and proposals ;

1. To increase the resort tourism in coastal areas and
enhance the tourist traffic during the holidays period;

— to diversify the range of the specialized program-
mes according to the interests of the tourists, devoting
special attention to the social tourism ;

It was reported that the participation of the Bulga-
rian and Greek Delegation in the Session of the Vth Ge-
neral Assembly of the World Tourism Organization in
New Delhi was active and the decision taken there that
the Vith General Assembly of WTO will be held in the
autumn of 1985 in Sofia, was welcomed. }

The Bulgarian Delegation informed the Greek De-
legation that Sofia has applied to be the host of the win-
ter Olympic Games in 1992 and expessed its belief that
this candidature will be suported by the Greek side.

The Greek Delegation expressed their thanks to the
President of the Bulgarian Association for Tourism and
Recreation - Lachezar AVRAMOYV and to the members
of the Bulgarian Delegation for the warm hospitality,
extended to them and for the spirit of understanding
and cooperation which prevailed throughout the Session.
. The next Session of the Joint Bulgarian - Greek Com-
mission on Tourism will be held in Greece in 1985. The
exact date will be fixed through diplomatic channels.
