AGREED MINUTES

1. A meeting of a Joint Committee of Greek and Egy-
ptian Delegations (Annex 1I1) was held in Athens be-
tween July 26, and August 1, 1984. During this mee-
ting a list of mutually accepted Wak{ properties in Ka-
vala and Thassos (Annex 1) has been finalized and eva-
luations of the properties by the two sides have been
exchanged and discussed. Topographical maps for all
‘properties on the list, except for properties A4, A5 and
D1 thereof, have been delivered to the Egyptian De-
legation.

9. The Egyptian Delegation announced its decision that
the house of Mohamed Ali and the Imaret should re-
main under Egyptian possession, due to their great hi-
storical importance for, Egypt and introduced a pro-
position for cooperation between the two countries and
for consultations between the competent authorities

" aiming at the preservation and maintenance of the two
abovementioned properties. The Greek side found the
Egyptian’ proposition interesting and constructive and
proposed the arrangement of a meeting of representa-
tives of the Ministries of Culture of the itwo countries
in order to determine ways and means which would ena-
ble the proposal to materialise to the benefit of cultu-
ral purposes of the two sides.

3. Concerning theWakf properties which are in Greek
possession (Annex II), it has been agreed that the Greek
side will pay to the ‘Egyptian side the amount of Drs.
79.920.000 in compensation against the surrender by
‘the Egyptian side to the Greek State of all its rights on

the above mentioned properties as well as the withdra-
wal of any relevant claims,

4. Regarding the remaining Wakf properties of Annex
I, the two parties agreed that the Egyptian side free-
ly proceeds with their sale if they so wish in conformi-
ty with Greek Laws. The Egyptian delegation made
it clear that the arrangements for and the outcome
of such sales will be communicated to the Greek Go-
vernment through the Egyptian Embassy, who will be
in fact, participating in such arrangements giving o-
ption to the Greek Government to purchase if they so
wish any part thereof at the prices indicated by valid
offers acceplable to the Egyptian side in the process.
The Greek side appreciatively took note of that. At
the request of the Egyptian side the Greek side assured
that they will accord every administrative assistance to
facilitate the smooth conclusion of the sales contracts in
respect of the Egyptian Wakf properties (Annex 1).

5. The Greek side took the view that the arrangements
contained in the Agreed Minutes replace the under-
standing reached by the exchange of letters of Septem-
ber 26, 1966 in Cairo.

6. The Greek side stated that the Greek State has no
rights or claims whatsoever on the Walf properties. The
Egyptian side stated on behalf of the General Organi-
zation of Wakfs that it has no rights or claims what-
soever on any real estate other that those contained in
the finalized list of Annex L. Both declarations have been
mutually accepted.

7. The two sides agreed that modalities of the transfer
of the compensation agreed upon in para 3 of these A-
greed Minutes and the proceeds of the sale of  Egy-
ptian Wakf properties indicated in Annex I, be fixed
through- the diplomatic channel in the shortest possi-
ble delay. The Egyptian side stressed the high importance
of a prompt and unimpeded transfer of the abovemen-
tioned proceeds to the Wakf Organization.

8. These Minutes are subject to approval in accordance
with constitutional provisions of both countries. They
shall come into foree on the date of the exchange of no-
tifications by which the two sides shall confirm the ful-
filment of their respective constitutional requirements
for their approval. If the notifications are given on dif-
ferent dates, these Minutes shall come into force on the
date of the last notification. ,

9. Both sides expressed their deep appreciation for the
friendly and constructive atmosphere which prevailed
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throughoul the talks reflecting and enhancing the warm
and cordial relations existing between the two countries.
