LONG - TERM PROGRAMME

for the development on economie, scientific and technic-
al co-operation between the Hellenic Republic and the
Hungarian People’s Republic

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Hungarian People’s Republic :

taking into consideration the traditions of the two
countries. their results achieved so far, the considerable
scope for co-operation arising from the level of economic,
social and cultural development, and the complementa-
rity of their economies;

desiring to make use of all possibilities to strengthen
and widen their economic relations with a view to pro-
moting further the co-operation in the field of agricul-
ture, industry, trade, services, science and technology:
and to make their co-operation long-term, stable and
concrete;

acknowledging that the political, social and economic
conditions exist also on a longer term for closer co-opera-
tion between the two countries;

recognizing the usefulness of long-term programmes
which ensure the development of steady, balanced
and mutually advantageous co-operation;

bearing in mind :
that the wide-ranging and longer-term co-operation
serves the fundemental interests of both nations,

and contributes to détente, peace, security and co-
operation in Europe as well as all over the world;

the Final Act of the Conference on Security and Co-
operation in Europe signed in Helsinki on 1. August
1975;

the rights and obligations arising from the partici-
pation of the Governments of the two countries in the
General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT).

the Agreement on the development of economic,
industrial and technical co-operation signed by the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govern-
ment of the Hungarian people’s Republic on 24 Septem-
ber 1980,

the Agreement on scientific and technological co-
operation signed by the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Hungarian People’s
Republic on 8. October 1979, and

the principles and provisions regarding co-operation
in science and education of the Cultural Agreement
signed by the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Hungarian People’s Re-
public on 7. March 1977. )

have adopted this Long-Term Programme, and with
the view to harmonise their measures in a planned way,
to raise their co-operation to a higher level in quality
and quantity and ensure its practical implementation,

have agreed as follows :
1. General principles of co-operation

The aim of the agricultural, industrial, trade, scienti-
fic and technical co-operation envisaged in the Pro-
gramme is to ensure ta better use on a longer term of
natural resources, raw materials, up-to-date technology,
the achievements of economy, science and technology
for the benefit of both countries. j

In order to fulfil the aims of this Programme to the
fullest extent possible, both Parties will take all the
necessary measures to develop the dynamic and harmo-
nious co-operation between the interested orgamsa-
tions of the two countries : ministries, Greek publlic
organisations, companies to public utilities, cooperati-
ves, the Export Promotion Organisation, the Chambeg
of Commerce and Industry, private enterprises, an
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the corresponding Hungarian organisations and insti-
tutions.

The organisations and institutions enumerated are
authorized to explore the concrete possibilities, fields
and methods of co-operation, to work out co-operation
programmes, and —in accordance with the laws and
regulations in force in their countries— to conclude
contracts. They provide for their implementation and
supervision within the ramework of the long-term
programme for co-operation.

The Parties will take all possible concrete measures
to facilitate and promote their co-operation. Within
the framework of the Programme, they will encourage
the mutual visits of governmental delegations and
delegations of ministries, companies and co-operatives
as well as organising of seminars, symposia, trade and
industrial exhibitions and other similar activities aiming
at the promotion of economic, scientific and technical
co-operation. :

The two Parties aim at the dynamic and balanced
increase of trade turnover.

Both Parties consider it desirable to create the
conditions for economic, scientific and technical co-
operation including the markets of third countries,
particularly in the designing of projects, delivery of
equipment and their execution.

2. Forms of co-operation

_This Programme aims at the considerable, long-term
widening on a stable basis of the trade in consumer
and capital goods and services. With a view to realise
these objectives, both Parties will encourage all the
traditional forms of trade relations and, at the same
time, they attach great importance also to the up-to-
date forms of lasting co-operation. The two Parties,
In accordance with the existing possibilities and re-
quirements of their countries, will support all forms
of economic, scientific and technical co-operation
including in particular : ,

In order to develop lasting co-operation between
the two countries, _both Parties, wlljxenever possible,
will encourage the joint production of Industrial and
agricultural goods.to meet the requirements of Greece
Hungary and third countries. Possibilities for this
kind of co-operation exist in the field of the production
and processing of raw materials, and manufacturing
of semi-finished products, capital oods, equipment
and parts as well as consumer googs.

Taking into consideration the develo
ment pl
of each country, both Parties encouragg the pagt;tgf
pation of interested Greek and Hungarian, companies,

Co-operation in the construction of projects comprises
technical and economic preparation, designing. the
supply of equipment und mater: s, the execution
of construction works, the trainir: of experts taking
part in joint projects. In the ca.. .f mutual interest
and within the framework of *'«.~ possibilities, the
two Parties encourage the init::iives aiming at the
development of the above-mertioned form of co-
operation.

Both Parties will encourage co-operation among
scientists and scientific instituter f the two countries,
the establishment of research av.i development plans
based on mutual interest. Within the framework of the
Agreement on scientific and technological co-operation
as well as of the Cultural Agreement, the two Parties
will hold joint seminars and organise extension training
programmes in connection with the research and deve-
lopment programmes. :

From the point of view of the envisaged expansion
of co-operation the Parties attach special importance
to the fact that the achivements of scientific and technic-
al co-operation should be apllied by the economies
of the two countries. The harmonisation of the subjects
of scientific and technological co-operation with the
fields of economic co-operation will contribute to the

realisation of this purpose.
3. Fields of co-operation

The two Parties envisage the expansion of co-opera-
tion in livestock breeding, meat production and pro-
cessing, acquaculture, cultivation of plants, energy
management, mining alumina and aluminium industry,
processing industry, pharmaceutical industry, rolling
stock and vehicles industry, international road and sea
transport, infrastructure, tourism, environment pro-
tection, science and technology.

The Annex to this Programme contains the products
and economic sectors in which particular possibilities
for co-operation are offered. The Programme does not
exclude co-operation in further areas and in other
forms.

The fields and forms of co-operation will be specified
in a concrete way on the basis of special programmes
of economic, scientific and technical co-operation.
Such programmes will be elaborated by the competent
organisations of the two countries and will be approved
by the Hellenic-Hungarian Interministerial Joint Com-
mission.

The two Parties will exchange in due time the in-
formation about requirements and possibilities neces-
sary for the planning of co-operation. The conditions
of international tenders concerning the realisation of
projects mentioned in the Annex as well as procure-
ment of materials will be sent in time so as to enable
the Greek and Hungarian organisations concerned to
make use of these tender possibilities and undertake
deliveries and public works connected with projects.
The implementation of the Programme is expec
to bring about the increase and diversification of ex-
change relations and the widening of the fields of co-
operation between the two countries.

4. Closing provisions

Co-operation realised in the framework of this Pro-
gramme will be supervised by the Hellenic-Hungarian
Interministerial Joint Commission set up in accordance
with the provisions of the Agréement between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govern-
ment of the Hungarian People’s Republic on the deve-
lopment of economic, industrial and technical co-0 ra-
tion signed in Athens on 24. September 1980. The Joint
Commission will examine the methods and means 0
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implementation of the tasks envisaged in the Program-
me and will approve measures directed towards the
continued development of ,-operation.

Co-operation envisaged in this Programme will be
carried out in accordance with the laws and regulations
in force in both countries. The Programme must not
infringe the rights and obligations which arise from bi-
lateral and multilateral accords and agreements con-
cluded by the two Parties.

The Parties agree to have consultations, if necessary,
on questions related to the implementation of the present
Program.: ». It 1s ... task of the Joint Commission to
settle disputes w'.i. . may arise in connection with the
Interpretation ar implementation of the Programme.
As and when n«essary, the Parties may, by common
agreement, prc. se modifications or amendments to
this Programm.

5. Comiing into ‘orce.

This Programme 3nters into force provisionally on
the day of signing; it will enter into force definitively
on the day when the Parties inform each other of having
complied with the provisions required by the laws
of both countries for the putting into force of the
Programme. ’

The Programme remains in force for ten years from
the day of signing.
