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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC

AND
THE UNITED NATIONS
REGARDING

THE HEADQUARTERS OF THE CO- ORDINATI\IG '
UNIT FOR THE MEDITERRANEAN ACTION PLAN

The. Hellemc Repubhc and the United Nations,

Considering. that the Convention on the Prnlleges
and -Immunities 6f the United Nations adopted by-the
General Assembly of the United Nations on13 February
1946, to which the.Hellenic Republic is a party, is
ipso 'facto applicable to the Umted Natlons Env1ron-
ment Programme,

Considering that it is desirable to conclude an agree-

ment, complementary to-the Convention on the Privi- .
leges ‘and Immunities of the United Nations, to regulate

questions not envisaged in that Convention arising as
a result of the establishment of the headquarters of

the Co-ordinating Unit for the Mediterranean Action:..

Plan at Athens.

Have agreed as follows :

- Article 1.

Definitions
Section 1.
In this Agreement, ‘ :

a) The expréssion «UNEP» nmeans the institutional
and financial arrangements for' the Urited Nations
Environment Programme- established by the General
Assembly "of the United Nations in resolution 2997
(XXVII) of 15 December 1972; and such other institou-
tional and financial arranvements as may from time to
time be made” for' 'the- Unuted Natxons Environment
Programme. = :

The United Nations Envn“onment Programme shall,
in particular, in accordance with resolution 2997
(XXVII), include the following :

(i) The Governing Council of the United Nations

Environment Programme;

(1) The Executive Director of the United Nations
Environment Programme;

(iii) The Environment Secretariat; and

(iv) The Environment Fund;

b) The expression «the Unit» means the Co-ordinat-
ing Unit for the Mediterranean Action Plan;

¢) The expression «Executive Directorn means the
Executive Director of UNEP ‘or any officer designated
to act on his behalf;

d) The expression «Directorn means the Director

of the Unit and Co ordinator of the Mediterranean
Action. Plan;’

e) The expression «officials of the Unit» means the
~officials forming part of the Unit, namely the Director
and all members of the staff of the Unit except those
who are locally recruited and assigned to hourly rates;

f) The expression «officials of the Environment Se-
cretariat» means the Executive Director and all mem-
bers of the staff of UNEP, including the officials of the
Unit, except those who are loca]ly vecruited and assigned
to honr]y rates;

g) The expression nthe Government» means the Go-
vernment of the Hellenic Republic;

h) The expressioh «appropmate Greek authorities»
means such government, municipal or other authorities

-+ inthe Hellenic Repubhc as may be appropriate in the

context and in accordance with the laws and eustoms
apphcable in the Hellenic Republic;

i) The expression «laws of the Hellenic Republicx»
includes :
() The Constitution of the Hellenic Repubhc and

(11) The legislative acts, regulations and orders issued
by or other authority of the Government or appropriate
Greek authorities;

j) The expressmn «Headquarters seat» means :

(i) The area assigned for the headquarters of the
Unit, with the building or buildings upon it, as may
from time to time be defined in supplemental agree-
ments referred to'in section 3 of article II hereof; and

(ii) Any other land or building s which may from
time to time be included, temporarily or permanently,
therein in accordance with this Agreement or by
supplemental agreement with the Government;

k) The expression «Member State» means a State
which is a Member of the United Nations, or a member
of one. of the specialized agencies, or a member of the
International Atomic Energy Agency, or any other
State designated by the General r\ssembly as eligible
to participate in UNEP;

1) The expression «General Convention» means the
Convention on the Privileges and Immunities of the
United Nations approved by the General Assembly

: -ot the United Nations on 13 February 1946.

Article 1I.

THE HEADQUART ERS SEAT
Section 2. ‘
a) The permanent headquarters of the Unit shall
be in the headquarters seat, and shall not be removed
therefrom unless the United Nations should so decide.
Any transfer of the headquarters temporarily to another
place shall not constitute -a removal of the permanent

headquarters unless there is an express decision by the
United Nations to that effect.

b) Any location in or outside of Athens whlch may’
be used with the .concurrence of the Government for
meetings convened by ‘the Unit shall be temporarily
included 1n the headquarters seat.

¢) The ap propriate Greek authorities shall take what-
ever action may be necessary to ensure that the Unit
shall not be dispossessed of all or any part of the head-
quarters seat without the cxpress consent of the United
Nations.

SECTION 3.

The Gov ernment grants to the United Nations, and
the United Nations accepts from the Government, the
permanent use and occupation of a headquarters seat
for the Unit as may from time to time be defined in
supplemental agreements to be concluded between the
Umted Nations and the Government.

SECTION 4.

a) The’ Umted Nations may, after prior agreement
with the appropriate Greek authomtles, install .and
operate a high frequency radio sending and receiving
station or stations to connect at approprlate points
and exchange traffic with the United Nations radio
network. 'lhe antennae of any such radio station shall
be situated within the headquarters area. The United
Nations as a telecommunications administration shall
operate its telecommunications services in accordance
with the International Telecommunications Convention
and the regulations annexed thereto,’
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b) The technical characteristics of the above-mention
ed station or stations, as well as any . change envisaged
“thereto, will.-be communilated by the United Nations

to the Government for its agreement. If, after consider- -

ing the information thus provided, the appropriate
Greek authorities are of the opinion that the proposals
of the United Nations would resultin interference with
existing or planned- telecommunication services, they
shall communicate their views on the matter to the
Unit in order to resolve the difficulties involved through

consultation. '

¢) The frequencies used by the above-mentioned
station or stations shall be registered and protected
by the appropriate Greek authorities, which. shall
notify them to the International Frequency Registra-
tion Board. -

d) The Government shall ensure the availability to les “shall - :
~ due diligence to ensure that the tranquillity of the

the Unit, for official purposes, of appropriate radio
and other telecommunications facilities, in" conformity
with technical arrangements to be made with the
International Telecommunications Union.

SECTION 5. _
“The Unit may establish and operate research, docu-

mentation and other technical facilities. These facili- -

ties shall be subject to appropriate safeguards; in accor-
dance with the laws of the Hellenic Republic, which,
in the case of [acilities which might create hazards
to health or safety or interfere with property, shall be
agreed on with the appropriate -Greek authorities.

SECTION 6. :
. “Except as-provided for in section 4(b), the [acilities

to which sections 4 and 5 refer may, to the extent ne-
cessary for the efficient operation, be established and

operated outside the headquarters area. The appro- -

priate Greek authorities shall, at the request of the
Unit, make arrangements, on such terms and in such
manner .as may be agreed upon by supplemental agree-
ment, for the acquisition or use by the Unit of appro-
priate premises for such purposes and for the inclusion
of such premises in the headquarters seat.

: Article IS .

INVIOLABILITY OF THE HEADQSARTERS SEAT
SECTION 7. .. |

a) The Government recognizes the inviolability of

the Headquarters seat, which shall be under the con-

trol and authority .of the Unit as provided in this
Agreement. o

b) Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement

or in the General Convention, the laws of the Hellenic
lic shall apply within the headquarters seat.

" ¢) Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement

or in ghe General Convention, the courts or.other appro-

priate organs of the Hellenic Republic shall have juris-
diction, as provided in applicable laws, over acts done
and transactions taking place in the headquarters seat.

SECTION 8.

- a) The headquarters seat shall be inviolable. -No
officer or -official of the Hellenic Republic, or other
persons execrising any public authority within the
Hellenic Republic, shall enter the headquarters .seat
to perform any duties therein except with the. consent
of, and under conditions approved by, the Director.
The service of lecal nrocess includine the seiznve of

quarters seal except with thé express consent of, and

“under conditions approved by. the Director.

b) Without prejudice to the provisions of the General
Convéntion or article X of this Agreement; the Unit
shall prevent the headquarters seat from being used
as a refuge by persons who are avoiding arrest under
any Jaw of the Hellenic Republic, who are required by
the Government for extradition to another country,
or who are endeavouring to avoid .service of legal
process. L e B

-Article IV S
PROTECTION OF :THE HEADQUARTERS SEAT

SECTION 9. . .., :
a) The appropriate Greek authoritiesshall exércise

headquarters seat is not disturbed” by any person or
group of persons attempting unauthorized entry into

. or creating disturbance in the immediate vicinity of

the headquarters seat, and shall provide on the bounda-
ries of the headquarters: seal. such police protection-as
may be required. for these purposes: . -

b) If so requested by the Director, the appropriate
Greek authorities shall provide a sufficient number of
police for the preservation of law and.order in the head-
quarters seat. I .

SECTION 0. -

The appropriate Greek authorities - shall take "all
such reasonablé steps.as are permissible under the laws

‘of -the ‘Hellenic Republic-to ensure . that the amenities

of the headquarters seat are not prejudiced and that
the puproses for which the headquarters seat-is required

ave not - obstructed by any use made_of ‘the land or

buildings in the vicinity of the headquarters seat. 'The
Unit shall take all reasonable steps to ensure-tliat the
amenities of the land in the vicinity of the headquarters
seat are not-prejudiced by any usé made of the land

‘or buildings in the headquarters seat.

Article V.-

PUBLIC SERVICES IN THE HEADQUARTERS SEAT

- SECTION 1. T,

a) The appropriate Greek authorities shall exercise,
to the extent réquested -by the Executive  Director,
their respective power to ensure thet the headcquarters
seat shall be supplied with the necessary public sevices,
including, without limitation by reason of this enume-
ration, electricity, water, sewerage, gas, post, telephione,
telegraph, local transporbation, drainage; collection of
refuse and fire protection, and that such public'services-
shall ‘be supplied on ‘equitable terms. o

b) In-case of any interruption or threatened inter-
ruption of any such services, the appropriate Greek
authorities shall consider the needs of the Unit as being
of equal importance with those of essential agencies
of the -Government, and.shall take speps accordingly .
to ensure that the. work of-the: Unit is-not pre’judmed.

¢) The Director shall, upon request, make suitable
arrangements to endble du ly authorized representatives
of the appropriate public service bodies Lo inspect,
repair, maintain, reconstruct and relocate - utilities,
conduits, mains and sewers within the headquarters
seal under conditions which shall not unreasonably
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d) Where gas, electricity, water or heat is supplied
by appropriate Greek authorities, or where the prices
thereof are under their control, the Unit shall be supplied
at tariffs which shall not exceed the lowest comparable
rates accorded to Greek governmental administrations.

Article VI
COMMUNICATION AND PUBLICATIONS
SECTION 12.

a) All official communications directed to the Unit,
or to any officials of the Environment Secretariat, at
the headquarters seat, and all outward official communi-
cations of the Unit, by whatever means or in whatever
form transmitted, shall be immune from censorship
and from any other form of interception or interference
with their privacy. Such immunity shall extend, without
limitation by reason of this enumeration, to publica-
tions, still and moving pictures, films and sound re-
cordings.

b) The Unit shall have the right to use codes and to
dispatch and receive correspondence and other official
communications by courier or in sealed bags which
shall have the same privileges and immunities as diplo-
matic couriers and bags. '

SECTION 13.

a) The Government recognizes the right of the Unit
freely to publish and broadcast within the Hellenic
Republic in filfilment of its purposes, it being under-
stood that broadcasting will be effected through the
national networks in accordance with the Jaws of the
Hellenic Republic. -

b) The Unit shall, however, respect any laws of the
Hellenic Republic, or any international conventions
to which the Hellenic Republic i s a party, relating to
copyrights. :

- Article VII
FREEDOM FROM TAXATION

SECTION 14.

a) The Unit, its assets, income and other property
shall be exempt from all forms of direct taxes, provided,
however, that such tax exemption shall not extend to
the owner or lessor of any property rented by the Unit
and that the Unit will not clanm exemption from taxes
which are, in fact, no more than charges for public
utility services. '

b) While the Unit will not generally claim exemption
from taxes which constitute part of the cost of goods
purchased by or services rendered to the Unit, including
rentals, nevertheless, when the Unit is inaking important
purchases for official use on which such. taxes or duties
have been charged or are chargeable, the Government
shall, whanever possible, make appropriate admini-
strative arrangements for the remission or refund of
such taxes or duties. With respect to such taxes or
duties, the Unit shall at all times enjoy at least the
same exemptions and facilities as are granted to Greek
'governmental administrations or to chiefs of diplomatic
missions accredited to the Hellenic Republic, whichever
are the more favourable. '

¢) In any transaction Lo which the Unit is a parly,
the Government shall, whenever possible, exemptthe
Unit from all taxes, recording feses. and documentary
taxes. )

d) Articles imported or exported by the Unit for
official purposes shall be exempt {rom customs duties
and other levies, and from prohibitions and restrictions
on imports and cxports.

e) The Unit shall be exempt from customs duatics
and other levies, prohibitions and resetrictions on the
importation of service automobiles, and spare parts
thereof, required for its official purposes.

f) The Governnment shall, il requested, grant the
Unit such facilities for the procurement of gasoline
or other fuels and lubricating oils for each snch auto-
mobile operated by the Unit in such quantities as are
required for the work of t ¢ Unit and at such special
rates as may be established for diplomatic missions in
the Hellenic Republic. '

g) Articles imported in accordance with sub-sections
(d) and (e), or obtained from the Government in
accordance with sub-section (f) of this section, may be
sold by the Unit in the Hellenic Republic at any time
after their importation or acquisition, subject to the
Government regulations concerning payment by the
buyer of customs duties and other levies.

Article VIII.

FINANCIAL FACILITIES
SECTION 15.

a) Without being subject -to -any linancial controls
regulations or moratoria of any kind, the Unit may
freely.

(1) Purchase any currencies through authorized
channels and hold and dispose of them;

(1) Operate accounts in any currencys;

(1) Purchase through authorized chanvels, hold
and dispose ol funds, securities and gold, and

(iv) Transfer its funds, securities, gold and currencics
to or from the Hellenic Republic, to or from any other
country, or within the Hellenic Republic. E

b) The Government shall assist the Unit to obtain
the most favourable conditions as regards exchange
rates, banking commissions in exchange transactions
and the_like.

¢) The Unit shall, in exercising its rights ander this
section, pay due regard to any representations made
by the Government in so {ar as effect can be given to
such representations without prejudicing the interests
of the Unit. ,

Article IX.
SOCIAL SECURITY
SECTION 16. A
The Unit shall be exempt Irom all compulsory con-
tributions to, and subject to the provisions of section
17, officials of the Environment Secretariat: shall not

be required by the Government to participate in, any
social security-scheme of the Hellenic Republic.

SECTION 17.

The Government shall make' such provisions as may
be necessary to enable any official of the Unit who 1is
not afforded social security coverage by the Unit to
participate in the social securily scheme of the Hellenic
Republic. Thé Unit shall arrange, under conditions. to
be agreed upon, Tor the- purticipation in the Greek
social security systemn of those members of-its staff
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who do not participate in the United Nations.Joint
‘Staff Pension Fund or to whom the Unit does not
grant social security protection: al least equivalent
Lo that offered under Greek law.

Article X.
TRANSIT AND RESIDENCE
SECTION 18.

a) The Government shall take all necessary measures
, to facilitate the entry into and ‘sojourn in Greek

territory, and shall place no impediment in the way of .

the departure [rom Greck territory, of the persons
listed below; it shall ensure that no impediment is
placed in the way of their transit to or from the head-

quarters seat and shall afford them any necessary

protection in transit: .

(1) Representatives of Member States, their families
and other members of their households, as well as clerical
and other auxiliary personrel and the spouses and de-
pendent children of such ‘personnel;

(i) Officials of the Environment Secréturiat, their -

families and other members of their households;

(iit) Officials of the United Nations, or ol one of the
specialized agencies or the Tnternational Atomic Energy
Agency, atteched to the Unit, and those who have offi-
cial business with the Unit, and their spouses and de-
pendent children; .

(iv) Representatives of other organizations with,

which UNEP or the Unit has established official rela-
tions who have official business with the Unit;

(v) Persons, other than officials of the Environment
Secretariat, performing missions authorized by UNEP
or the Unit or serving on committees or other sibsidiary
“organs of the Unit, and their spouses;

(vi) Representatives of the press, film, television or
other information media who have been accredited to
the Unit in its discretion after consultation with the
Government; ' S

(vii) Representatives of other organizations or other
persons invited by the Unit to the headquarters seat
on official business. . )

The Director shall communicate the names of such
persons to the Government hefore their intended entry.

_ b) This section shall not apply in the case of general
Interruption of transportation, which shall be dealt
with as provided in section 11(b), and shall not impair
the effectiveness of generally applicable laws relating
to the operation of means of transportation.

¢) Visas, where required for persons referred to in
subsection (a), ashall be granted without charges and
as promptly as possible. ‘

d) No activity performed by any person referred to
In sub-section (a) in his official capacity with respect
to the Unit shall constitute a reason for preventing his
entry into or his departurc from the territory of the
Hellenic Republic or for requiring him to leave such
territory. '

. €) No person referred to in sub-section (a) shall
be required by the Government to leave the Hellenie
Republic save in the event of an abuse of the right of
residence, in which case the following procedure shall
apply : _ o .

(i) No proceeding shall be instituted to require any
such person to leave the Hellenic Republic except with

the prior approval of the Minister for the time heing
responsible for foreign affairs of.the Hellenic Republic;

(1) In the case of a representative of a Member
State, such approval shall he given only after consulta-
tion with the Government of the Member Steite concern-
ed; i o

(iii) In the case of any other person mentioned in
sub-section (a), such approval shall be given only after
consultation with the Executive Director, and if ex-
pulsion proceedings are taken against any such person,
the Executive Director. shall have the right to appear
or to be represented 'in such proceedings on behalf
ol the person against whom such proceedings are in-
stituted; and )

(iv) Persons who are entitled to diplomatic privileges

.and immunities under section 22 shall not be required

to leave the Hellenic Republic otherwise than in ac-
cordance with- the customary procedure applicable io

.members, having comparable rank, of the stafls of

chiefs of diplomatic missions aceredited to the Hellenic
Republic. -

£) This section shall not prevent the requivement of
reasonable evidence to establish that presons claiming
the rights granted by this section come within the
classes described in sub-section (a), or the veasonable

application of quarantine and- health regulations.

Article XI. .

REPRESENTATIVES TO THE UNIT .

. SECTION.19. . *° - 7 7
Representatives of Members Statesto cneetiugs. of
or convened by the Unit, and those. who have official
business with the Unit, shall, while. exercising their
functions and. during their journey ‘to and from the
Hellenic Republic, enjoy the privileges and immunities

provided in article 1V of the General Convention. .

SECTION 20.

The Dirvector shall communicate to- the Governmenl;
a list of persons within the scope of this article and shall
revise such list from time to time as may be necessary.

Article XIL
OFFICIALS AND EXPERTS OF 'THE ENVIRON-
“MENT SECRETARIAT
SECTION 21.

Officials «of the Environment Secretariat shall enjoy
within and with respect to the Mellenic Republic the
following privileges and immunities : T

a) Tmimunity [rom legal process of-any kind in respect

‘of words spoken or written, and of acts performed by

them in their official capacity, such immunity to conti-
nue notwithstanding that the persons concerned may
have ceased to be officials of the Environment Secréta-
riat or the Unit; o
b) Immunity from.seizure ol their personal and offi-
cial baggage; .
-¢) Immunity from inspection of official bhaggage, and

"if the official comes within the scope of section 22,

immunity froin insepection of personal baggage; -
d) Exemption from taxation in respect of the sala-
vies, emoluments, mdemmities and pensions paid Lo
them by UNEP-or the Unit for services past or present
or in connexion with their service.with UNEP or t_he
Unit; C ’
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e) Exemption from any form of taxation on income
derived by them from sources outside the Hellenic
Republic; »
~ f) Exemption from registration and circulation fees
in respect of their automobiles;

g) Exemption, with respect to themselves, their
spouses, their dependent relatives and other members
of their households, from immigration restrictions and
alien registration; .

h) Exemption from natronal service obligations, pro-

vided that, with respect to Greek nationals, such exemp

tion shall be confined to officials whose names have,
by reason of their duties, been placed upon-a list com pll-
ed by the Executive Director and approved by the
-Government; provided further that should officials,
other than those listed, who are Greek nationals, be
called up for national service, the Government shall,
upon rvequest of the Executive Director, grant such
temporary deferments in the call-up of such officials
as may be necessary.to avoid interruption of the essen-
tial work of the Unit;

i) The right to purchase petrol free of duty for their
vehicles on sirnilar terms as are accorded to members
of diplomatic missions accredited to the Hellenic Re-
public;

j) Freedom to acquire or maintain within the Hellenic
Repubhc or elsewhere foreign securities, foreign curren-
¢y accounts, and other movables, and the right to taxe
the same out of the Hellenic Republic through authorized
channels without prohibition or restriction;

k) Subject to the laws of the Hellenic Republic appli-

cable to regions in-the vicinity of frontiers, {reedom
to purchase one dwelling house within the Hellenic
Republic for strictly personal use, and the right to
finance such purchase through local mortgage arrange-
ments under the same conditions applicable to Greek
nationals; in the event.of sale of such house, the right
to take out of the Hellenic Republic, through authorized

channels, the proceeds of the sale, after repayment of

any outstanding local loan or local mortgage, in trans-
ferable currency;

1) The same protection and repatriation facilities
with respect of themselves, their spouses, their depen-
dent relatives and other members of their households
as are accorded in time of international crisis to mem-
bers, having comparable rank, of the staffs of chiefs
of diplomatic missions accredited to the Hellenic
Republic;

m) The right to import for personal use, free of duty
and other levies, prohibitions and restrictions on im-
ports :

(1) Their furmture household and personal effects,
in one or more separate shipments and thereafter to
import necessary additions to the same;

(ii) One automobile, and in the case of ofﬁclals ac-
companied by their dependents two automobiles every
three ‘years, unless the Unit and the Government agree
in paiticular cases that replacements may take place
at an earlier date, because of logs, o xtensive damage or
otherwise; v

(iii) Reasonable quantities of certain articles, in-
cluding liquor, tobacco, cigarettes and foodstuffs, for
personal use of consumption and not for gift or sale;

n) Automobiles imported in accordance with sub-
section m(ii) of this section may be sold in the Hellenic
Republic at any time after their importation, subject
to the Government regulations concerning payment by
the buyer of customs duties;

o) Ofnelals ‘of the Environment Secretariat other
than officials of the Unit shall not enjoy the privileges,
immunities and exemptions provided for-in sub-sections
(e), (f), (h), (i), (k), (m) and (n), of this seotion,
1t belnn understood, however that this limitation is
without prejudice to any privilege, immunity or exem-
ption to which they may be entitled under the General
Convention;

p) Oificials of the Unit who are locally recruited
shall enjoy only those privileges and immunities pro-
vided in the General Convention, it being understood,
nevertheless, that such privileges and immunities in-

" clude exemption from taxation ou pensions paid to

them by the United Nations Joint Staff Pension Fund.

SECTION 22.

In addition to the privileges and immunities specified
in section 24, the Director and other officials of the
Environment Secretariat having the professional grade
P-5 and above, and such additional categories of officials
of the Unit as may be designated, in agreement with the
Government, by the Exccutive Director in consultation
with the Secretary-General of the United Nations on
the grounds of the responsibilities of their positions in
the Unit. shall be accorded the same privileges and
immunities, exemptions and facilities as the Govern-
ment accords to members, having comparable rank, of
the staifs of chiefs of diplomatic missions accredited
to the Hellenic Republic.

SECTION 23.

Experts (other than officials coming within the scope
of sections 21 and 22) performing missions authorized
by, serving on committees or other subsidiary organs
of, or consultmg at its request in any way with the
Unit, shall enjoy, within and with respect to the Hel-
lenic Republic, the following privileges and immunities
so far as may be necessary for the effective exercise
of their function :

a) Immunity from personal arrest or detention and
from seizure of their personal and official baggages;

b) Immunity from legal process of any kind with
respect to words spoken or written, and all acts done
by them in the performance of their official functions,
such immunity to continue notwithstanding that the
persons concerned may no longer be employed on mis-
sions for, serving on committees of, or acting as con-
sultants for, the Unit, or may no longer be present at
the headquarters seat of attendlng meetmgs convened

by the Unit;

¢) Inviolability "of all papers, documents and - other
official material;

d) The right, for the purpose of all communications
with the Unit, to use codes and to dispatch or receive

“papers, correspondence or other official material by

courier or in sealed bags;

e) Exemption with respect to themselves and their
spouses from immigration restrictions and alien regi-
stration;

f) The same protection and repatriation facilities
with respect to themselves, their spouses, their depen-
dent relatives and other members of their households
as are accorded in time of international crisis to mem-
bers, having comparable rank, of the staffs of. chiefs
of dlplomatrc missions aceredltod to the Hellenic Re-
publie;

g) The same privileges with respect t0 currency and
exchange restrictions as are accorded to Ieplebenbatlvcs
of foreign.Governments on temporary official missions;

Should the first two arbitrators fail to agree upon the .
