TOURIST ORGANIZATIONS OF THE BALKAN

At the invitation of the Turkish Governement and
in accordance with Article 2 of the Agreement .for,
Mutual Cooperation in ‘Tourism Among the Balkan:
Countries signed - between the Governments of the
Republic of Turkey, the People’s Republic of Bulgaria,.
the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Republie of Roma-
nia and the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia,
the XVII. Conference of the Official Tourist Orgam-(
zations of the Balkan Countries was held in Istanbul
between 18th - 24th November 1984.

The Conference was attended by the Delegdtlons'
of the Official Tourist Organizations of the above
mentioned countries. The list of the meombers of the
Delegations is-attached.

The XII. Conference -of the Associations of Travel
Agencies of the Balkan Countries was also held in.
Istanbul during the same period.

The Sessions of the XVII. Conference of the Balkan
Countries was: presided over by Minister of Culture
and Tourism.- Mitkerrem Tascoglu.

The Conference adopted the following
1) Information on the development of
the participant Countries.

2) Reports of the Heads of the Delegations on the
implementations of the recommnndatmns of the XVI
Conlerence.

3) Place and date [or the holding of XVIII in Confe-
rence of the Official Tourist Organwatmns of ‘the
Balkan Countries.

Item 1- of the’Agenda :

agenda :
tourism in

The Delegations exchanged lnformatmn on develop-
ment of tourist travels among the Balkan Countries.

It was noted by the participants that there was some
increase in the tourist traffic to the Balkan Countries..
Nevertheless it was stressed that there was a substantial
tourist potential of the Balkan Countries still to be
ulilised and the conditions existed for further increase in
the tourist traffic to these countries in the coming years.
Within this framework it was recommended that the cou-,
ntries of the region would take steps to.encourage tourism
among themeselves and to promote and facilitate tou-
rist traffic from the third countries to the region and
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among themselves. In this connection the Greek Dele-
gation stated that to this .end appropriate conditions
must exist. )

The Delegations appreciated positively the collabo-
ration up to date in the field of tourism and underlined
that it was an important factor in the social and econo-
mic life of the Balkan Countries.

The role and importance of tourism were highligh-
tened as a universal factor in.good relations hetween
neighbouring countries cooperation and in strengthening
peace and security in the Balkans. '

The Delegations also reviewed the implementations
of the recommendations of the XVI. Conference of the
Official Tourist Organizations of Balkan Countries,
held in Sofia in 1983.

The Delegations, taking into consideration the re-
sults of the joint activites so far as well as the tendencies
in the development of international tourism, recom-
mended further efforts in the field of tourism in the
following matters :

- Improving the reciprocal information on basic
trends in development of tourism among the Balkan
Countries,

- Extending the exchange of promotional and adverti-
sing material like brochures, posters etc,

- To promote the organisation of technical meetings
between expeérts from various sectors of tourism, such
as hotel management, catering ete,

- To recommend to the travel associations organising
of a common workshop periodicaly in one of the Balkan
Countries, T
. - The Common support of the Balkan Countries by
each other at the important Tourism Fairs,

It is approved that the meeting of the Travel Agencies
and representatives of National Air Carriers of Insti-
tutions mentioned in the protocol of the XVIth Con-
ference which was to be organized in 1984 will be realized
in 1985..

Further development of the organization of joint

tours for tourists from third countries and the need for
researching ‘new opportunities for it’s organization was
emphasized.- .

The item «To organize visits of the leading tour
operators. of countries that might contribute to the
increase of tourist arrivals of Balkan Countries and
that these visits will be sponsored by the union of
travel agencies of the host countries» which was on
the text of the last protocol, was reexamined for the
purpose .of it’s realization.

It was agreed that in 1985 which is the «Year of
Youthy» importance and emphasis would be given to
youth tourism. '

Item II of the Agenda s

The Delegations exchanged views on the implemen-
tation of the recommendations of the XVIth Confe-
rence. The parties stated that the spirit of cooperation
is always alive and that the continuing implementation
of measures laid down in the protocol of the previous
Conference renders the results lasting. The Delegations
stated that the programs related to the tourism develop-
ment of each country for the forthcoming years have
been studied and expressed that they directed their
program tragets to the following basic efforts :

- Construction of new tourism establishments and
refurbishing of existing. infrastructure. in accordance
with the requirements of the modern trends in the
development. of International Tourism,

- Activation of domestic and social tourism,
- Development of coastal, spa and mountain tourism,

- Diversifying the touristic presentation and up-
grading the level of the tourist services,

- Utilising more inteunsively the potential of the
private lodgings for the needs of tourism,

- To facilitate the border and viza formalities in
accordance with the respective legislation of each
Balkan Country.

Item III of the Agenda :

The Delegations unanimously "accepted the kind
invitation of the Yugoslav Delegation to hold the
XVith Conference of the Official Tourist Organizations
of the Balkan Countries in that country in 1985, The
date and place of the Conference will be specified later
and announced by the-host country,

The participants in the Conference pointed out the
importance of visits and contacts at high level in creating
the conditions for a close cooperation among the Balkan
Countries in various fields, including tourism.

The Conference was carried out in a friendly atmo-

_Sphere, in a spirit of complete understanding and in

good will for mutual cooperation.

The delegations of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria,
the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Republic of Roma-
nia, the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia
expressed their appreciation to the .Turkish side and
to his excellency Mr. Miikerrem Tascioglu, Minister of
Culture and Tourism for the excellent organization of
the Conference and for the warm hospitality extended

At theinvitation of the Bulgarian side and in complian-
ce with Article 2 oﬂ the Agreement for Cooperation
in the field of Tourism among the Balkan countries,
signed by the Governments of the People’s Repubhc
of Bulgaria, the Republic of Greece, the Socialist Re-
public of Romania, the -Republic of Turkey and the
Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia, the XVI
Conference of the Offlmal Tourist Organizations of

the Balkan countries was held m Sofia between 24th-

20th, October, 1983. |

" Delegations of the Official Tourist Or@anuahons of
the abovementioned c&)untmes partici pated in the works
of the Conference. A h\st of the members of the Delega-
tions is attached to the present Protocol.

At the same time the XI Conference of the Travel
Agents, Associations of the Balkan countries was held
in Sofia. Along with these Conferences, «Days of
Balkan Tourism» werelcarried out, mcludmg a number
of advertising and. pro'nmtlonal evcnts e.g. exhibitions
“of - tourist- posters, tourist films, weeks of lldthrldl
ecuisines, folklore shows,. etc.

On behalf of the Prcmdenb.oi the State Couneil, -

‘"Todor Zhivkov, and . Lhﬂ Government of the Peoplcs
Republic of Bulgarld, ‘the Delegates of the two Confe-
rences were greeted by Andray Lukanov, Deputy Chair-
man of the Council of Ministers of the People s Republic
of Bulgaria. He stressed that the development and di-
versifying of the tourist relations among the Balkan
countries is the proper way to extend “their fruitful
cooperation, as well as to bring the Balkan countries
and peoples closer Lo each other. He emphasized that
special attention was devoted to the contribution the
tourism might bring Lo the implementation of the
noble idea to turn Lhe ‘Balkan peninsula into a zone,
where peace and goodpelghbourlng relations among
Balkan peoples will strengthen up.

The Session of the Conference of the Offlcial Tourist
Organization of the Balkan countries was presided by
Lachezar AVRAMOY, President of the Bulgarian As-
sociation of Tourism ancb Recreation, Head of the Bulga-
rian Delegation.

The Conference adopted the following Agenda:

1. Information on the state of tourism in each of
the Balkan countries, participating;

2. Review of the tourist relations among the Balkan
countries and implementation of the cooperatlon within
the framework of «The Balkan Yecar of Tourlsm»
Perspectives for its further development;

3. Place and date for, carrying out the XVII Con-
ference of the Official Tourlst Organizations of the
‘Balkan countries.

Item 1st of the Agenda :

The Delegations exchanged information on develop-
ment of tourism in their countries. It was stated that
in each country programmes for development of tourism
in the forthcoming years have been elaborated. The
basic efforts they cover, are directed to the :

— construction of new tourist establishments, re-
construction and re-furbishing of the existing infra-
structure, in accordance with the requirements of the
modern trends for development of international tourism;

~ activation of domestic and social tourism;

- development of mountain, scientific, convention
and spa tourism;

— diversifying the tourist offer and upgranding the
level of the tourist services;

— using more intensitively the potential of the private
lodgings for the needs of tourism;

—improving the qualification of the employees in
the field of tourism.

The Bulgarian Delegation” informed the Delegates
about the Bulgavian Association of Tourism and Re-
creation, being established in October, 1983 as a state
economic organism, at the Council of Ministers, which
will perform more efficient utilization of the potentials
of the respective state, economic and social organs
and organizations in claborating and solving problems
of tourism and recreation. o

Item 2nd of the Agenda : ,

‘The Delegations exchanged inforimation on develop-
ment of tourist travels among Balkan countries. It was
accessed that, as result of international economic pro-
blems and mstablhty [luctuation, irregularity and- ‘a
certain decline were noticed in, the travels to the Balkan
countries.

Irrespective of this, it was stated that, on the basis
of the solid tourist potentlal of the Balkan countries,
there are prerequisites for the increase ol the ‘tourist

‘traflic towards these countries in the years to.come.

The Delegations  appreciated positively the so far
coolaboration in ‘the field of tourism and underlined
that it is an important sector in the social-economic
Jife of the Balkan countries. The role and the importance
of tourism were highlighed as a -universal factor for
strengthening the good neighbourhood, understanding,
cooperation, peace and security ‘on the Balkans.

The participants, with a view to ensure-more effi-
sient cooperation, pointed out that the 1984 Winter
Olympie Games in Sarajevo provides a good opportunity
for further promotion of winter tourism in the Balkan
countries at third markets.

The Delegations also reviewed th, implementation
of the recommendations of the XV Conlerence of the
Official Tourist Organizations of the Balkan® countrles
held in Athens in 1982.

Following these recommendations, each of the count-
ries attending this Conference, carried out advertising
and 1nl01mat10nal events, related to the Balkan Year
of Tourism, 1983. This topu, was reflected in the mass
media, phoLo - exhibitions, stands of the: f{airs, tourist
films, etc. Some joint promotional events were also
carried out in third countries by the National Tourist
Offices of the Balkan countries abroad.

A positive manifestation of the joint efforls in this
respect has been also the organization and carrying out
of «Days of Balkan Tourism» which were held in Sofia
from 24th to 29th of October, 1983.

Taking into consideration the 1esults of the joint
activity so far, as w el as the tendencies in the develop-
ment of international tourism, and tourism in Balkan
countries in particular, the Delegates consider that
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further efforts in the field of tourism should be directed
towards:

—Iimproving the reciprocal information on the basic
trends in development of tourism among the Balkan
countries;

- extendmg the exchange of promotional and advert-
sing materials, and discussing the joint printing issues
(leaflets, postels etc.) of the Balkan countries:

—marketing research of destinations, which are
important for the” Balkan countries, made separately
by each of them;

— promoting the organization of technical meetings
between experts from various sectors of { tourism, such
as hotel management, catering, etc.

- taking proper measures to encourage and facilitate
the traffic of their tourlst% in the countries of the Bal-
kan area;

- to remforce the par tlclpdtlon of their countries.in
international trade and tourist fairs.

It is suggested to the Travel Agents’ Assouatlous and
the National Air Carriers of the Balkan countries to
examine further possibilities of promotion and organi-
zing joint tours for tourists from third countries. In
this respect at the beginning of 1984, a meeting of their
representatives could be orgam/ed The paltlclpants
at the meeting could establish a programme [for visits
of important tomopelators of countries, whose Lourist
potential may contribute to the increase of travels to
the Balkan countries. The respective local expenses,
connected - to these joint tours, should be born by the
Travel Agents’ Associations of the host country.

Item 3rd of the Agenda :

The Delegations accepted unanimously the kind in-
vitation of the Turkish Delegation that the XVII
Conference- of the Official Tourist Organizations of the
Balkan countries to be held in Turkey in 1984. The
place and date will be specified later by the host ccuntry.

The participants to the Conference pointed out the
importance of visits and contacts at highest level in
creating the conditions for a close cooperation among
the Balkan countries in various fields, including tourism.

The Conference was carried out in friendly atmosplie-
re, spirit of understanding and good will for mutual
cooperatlon

The Delegatlonq of the Repubhc ol Greece, the So-
cialist Republic of Romania, the Republic of Turkey
and the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia
expressed their appreciation to the Bulgarian side and
to lachezar Avramov, President of the Bulgarian
Association of Tourism and Recreation for the exccllent
organization of the- Conference and for the warm
hospitality, extended to them.
