cular Biology Laboratory and taking note of the pro-
posals to this end submitted by the European Molecular
Biology Organisation (hereinafter referred to as «<EMBO»

HAVING REGARD to the decision of 28 June 1972‘

by which EMBC approved the project [or such a *

Laboratory in accordance with paragraph 3 of Article
IT of the said Agreement under which Special ijmts
may be esLabhshcd

DESIRING to specily the terms and conditions

under which the Laboratory shall be establishad and

operated, in such a way that they would not be affected

by any modification of the Agreement establishing

EMBC;

TAKING NOTE of the acceptance by EMBC of those
provisions of this Agreement which " concern 1b

HAVE AGREED as follows :
ARTICLE 1

Iistablishment of the Laboratory

1. A European Molecular Biology Laboratory (here-

inafter referred to as «the Laboratory») is hereby
established as an intergovernmental institution.

2. The Headquarters of the Laboratory shail be
situated at Heidelberg in the Federal Republic of
Germany.

ARTICLE 11
Purposes and means

1. The Laboratory shall promote co-operation among
European States in fundamental research, in the deve-
lopment of advanced instrumentation and in advanced
teaching in molecular biology as well as in other areas
of research essentially related thereto, and to this
end shall concentrale its activitics on work not nor-
mally or casily carried out in national institutions.
The results of the experimental and theoretical work
of the Laboratory shall be published or othermse madce
generally available.

2. In order to fulfill its purposes the Labomtoxy
shall carry out a programme which provides for :

a) the application ol molecular concepts and methods

for ‘the investigation of basic biological processes;

b) the development and use of necessary instrumen-
tation and technology;

¢) working accommodation and research facilities
for visiting scientists;

d) advanced training and tecaching.

3. The Laboratory may establish and operate the
facilities necessary for its programme. .

The Liaboratory shall mclude :

~a) the necessary equipment for use in the programme

b) the necessary buildings to contain the equipment

‘4. The Laboratory shall organise and sponsor inter-
to the fullest possible extent,
in the fields -and- programme of activities defined in
paragraphs (1) and"(2) of this Article, and in harmony
with the General Programme of EMBC. This co- opera-
tion shall' include ‘in partlcu]al ‘the promotlon of con-
tacts between, and-the interchange. of, scientists and
the dlssemmatlon of information. So. far as is consistent

"with'its aims the Laboratoty shall also'seek to co-opera-

te, to the fullest possible extent, with research institu-
tions by collaborating with and advising them. The
Laboratory should avoid duplication of work carried
out in- the said institutions.

- ARTICLE I1I
Membership

- The States. Parties to this Agrecment shall be Mem-
per States of the Laboratory.

ARTICLE 1V
Co-gperation

1. Ihe I;aborabmv shall maintain close co-operation

2. 1116 Labor'abor\ may establish formal co-operation
with non-Member "States, national bodies in those
States, international governmental or non-governmental
organisations. The establishment, conditions and terms
of such co-operation shall be defined by the Couneil,
by unanimous vote of the Member States present and

ARTICLE V
Organs

The organs of the Laboratory are the Council and
the Director-General.

ARTICLE VI

The Council
Composition

1. The Council shall be composed of all Member
States of the Laboratory. Each Member State shall be
represented hy not more than two delegates, who may
be accompanied by advisers.

The Council shall elect a Chairman and two Vice-
Chairman who shall hold office for one year and may
be re-elected on not more than two consecutive occa-
sions. '

Observers /

2. a) States not Parties to this Agreement may
attend sessions of the Council as observers as follows:

(i) Members of EMBC as of right;

(i1) States which are not Members of EMBC, on
a decision of the Council taken by unanimous vote of
the Member States present and voting.

b) EMBO and other observers may attend sessions
of the Council in accordance with the Rules of Pro-
cedure adopted by the Council under paragraph (3)
j) of this Article. '

Powers

3. The Council shall :

a) determine the Labhoratory’s policy in scientific,
technical and administrative matters, in particular
by giving guidelines to the Director-General;

~ ARTICLE VIII
Scientific Advisory Committee

1. The . Scientific Advisory Committee established .

in accordance with paragraph (7) of Article VI of this
Agreement, shall give advice to the Council, in parti-
cular with regard to proposals from the Director-
General on the realisation of the programme of the
Laboratory. '

2. The Committee shall be composed of distinguished
scientists appointed in their own right, not as represen-
tatives of Member States. Membership of the Committee
should be drawn from scientists in a wide range of re-
levant.fields of science in order to cover as far as pos-
sible both the field of molecular biology and other
appropriate scientific disciplines. The Director-General
shall, after due consultutions with, in particular, the
Council of EMBO and appropriate national institutions,
propose to the Council a list of candidates which the
Council shall take into account in appointing .the mem-
bers of the Committee.

ARTICLE IX
Budget

1. The financial vear ol the Laboratory. shall run
from 1 January to 31 December.

2. The Director-General shall, not later than 1
October of each year, submit to the Couneil for consi-
deration and approval a budget showing detailed esli-
mates of the income and expenditure of the Laboratory
for the following financial year.

3. The Laboratory shall be linanced by:

a) the financial contributions of Members States;

b) any gifts contributed by Member States in addition
to ‘their financial contributions, unless the Council,
by a two-thirds majority of Member States present
and voting, decides that any such gift consistent
with the purposes ol the Laboratory, and in.

¢) any other resources, in particular gifts offered
by private organisations or individnals, subject to
their acceptance by approval of the Council given by
a. two-thirds majority of Member States present and
voting.

. 4. The budget of the Laboratory shall be expressed
in accounting units representing a weight of 0.88867088
grammes of find gold.

ARTICLE X
Contributions and Anditing.

1. Each Member State shall contribute annually to
the capital expenditure and to the current operating
expenses of the Laboratory an aggregate amount o
convertible funds in accordance with a scale which
shall be lixed every three years by the Council by a
two-thirds majority -of "all the Member States, and
shall be based on the average met national income at
factor cost of each Member State for the three latest

preceding calendar years for which statistics are avai-
lable.

2. The Council may decide, by a two-thirds majority
of all the Member States, to take into account any
special circumstances of a Member State and adjust
its contribution accordingly. In applying this provision
the term «special circumstances» shall include, in

particular, a situation in which the per capita national
income of a Methber State is less than an amount which
the Council shall fix by a two-thirds majority, or one
by which any Member State is required to contribute
more than thirty per cent of the aggregate amount of
contributions assessed by the Council in accordance
with the scale referred to in parageiph (1) of this
Article. : '

3. a) States which become Parties to this Agreement
after the thirty-first of Dzcember following its entry
into force, shall make a special contribution towavds
the capital expenditure of the Laboratory already
incurred, in addition to contributing to futurz capital
expenditure and current operatiny expenses. The
amount of this special contribution shall be fixed by
the Council by a two-thirds majority of all Mamboar
States.

b) All contributions made in accordance with the
provisions of sub-paragraph a) of this paragraph shall
be applied in reducing the contributions of the other
Member States unless otherwise decided by the Council
by a two-thirds majority of all Member States.

4. If, after this Agreement has entered into force, a
State becomes or ceases to be a Party thereto, the scale
of contributions referred to in parvagraph (1) of this
Article shall be modified. The new scale shall take effect
as {rom the beginning of the financial year following.

5. The Director-General shall notily Member State
of the amounts of -their annual contributions and,
in agreement with the Finance Committee, of the
dates on which payments shall be made.

6. The Director-General shall keep an accurate
account of all receipts and disbursements.

7. The Council shall appoint auditors to examine
the accounts of- the Laboratory. The auditors shall
submit a report on the annual accounts to the Council.

8. The Director-General shall furnish the auditors
with such information and help as they may require
to carry out their duties. '

ARTICLE XI
Legal Status

The Laboratory shall have legal personality. It shall
in particular have the capacity to contract, to acquire
and dispose of movable and immovable property and
to institute legal proceadings. The State in which the
Laboratory is situated shall conclude with the Labora-
tory a headquarters agreement, to be approved by
the Council by a two-thirds majority of the votes of
all the Member States, relating to the status of the Liabo-
ratory and such provileges and immunities of the
Laboratory and its staff which ars necessary for the
fulfilment of its objectives and for the exercise of its
functions.

ARTICLE Xil.
Settlement of disputes

Auny dispute between two or more Member States
concerning the interpretation or application of this
Agreement which is not settled through the good offices
of the Council shall be submitted, at the requsst of
any party to the dispute, to the International Court of
Justice, unless the Member States concern3zd agree
on another mode of settlemoant within three months
from the date on which the President of the Council
states that the dispute cannot bz settled through the
good offices of the Council.

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ARTICLE XIII
Amendments

1. A proposal by any Member State to amend this
Agreement shall be placed on the agenda of the ordinary
session of the' Council which immediately follows the
deposit of the proposal with the Director-General.

Such a proposal may also be the object of an extra-

ordinary session.

2. Any amendment to this Agreement shall require
unanimous acceptance by the Member States. They
shall notify their acceptance in writing to the:Govern-
ment of Switzerland.

3. Amendments shall come into force thirty days
after the deposit of the last writte' notification of accept-
ance. :

ARTICLE XIV
Dissolution

The Laboratory shall be dissolved if at any time there
are less than three Member States. Subject to any
agreement which may be imade between Member States
at the time of dissolution, the ‘State in which the La-
boratory’s Headquarters are located shall be respon-
.sible for the liquidation. Except where otherwise decided
by the Member States, the surplus shall be distributed
among-those States which are Members of the Labora-
tory at the time of the dissolution’ in proportion to
all payments made by them. In the event of a deficit,
this shall be met by the said Member States in the same
proportions as those in which'their contributions have
been assessed for the current financial year. ‘

ARTICLE XV

Signature, Ratification, Ac_c'essio‘n, Entry into force

1. This Agreement shall be-open for signature by
the State Members of EMBC until the date of its entry
- into force in_accordance with paragraph (4) a) of
this. Article. - . . L .

2. This Agreement shall be subject to ratification,
acceptance or approval. The appropriate instruments
shall be deposited with the Government of Switzerland.

i.3. a) Any State Member of EMBC not a signa’ﬁory to

this Agreemment may accede at anylater time.

b) If the Agreement establishing EMBC -terminates
this shall not, preclude a State, formerly party to it
or in respect of which :d decision has been taken under
paragraph (2) of Article III- of that Agreement to
permit that State to accede to it, from acceding to the
present Agreement. '

¢) The instruments of accession shall be deposited
with the Government of Switzerland. '

4. a) This Agreement shall enter into force when

ratified, - accepted or approved by the majority of

States mentioned in the Preamble to this Agreement,

including the State in which the Laboratory’s Head-
quarters are located, and on condition that the total
contributions. of these States represent at least seventy
per cent of the total of contributions shown in the
-scale annexed to this Agreement.

b) After this Agreement enters into force as provided’

in paragraph (4) a) of this Article, it shall as regards

- Denunciation

1. After this Agreement has been in force for six
years, a State Party to the. Agreement may, subject
to the provisions of paragraph (3) b) of Article VI of .
this Agreement denounce it by giving notification to-
‘that effect to the Government of Switzerland. Such
denunciation shall take effect at the end of the follow-
ing financial year. ' E

" 2. If a Member State fails to fulfil its obligations -

ARTICLE XVIIT
. Transitional Provisions

1. For the period {rom the entry into force of- this
Agreement to 31 December [ollowing, the GCouncil
shall make budgetary arrangements and expenditure
shall be covered by assessments upon Member States
established in accordance with the following two para-
graphs. : :

Resolution

The Council of the EUROPEAN MOLECULAR

- BIOLOGY LABORATORY,

Pursuant to paragraph (3) (a) of Article VI
of the Agreement establishing the European Molecular

Biology Laboratory,

Adopts the Rules of Procedure annexed hereto.

European Molecular Biology Labovatory
Rules of Procedure for the Council

Rule 1
Election of the Chairman and Vice-Chairman.

1. The Council shall elect a Chairman and two Vice-
Chairman at the first meeting of its ordinary annual
session. They shall hold office for one year and may be
re-elected on not more than two consecutive occasions
(Agreement Article VI (1) )*.

2. The Chairman, or the Vlce Chairman who i
acting as Chairman, shall participate in the proceedings
as such, and not as a delegate of. a Member State.

3. The Director-General, as. Secretary of the Council,
shall provide the Council with secretariat services.
' Rule 2
" Chatrman

1. The Chairman shall conduct the proceedings- in
the Council and shall ensure that these Rules are
observed.

9. If the Chairman is unable to attend, the Council
shall appoint one of the. Vice-chairmen to take thc-
chair.

3. The Chairman shall be subJecb to the authomty

. of the Council in the discharge of his duties.

Rule 3 -
Sessions

The sessions of the Council shall be held in, public
unless otherwise decided by the Council.

They
do not constitute part of the Rules.
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Rule 4-
Timing of sessions

1. The COlanll shall meet at least once a vear, and
shdll normally meet in ordinary session, twice fmnually
It shall in any event meet. between 1 July and 30
November each year to approvo the budget (Agree-
ment, -Article - Vi 5)).

2. 1f required by at least one third of the Member
States, the Director-General shall convene an extra-
ordjnary session of the Council. The Director-General
may, in the case referred to in paragraph (1) of Article
XHI of the Agreement or in an emergency call an ex-
tlaordmar\ SE8810N.

Hercby adopts the following Financial RC"UI&L[OHS
of the Laboratory. '

European Molecular Biology Laboratory
Financial Regulations
CHAPTER 1’
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Regulation 1
Powers

Power in the field of the financial management of
the Laboratory shall be invested in :

a) the Council
b) the Finance Committee set np by the Council
under paragraph (7) a) of Article VI of the Agreement,
c¢) the Director-General of the Labmatory

Regulation 2
Finance Committee

a) The Finance Committee (hereinafter 1ef0rred to
as the Committee) shall be composed of one representa-
tive of each Member State, who may be accompanied
by advisers.

As far as is possible Member Statt‘s shall arrange that

their delegates to the IFinance Committee should be

the same as those to the .Finance Committee of the
European Molecular Biology Conference.

b) The Council shall elect the Chairman and the
Vice-Chairman of the Committee who shall remain in
office until the end of the next ordinary session of the
Council and may not he re- appomhed for more than
two successne pemods :

c) The Committee shall advise thr Council or shall
as appropriate take the necessary decisions on matters

- of financial management and on the financial impli-

cations of other matters. It shall within the framework
of the Agreement and of the subsequent article of these
Regulations have in particular the following functions:

1) examine the budget estimates and report thereon
Lo the Council;

2) lay down the terms on which contributions of
Member States shall be paid;

3) decide on the form of budget estimates and
accounts;

4) examine the annual accounts and the audltors
report and report thereon to the Council;

5) approve subject to Regulation 11 expenditure
in’excess of provisions nnder the budget hzadings and
the carrying forward cf provisions;
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6) authorize the establishment and define the pur-
pose of deposit, reserve and special accounts;

7) approve investment of funds;

8) notify the Council of the consequences of currency
fluctuations and make recommendations for remedial
measures where such fluctuations are likely to disturb
the balance of the budget;

9) report to the Council on the financial implications
of the admission of new Member States;

10) approve the procedures drawn up by the Director-
General in accordance with Regulation 17 below;

11) consider matters which, in accordance with the
provisions of the Staff Rules, require the approval of
the Committee or recommendations from it to the
Council;

"~ 12) approve the award of contracts valued at more
than 50.000 A.U. when it is proposed to dispense with
competitive tendering or to award the contract to a
contractor whose offer is other than the lowest techni-
cally suitable one as provided in paragraph d) 2 of
Regulation 17 of these regulations;

13) approve the award of contracts after competitive
tenders valued at more than 75.000 A.U.;

14) authorize payments in excess of contract price;

15) authorize writing off of losses of cash, stores or
other assets of a value greater than 500 A.U. per loss;

16) consider any points to which attention has been
drawn by the auditors.

d) The Committee shall undertake such other duties
and responsibilities as may be attributed to it by the
Council, and may exercise on behalf of the Council
powers delegated to it.

e) The Director-General or his representative shall
attend the meetings of the Committee. The Chairman
of the Council shall have the right to attend the meetings
of the Committee.

Regulation 3
Rules Applicable

The financial management of the Laboratory shall
be governed by the Agreement, these Regulations, and
any arrangements drawn up by the Council and the
Director-General in implementation thereof.

Regulation 4
Financial Year

The Financial year shall be from the 1st January
to the 31st December.

Regulation 5
Accounting Unit

The Accounting unit as defined in paragraph (4) of
Article IX of the Agreement shall be used to establish
the amount of contributions and draw up indicative
schemes for the realization of the program, provisional
estimates of expenditure, annual budgets and, more
generally, all documents relating to the income and
expenditure of the Laboratory.

Regulation 6
Budget and Program

a) A forecast of expenditure shall be made for the
program provided for in paragraph (2) of Article II
of the Agreement to be approved by the Council in
accordance with paragraph (3) (d) of Article VI of
the Agreement.

b) The income and expenditure of the Laboratory
shall be estimated and authorized in an ordinary an-

nual budget: drawn up in accordance with Article IX
of the Agreement and including all the expenditure
of the Laboratory.

CHAPTER 1I
ESTABLISHMENT OF THE BUDGET
Regulation 7
Preparation of the Budget

a) The Director-General shall prepare detailed bud-
get estimates of income and expenditure for the follow-
ing financial year in good time to allow him to submit
them to the Committee before 31 May every year.

b) The budget estimates shall apply to income and
expenditure for the financial year to which they
relate.

¢) The budget estimates shall be presented under
headings, divided into subheadings, in the form pres-
cribed by the Committee. The headings shall include
the essential fields of work «nd the administrative
charges; under these headings the sub-headings shall
represent the various types of expenditure.

d) The budget estimates shall be accompanied by:

1) the indicative scheme for the realization of the
general program as provided for under paragraph (3)
b) of Article VI of the Agreement;

2) the provisional estimate of expenditure provided
for in paragraph (3) d) of Article VI of the Agreement;

3) the staff establishment provided for in paragraph
(3) h) of Article VI of the Agreement; |

4) a detailed statement of the budget approved for
the current year;

5) an up-to-date estimate of the income and expendi-
ture for the current year and the preceding year, together
with an explanation of the variations as compared
with provisions;

6) any explanation which the Director-General con-
siders necessary.

Regulation 8
Presentation and Approval of the Budget

a) The Director-General shall submit the budget
estimates thus prepared to the Committee.

b) The Committee shall examine the budget estima-
tes and report to the Council on them.

¢) The Council shall approve the annual budget
and decide on the amount of contributions to be pro-
vided by the Member States.

Regulation 9
Interim Budgetary Measures

a) If the budget is not duly adopted at the beginning
of the financial year.by the Council, the execution of
payments and the undertaking of commitments shall
be subject to the following principles :

1) payments may be made for measures for which
appropriations or authorizations to undertake commit-
ments were already provided for in previous budgets.
The payments must not in any one month exceed one
twelfth of the total amount appropriated in the budget
of the previous year or in the draft budget for the
current year in respect of any one subheading: the lower
amount in each case shall apply.

2) new commitments may be undertaken to the
extent that they are necessary .for the continued exe-
cution of measures for which appropriations or authori-
zations to undertake commitments had already been
provided for in previous budgets. The total amount of
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the commitments thus undertaken must not, however, -

exceed 25 per cent of the total amount of the authori-
zations approved in the previous {inancial year; nor
must it exceed the total amount of the authorizations
provided for in the budget estimates for the current
year.

b) The payments to be made in this way shall be
financed {rom contributions, which the Director-Ge-
neral shal! collect from the Member States three months
in advance and pursuant to the prevailing scale of
contributions.

Regulation 10
Supplementary or Revised Budget

a) A supplementary budget should be prepared
only in the case of au unforeseeable and imperative
requirement and, in that event, the Director-General
shall, at the request of the Council, or on his own
initiative, prepare such a budget in a form and accord-
ing to procedures consistent with those described in
Regulation 7 and 8 above.

b) No additional expenditure shall be deemed to
be approved by the Council until it has approved a
budget estimate taking account of such additional
expenditure.

CHAPTER III
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE BUDGET

Regulation 11
Budget Provisions

a) The adoption of the budget by the Council shall
constitute an authorization to the Director-General
to incur expenditure in accordance with that budget.

b) Provisions uncommitted at the end of the finan-
cial year shall lapse, except as othérwise decided by
the Committee on a proposal from the Director-General.

~¢) If commitments do not mature for payment by
the end of the financial year for which the corresponding
provisions have been made, the latter shall be carried
forward to the next financial year, unless they are used
during the first month of that year. They shall not be
carried forward to the subsequent financial year except
as otherwise decided by the Council on a proposal
from the Director-General with the support of the
Committee.

d) Provided that the total amount of the contribu-
tions of the Member States for the year concerned is
not thereby exceeded, the Committee may authorize
the transfer of provisions from one heading to another
at the request of the Director-General. Within a head-
ing the Dirertor-General may transfer from one sub-
heading to another, reporting his decision subsequently
to the Committee : if the amount of the transfer pro-
posed exceeds 10 %, of the heading the Director-General
shall seek the prior approval of the Committee.

e) The Director-General shall notify the Committee
before incurring expenditure in excess of provisions,
where this is likely to affect the total amount approved
for contributions. The Committee shall take a decision
on the action to be taken at the meeting following
such notification, in accordance with the normal policy
of the Council.

Regulation 12
Expenditure

a) The budgeted expendilure of the Labonabmy
shall be covered by:

1) the financial contributions of Member States
including the balance of all provisions uncommitted
at the end of the previous financial year. This balance
shall be carried forward to the budget of the following
financial year and wused to reduce the contributions
from the Member States, unless..otherwise decided by
the Council.

2) gifts and any other resources referred to in para-
graph (3) of Article IX of the Agreement.

b) If the financial situation so requires, the Director-
General shall have the power to limit or suspend ex-
penditure provided for in the budget, pending a deci-
sion by the Committee.

¢) If the balance of the budget is likely to be di-
sturbed by currency fluctuations, the Director-General
shall inform the Committee which shall report to the
Council what steps should be taken to remedy the
situation.

Regulation 13
Contributions from the Member States

a) The budget shall be financed by contributions
from Member States according to a scale of assessment
laid down by the Council under the terms of Article
X of the Agreement. In determining the total amount
of such contributions account shall be taken of income
effectively available from other sources, any deficit
or surplus from previous years (after taking into
consideration contributions due but unpaid).

b) After the Council has adopted the budget the
Committee shall, with the agreement of the Director-
General determine the arrangements for paying contri-
butions in such a way as to guarantee the proper fi-
nancing of the Laboratory’s work. The Director-General
shall thereupon notify Member States of the amounts
of their contributions and of the dates by which pay-
ments shall be made, subject to the provisions of Annex
III to the present Regulatlons

¢) The Director-General shall, upon receipt of the
contributions made by a new Member State, under the
provisions of Article X of the Agreement, re-assess the
contributions due from existing Member States for the
current financial year.

Regulation 14
Accounts

a) There shall be established a General Account for

the purpose of accounting for the expenditure of the
Laboratory. The contributions paid by Member States
under Regulation 13 and all miscellaneous income shall
be credited to the General Account.
- b) Deposit accounts, and reserve and special accounts
may be established by the Director-General under
conditions and for purposes defined by rules to be ap-
proved by the Committee. Unless otherwise provided,
such accounts shall be kept in accordance with the
Financial Regulations.

Regulation 15
Custody of Funds

a) The Director-General shall designate the bank
or banks in which the funds of the Laboratory shall be’
kept and may open subsidiary postal cheque accounts.
He shall submit a report to the Comrmttee on the
arrangements he has made.

. b) All moneys received under the provisions of Re-
gulation 13 shall be paid into the Laboratory’s accounts.
Any withdrawal of funds or payment on behalf of the
Laboratory shall require the joint signature of any two
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of the following : the Directorr-General and two senior
staff members nominated by the Council for that pur-
pose (see Annex II). The Director-General and these
two staff members may, as required, each authorize
other staff members as signatories for this purpose
without relinquishing their own responsibility. A re-
cord shall be maintained of all persons authorized under
the terms of this Regulation.

¢) The Director-General may establish petty cash
accounts for minor expenses which are inconvenient
to meet by cheque. The level of these accounts shall
be fixed by the Director-General.

Regulation 16
Accounting

a) The Director-General shall ensure that appropria-
te accounting records are kept and shall submit an-
nual accounts showing, for the financial year to which
they relate :

1) the income and expenditure relating to all funds
and accounts;

2) the situation with regard to bhudget provisions,
including : .

(i) the original budget provisions;

(i1) the approved expenditure in excess of original
budget provisions;

(1]1) any other income;

(iv) the amounts charged against these provisions
and other income.

3) the financial assets and liabilities of the laboratory.

He shall also give such other information as may he
appropriate to indicate the financial position of the
Laboratory.

b) The accounting transactions.of the Laboratory
shall be recorded in the currency in which they took
place but the accounts shall be expressed in accounting
units.

¢) Appropriate separate accounts shall be kept for
all deposit, reserve, special accounts and special income
provided by a limited number of Member States for
.activities which are of particular interest only to
them.

d} The annual accounts shall be submitted by the
Director-General to the auditors not later than the
31st March immediately following the end of the finan-
cial year.

Regulation 17
Rules for Financial Administration

a) The Director-General shall submit for the appro-
val of the Committee detailed financial procedures
‘designed to secure effective financial administration
and the exercise of economy. He shall keep the Com-
mittee informed during the financial year of the finan-
cial position of the Laboratory.

b) In the financial administration of the Laboratory,
the Director-General shall :

1) take all necessary steps to ensure that in the
implementation of the budget commitments and pay-
ments are kept separately; ensure that any commit-
ment is recorded in writing and that a corresponding
document is drawn up stating the rights and obliga-
tions of the Laboratory; that the commitment is in
accordance with the budget; that the conditions are
compatible with the interests of the Laboratory; that
the staff member authorizing the expenditure was
entitled to do so; that the funds of the Laboratory
permit the expenditure; cause all payments to be made

on the basis of supporting vouchers and such other
documents as are necessary to ensure that the respesctive
services or goods have been received and that payment
for them has not previously been made and that con-
tract conditions have been observed;

2) cause inventories to be kept;

3) have a record kept of all supplies received and
available;

4) determine the circumstances, if any, in which
property belonging to the Laboratory or services
provided by the Laboratory may be used for private
purposes. A charge may be made for such use:

5) render to the auditors with the annual accounts
such statements of the assets and liabilities of the
Laboratory and inventories of equipment as may be
necessary;

6) designate the staff members entitled to receive
moneys or make commitments on behalf of the Labo-
ratory.

¢) The Director-General shall maintain an internal
financial control in order to ensure;

1) the proper application of the procedures for re-
ceipt, custody and disposal of all funds and other
financial resources of the Laboratory;

2) the conformity of commitments or expenditure
with the provisions voted by the Council, or with the
rules relating to deposit, reserve and special accounts;

3) the most effective use of the resources of the
Laboratory.

d) The Director-General shall take all necessary
steps to ensure that any acquisition of goods or services
by the Laboratory is made in accordance with the
following rules :

1) subsect to the provisions of paragraphs 2) and 3)
below, no fewer than three competitive tenders shall
be obtained for the purchase of plant, equipment,
supplies and services; invitations to tender shall nor-
mally be limited to manufacturers and contractors
located within the territories of Member States, con-
tracts shall be awarded to the firm whose tender is the
lowest which satisfactorily complies with the technical
and delivery requirements;

2) no contract valued at more than 75.000 A.U.
shall be awarded without the prior approval of the
Committee and for contracts exceding 50.000 A.U. in
value, competitive tendering shall not be dispensed
with, nor shall any other than the lowest technically
suitable offer be accepted, without the prior approval
of the Committee.

3) in exercising its powers of approval under 2) a-
bove, the Committee shall ensure that, whwre competi-
tive tenders- have been obtained, the contract is a-
warded to the firm submitting the lowest tender
which satisfactorily meets the technical and delivery re-
quirements.

e) The Director-General may, after enquiry and sub-
ject to review by the Council, authorize the writing
off, up to a limit of 500 A.U. in any one case, of losses
of cash, stores and other assets. Losses in excess of this
amount shall not be written off without the prior ap-
proval of the Committee and a statement of such los-
ses shall be sumbitted to the auditors and to the Coun-
cil with the annual accounts.

f) Subject to the prior approval of the Chairman of
the Committee, the Director - General may authorize,
in very expeptlonal circumstances, any lawful pavment
not exceeding 12.000 A.U. which would normally re-
quire the prior approval of the Committee but which
is too urgent to allow for such approval. Such pay-

ments may be made only strictly in the interests of the
Laboratory and within the limits of the provisions ap-
proved by the Council. The circumstances of any e-
xercise of this authority must be reported to the next
meeting of the Committee.

g) The Director - General shall conduct ali vexchaﬁge
operations necessary for the requirements of the La-
boratory.

h) Where entering contracts the Duectox - General
should take all the steps necessary to protect the in-
tellectual property rigths of the Laboratory.

" Regulation 18
Travelling and Subsistence

Travelling and subsistence expenses of representa-

tives of Member States shall, as a rule, be borne by the .

Member States concerned. The Council may, howe-
ver, authorize the reimbursement of expenditure by
representatives of Member States in concection with
special tasks laid upon them by the Laboratory, in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Annex 1.

Regulation 19
Gifts ) _

a) Proposals to accept gifts entailing financial o-
bligations for the Laboratory shall be relerred to the Com-
mittee for recommendation to the Council. Gifts not
entailing financial obligations may be accepted by
the Director - General, subject to Article IX of the
Agreement.

b) For accounting purposes monetary gifts shall
be entered in the books when received, but shall fi-
gure as pending in a speecial account until they are for-
mally accepted by the Council on the advice of the
Committee.

¢) The Director - General may give to educational .

and scientific research institutes and to museums in
Member States any scientific equipment which is of
no further use to the Laboratory and of no resale va-
lue. Before doing so he shall notily the Committee of
any gift of equipment made pursuant to the provi-
sions of the present Regulation.

CHAPTER 1V
AUDIT

Regulation 20
Auditors

a) The accounts shall be audited at the headquar-
ters and in the establishments of the Laboratory by
auditors appointed by the Council.

The auditors shall carry out verifications of finan-
cial records as well as of supplies and equipment.

b) The Council may at any time direct the auditors’

tc make an extraordinary audit of all or any accounts
including deposit, reserve and specml accounts.

Regulation 21
Audit Procedure

a) The auditors shall submit their report to the Com-
mittee not later than the 31st May following the end
of the financial year. The Committee shall forward to
the Council its comments, if any, on the audit report.
The auditors shall be present when the audit report is
considered by the Council.

b) The auditors shall examine the accounts of the
Laboratory including all deposit, reserve .and special
accounts in order . to certify :

1) that the annual accounts are in accord w1th the
books and records of the Laboratory ;

2) that the financial transactions recorded . in the ac-
counts were in accordance with the budgetary pro-
visions, .the regulations and other applicable directi-
ves ;

3) that the securmcs and moneys on dcposn; and in
hand have been verified by certificate received dlrect
from the depositories, .or by actual audit’;

4) that the assets and funds of the Laboxatory have
been used according to the principles of economy and
sound financial administration.

¢) Subject to the directions of the Council, thé au-
ditors shall be the sole judges as to the acceptance in
whole or in part, of the certifications by the Director-
General or other stalf of the Laboratory; they may pro-
ceed to such detailed examination and verification as
they choose of all financial records, 1ncludmg those re-

-lating to supplies and equipment..

d) The auditors shall verify by spot checks the 1e11a—
bility of the internal control and may -make such re-
ports with - respecét thereto as they deem necessary to
the Council, to the Committee or to the Director-Ge-
neral

~e) The auditors shall have free access at any time to
all books of account and records which they deem ne-
cessary to carry out the audit. Confidential documents
required for the purposes of the audit shall be made a-
vailable on application to the Director - General or
any other authorized staff member. :

f) The auditors, in addition to certifying the ac-
counts, shall make such observations as they deem ne-
cessary with respect to the methods of accounting and
internal auditing, and, in general, the financial conse-
quences of administrative practices.

g) Audit objections to any item in the accounts shall
be immediately communicated to the Director-Ge-
neral. In no case shall the auditors include criticism in
their report without first affording the Director-Ge-
neral an opportunity to explain the vavious points un-
der observation.

h) The auditors shall prepare a report on the ac-
count certified in which they should mention inter a-
lia :

1) the extent and character of their examination ;

2) any deficiencies and defects in the accounts or in
the accounting system revealed by the audit.

1) The auditors shall certify the correctness of the
financial statements in an appropriate way.

j) The auditors shall have no power to disallow fi-
nancial transactions, but shall bring to the notice of
the Director - General any transaction which in their
opinion may be of doubtful financial wisdom, legality
or proprletv

Regulation 22
_ Final Provisions
a) The present Regulations shall come into effect
on the date of their approval by the Couneil, in accor-
dance with paragraph (3) e) of Article VI of the Agree-
ment.

b) The Beﬂuldtluns may be amended by the Coun-
cil in the same conditions.
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ANNEX 1

REIMBURSEMENT OF EXPENSES
CONNECTED WITH
ATTENDANCE AT COMMITTEE MEETINGS

The expenses specified in Regulation 18 of the Fi-
nancial Regulations shall be reimbursed in accordance
with the following principles :

a) the cost of attendance at the Council and the
full Finance Commlttee shall fall on the Member Sta-
tes ; v

b) the cost of attendance at Committees other than
the Finance Committee and the Council shall be met by
the Laboratory, except that

i) when on any occasion a meeting coming under b) is
arranged immediately before or after a meeting co-
ming under a), the whole cost of attendance of a mem-
ber who in any case would have attended the latter
shall be born by his Government;

i1) the expenses shall in all cases be paid for only the
one person appointed by his Government as a member
of a Committee ;

iii) reimbursement shall be at the rates and under
the conditions laid down in the Statff Rules,
