Agreement on Amendment of the Convention of 5
May 1978 between the Republic .of Greece and the
Kingdom of Sweden on Social Security.

The Republic of Greece and the Kingdom of Sweden,
which on 5 May 1978 concluded a Convention on Social
Security, as well as an Administrative Arrangement for
the application -of the Convention, have agreed that
articles 1,2,6,8, 15-18, 20-23 and 29 of that Convention
shall be amended. Tt has also been agreed that article
24 of the Convention shall cease to apply and that the
remaining parts of the Convention as well as the Admi-
nistrative Arrangement shall be given an amended
wording in the Greek language.

The Convention and the Administrative Avrangement
will hereby have the wording which appears from the
Annex to this Agreement.

The provisions of Article 41 of the Convention are
applicable to rights arising out of this Agreement.

This Agreement is subject to ratification. The instru-
ments of ratification shall be exchanged in Athens.

The Agreement shall enter into force on the first day
ofthe second month after the exchange of the instruments
of ratification.

In wilness whereof the undersigned, duly authorised
by their respective Governments, have signed this
Agreement.

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Convention on Social Security between the Republic
of Greece and the Kingdom of Sweden.

The Republic of Greece and the Kingdom of Sweden,
desirous of regulating the relations between the two
states in the field of social security, have agreed to
conclude the following convention.

TITLE 1.
General provisioné
Article I
1. For the purpose of the present Convention.

(1) «Greece» means the Republic of Greece and
«Sweden» the Kingdom of Sweden :

(2) «legislation» means cwrent laws, ordinances
and administrative regulations as specified in Article 2;

(3) «competent authority» means in relation to

Greece the Minister for Social Security, or, as regards

unemployment insurance and family allowances the
Minister of Labour in relation to Sweden the Govern-
ment or the authority nominated by the Government ;

(&) «insurance institution» means the body or authori
ty responsible for the implementation of the legislation
or a portion thereofspecified in Article 2;

(5) «competent insurance institution» means the
insurance institution which is competent under the
applicable legislation; '

(6) «liaison body» means an institution [or liaison
and information between the insurance institutions
of the two Contracting Parties with a view to simpli-
fying the implementation of this Convention and for
the information of the persons affected concerning their
rights. and- obligations under the Convention;

(7) «member of the family» means a member of the
family according to the legislation of the Contracting
Party, in whose territory the institution is based,
at whose expense the benefits are granted;

(8) «periods of insurance» means contribution periods
periods of employment or other periods recognized as
periods of insurrance or comparable periods by the
legislation under which they were completed, including
calendar years for which pension points have been
credited under the Swedish social insurance scheme
for the purpose of a supplementary pension on ihe
basis of employment or other economic activity during
the year in question or a portion thereof;

(9) «cash benefitn «pension», «annuity» or wcom-
pensation» mean a cash benefit pension, annuity or
compensation under the applicable legislation, including
all the constituent parts thereof which are financed
out of public funds as well as all increases and addi-
tional payments.

2. Other terms used in this Convention shall have
the meaning which is given to them under the applicable
legislation. .

Article 2.
1. This Convention shall apply.

A. in relation to Greece, o

(u) the general legislation on Social Welfare for
employed- and equated persons with reference to old
age, death, disablement, sickness, maternity, work
injury and occupational diseases.

(b) legislation on the special schemes of Social
Welfare for certain categories of employed and equated
persons and for independently gainfully occupied or
selfemployed persons and farmers (growers) and, for

the purposes of the application of Article 5 of this
Convention, the special social security schemes covering
seafarers and Government employees.

(c) the legislation on unemployment insurance for

- employed persons.

(d) the legislation on family allowances for employed
persons and on demographic children’s allowances.

B. in relation 1o Sweden, to the legislation on

a) health insurance and parental insurance;
b) basic pension;

¢) supplementary pension;

(d) general children’s allowances;

(e) occupational accidents and diseases insurance;
(f) unemployment insurance and assistance.

2. Except where otherwise indicated by the provision
in paragraph (4), this Convention shall also apply
to legislation codifying. amending or supplementing
the legislation specified in paragraph (1) of this Article.

3. This Convention shall apply to legislation concerning:
a new system or a new branch of social security in
excess of that specified in paragraph (1) of this Article
only if so agreed between the Contracting Parties.

4. This Convention shall not apply to legislation.
extending the application of the legislation specified
in paragraph (1) of this Article to new groups of per-
sons, if the competent authority in the state concerned
notifies the competent authority in the other stale
within three months from the date of the official publi-
cation of the new legislation, that no such extension
of the Convention is intended.

5. The competent authorities of the Contracting

Parties may agree that the Convention as a whole

shall apply also to the special Greek social security
scheme covering seafarers.

Article 3.

In so far as it does not contain provisions to the
contrary, this Convention shall apply to nationals of
the Contracting Parties, to persons who are, or who
have been, covered by the legislation of either of the
Contracting Parties and to persons deriving their
rights from such persons.

Article 4.

Ixcept where otherwise provided in this Convention,
the following persons who are resident in the territory
of a Contracting Party shall be equated with citizens
of that Contracting Party in the implementation of
the  Contracting Party’s legislation ;

(a) citizens of the other Contracting Party;

(b) refugees and stateless persons, as referred lo
in the Convention of 28th July 1951 relating to the
Status of Refugees and the Protocol of 31st January
1967 to the said Convention, as well as the Convention
of 28th September 1954 relating to the Status of Sta-
teless Persons;

(c) other persons with regard to rights which they
derive from a citizen of a Contracting Party or from
a refugee or stateless person referred to in this Article.

" Article 5.

1. Except where otherwise provided in this Conven--
tion, pensions and other cash benefits, apart from unem--
ployment benefits, may not be' reduced, modified,
suspended or withdrawn on account of the recipient.
residing in the territory of the other Contracting
Party.
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2. Except where otherwise provided in this Con-
vention, benefits payable by one of the Contracting
Parties shall he paid to nationals of the other Con-
tracting Party, who are resident in a’third stale, on
the same terms and to the same extent as to nationals
of the first Contracting Pmiv resident, in this third
state.

Article 6.

(1) Years, for which pension pomts have been
eredited in accordance with the Swedish supplementary
pensions scheme, shall be taken into account when the
competent Greek insurance institution decides on the
right of continuation through voluntary insurance in
Greece.

(2) Legislation of one of the Contracting Parties
on veduction or withdrawal of the henefits provided
by the applicable legislation according to Article 2
when coinciding with another henefit or income from
gainful activity is applied even if the right to the
other benefit has been acquired-in accordance wilh
the legislation of the other Party or if the income has
been gained within the territory of the other Party.

(3) When deciding on withdrawal of a benefit
referred to in paragraph (2) of this Article, the compe-
Lent Greek insurance institution shall take into account
another benefit or income Irom gainful activily only
to the extent which (omespnnds to the proportion

TITLE 11

Provisions concerning applicable legislation

Article 7.

“Exeept where otherwise provided in Articles 8 and
9, the persdns covered by this Convention shall be
subject to

. Swedish legislation if they are resident in Sweden
or, as regards occupational accidents and diseases
insurance er persons in employment, il they are
cmployed in Sweden.

2. Greek legislation if they are employed in Greece.

Article 8.

1. 1 a person emploved in the territory of a Con-
tracling Party is posted by 1his em>loyer to the terri-
tory of the other Contracting Party to perform -work
en behall of the same employer, he shall continne to be
subject to the legislation of Lhe former Party until
the expiry of the twenty fourth calendar month after
his posting as thongh he were still employed in the
tervitory ol that Parl\' '

2. "I'ravelling pusonncl employed by railway or
road traffic undertakings or by air lines, and working
in the territories ol hoth the Contracting Parties,
shall come under the legislation of the Contracting
Parly in whose territory the undertaking has its head
office. If, however, the employee is resident in the
tervitory of the other Contracting Party, the legisla-
tion of that Contractirg Party shall apply.

The, l(_“f‘lshltlﬂn of thé Conlracling Party, whose
flag a \osvel 18 va0 “thall apply in relahon to the
crew of the vessel ind other persons who are employed
on bhoard on a pernmnent basis, unless otherwise pro-
vided in Article 2 A (h).

An erployee who is to be sabject to the legisla-
t‘ion of a Contracting Party under the provisions of
this Article shall, ds well as the members of his family
accompanying him, for such purposes he considered
resident in that Contracting Party.

A rticle 9.

1. lhe Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations
and the Vienna Convention on Consular Relations
shall apply to diplomatic representatives and career
consuls, to the administrative and technical personnel
of (hp]omal,m missions and consulates led hy career
consuls, and also.to members of the service stalf of
clip'lomahc missions and consalates and lo persons
exclusively employed in-a private capacily in the
households of diplomatic represenlalives, career con-
suls and members of consulates led by career consuls,
in so far as they are covered by these conventions.

2. The provisions of parvagraph (1) of Article 8 shall
apply to government cmployees other than those
referred to in paragraph (1) of this Article when they
are posted to the |errll,my of the other Contracting
Parly.

Article 10.

1. At the mulunal request of employer and employee
or at the request of a sell-employed person, the compe-
tent authorities of the two Contracting Parties may
agree on the exemption of certain persons or groups
of persons from the provisions of Articles 7-9. Even
without such a request, the competent - authorities
may agree on such an cwmphon after consulting
the pers ons concerned.

2. The provisions of paragraph (4) of Article 8, shall
apply, mutatis mutandis, to cases referred to in this
Article.

TITLE III
Special Provisions
Chapter I. Sickness, maternity and chlldblrth

Article 11

Il a person has completed periods of insurance ac-
cording to Lhe legislation of both Contracting Parties,
these penods shall be added together for the valllSltIOIl
of rights to a benefit, in so far as they do not coincide.

Article 12.

1. A person resident in the territory of one Contracting
and entitled under the legislation of that
Contracting Party to medical benefits in kind shall,
during a temporary stay in the territory of the other
Contracmnn’ Party, receive such benefits if on account
of his condition he is in immediate need thereof,

2. Benefits are provided according to the legislation
applying to insurance institutions in the beneficiary’s
place of temporary vesidence and to the provisions
set’ down in an Administrative Arrangement.

3. The competent authorities of the Contracting
Parties shall fix the fees payable by.the patient on the
basis of current official rates or average costa.

Article 13.

1. When residing in the territory of Greece, member.
of the families of persons insured in Sweden are entitled
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to medical benefits in kind from the insurance institu-
tion competent for their place of residence. Benefits are
granted on payment of an annual amount fixed by the
Gl 0(,]\ competent authority,

Benefits are provided according to the Grreek
lecrlqlamon and the conditions determined In the compe-
tent authority.’

Arhic]e 14.

1. A person receiving a pension under the legislation
of both Contracting Parties is entitled to medical
benefits in kind in accordance with the legislation of
the Contracting Party in whose territory he is resident.
The benefits are provided at the cost of the competent
anthority in the Contracting Party in \\hose territory
he is resident,.

2. A person who resules in Greece and who draws
a pension solely under Swedish legislation, as well as
members of his family who accompany him, are entitled
to medical beneflits in kind from the insurance instibu-
tion competent for their.place ol residence. Bene-
fits are” granted on payment of an annual amount
fixed by the Greek competent anthority.

3. Benefits are provided according to the Greek
legislation and the conditions determined by the com-
petent authoriby. :

Chapter 2. Old age, invalidity and survivors.
Implementation of the Swedish legislation

- Article 15.

Nationals of Greece as well as the persons designated
in Article 4 (b) and (¢), whether they reside in Sweden
or clsewhere, who do not fulfil the conditions of the
Swedish legislation which apply to them as regards
entitlement to basic pension, shall be entitled to a
basic pension in accordance with the rules applying
to Swedish nationals residing abroad.

Article 16.

Handicap allowances which are not supplements
to a basic pension care allowances for handicapped
children, general pension supplements and income-
tested pension supplements - are payable to persons
designated in Article 15, provided that they are residing
in Sweden, applying mutatis mutandis the rules of
calculation referred to in that Article.

Article 17.

Where a national of one of the ContractingParties
or a person designated in Article 4 (b) or (c) does not
have sufficient Swedish periods of insurance to satisfy
the requirements for entltlement to a basic pension in
accordance with the provisions applicable to Swedish
nationals residing outside Sweden, periods of insurance
completed under the legislation of Greece shall be taken
into account in so far as they do not coincide with
Swedish ‘periods of insurance. For this purpose 300
days of insurance completed under a Greek insurance
scheme will be equated with one year for which income
has been assessed for national income tax.

Article 18.

This Convention "does not affect the transitional
provisions in Swedish legislation concerning the calcu-
lation of basic pénsion for persons born in 1929 or
earlier.

2. The right of Swedish nationals residing outside
Sweden to a basic pension according to the provisions
of Swedish legislation is not affected by Article 5 of
this Convention.

Article 19

For the dishursement of supplementary pensions the
following rules apply:

1. A porson who s not o Swedish national can only
be credited with pension points by virtue ol gainful
employment while resident in Sweden ov by wvivtne
of employment on board Swedish vessels.

2. Where periods of insurdnce have been completed
both under the Swedish supplementary pension insu-
rance scheme and wunder a Greek pension insurance
scheme, these periods shall be combined to the extent
necessary for the acquisition of a right to a supplemen-
tary pension, in so far as they do not coincide. For this’
purpose, three hundred days of insurance completed
under a Greek pansion insurance scheme will be equated.
with one calendar year for which pension points have
heen credited.

3. When caleulating the amount of a qupp]mnnnharv
pension, only |nmm(l& of insurance as stipulated in
Swedish legislation will be taken into aceounl.

4. The transitional provisions of Swedish legislation
concerning the calculation of supplementary pensions
for persons born before 1924 are not alfected by this
Convention.

Implementation of Greek legislation

Article 20
Invalidity pensions

1. Where periods of insurance have heen completed
in accordance with the legislation of both Contracting
Parties, the periods shall be added together for the
acquisition of the right to benelits under Greek legisla-
tion, in so far as Lhev do not coincide.

2. 1f, according to the provisions of paragraph (1)
of this Article a right Lo benefit is acquired, the compe-
tent Greek insurance institution calculates the theore-
tical amount which would have been awarded if all the
periods of insurance completed in accordance with the
legislation of the Contracting Parties had been com-
pleted in Greece, the amount of the benefit being taken
as a theoretical amount in so far as it is not dependent
on the length of the insurance period.

3. On the basis of the amount calculated as provided
in paragraph (2) of this Article, the insurance institu-
tion then caleulates the partial benefit payable by it,
according to the ratio between the length.of the pemods
of insurance to be taken into account according to its
own legislation and ‘the total duration of the periods
of insurance to be taken into account according to the
legislation of both Contracting Parties.

4. If according to Greek legislation invalidity pension
rights exist even without any regard being had to
paragraph (1) of this Article, the competent Greek
insurance institution shall pay a pension with reference
solely to periods of insurance which are taken into
account under the legislation which the insurance
institution has to apply, in so far as there is no corre-
sponding entitlement to a benefit under the Swadish
supplementary pension insurance scheme.

5. A pension established as provided-in paragraph
(4) of this Article is recalculated when entitlement
arises to a corresponding benefit under Swedish legisla-

‘tion. This = recalculation takes effect from the day on

which the benefit under Swedish legislation becomes
payable. The fact of previous decisions having become
final does not constitite any impediment to the con-
version.

6. If according to Greek legislation entitlement exists
to a benefit even without any regard being had to
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paragraph (1) of this Article and this boncm 1s greater
than the sum total of the Greek benefit calculated as
provided in paragraph- (3) of this Article and the
Swedish supplementary pension, the Greek insurance
institution will pay as a partial benefit its own benelit,
calculated in the manner foresaid and increased by the
difference between this sum and the benefit which
would be payable if regard were had exclusively to
the legislation which the insurance institution has to
apply.
Article 21
Old age and survivors’ pensions

1. Periods of insurance completed under Swedish
legislation shall be added to periods of insurance com-
p]eted under Greek legislation to the éxtent necessary
for the acquisition of the right to old age and survivors’
pensions under Greek legislation.

2. Where periods of insurance completed wunder
Swedish legisfation are taken into account for the
acquisition ol the right according to the previous para-
graph, the benefit pa\dble under (neek 1emslat10n is
determined as follows :

(a) The insurance ‘institntion ilt'st calculates the .

amount of the pension which would have been awarded
to the person concerned if the periods of insurance
completed under Swedish legislation and taken into
account according to the .previous paragraph,
been completed undel its own legislation.

(b) On the basis of the amount calculated as provided
in- subparagraph (a) the institution then calculates
the partial benelit payable by it according to the ratio
between the length of the periods ol insurance completed
under its own ]emslatlon and the total duration of the
periods of insurance which have been taken into account.

3. Periods of employment in mining work in Sweden
shall be added to-periods of insurance completed under
Greek legislation when applying Greek provisions
concerning pensions of persons employed in under-
ground halls of miner and lignite mines as well as
cencerning heéavy work dnd work hazardous to health.

k A.rticle 22 .
Common provisions coneerning all kinds of pensions
: > :

1. If the total length of the periods of insurance,
which shall be taken into account in accordance with
the Greck legislation for the calculation of the benefit
does not attain twelve months, and provided that no
entitlement to pension in accordance with Greek

legislation exists without applying Article 20, no benefit

is paid ont according to this legislation.

2. The I'bl]owing rules shall be observed by the com pe-
tent Greek insurance institutions in their implementa-
tion of Articles 20 and 21.

(a) Only Greek perviods of insurance are taken into
agcount when s stablishing the branch of insurance
and the competent insurance institution.

() Perviods of insurance under the Swedish supple—

mentary pension insurance scheme and vyears of resi-
dence before 1960 for which the person in question
has had income assessed for national income tax are
to be regarded as periods of insurance cumplubud in
accordance with Swedish legislation.

(c) In applying paragraph (2) of Article 20, Swedlsh
periods of insurance ave to be taken into aceount even
it they are not regarded.as periods of snrance under
Greek legislation. A

(d) In caleulating the amount of

pension, only

taken into account.

Provisions common to both Contracting Parties.

Article 23 K
If a Contracting: Party has concluded a convention
on social security with a third state which contains
rules on totalisation of periods of insurance, that Party
shall, if necessary, take into account also periods of
insurance completed under the legislation of that third
state for the acquisition of pension rights.

Afticle 24
(Deleted) o
Chapter 3. Occupational accidents and diseases.

Article 25

1. The right to benefits due to an accident at work
shall be determined according to the legislation applying
to the beneficiary at the time of the accident, as pro-
vided in Articles 7-10.

2. Compensation for a further accxdent at work shall
be established by a competent institution according to
the reduction of work capacity which has been caused
by the further accident and in accordance with the le-
gislation which the said -institution has to apply.

3. If, in accordance with the legislation of one of
the Contracting Parties previous occupational acci-
dents or diseases are taken into account when deter-
mining the degree of disablement, the competent
insurance institution takes into account for the same
purpose previous occupational accidents. or diseases
due to work in the territory of the other Contracting
Party, in the same manner as if the leglslatlon of the
first Contracting Party had been applicable.

Article 26..

1. Benefits in connection with an occupational
disease are determined according to the legislation of
the Contracting Party whose legislation was applicable
when the beneficiary worked in the eccupation in-
volving the risk of the occupational disease, even if the
disease was first establish. ed. in- the telrltory of the
other Contracting Pdrbty.

-2. Should the beneficiary have worked in such
occupation in the territories of both Contracting Parties,
the legislation of the Party in whose territory the bene-
ficiary was most recently occupied shall be applied.

3. If an occupational disease has occasioned the award
of a benefit under the legislation of a Contracting
Party, compensation for an aggravation of the disease
occuring in the territory of the other Contracting Party
shall also be paid according to the legislation of the
former Party. This shall not apply, however, if the
aggravation is attributable to activity in work mvolvmg
a risk of the disease in the territory of the other Con-
tractlng Party.

Article 27
~ Chapter 4. Unemployment. »

1. Tt the legislation of both Contracting Parties,
has been applied to a person, then the periods of in-
surance or cmploymeént, ‘whick ave-to be taken into
consideration according to both Parties’ legislation,
shall be added together for the acquisition of the right
to receive unemplovment benefit, in so far -as they do
not coincide.

-2. The application of -pavagraph (1) presupposes
that the person concerned has been employed in the
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territory of the Contracting Party, under the legisla-
tion of which he is claiming the benefit, for at least
four weeks in total during the last twelve months before
submitting the claim. Paraoraph (1) applies, however,
even when his employment has terminated before the
expiration of four weeks, if it was terminated through
no fault of the employec and had been intended to
last for a longer period.

Article 28

The duration of the period of payment of benelits,
for which a claim exists under the legislation of one of
the Contracting Parties pursuant to Article 27, is
reduced to take account of the sime for which benefits
have been paid to the unemployed person by an in-
stitution in the territory of the other Contracting
Party during the last twelve months immediately
before the application was filed.

Article 29
Chapter 5.

1. A general children’s allowance is payable under
Swedish legislation with respect to a child residing in
Sweden who is a Greck nalional, under the same condi-
tions as for children of Sw Cd]Sh nationality.

2. Family allowances and demographic children’s
allowances under Greek legislation are payable with
respect to a child resident in Greece and being a Swedish
national in the same circumstances and on the same
conditions which apply for children who are Greek
nationals.

TFamily benefits.

Article 30 .

To the extent that entitlement to [amily benelits
under Greek legislation presupposes the completion
of certain periods of employment or insurance, such
periods completed in Sweden are also taken into ac-
count.

Miscellaneous Provisions

Article 31

The supreme administrative authorities may agree
on provisions for the implementation of this Convention.
Furthermore, they shall take steps to ensure that the
requisite liaison bodies are set up in their respective
territories to facilitate the implementation of this
Convention.

Article 32

1. For the purposes of applying this Convention,
the authorities and institutions of the Contracting
Partics shall lend their good offices as though applying
their own legislation. Such mutual administrative
assistance shall be provided [rec of charge.

2. The correspondence of authorities and institutions,
as well as communications from individual persons,
may be in Greek, Swedish, French or English,

3. The diplomatic.and consular representations may
request information direct from authorities and in-
stitutions in the territory of the other Contracting
Party in order to safeguard the mteresl,s of their own
nationals.

Article 33
The supreme administrative authorities of the two
Contracting Parties shall inform each other without

delay of any amendments to the legislation specified
in Article 2 of this Convention.

Article 34

The supreme administrative authorities of the twor

Contracting Parties shall keep each other informed of
the measures taken to apply thxs Convention within
their territories.

Article 35

Any exemption granted in the territory of one of
the Contracting Parties from stamp duty, notarial or
registration fees in respect ol certificates and documents
required to be submitted to authorities and institutions
in the same territory, shall alo apply to certificates and
documents which, for the purposes of this Convention,
have to be submitted to authorities and institutions
in the territory of the other Contracting Party. Docu-
ments and certificates required to be produced for the
purposes of this Convention shall be exempt from authen
tication by diplomatic or consular authorities.

Article 36

1. Applications, appeals and other documents which,
according to the legislation of a Contracting Parly,
have to bhe submitted to a competent fluthom\ or
institution within a specified period shall be admissible
if they are submitted within the same period to a
corresponding authority or institution of the other
Contracting Party.

2. An application for a benefit submitted in accor-
dance with the legislation of one Contracting Party
shall be considered as an application for the couespondmw,
benefit under the legislation of the other Contracting
Party. With respecL to_old age pensions, howevcr
this shall not apply if the apphcanl, states that the
application refers solely to pension benefits under the
legislation of-the former Contracting Party.

Article 37

1. Puymenté under this Convention may legitimately
be made in the currency of the Contracting Party
making the payment.

2. Should currency restrictions be introduced by
either of the Contracting Parties, the two Governments
shall immediately and conjointly take steps to safe-
guard transfers between their territories of necessary
amounts of money for the purposes of this Convention.

Article 38

1. If an tnsurance institution in the territory of one
of the Contracting Parties has made an advance pay-
ment, then an amount accruing for the same period
as the advance payment accordmg to the legislation
of the other Contracting Party may be withheld. If
an insurance institution of one of the Contracting
Parties has paid an excessive rate of benefit for a period
for which an insurance institution of the other Con-
tracting Party is to pay a corresponding amount of
compensal ion, then the excess pavmenL may smnlarly
be withheld.
