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PROCEEDINGS OF THE SECOND MEETING OF
THE MIXED COMMISSION ON SCIENTIFIC AND

COOPERATION BETWEEN
MALTA AND GREECE

The second meeting of the Mixed Commission on
Scientific and Technological Cooperation between Malta
and Greece was held in Malta from 18 to 20 June 1980.

The composition of the daelegations is given. in
Annex I.

I. Agreement of the Development of Iiconomic,

Industrial and Technical Cooperation.

Both delegations reviewed Greco-Maltese Coopera-
tion. 1t was ameed that in order to give tangible form
to the relations that exist between the two countues
an agreement on the Development of Economic.
Industrial and Technical Cooperation with the aim of
identifying and implementing specific projects of bene-
fit to both countries, should be concluded. After nego-
tiations the text of the agreement was initialled by the
Heads of the two delegatlons on 20 June 1980 (Annex 2).
The agreement will be signed at Ambassadorial level
as soon as possible in 1980.

II. Health
(a) Reciprocal Health Care Agreement.
The Maltese side expressed agreement with the Greek

.draft of the proposed Reciprocal Health Care Agreec-

ment. However, the Maltese side noted that two articles
dealing respectively with reciprocal recognition of
qualifications and with treatment of patients (which
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were included in the original Maltese draft) did not
appear in the Greek Draft. The text of these two articles
(Annex 3) was presented to the Greek side. The Maltese
side requested that the two articles be incorporated
in the Greek text. The Greek side undertook to bring
this proposal to the attention of their competent
authorities on their return to Greece.

(b) Technical Assistance.

The Maltese side presented to the Greek side a list
of requirements in terms of :

(i) expert services '

(i1) scholarships -

(iil) equipment. :

These requirements are listed in Annex 4.

The Greek side noted these requirements and under-
book to bring them to the attention of their competent
authorities on their return to Greece.
1L Energy

(a) Scientilic Workshop.

In conformity with paragraph B(a) of the proceedings
of the first meeting of the Mixed Commission, the
Greek side was informed of the nomination of Dr.
Louis Saliba as programme officer to liaise with Mrs.
M. Melissaropoulou so as to promole cooperation in
the area ol renewable energy through the organisation
of a scientific workshop. Dr. Saliba handed over to
the Greek delegation a letter addressed to Mrs. Melis-
saropoulou (Annex 5).

(b) Setting up of Renewable Sources of Energy
Centre.

The Maltesc side reiterated its proposal to house
in Malta the UNEP/UNDP Centre on the practical
application of renewable sources ol energy and for
which Grecce has promised its support. The Maltese
side, while asking for Greek support in all fora on this
question, provided the Greek side with a memorandum
on the progress achieved so far. (Annex 6).

IV. Technical Assistance.

- The Greek side informed that the Scientific Research

and Technology Agency (RSTA) was olffering Maltese
scientists 10 visits of one week each and a G-month
scholarship. The Maltese side expressed their apprecia-
tion of this offer and will submit nominations in due
course,

V. Telecommunications.

(a) Cooperation in Broadeasting.

The Maltese side expressed its wish to develop co-
operation betwzen the Broadcasting and T.V. stations
of both countries. The Maltese side explained that in
view of the proximity of both countries it would be
beneficial to promote cooperation on a more organised
form and to consider also the possible joint production
of T.V. serials. The Head of Xandir Malta submitted
a letter to the Greek side addressed to his Greek counter-
part explaining the form ol cooperation and assistance
envisaged. (Annex 7). B

VI. AGRICULTURE

1. The Maltese side expressed their appreciation for
the Greek assistance in the [ield of agriculture through
the excellent services heing rendered by the Greek
agricultural expert, Dr. Selianitis as well as through
the donation of olive trees and the provision of films
and scholarships.

2. The Maltese side repeated the requests for agri-
cultural experts and attachments in Greece in various
aspects ol food production, health and agricultural
extension services. A list of these requirements was
given to the Greek side (Annex 8).

3. The Maltese side also submitted a request for
the donation of fruit trees and seeds for the production
of roughase.

4. The Maltese side sought [linancial assistance to-
wards the establishment of a «Greek Grove» to be deve-
loped on a site already earmarked for the purpose.

5. In order to intensify cooperation on a more solid
basis the Multese side made the [ollowing proposals
the the Greek side.

a) Joint venture between local co-operatives and
Greek co-operatives/Greek private entrepreneurs in
tomato processing using local produce and also imported
surplus tomatoes from Greece. The Maltese side believes
that processing can be carried out in Malta with Greek
management and knowhow.

b) Joint venture between local milk producers co-
aperatives and Greck interested partners for the prod
duction of balanced feeds mainly for export to North
African countries.

¢) Joint venture between Greek and Maltese partners
for the setting up of a mill for the extraction ol oil from
cotton seed or sova.

d) Joint ventwre between the Malta Government and
interested parties in Greece with a view of establishing
market outlets from the Comino Pig Breeding station
for surplus hybrid parent stook expected to be available
within two/three years.

There is also the possibility of establishing a joint
venture for the processing and marketing of pork
products utilising locally fattened pigs.

6. The Greek side expressed interest in the various
Maltese proposals. They undertook to extend all possi-
ble assistance in those cases involving Government to
Government cooperation and also to establish the ne-
cessary contact with the private sector as appropriate.

VII. TRADE

1. The two sides reviewed trade exchanges hetween
the two countries and agreed to intensily their efforts
to increase and diversify the volume of trade between
the two countries with a view to lessening the existing
trade imbalance.

2. The Greek side was given [ull information on the
bulk buying system operating in Malta for the purchase
of essential commodities. The following export items
were identified : cement, timber products, fruit, table
potatoes, tomato paste and canned meat products.
The two sides undertook to inform each other of their
requirements whenever they arise. The Greek side
agrced to provide the Department of Trade with
relevant details.

3. Both sides exchanged information on their light
industry produects. ‘

VIII. TOURISM v

1. The Maltese side requested the provision of an
English speaking Greek expert Chel to train Maltese
students in the Hotel and Catering Industry in the
art of Greek cuisine. The Greek side promised to in-
vestigate the possibility of sending such an expert
from one of their catering schools.

2. The Maltese side raised the problem regarding
the accumulation of seaweed on beaches and requested
the Greek side to provide technical advice to overcome
this problem.

IX. PUBLIC WORKS
1. The Maltese side asked the Greek side about the

possibility of obtaining cement. penetration bitumen
and bitumen emulsion from Greece.

2. The Maltese side asked for the possibility of
securing experts from Greece in the following fislds:
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a) Sewage Purilication for Irrigation Project.

) Water Resources.

) Water Treatment Plants.

} Maintenance and Improvement of SewaO'e System.

3. The Greek side undertook to mvestlgabe possibi-

k. Both sides undertook to notify each other on
int“mdhional venders concerning Public 'Works.

X. COOPERATION IN OFIIER FIELDS

1. Experts

The Maltese side submitted 1cquesLs for the following
experts :

-an expert to assist TeleMalta in drawing up a
tcchmcal plan and assist in the initial operatlon of a
Coastal Station Maritime Radio.

- a person with a loreign-going Masters’ certificate
preferably with pilotage experience to assume the
functions of Harbour Master.

2. Scholarships and other Assistance.

Malta Drydocks, Malta Shipbuilding Co., Air Malta
- and the Ministry of Finance submitted lists of their
requirements in terms of schclarships and equipment
for the consideration of the Greek authorities (Annex 9).

ANNEX 2.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF
THE REPUBLIC OF MALTA AND THE GOVERN-
MENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC ON THE
DEVELOPMENT OF ECONOMIC, INDUSTRIAL
AND TECHNICAL COOPHx\lION

The Government ol the Republic of Malta Lmd the
Government ol the Hellenic Republic.

- Desirous of developing economiec, industrial and
technical cooperation between the two countries to
their mutual advantage,

- Considering the wish of the two Governments for
the exploitation of their economic, industrial and
technical resources for the development of both coun-
tries, within the framework of a wide and lasting
cooperation,

—Recoo'msmg that the preconditions for economic,
technical and industrial cooperation arc given.

- Acting in conformity with their respective mtcma-
tional obligations,

- Have anrne(l as {ollows :

Article 1

The two Contracting Parties, in conformity with
their internal laws and regulations, as well as their
international obligations, shall encourage the develop-
ment of economic, industrial and technical cooperation
between interested enterprises and economic organisa-
tions of their respective countries in the fields of in-
dustry, agriculture,- trade and technology, in such a
way that the transactions between the two countries
reach the highest possible level and bhe promoted in a
way assuring the balance of mutual benefits and the
harmonious development of their economic relations.

To this end, they shall grant each other a treatment
as favourable as possible and shall make all necessary
elforts to facilitate the development of such cooperation.

Article 2
The Joint Commission relerred tosin Article 8 shall
determine the areas where the expansion' of coopera-
tion is deemed to be mutually desirable, and they shall
encourage and support the nnhatwes for coopera‘mon
in these areas.
Art;ic]é 3
Cooperation under this Agreement shall be realised
on the basis of contracts concluded between enterprises
or organisations of the Contracting Parties in conformity
with their laws and regulations. The appropriate Author-
ities of the two countries have to be notified in advance
about specific contracts under this Agreement.

Article 4
The two Contracting Parties shall take all efforts to
promote the joint initiatives of the companies- of both
countries on third markets.

“ Article 5 :
Payments for deliveries of goods and services between
the two countries shall’ be effected in convertible cur-
rencies of mutual acceptance.
Article 6 :
The two Contracting Parties, taking into considera-
tion the importance of financing for the development
of economic, industrial and technical cooperation,

“shall make all efforts that credits on most favourable

terms for each particular case should be provided within
the framework of their internal legislation and regula-
tions, and in conformity w1th their international obli-
g“lthllS

Article 7
Amendments to this Agreement shall be ameed upon
in writing between the t\\{o Contracting Parties.

J\IUC]O 8
The two Contracting Parties in order to implement
this Agreement set up. a Joint Commission composed of
representatives ol the two Parties. The Commission
shall-hold sessions, atb least once a year at the request
ol either ol the Coatracting Parties, alternatel y in one
of the two countries,
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The Joint Commission shall be composed of members
appointed by the Government of the Republic of Malta
and the Government of the Hellenic Republic. The
Commission may avail itself of the advise of experts.
Its meetings shall be chaired by the member so designat-
ed by the host Government. The Commission shall
establish its procedures for its functioning.

The Joint Commission may establish working groups,
especially for the examination of specific areas of
cooperation and in particular to identify specific pro-
jects, ensuring their implementation and for putting
forward suggestions aimed at solving existing problems.

Article 9

The present Agreement in subject to approval in
accordance with the legal provisions in force in each
country concerned and it shall come into effect on the
day of exchanging the notes confirming the fact of
such approval. The present Agreement shall be vahd
five (5) years. There after it shall remain valid until
six months from the date when one of the two Contract-

ing Parties notifies in writing the other party of its’

“intention to terminate the Agreement.

The termination of this Agreement shall not affect
the execution of contracts and undertakings concluded
during the period of its validity between enterprises
and economic organisations in the two countries.

ANNEX 3

Dear Mrs. Melissaropoulou,

You are aware that during the first Meeting of the
Greco-Maltese , Mixed Commission on Scientific and
Technical Cooperation held in Athens between 24 and
27 July 1979, -the subject of solar, wind and other
alternative sources of energy was given special at-
tention, and it was agreed that the responsible Maltese
Program Officer should contact you so as to promote
cooperation in this area by organizing a workshop
between scientists from the two countries (Greece and
Malta) before the end of the year.

Unfortunately owing to other high-priority matters,
which included the comprehensive re-organization of
our national research structure, we were unable to
take up the matter last year. I have now been assigned
responsibility for the matter in my capacity of Chairman
of the Research Committee, which is a national body
responsible for advising Government and coordinating
research. During the current meeting of the Mixed
Commission, held here in Malta this week, it has been
agreed that I should contact you, with a view to organi-
zing the workshop by the end of this year.

Considering the end-point we are aiming at, it appears
so me that the workshop should be the first of a regular
series, and that this year, we should aim at bringing
together a number of scientists from our two countries
who are engaged in the organization and actual perfor-
mance of research in the field of alternative sources of
energy, to establish mutnal contacts at both individual
and institutional level, and explore possible avenues
of future cooperation. The scope would therefore
primarily be to identify what is bheing done and what
can be done in each of our countries, in order to estabish
both joint and complementary programmes.

It would be better if this first workshop could be held
in Greece, rather than Malta, primarily because it will
give us an opportunity of meeting a fairly wide range
of people, and to visit institutions which have long-
established research programmes in this field. The
Workshop content could therefore include both technical
discussions and visits to appropriate research institu-
tions in Greece. It is envisaged that we would send over
a small delegation -say about 4 people- to enable the
discussions to be of a compact nature. 1 would propose
a period of about 1 week, towards the end of this year,
say November, to give us both time for organization,

I would be grateful for your initial reactions on Lhis,
so that we can start on the formulation of the actual
programme, and the administrative and financial
details. I am quite sure that we can succeed in having
a very good workshop this year which will serve as the
basis for a series of scientilic and technological meetings
hetween scientists in our Lwo countries in Lhe field of
renewable energy,
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I ook forward to hearing from you, and to making
your personal acquaintance later this year.

ANNEX 6

MEMORANDUM

1. The Priority Actions Programme within the
UNEP-sponsored” Action Plan for the Mediterranean
envisages the formulation of a Regional Co-operative
Project on the Practical Applications of Renewable
Sources of Energy. This project was agreed upon by
Mediterranean States in Monaco in January 1978.
A meeting of experts held in Malta in October 1978
approved the details of this project, which included
the establishment of a Regional Centre in Malta, and
the experts’ recommendations were endorsed by the
Intergovernmental Review Meeting of Mediterranean
States held in Geneva in February 1979..

2. UNEP and UNDP, who were entrusted with the
finalisation of the details of the project prior to imple-
“mentation, have engaged a team of consultants to pre-
pare a project document for presentation to Mediter-
ranean States. This team of consultants is meeting in
Geneva at regular intervals.

3. The Government of Greece has always formally
supported the project, including the establishment of
a Centre in Malta as approved by Mediterranean States.
It appears, however that in successive meetings, the
recommendations of the expert meeting held in Malta
in October 1978 were not being strictly adhered to.
It is our understanding that the consultant from Greece
-has shown no enthusiasm for the project.

4. The Government of Malta is grateful for the
consistent support given by the Government of Greece
in the various stages of development of this Project
and in particular for the establishment of a Regional
Centre in Malta and trusts that such support will also
be forthcoming from Greek Consultants . currently
engaged in finalising the draft Project document for
the Regional Co-operative Project, to ensure that it
will reflect the elements already agreed on by Medi-
terranean States.

Dear Sir, :

As you know the United Nations has called for a
New World Information Order and special efforts are
being made by its agencies in this direction.

Malta has long realised the need for conserted action
in this direction, particularly among neighbouring
countries and especially between Mediterranean coun-
tries. We feel that the flow of information between
our two countries is completely inadequate dnd the
only news we ever receive about Greece is that propa-
gated by the leading International agencies who provide
irregular coverages about our countries and when they
do it is not always in the most desirable lorm,

For this recason Broadcasting Malta desires to form
direct links with your Organisation which would en-
hance not only the flow of information between us but
which would. also promote our cultures and our common
Mediterranean heritage, in each others country. In this
regard we would welcome the opportunity of having
direct consultations between out two Organisations
with a view of promoting the exchange of music and
other programmes and of considéring the possibility
of joint programme productions. |

We would suggest also the possibility of sending
about six of our TV producers on attachment with your

" Organisation [or a period of say, three/four months

to obtain further training in TV drama and documen-
tary production. We would welcome the opportunity
also of having one of your trained radio and TV journa-
lists in Malta for a period of about six weeks to assist
with the training of our local newsroom personnel in
this field. I am sure yon will agree that these moves
would go a long way to enhance our relationship and
will enable us to get to know each other much better.

I wish to take this opportunity of reminding you
that Malta opened Radio Mediterran in November
1978 with a view of broadcasting programmes from
and on Mediterranean countries to the mutual benefit
of all concerned. For the time being Radio Mediterran
is broadcasting on 193M in the medium-wave at a power
of 600kW and on 5960 kHz in the short-wave at a
power of 250k W daily betweeri 1800 and 1900 GMT
in French, English and Arabic. Radio Mediterran has
already carried several inserts on Greece-but we would
welcome more material from you for broadcasting on
this service. ' _ .

It is our wish that eventually this service is expanded
to broadcast programmeson a round-the-clock basis.
For this purpose we would require, however, the active
participation of other Mediterranean countries.

I am sure you will agree that cooperation between
any two countries, in any field, will come naturally
once the twp peoples get to know each other and that
the broadeasting media’ offers the best opportunity
of achieving this aim.

‘Ttem 1.

- Both delegations stated with pleasure that no infrin-
gements of the Agreement of 1977 had to be reported.

Both delegations stated that the conclusions of the
sixth meeting of the Joint Committee were mutually
fulfilled. The exchange of permits for 1985 was duly
arranged. The Czechoslovak delegation informed the
Greek delegation that 200 Czechoslovak permits issued
within the experimental quota for 1985 were transmit-
ted to the Greek side in advance. The Greek delegation
gave their consent to continue the experimental exchan-
ge of permits in 1985 and promised to issue 100 Greek
permits valid for the transport of goods from third
countrics to Greece for the use of the Czechoslovak
road hauliers. No proposals for the exchange or the
ammendment of the Agreement and the Protocol to
the Agreement were presented.

Ttem 2.

The Czechoslovak delegation informed the Greek
delegation that the Czechoslovak road hauliers carried
out in 1984 918 single journeys in bilateral traffic.
They transported.

14 781 tons including

6 612 tons in export,

4 587 tons in import and

3 582 tons in third country traffic.

No Czechoslovak transit journeys through Greece
were registered.

The Czechoslovak delegation pointed out that the
above mentioned figures represented an inecrease of
26,69, in journeys and 28,5 9 in tons in comparison
with 1983. Those positive results were achieved due to
the use of the Greek permits for third country traffie,
thus enabling the loading of the Czechoslovak lorries
in both directions.

The Greek delegation stated that the Greek road
hauliers used 9 9392 Czechoslovak permits in 1984.
Thus an increase of 4,29, in comparison with 1983
was achieved.

The Greek delegation gave a detailed information
about the use of Czechoslovak permits by the Greek
road hauliers within the first four months of 1985
declaring that a considerable decrease of 48,2 %, against
1984 was registered. They expressed-their opinion that
this development was the result of the high fees of the
road transport in Czechoslovakia.

Both delegations declared that the statistical data
given by the other delegation corresponded to their

“own statistical evidence.

I[tem 3.

During the opening discussion about the quota of
tax free permits the Greek delegation pointed out that
the low costs of the road transport were decisive for
the export of the Greek agricultural products to western
Juropean countries.

They informed the Czechoslovak delegation that
owing to the present administrative fee levied on the
issue of a Czechoslovak permit over quota a considerable
decrease of the Greek road transit through Czechoslo-
vakia had to be expected. They were of the opinion

that the reduction of the Greek agricultural products
would have serious consequences to the Greek .export

Following the above mentioned conclusions the Greek
delegation asked the Czechoslovak delegation to take

‘the necessary measures that the issue of the Czechoslo- -

vak permits be free of any fee.

The Czechoslovak delegation explained that the in-
come from the administrative fees in the international
road transport was considered as a partial compensa-
tion for the damages caused by the international road
hauliers to Czechoslovak roads and by the pollution
caused by them. They declared that the taxation
system in generally valid and forms an integral part of
the Czechoslovak road transport policy.

The Czechoslovak delegation proposed to deelopy
the international road transport of the two statves b
accepting measures of mutual benefit. They proposed
to increase the ‘quota of permits for the third country
traffic by 100 permits on the basis of reciprocity or
against the additional issue of 200 Czechoslovak normal
tax free permits.

The Greek delegation could not accept the above
-Czechoslovak proposal given that its application could
deprive Greek hauliers of considerable loading opportu-
nities in Greece. They informed that the mutual ex-
change of permits for the third country traffic was an
exception not used towards other countries.

The Greek delegation asked the Czechoslovak dele-
gation to discuss the Greek proposal about the aboli
tion of the Czechoslovak administrative fees with the
Czechoslovak competent organs considering the deve-
loping cooperation between the two states in other
economic fields.

The Czechoslovak delegation promised to consult
the proposal of the Greek delegation with the Czecho-
slovak competent organs and inform the Greek dele-
gation by correspondencec.

Finally both delegations agreed : .

1) tofix the quota of 2000 tax-free permits (including
300 permits for third country traffic) for 1985 and
preliminary for 1986;

2) to continue in 1985 the experimental exchange of
200 Czechoslovak tax-gfree permits for 100 Greek
permits valid for the transport from third countries
to Greece;

3) to cover fully the needs of ‘the Greek road hauliers
by the issue of the Czechoslovak taxable permits.

Item 4.

The Czechoslovak delegamon ‘informed the Greek
.delegation of the prepared accession of the Czechoslovak
-Socialist Republic to the ADR Convention, Geneva
1957.

The Czechoslovak deleoatlon asked the Greek dele-
gation to consult the poss1b1hty of reducing the time
necessary {or grating Greek visas for the Czechoslovak
road hauliers considering the present three months
period as a serious obstacle for pergforming the Czecho-
slovak road transport to Greece. The Czechoslovak
delegation proposed to consider the introduction of
permanent visas for an agreed period. The Greek dele-
gation promised to refer this matter to the competent
authorities of Greece.

The Czechoslovak delegation mformed the Greek
delegation about the difficulties arising from the use
of the customs document Carnet de passage which is
required by the Greek customs officers in addition to
Carnet . TIR valid in both countries and asked the Greek
delegation for support in the respective matter.

The two delegations agreed on the basis of the princi-
ple of reciprocity, that the customs authorities of the
two countries would not require a Carnet de passage,
if a Carnet TIR be presented. The control of the exit
of the lorries, for which a Carnet de passage would be
otherwise required, should be carried out according
to the internal regulations of each country.

The Czechoslovak delegation recommended to the
Greek road hauliers to take note of the information
concerning the capacity of the followmg Czechoslovak
border points :

1) A bypass with bad driving condltlons around
Bratislava the capital of the Slovak Socialist Republic
—at the Czechoslovak-Hungarian ’road border point
Rusovece- Rajka had to be introduced. .

2)-The capacity of the Czechoslovak — Polish road
border point Cesky Tésin — Czieszyn is limited owing
to its reconstruction. _ '

3) Tt the road border point Jurukov - Neugersdorf
on the Czechoslovak GDR frontier no exchange service
and phytosanitary controls are .available.-

The use of other road border points was therefore
recommended.

Both delegations appreciated the friendly atmosphere
and the spirit of mutual understanding that prevailed
during the negotiations.

The Greek delegation 1nv1ted the Czechoslovak dele-
gation to the eight. meeting of. the Joint Committee
in 1986 to Greece. The Czechoslovak delegation thanked
for this invitation.
