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INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENT ON JUTE
AND JUTE PPODUCP , 1982

PREAMBLE

The Parties to this Agreement,

RQCdllln? the Declaration and the Programme of. Action on the Establishment
‘of a New International Economic Order, :

Recallin? resolutions 93. (IV) and 124 (V) on the Integrated Programme for .
Commodities. adopLed by .the United Natlons Conference on Trade and Development: at
‘its fourth and fifth sessions,

Recalling further the Substantial New Programme_of Action for the 1980s for
the Least Developed Countries, and in particular paragraph 82 thereof, '

~ Recognizing the importarnce of jute and jute products to the economies of
many developing exporting countries,

- Considering that close international co-operation in finding solutions to

the problems facing this. commodity will further the economic development of the
exporting countries and strengthen economic co-operation between exporting and -
importing countries, ' ' '

Have agreed as follows:

-CHAPTER I - OBJECTIVES

Article 1
Objectives

1. For the benefit of both exporting and importing members, and with a view to
‘achieving the rélevant objectives adopted by the United Nations Conference on
Trade and Development in its resolutions 93 (IV) and 124 (V) on the Integrated
Programme for Commoditie$ and Ltaking daccount of its resolution 98 (IV), the

objectives, of the International Agreement on Jute and Jute Products, 1982
(hereinafter referre d to as "thiu Agreement")}. shall be:
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(a) To improve structural conditions_in the jute market;
(b) To enhance the'compeﬁitiVeness of jute and jute products;

(c) 7Fo maintain and enlarge existing markets as well as to deVelop new
markets for jute and jute products;’- :

(d) To develeop production of jute and jute products with a view to
iwproving, inter alia, their quality for the benefit of importing and exvortine
members; S T : :

(e)_ To develop_production,'exports-and imports of Jute and jute products
as regards'quantity'§0“as to_meet.the requirements of world'demand-and»supply.
2. The objectives referred-to in paragraph 1 of this article should be met in’

‘particular by means of:

(a) Projects of research and development, market promotion and cost
reduction;

(b) Collation and dissemination of information relating to jute-and jute
_ products; ' :

{e) Consideration of important issues éoncerning‘jute'anq'jupeiprodq¢F$;'"
such as the questions of stabilization of prices and supplieés and gf:gompey;tlon
with synthetics and substitutes. ‘

CHAPTER JI - DEFINITIONS

Article 2

Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement:

(1) "Jute" means raw'jute, kenaf and other allied fibres, inélqding
Urena lobata, Abutilon avicennae and Cephaloncma polyandrum;

(2) "Jute products"'mgan; pﬁpducts‘mgdé wholly or ‘almost wholly of jute, or
products vhose largest component by weight is jute; ' ' '

(3) "Member" means a Govebﬁhenfvdﬁhéﬁ‘intéféd?é?nmenfal"organiéétion'as
provided for in article 5 which has consented to be bound by this Agreement
provisionally or definitively; . '

(4) "Exporting member" means a member whose exports of jute and jute
. products exceed its impor;s of jute-and jute products and which has declared
itself to be an exporting member; :

- (5) "Iwporting member" means a hember whose imports of jute and jute o
‘products exceed its exports of Jjute and jute products and which has declared: *
itself to be an importing member; '

‘(6) "Organization" means the Internatiohal,Jutg Organization established
in accordance with article 33 )

(7) "Council' means fhe'International Jute Council established in
accordance with article 6; ‘ '

- (8) "Special vote" means a vote requiring at least two thirds of the votes
cast by exporting members present and voting and at least two thirds of the votes
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cast by importing members present and voting, counted separately, on condition
that these votes are cast by a majority of exportlng members and by at least four
importing members present and voting;’

* (9) vSimple distributed majority vote" means a vote requiring more than
half of the total votes of exporting members present and voting and more than
half of the total votes of the importing members present and voting counted
separately. The votes required for exporting members must be cast by a majority
of exporting members present and voting;

(10) "Financial year" means the period from 1 July to 30 June inclusive;

(11) "Jute year" means the perlod from 1 July to 30 June inclusive,

(12) “Exports of jute" or "exports of jute products" means any jute or jute
products which leave the customs territory of any member; and "“imports of jute"
or "imports of jute products" means any jute or jute products which enter the
customs territory of any member, provided that, for the purposes of these
definitions, customs territory. shall, ‘in the case of a member which comprises
more than one customs territory, be deemed to refer to the combined customs
territories of that member; and

(13) "Freely usable currencies" means the deutsche mark, the French franc,
the Japanese yen, the pound sterling, the United States dollar and any other
currency vwhich has been designated from time to time by a competent international
monetary organization as being in fact widely used to make payments for
international transactions and widely traded in the principal exchange markets.

CHAPTER III - ORGANIZATION AND ADMINISTRATION

Article 5

.Esfablisbmcnt headquarters and striacture of the
Internat:onal Jute Organization

1. The Internatlonal Jute Organization is hereby established to admlnlster the
provisions and supervise the operation of this Agreement.

2. The Organization shall function through the International Jute Council and P
the Committee on Projects as permanent bodies., and the Executive Director and the
staff. The Council may, by special vote, establish for specific purposes
conmittees and working groups with specified terms of refecrence.

3. The headquarters of the Organization shall be in Dacca, Bangladesh.

4. ihe headquartcra of the. Organlzation shall at all times be located in the
territory of a member.,

Article'4

Membership in the Organization
1. There shall be'twovcategeries of.membership in the Organization; namely;
| (a) Exporting; and
{(b) Importing.

2. A member may change its category of membershlp cn such conditions. as the
Council shall establish.
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Article 5

Member°h1p by 1ntergovernm°ntal organizations

1. Any reference in this Agreement to "Governmentu" shall be conutrued as
including the European Economic Communlty and any other 1ntergovernmental
organization having responsibilities in respect of the negotiation, conclusion
and application of international agreements, in particular -commodity agreements.
Accordingly, any reference in this Agreement to signature, ratification,
acceptance or approval, or to notification of provisional appllratlon or to
accession shall, in the case of such intergovernmental organizations, be

Aotirued as including a reference to signature, ratification, acceptance or
gsinevad, or te notification of provisional application, or to accession, by such
Lmtcrgovernmental organizations.

2. In theé case of voting on matters within their competence, such
intergovernmental organizations sha]l vote with a numbér of votes equal to the
total number of votes attributable to their member States in accordance with
article 10. In such cases, the member States of such intergovernmental
organizations 'shall not be entitled to exercise their individual voting rights.

CHAPTER IV - INTERNATIONAL JUTE COUNCIL

Article 6

Cowposition of the International Jute -Council:

1. - The highest authority of the Organization shall be the international Jute
Council, which shall consist of all the members of the Organization.

2. Each member shall be represented in the Council by one delegate, and may
designate alternates and advisers to attend sessions of the Council.

3. An alternate'delegate shall be empowered. to att and vote on behalf cof the
delegate during the latter's absence or in special circumstances.

Articie T

* Powers and functions of the Council

1.  'The Council shall exercise all such -powers and perform or arrange for the
performance of all such functlons as are necessary to carry out the provisions
of this Agreement . .

2.  The Council shall, by special vote; adopt such rules and regulations as are.
necessary to carry out the provisions of this Agrecement and are consistent
therewith, including its own rules of procedure and the financial and staff
regulations of the Organization. Such financial rules and regulations shall
govern, inter alia, the receipt and expenditure of funds under the Administrative
and Special Accounts. The Council may, in its rules of procedure, provide for a
procedure whereby it may, without meeting, decide specific cuestions.

5;;' The Council shall keep such records as are requ1red for the performance of
its funntlons under this Agreement. '

Article 8

Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Council

1. - The Council shall elect for each jute year a Chairman and & Vlce Chairman,
vho shall not be paid by the Organization.
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2, The Chairman and the Vice-Chairman shall be elected, one from among the
_representatives of exporting members and the other from among the- repnesentatlves
of importing members. These offices shall alternate each yeap. betwéen. ‘the two

categories of wembers, provided, however, that this shall not prohibit the
re—election of either or both under exceptional circumstances, by special vote
of the Council. ‘ '

3. In the Qemporary absence cof the Chairman, the Vice~Chairman shall act in-
his place. 1In the temporary absence of both the Chairman and the Vice-Chairman
or the permanent absence of one or both of them, the Council may elect new
officers from among the representatives of the exporting members and/or friem
among the representatives of the 1mportjnc members, as the case may be, on a
"temporary or permanent basis. : '

Article 9

Sessions of the Counéil

”1; As a general rule, the Counc1l shall -hold one regular session in each half
of the jute year.

' 2. - The Council shall meet- in special session whenever it so decides or at the
request of:

'(a)f The Executive Director, in agreement with the Chairman of the Council;

or
(b) A majority of exborting merbers or a majority of importing members; .or
(¢) Members holding at least 500 votes.

3. Sessions of the Council shall be held at the headquarters of the
‘Organization unless the Council, by special vote, decides otherwise. If on the
invitation of any member the Council meets elsewhere than at the headquarters of
the Organization, that member shall pay the additional cost of holding the
wmeeting away from headquarters.

4. Notice of any session and the agenda for the session shall be communicated
to members by the Executive Director at least 30 days in advance, except in
cases of ‘emergency ‘when notice shall be communicated at least seven days in
advance.

Article 10

Distribution of votes

1. The exporting members shall together hold 1,000 voLes and the importlnv
members shall together hold l 000 votes.

2. The votes of the exporiting members shall be distributed as follows:

150 votes shall be divided equally among all exporting mcvbcrs to the nearest
whole vole for each member; the Pcn41n1n* votes shall be distributed in-
proportion to the averagc volume of their nst exports of jute and jute products
during the preceding three jute years, provided that the maximum number of votes
of any exporting member shall not exceed 450. The surplus votes in excéss of the
maximum shall be distributed to all exporting members having lesQ than 250 votes
individually, in proportion to.their trade shares. ‘

3. The votes of imporﬁihg members shall be distributed as follcws:3.each
importing member shall have up to five initial votes provided that the total of
initial votes shall not exceed 125. The remaining voles shall be distributed in
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proportion to the annual average of the volume of their respective net imports o
" Jute and jute products during the Lhree year pcrlod commen01ng four C?Jenoar yearo
prlor to the dlstrlbutlon of VOtCo.
4. The Council shall“distribute-the votes for each financial year at the _
beginning of the first.session of that year in accordance with the provisions of
- this article. Such distribution shall remain in effect for the rest of that year'
" except as prov1ded for in- paragrdph 5 of thls artiele.

9. ‘Whgnever the membership of the Organization changes or when any member has-
its voting rights suspended or restored under any provision of this Agreement,
the Council shall redistribute the votes within the affected category or

- categories of members . in-accordance with the provisions of this article. The .
Council shall decide the date on whlch the redistribution of votes shall become
effective,

6. There shall be no fracticnal votes.

T. In rounding to the nearest whole vote; any fraction less than O. 5 shall be
roundéed downward and any LPaCtlon greater than or equal to 0.5 shall be rounded
upward.

Article 11

Voting procedure of the Council

1. Each member shall be entitled to cast the number of votes it holds and no
" member shall be entitled to divide its votes. A member may, however, cast
Aifferently from such votes any votes which it is authorized to cast under .
~paiagraph 2 of this article.

2. By'written notification to the Chairman of the Council, gny;expdfting
member may authorize any other exporting member, and any importing-riember may

authorize any other irkporting member, to represent its interests. and to cast its
“votes-at any mecting or session of the Council. ‘ ST

3. A member nuthorJved by another member to cast the votes held by the -
authorizing membe :r under article 10 shall cast such votes in aocordance wvith the

instructions of the authorizing member.

4. When abstaining, a member shall be deemed not to have cast its votes.

Ar@icle 12

! Decisions and recommendations of -the Council

1. The Council shall endeavour to take all &ecisipns, and make all-
recommendations, by consensus. If a consensus is not arrived at, all decisions
of the Council shall be taken, and all recommendations shall be made, by a

simple distributed majority vote, unless this Agreement provides for a special
vote.

2. Where a member avails itself of the prov151ons of artlcle 11, . paragr ph 2
and its votes are cast at a meeting.of the Council, such member shall, for the
purposes of paragraph 1 of this article, be con31d9red as present and'voting.

3. Al1 dec1olons and recommendations of the Council shall be- consistent w1th
the prov131ons of this Agreement.
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‘Article 13

Quorum for the Council .

1. The guorum for any meeting cf the Council shall be the nresence of a
magorlty of exporting members and a majority of 1mporting members, provided that
‘such members hold at least two thirds of the total votes in their respective
categories.

2. If there is no quorum in agcordance with pavagrapb 1l of this article on the
-day. fixed for the meeting and on the following day, the quorum on the third day
and thereafter shall be the presence of a majority of exporting members and a
majority of importing members, provided that such members hold a majority of the
total votes in their respective categories.

3.' Representation in accordance with article 11, paragraph 2, shall be

considered as presence. Article 14

Co-opcratjon wth other organjzatlonq

1. The|Organization shall, .o the maximum extent possible, rely upon and fully
utilize the facilities, services and expertise of organizations, such as the

Food and Agriculture Organluat;on of thée United Nations (FAO), the International
Trade Centre UNCTAD/GATT (ITC), the United Nations Industrial Development
Organization (UNIDO) and the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD}. 'In the event that their facilities, services and expertise are
considered by the Council to be deficient or inadequate for the effective
functioning of' the Organization, the Council shall decide, where circumstances
so warrant, to take the necessary action to have the work carried out
?ffectivély,.if necessary by the Organization on its own,

2. The Council shall make whatever arrangements are appropriate for
consultation or co-operation with the United Nations and its organs, in
particular UNCTAD, and with FAO and such other specialized agencies of the

United Nations and intergoyvernmental and non-governmental organizations as may
be appropriate. -

.

%.  The Council, bearing in mind the particular role of UNCTAD in the field of
intgrnational commodity ‘trade, shall, as appropriate, keep that organization
informed of its activities and programmes of work. '

Article 15

Admission of observers

The Council may invite any non-member country or any of the opganiiations
referred to in article 14 and article 31 concerned.with international trade in
jute and jute products or with the jute industry to attend as observers any of
the meetings of the Coun01l

Article 16

Executive Director and staff

1: The. Council shall, by special vote, appoint the Executive Director.

2. The terms and conditions of appointment of the Executive Director shall be
determined by the Council.

3. The Executive Director shall be the chief administrative officer of the
Organizatloﬁ and shall be responsible to the Council for the ad@;nlstratlon and
operation of this Agreement in accordance with the decisions. bf .the Council.
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The EYGCUtl\ . birector shall appoint the staff in accordance with the »
Alations estdb’lshed by the Council. The Council shall at.its first session
side on the sumber of executive and professional staff the Executive Director
1y appoint for the initial five-year period. Such staff shall be recruited in
stages. Any changcs in the number of executive and professional staff shall be
lecided by the Council by special vote. The staff shall be responsible to the
’xecutive Director. ' : : v -

5. Neither the Executive Directar nor any member of the staff shall have any
inancial interest in the jute industry or trade, or associated commercial
ietivities.

', In the performance of their duties, the Executive Director and other staff
3hall not seek or receive instruction from any member or from any other authority
:xternil to the Organization. They shall refrain from any action which might -
seflect on their positions as international officials ultimately responsible to
:he Council. Each member 'shall respect the exclusively international character
»f the responsibilities. of the Executive Director and other staff and -shall not
3eek to influence them in the discharge of their responsibilities..

CHAPTRER V - PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES
APthlG e 17 .

Privileges and immunities.

1, Tae Organization shall have legal personality. It shall in partieular .
have the capacity to contract, to acquire and dispose of movable and immovable
property and to 1nst1tute lebal procecdlngs.

2. The Organization shall,. as soon as possible after the entry into force of
this Agreement, seek to conclude with the Government- of the countrj'ln which

the headquarters of the Organization is to be u1tuated {hereinafter referred

to as "the host Government"} an agreenent (herelnafter referred to as "the
Headquarters Agreement") relating to such status, privileges and immunities

of the Orpganization, of its Executive Director, its staff and experts, and of
»delegates of memberu,,as are reasonably necessary for the purpose of discharging
their functions.

3. Pending fhe conclusion of the Headquarters Agreement referred to. in
paragraph 2 of this article, the Organization shall request the host Government
to grant, within the limits of its national legislation, exemption from taxation
. on remuneration paid by the Organlzatlon to its employees, and on the dssets, ‘
income .and other property of the Organazatlon.

4. The Organization may also conclude, with one or more countries, agreements
to be approved by the Council relating to such privileges and immunities as wmay
be necessary for the proper functioning of this Agreement.

5. If the headquafters of the Organization is moved to adnother country which

is a member of the Organization, that member shall, as soon as possible, conclude
. with the Organlzatlon a headquarters agreement to be approved by the Council.

6. The Headquarters Agreement shall be independent of this Agreement. It
shall, however, terminate: '

(a) - By agreement between the host Government and the Organizatidn;

(b} In the event of the headquarters of the Organization belng moved from
. the country of the host Government; or

(¢c) In the event of the Organization ceasing to éxist.
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-CHAPTER VI. - FINANCE ~

Article 18

Financial accournts

1, There shall be established two accounts:
.(a) The Administrative Account; and
{b) The Special Account.

2. The .Executive Director. shall be responsible for the administration of these .
accounts and the Council shall make provision in its rules of procedure therefor.

- Article 19

Forms of payment

1. Contributions to the Administrative Account shall be payable in freely
usable currenc;es and shall be exempt from foreign exchange restrictions.

2. Financial contributions to the Special .Account shall be payable in fréely
usable currencies and shall be exempt from foreign exchange restrictions.

3. - The Council may also decide to accept other forms of contributions to the
Special Account, including scientific and technical equipment or manpower, to
. meet the .requirements of approved projects.

Article 20

Audit and publication of accounts

1. = The Council shall abpoint auditors for the purpose of auditing its books
of account. : ,

2. An independently audited statement of the Administrative Account and of the
Special Acdcount shall be made available to members as soon as possible after the
close of each jute year, but not later than six months after that date, and be
considered for approval by the Council at its next session, as appropriate. A
summary of the audited accounts and balance sheet shall thereafter be published.

Administrative Account

1. The expenses necessary for the administration of this Agreement.shall"b?
vrought in%o the pdministrative Account and shall be met by anpual cont?lbuglons
from members in accordance with their respective constitutional or institutional

procedures assessed in accordance with paragraphs 3, 4 and 5 of this article.

2. " The expenses of delégations to the Council, the Committee on Projeqts and
to the.conmittees and working groups referred to in article 3,»paragraph 2,- -
" shall be net by the members concerned. In cases where a. member requests special
services from the Organization, the Council shall require that member £o pay the

costs of such services.

: 3. During the second half of each financial year, the Council sﬁall épprOVe
- the administrative budget of the Crganization for the following financial year
amt shall assess the contribution of each member to that budget.
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4. The contribution of each member to the  administrative budget for each .
financial year ‘shall be in the proportion which the number of. its votes at the
time the administrative budget for that financial year is approved bears to the
total vctes of all the members. "In assessing contributions, the votes of each
member shall be calculated without regard to the suspension of any member's
voting rights or any redistribution of votes . resulting therefrom.

5. The initial contribution of any member joining the Organization after the
_ent»v into force of this Agreement shall be assessed by the Council on the basis
of thce number of votes to be held by it and the period remaining in the current
financial year, but the assessment made upon other members for the current
financial year shall not thereby be altered. N

6. Contributions to the first administrative budget shall beccme due on a
date to de decided by tHe Council at its first session. Contributions to
ésubsequent administrative budgets shall become due on the first day of each
financial year. Contributions of members in respect of the financial year in
vhich they join the Organization shall be due on the date on which they become
members., :

7. If a member has not paid its full contribution to the -administrative

.budget within two months after such contribution becomes due in accordance with
paragraph 6 of this article, the Executive Director shall request that member to
make payment as quickly as possible. If the member has stiTY not:- pald its
contribution within two months after such request; ‘it shall be reqdested to-
state the reasdhs for its inability to make payment. JIf at the expiry of

six months from the due date of contribution that member has still not“paid its
eontributior:, its voting rights shall be suspended unless the Council, by special
vote, decide«s otherwise, Iﬂﬁchat member still fails to pay its contribution at
the ‘expiry of a period of one month from the date of suspension of its voting
"rights, all rights of that member under this Agreement shall be suspended by the
Council until such time as it has paid in full its contﬂlbutlon, unless the
Council, b, special vote, decides otherwise.’

8. A member whose ‘rights have been suspended under paragraph 7 of thls artlclc
-shall in purtlcular remain liable to pay its contribution.

Article 22

Special Account

1. There shall be established two sub-accounts under the Special Account:’
{(a) The Pre—Péoject Sub-Account ;. and

(b) The Project Sub-Account..

2. All expenditures for the Pre-Project. Sub- Account shall be relmbursed from
the Project Sub-Account if progects are subsequently approved and funded Ir
within six months of the entry into force of this Agreement the Council does JOt
receive any funds for the Pre-Project Sub- Account, it shall rev1ew the 51tuatloh
and take approprlate action. .

3. All receipts pertalnlng to spec1flc 1dent1f1able progects shall be broudht
into the Special Account. All expendltures incurred on such projects, 1ncTud1ng
i cmuneration and travel expenses of consultants and experts, shall be charged Lo
the Specizl Account,

b, The possible sources of finance for the Special Account shall be:

(a) The Second Account of the~Coﬁmon'éund for Commoditie§, when éstablishec
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(b) Regional and international financial institutions, namely, the
United Nations Develeopment Programme, the World Bank, the ‘Asian Development Bank,
"the Inter-imerican Development Bank-and the African Development Bank, etc.; and

(c) Voluntary contributions.

S. The Council shall, by special vote, establish terms and conditions on which
it would, wihen and where appropriate, sponsor projects for lpan-financing, where

a member or members have voluntarily assumed full obligations -and wesponsibilities
for such loans. The Organization shall have no obligations for such loans.

5. The Countil may nominaise and sponsor any entity with the consent of that
entity, inciuding a member. or members, to receive loans for the financing of
approved projects and to undertake all the obligations involved, except that
the Organization shall reserve to itself -the right to monitor the use of
resources and to follow-up on the implementation of projects so financed.
However, the Organization shall not be respon51ble for guarantées: glven by
inleldual members or other entities.

7. No member shall be respon31ble by reason of its membership in the
Organization for any liability arising from borrowing or lending by any other
member or entity in connection with projects.

8. In the event .that voluntary unearmarked funds are offered to the
Organization, the Council may accept such funds. Such funds may be utlllzed
for pre-project activities as well as for approved projects.

9. The Executlve Dlrector shall endeavour to seek, on such terms and conditions
as the Council may dec10e, adequate and assured flnance for progects approved by -
_the Council.

10. The resources of the Special Account shall be used only for approved
projects or for pre-project activities.

11. Contributions for specified approved projects shall be used only for the
projects for which they were originally intended unless otherwise decided by the
Council in agreement with the contributor. After the completion of a project,
the Organization shall return to each contributor for specific projects the
balance of any funds remaining pro rata to each contributor's share in the total
of the contributions originally made available for financing that project,

unless otherwise agreed to by the contributor.

12. The Council may, when approﬁriate, review the financing of the. Special .
Account.

CHAPTER VII - OPERATIONAL ACTIVITIES

Article 23 -
Projécts
1. In osrder to achieve the objectives set out in article 1, the Counc11 sha]l
on a continuing basis and in accordance with the provisions. of article 14,
paragraph 1, identify, arrange for the preparation and implementation of, and,
‘with a view td ensuring their effectiveness, follow up projects in the flelds of

research and cdevelopment, market promotion and cost reductlon and other relevant
progects appraved by the Council.

2.: The'. Executlve Director shall submlt proposals on pPOJectS referred to in
paragraph 1'ef this article to the Commlttee ‘on Projects. Such proposals shall
be circulated to all members at least two months before the session of the
Committee at which .they are to be considered. On the basis of these proposals,
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the Committee shall decide which pre-project activities shall -be undértaken.
Such pre-project activities shall be arranged by -the Executive Director in
accordance with rules and regulations to be adopted by the Council.

3. The results of the pre-project activities, including detailed costings,
possible benefits, dunatlon location and possible executing agencies, shall

be submitted by the Executlve Director to.the Committee after circulation to all
members at least.twa months before the session cf.the Committee at which they
are to be considered.

4. The Committee shall consider the results of such pre-project act1v1t1es and_
make recommendations on the progects to the Council.

5. The Couneil shall consider the recommendations and Shall by'speclal vote,'

decide on the proposed projects for financing in accordance w1th article 22 and
article 27.

6. The Council shall decide on the relative priobities of projects;

7. Initially, the Council shall give prlority to projects prepared by FAO and

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AGREEMENT ON ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL

COOPERATION, BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT

OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERN-
MENT OF THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the People’s Republic of China;

Desiring to strengthen traditional friendship between
the two peoples and promote expansion of their bilateral

economic relations on the basis of equality and mutual

benefit, have through friendly consultations agreed
as follows :

.. Article 1

The Contracting Parties adopt all possible measures
to create favourable conditions for streugthening bilateral
economic and technical cooperation stimulating rapid
growth of mutual economic contacts.

» © Article 2

. The Contracting Parties shall encourage initiatives
and measures which may help to develop mutually
advantageous and various forms of economic, industrial,
agricultural and technical cooperation and to facilitate
business contacts between firms, enterprises and organi-
sations of their two countries and the conclusion and
implementation of mutually beneficial projects between
them. : ' . ‘
' Article 3

" The Contracting Parties agree to expand mutual
economic and technical cooperation and exchange in
the following sectors :

Agriculture ; Animal husbandry; Fishery; Textile
industry; Consumer industry; Food processing and pa-
ckaging; Machinery Industry; Coal industry; Electric
power - industry; House construction; Shipbuilding
industry; Shipping; Handicraft; Consultancy; Engineer-
ing design; Labour service and Insurance as well as
other sectors agreed by the two Parties.

Concrete projects and terms of cooperation in the
aboveuts mentioned sectors shall be defined in agreeme-
and contracts by interested firms, enterprises and
organisations in the two countries in conformity with
the laws and regulations in force in their respective
countries.

) Article 4
‘The Contracting Parties agree to provide financial
facilities on terms as favourable as possible to projects
of economic and technical cooperation agreed by the

two Parties in accordance with the procedures and regu-
lations in force in their respective countries.

Article 5

The Contracting Parties agree to set up a Joint
Commission which will convene once a year, alternately
in Beijing and Athens with the main task to evaluate

the progress of the present Agreement, discuss the
concrete proposals concerning 'economie, industrial,
agricultural and technical cooperation and promote
their execution. The Joint Commission shall also study
the 'ways for strengthening and expanding such co-
operation. C

Article 6

This Agreement shall enter into force on signature
and shall remain in force for five years. It will prolong
automatically for another two years unless one of the
Contracting Parties shall have given six months notice
of termination. ‘

The expiry of this Agreement ghall not prejudice
the execution of any agreements or contracts which are
being carried out at that date.
