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AGREED MINUTES OF THE THIRD SESSION OF

THE JOINT GREEK - JORDANIAN COMMITTEE

FOR THE ECONOMIC, CULTURAL AND TECHNIC-
AL COOPERATION

In accordance with article 10 of the Agreement on
Economic Cultural and Technical Cooperation signed
in Athens on March 17, 1976 between the Government
of the Hellenic Republic and the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan, the Joint Committee held its third meeting
in Athens from June 4th to June 5th, 1986.

The Greek Delegation was headed by Mr. Icannis
Papantoniou, First. Undersecretary of National Eco-
nomy, and the Jordanian Delegdtlon was headed by
Mr. Mohammad Saggaf, Undersecretary of the Ministry
of Industry and’ Trade Lists of the two Delegations
are given in Anne*{es A and B.

During the discussions -of the Joint Committee and
within the framework of friendship and cooperation
which exists between the two countries, the two sides
reviewed the present relations between their two re-
spective .countries in the various fields of cooperation
and explored possible ways and means to further deve-
lop them.

The outcome of the talky is as follows :
Trade.
The two sides made an extenive review of the evo-
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lution of trade velations between the two countries
and realized that the t:ade volume between them 1is
low in relation to the possibilities of the two countries.

The two sides will make all necessary efforts in order
to make full use of their possibilities and increase the
trade volume on a mutual basis.

The Jordanian side briedfed the Greek side on the
new importing policy adopted in Jordan and adressed
the fact that Jordan chooses its suppliers among the
countries importing Jordanian products. '

Taking into consideration the above and in view of
the Jordanian deficit in the trade balance with Greece
and in order to equilibrate the bilateral trade balance,
the Jordanian side asked for an increase ol Greek im-
ports of Jordanian

a) Phosphates, up to 300.000 t.

b) potash, up to 40.000 t.

¢) fertilizers, up to 50.000 t.

d) phosphoric acid, up to 5.000 t.

The Greek side agreed to recommend to the Greek
companies to examine the possibility of increasing their
imports of Jordanian phosphates, under competitive

price conditions and adequate technical and quality

specifications, as well as to supply all necessary infor-
mation in order to facilitate the access of Jordanian
fertilizers and potash to the Greek market, according
to the conditions of international tenders. The Greek
side handed to the Jordanian side a list of Greek com-
panies importing potash/ftertilizers so that the Jordanian
side comes into direct contact with them.

Industrial cooperatio

The two sides reviewed the progress achieved in the
industrial sector and noticed that until this day this
cooperation has not reached the desired levels.

The two sides agreed to examine the possibility of
establishing industrial joint-ventures, particularly in
the small and medium scale industries’ sector.

To this end it was agreed that representatives of the
Greek Organization for Small —and Medium- sized
Enterprises (EOMMEX) and the Jordanian Chamber
of Industry will meet in order to identify specific
fields of common interest.

The Jordanian side handed over a comprehensive
list of several Jordanian engineering and capital in-
dustries for consideration in the above context.

The Jordanian side outlined the facilities offered
in Jordan in the framework of free-zones and requested
from the Greek side to examine the possibilities of using
-these facilities for storing or redistributing export
commodities to the Arab countries.

Transports
a) Air Transports

In the sector of air transports the Jordanian side
proposed the conclusion of bilateral agreement on the
avoidance of double taxation concerning the income
of the two air carriers. The Greek side agreed to give
.due consideration to the matter and suggested the sub-
.mission of a draft agreement by the Jordanian side
through diplomatic channels. :

The Jordanian side stressed particularly the importan-
-ce attached to the long pending problems resulting
from the operation of ALIA in Greece. The Jordanian
delegation of referred to the hilateral discussions on the
matter in the framework of the Greek Prime Minister’s
visit to Amman, in November 1984, as well as to the
related letters adressed by the Jordanian Prime Mini-
ster and Foreign Minister to their Greek counterparts.

The Jordaniun delegation insisted on the necessity for
an urgent understanding on the matter leading to
acceptable solution on a commercial basis for the staff
redundancy after the reduction of ALIA’S operations
in Greece.

To this end, the Jordanian side outlined the following
alternatives to the Greek side, requesting a positive
answer thereupon by end September 1986 :

a) a reduction of ALIA’S pers'nnel in Greece by
30 persons on a fair and legal indemnisation basis,

b) a take-over by Olympic Airways of the ground
handling at Athens Airport of ALIA’S aircraft, incor-
porating ALTA’S redundant personnel in its own
staff, ,

¢) a balancing of ALIA’S redundant personnel in
Greece by appointemn tof an equivalent number of
Jordanian personnel to the Olympic Airways offices
in Amman. :

The Greek side reconfirmed its unequivocal will to
facilitate the achievement of a mutually acceptable
solution to the pending matter, in the {ramework of
the traditionally good cooperation in the field of air
transports between the two countries, as well as in the
spirit of their overall friendly relations.

The Greek side referred to the impediments by the
Greek legislation to a reduction of ALIA’s staff and
agreed to give extensive consideration to the proposals
presented by the Jordanian 'side ‘and to  deploy all

‘efforts so that an agreable to all partnersiin the matter

solution, that would guarantee the viability of ALIA’s
operation in Greece on a commercial basis, be found,
as soon as possible, taking into consideration the addi-
tional data agreed to be presented through the Jorda-

nian Embassy in Athens and the Foreign Ministry,

the actual air traffic, as well as the outcome of the
labour talks between ALIA and its personnel and the
need to preserve labour geace.

b) Road Transports

The Greek side referred to the Agreed Minutes of the
first session of the Greek — Jordanian Joint Committee
on Road Transports Cooperation, dated September 8,
1983 and particularly to the promise of the Jordanian
side to consider an eventual exemption from fees and
various charges of the Greek trucks in transit through

“Jordanian territory.

The Greek side requested a positive Jordanian answer
on the matter. The Jordanian side reminded that the
goods in transit to Iraq through Jordan are exempted
from most fees and agreed to communicate to the Greek
side its .decision concerning transit to other countries
within a month.

¢) Sea Transports

The Jordanian side asked for a closer.bilateral co-
operation in the shipping sector and stressed particu-
larly the uselulness of :

a) common feasibility studies by Greek-Jordanian
shipping companies aiming at establishing regular
lines hetween the two countries in the Mediterranean
area or elsewhere. )

b) Transfer of Greek know-how in the seetor to
Jordanian shipping companies particularly as far as
the shipping management and shipping maintenance

-and organization of cargo and passengers loading is

concerned.

¢) Adequate training opportunities for Jordanians
in the Greek shipping institutions.

To this end, the Greek side agreed to facilitate and
promote contacts hetween Jordaman and Greek shipping
companies.
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Tourism

The two sides agreed on a dralt Agreement for
cooperation in the field of tourism, initiated by the Head
of the Jordanian Delegation Mr. Mohammad Saggaf
and the representative of the Greek National Tourism
Organization (EOT) Mr: Alexis: Hatzis, member of the
Greek Delegation. and attached herewith. :

The two sides agreed to recommend to their Govern-

The two sides agreed. to recommend to their Govern
ments the oflficial signature of the initialed text as
soon as possible. ‘

Agriculture

The two sides agreed to strengthen their cooperation
in the field and exchange their related experience.

"The Jordanian side asked particularly the coopera-
tion of the Greek side in the field of cultivation and
collection of olives, as well as in the olive pest control.

Training . ’

The Jordanian side requested that the aclual educa-
tional possibilities for Jordanian students in Greece
be maintained. The Jordanian side reffered parti-

cularly to the actual number of possitions of Jordanian .

students in the Greek Universities and Higher Technical
Institutions as well as to the number of scholarships
awarded.. .

The Greek side agreed to consider favourably the
Jordanian request, in the framework of and to the extent
allowed by eventual budget impediments and general
poliey measures in the sector. '

‘The 2nd Session of the Hellenic-Hungarian Joint
Comumittee on cooperation in the field of tourism be-
tween the Hellenic Government and the Hungarian
Government took place in- Athens, between 16 and 18
July 1986.

The Session was presided by Mr. Panayotis Roume-
liotis, head of the Greek Delegation.

The two parties agreed on the following agenda :

1. Exchange of information regarding development
in the field of tourism in the Hellenic Republic and the
Hungarian People’s Republic.

2. Review of the progress achieved so lar, regarding
the provisions of the Joint Committee for Tourism,
Protocol signed on 28th April 1979, in Budapest.

3. ‘Recommendations for further development of the
cooperation hetween the two countries in the field of
tourism.

4. Place and date of the next session.

The heads of the two Delegations ascertained that
tourist exchanges are: developing in the framework
of the traditionsl relations of (riendship and under-
standing between the two countries.

I. The two parties made an exchange of information
the development of tourism in the two countries and
pointed out the importance granted to modernization
and diversification of the tourism infrastructure, in
accordance with the evolution of domesti¢ and inter-
national demand. At the same time, the participants
emphasizee certain developments of the international
tourist market and the necessity and importance of
developing and intensilying tourist relations. The two
parties estimated that within the present situation of
the international tourist market, the improvement of
the quality of services and the level of training of the
staff working in the sector of tourism, play a very
important part.

1I. a) The {wo parties. examined the evolution of
tourist. traffic between the two countries. Within the
framework of the discussions, the Greek side noted
the existence of uneven level as far as the bilateral
tourist traffic is concerned, and proposed to the Hun-
garian side to take all necessary steps in order to in-
crease the tourist straffic from Hungary to Greece.
On this subject both parties expressed their desire to
advance fiurther towards a harmonious development of
their cooperation in accortance with their potential
and possibilities, underlining the importance of an
equillibrium in all aspects of tourist economy.

b) They noticed that the relations and cooperation
between the travel agencies of the two countries have
continued to develop. Visits of travel journalists and
exchanges of tourism promotion material have been
carried out and will be continued.

I1I. The two expressed their desire to promote the
cooperation in the field of tourism between the two
countries by :

a) Facilitating the contacts between the competent
authorities of the two countries;

b) Promoting the development ol tourist traffic,
encouraging in this sease the contacts and cooperation
between the tourist agencies of the two countries and
introducing new forms of tourism that have not been
exploited up to norw;

¢) Establishing new means and continuing the ways
of mutual tourist promotion by publishing articles about
regions of tourist interest, or hy special tourist docu-

mentary films for television privided by t7e competent
tourist authorities of the two countries. _
d) The Hungarian party informed the Greek party
about their intention to open an IBUSZ tourist office
in Athens, which was accepted by the Greek party.
¢) Both parties agreed to exchange views in the near
future and eventually to proceed to specific proposals
concerning the touristic cooperation n certain third
markets. ; '
f) Both parties agreed 1o the usefulness of mutual

© participation in special cultural events sponsored by

either country through direct cooperation between the
competent authorities of hoth countries.

g) The Greek party expressed their satisfation for
the dynamic parvticipation of the Hungarian party In
the «Philoxenia *86» event and informed and invited
them to participate in the «Philoxenia *87» which is
going to take place in the Spring of ¢987 in Thessaloniki.
'The Hungarian party expressed great interest and agreed
10 examine their participation.

h) The Hungarian party, on the other hand, invite_d
the National Tourism Organization of Greece to parti-
cipate in the travel and tourist exhibition «UTAZAS»,
taking place in Budapest in the Spring of 1987. The
Greek party expressed great interest and agreed to
examine the whole matter. '

i) The Hungarian party expressed great interest in
increasing organised tourism in Greece in the «off-
season» period.

In return, Hungarian know-how, as well as technolo-
gy would be made available to the Greek party for the
improvement and full exploitation of the Greek spas.

IV. The importance of the private sector in the
toarism industry  was taken into consideration and a
meeting of both Delegations with representatives of
the Travel Agents Association, the Hellenic Chamber
of Hotels and the Hotel Owners Association, as well as
the Greek Passenger Shipowners Association was held,
during which a thorough and constructive exchange
of views took place. ‘

V. The two parties agreed that the 3rd Session of the
Hellenic-Hungarian Joint Committee for Cooperation
on Tourism will take place in Hungary in 1987, after
an official invitation by Mr. M. Andriko, State Secre-
tary of Tnternal Traded which was accepted by Mr.
P. Roumeliotis, Deputy Minister of National Economy.
The date will be subsequently established through
diplomatic channels. » ,

Both parties agreed that 'n this occasion, the possi-
bility for a new Agreement for cooperation on tourism,
at a Governmental level, should be examined.

The proceedings of the Session took place. iq an atmo-
sphere of mutual understanding and codjality. '

The Hungarian Relegation thanked the Hellenic
Delegation for the working conditions provided and for
their horspitality. ‘
