Committee for International Road Transport
_In accordance with Article 16 of the Agreement signed
in Athens on the 17th of March 1977, between the Go-

verament of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of the Hungarian People’s Republic concerning inter-

national road transport the 8th Session of the Joint-

Committee on International Road Transport was held
in Athens from the 14th to 16th October 1986.

2. Quotas for 1986 and 1987. ‘
3. Any ‘ather business.

Item.l':' ,

The two delegations exchanged statistical data on
the ﬂqw of road traffic between and through the two
Couniries and stated that the flow -of road traffic is
developing satisfactorily. .

Item 2.

_The Greek Delegation informed in detail the Hunga-
rian Delegation on the development and the goals of
the Greek export trade and stated that the available
permits for 1986 will not cover the real needs of the
country. The Greek side thus considered absolutely
necessary the increase of the total quota of 1986 and
temporarily for 1987 to 12.000 permits hauliers. In
this framework, the Greek Delegation explained that
the Greek hauliers are ready to accept the increase
of quotas by 100 for permits to third countries. Thus,
the quota for 1986 and temporarily for 1987 would be
as follows :

3.400 permits exempt from taxes, 400 permits of
which valid for transport to and from third countries

8.600 permits, subjebt to taxes, to be used for bila-.
teral and transit transport.. '

The Hungarian Dclegation referred to the heavy
traffic of its motorways and explained its difficultes
to increase the quota, and suggested that the matter
be re-examined at the next session of the Joint Com-
mittee.

The Greek side emphasized the urgent need for an
increase in transit permits through Hungary in order
to facilitate the country’s export trade which would
otherwise suffer badly. For this reason it requested
the Hungarian side to transfer the Greek request to
the Hungarian Government for 1.000 taxed transit
road permits on top of the annual quota in order to
cover most urgent needs of the Greek export trade
up to the end of 1986.

The Hungarian side promised to consider the Greek
request on its return to Hungary in the framework
of excellent relations between the two countries and
provide its reply in writting, if possible, before the end
of October.

The Hungarian side expressed its request for an
increase of the permits for transport to and from
third countries for 1986 and 1987.

The Greek Delegation stated that the increase in
permits from and to third countries by 100 is and
should be appreciated as a gesture of good will from
the Greek hauliers, within the framework of the pre-
sent capabilities of the Greek market and in any case
the subject of permits from and to third countries
should not be associated with that of the road transport
between the two countries which promotes their export
trade and for which there are mutual capabilities for
the road hauliers of both countries.

Item 3.

The Greek side announced to the Hungarian side
the establishment at Volos of an International Centre
for the Study of Transport in Eastern Mediterranean,
and outlined its scope. Also that it is expected that the
Centre will soon obtain U.N. status.

The Hungarian Delegation took note of the establish
ment of the Centre and requested relevant documents
so as to pass them on the Transport Institute in Bu-
dapest.

The Greek Delegation expressed its satisfaction for
the co-operation between the two countries in the
framework of the Trans-European Motorway (T.E.M.).

The Hungarian Delegation invited the Greek Dele-
gation for the 9th Session of the Joint Committee to
be held in Budapest in the 2nd quarter of 1987. The
exact date will be arranged through diplomatic channels,
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The discussions were held in a spirit of good will and

mutual understanding.

PROTOCOL

According to the Agreement between the Govern-
ment of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of

the Socialist Republic of Romania on international

road transport of passengers and goods, concluded
on June 15th, 1974, the 8th Session of the Mixed Com-
Iﬁgge was held in Athens during 20th-23th October

. The composition of the two delegations participating
In the negotiations is shown in Annexes I and II to this
Protocol.

_ In accordance with the agreed Agenda, the following
tems were examined :

1. Exchange of information for the development of

the traffic circulation between and via the two countries

since the last Session of the Joint Committee.

N 2. Quota -of transport permits exempted from road
axes, for 1986 and preliminary for 1987.

- 3. Passenger transport.
‘4. Other. items. ‘

The two delegations exchanged information about
the development of road transport of goods performed
by vehicles registered in the two countries in direct
traffic or in transit through the territories of Greece
and Romania during the years 1983, 1984, 1985 and
the first nine months of 1986.

They also informed each other about the measures
taken in their countries in order to improve the effi-
ciency of the road transport in international traffic.
Item 2. : )

In order to establish a most efficient development
of road transport of goods.in direct traffic or in transit
through the territories of the two countries, to assure
the best programming of the international road trans-
port for the Greek carriers, and taking into considera-
tion the general framework of. the relations between
the two countries, the Greek delegation proposed to
fix a quota of 2.000 transport permits exempted from
road taxes for 1986 and 2.000 transport permits exempt-
ed from road taxes preliminary for 1987.

The Romanian delegation stated that the low level
of participation of Romanian carriers in the road traffic
of goods between the two countries does not justify
the aforementioned number and proposed to fix a
quota of 1.300 transport permits exempted from road
taxes for 1986 and a preliminary quota of 750 transport
permits exempted from road taxes for the first half
of 1987.

It also added that Greek carriers have always the
possibility of buying transport permits by paying the
tax for using the roads (0,0073 US$ per total tons and
kilometers) directly at the ROMTRANS’ agencies
existing on the Romanian border.

The two sides presented further their arguments
to consolidate their positions regarding the question
of quotas. Finally, they concluded to determine a quota
of 1.500 transport permits exempted from road taxes
for 1986 and for 1987 a preliminary quota of 750 will
be granted by each side. The final quota for 1987 will
be fixed at the next meeting of the Joint Committee
to be held early in the second quarter of 1987 in Buca-
rest.

Item 3. '

The Greek delegation reiterated the need to establish
a regular bus line between the two countries, emphasi-
zing its importance to the improvement of relative
services rendered and to better supervision of the bus
line. It will also contribute to the solution of transport
problems facing Greek students studying in Romania
and their relatives, facilitating at the same time the
development of tourist exchange between the two
countries. -

The Greek side referred to article 2, paragraph 2 of
the Agreement concluded between the two Governments
in 1974 which provides for the establishment of a regu-
lar bus line between the two countries and stressed
that this problem is of vital importance and therefore
demands prompt and effective solution.

The Romanian delegation stated that in accordance
with the regulations in force in Romania since 1983,
the establishment of regular bus lines with any other
country is not allowed; consequently it is not possible
to establish a regular bus line between Romania and
Greece. v '

The Romania delegation stated that the existing
bus transport facilities offer a solution for transporta-
tion of Greek students studying in Romania and their
relatives. :
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The Romanian delegation stated also that any Greek
concerned tourist agency can apply to the relevant
Romanian enterprises for performing occasional or
touristic transport of passengers by buses between
Greece and Romania.

Item 4

a) The two delegations informed each other about
the changes of the provisions of regulations regarding
the international road transport wihich have come into
force since the last meeting.

The Greek delegation referred to certain problems
the Greek hauliers face during the execution of transport
to and through Romania and especially to additional
charges imposed on Greek carriers and requested rele-
vant clarifications. v

The Romanian delegation provided preliminary in-

formation on the subject and promised to convey more "

details in writing.

b) The Greek delegation provided detailed informa-.

tion to the Romanian delegation about the operation
of a RO-RO service between the ports of Volos in
Greece and Tartus in Syria. as well as about the schedul-
ed opening of a RA-RA (Rial-Ferry link) services
between the ports of Volos and Lattakia (Syria).

At the proposal of the Romanian delegation it was
agreed the next session of the Joint Committee to take
place in Romania early in the second quarter of 1987,
The precise date will be fixed through diplomatic chan-
nels. :

Both delegations expressed their appreciation on
the friendly atmosphere and mutual understanding
during the session.
