. The Joint Greek-Yugoslay Inter-Ministerial Commis-
Sion for Eeonomie, Seientifie and Technieal Coopera-

tion held its XIV Session in Belgrade, October 6-9,
1986 and March 16-17, 1987. The Greek delegation
was led by Mr. loannis Papantonion, A’ under-Secre-
tary in the Ministzy of National Economy of the Hellenic
Republie, while the Yugoslav delegation was headed
by Mr. Miodrag Mirovie, M.A., Member of the Federal
Fxecutive Council of the Assembly of the Socialist
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and President of the
Federal Committee for Tourism,

The lists of the members of the two delegations are
contained in Annexns [ and I to this Pvotocol.

The head of the Greek delegation was received by
Mr. Janez Zemljaric, Vice-President of the Federal
Executive Council, by Mr. Nenad Krekic, Federal
Secretary for Foreign Trade and by Andrej Ocvirk,
President of the Federal Committee for Energy and
Industry.

The two sides agreed on the foljowing Agenda of
the Session :

The work of the Commission took place in plenary
sessions which were preceded by meetings of the Joint
Sub-Commission for Trade and Joint Sub-Commission
for Industrial Cooperation.

Considering the results achieved to date in the deve-
lopment of Greek Yugoslayv economic relations the two
delegations ephasized in an atmosphere of friendship
and mutual understanding their wish and readiness
to intensify the efforts aimed at promoting overall
economiec cooperation on a more stabhle and long-term
hasis. )

1. EXCHANGE OF INFORMATION ON ECONOMIC
TRENDS AND PERSPECTIVES OF DEVELOP-
MENT IN THE TWO COUNTRIES
The two sides exchanged information on general

economie trends in the two countries. Special emphasis
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was laid on economic policy measures, foreign trade
relations and main directions of economic development -

in the forthcoming period from the standpoint of their
development and stabilization programmes, with a
view to seeking jointly the possibilities for advancing
bilateral economic cooperation,

2. COMMERCIAL RELATIONS

The two sides ‘considered jn"detail the development
of their.commercial pelatidps and the problems relating
to sheir-exchanges/in the permiod between the two ses-
sions. 1t was jointly noled that lack of stability in com-
mercial flows pérsisted and that objective possibilities
for expanding the structure and increasing the' ovorall
volume of exchanges have not been used to the full.
Starting _fxi‘?ml the abgvye observations, both sides
agreed to ma
a more stable, essential and dynamic development of
their commercial transactions. S
The Greek side pointed out that during 1985 and
1986 there was a deficit in its commercial transactions
with Yugoslavia. The two sides agreed that an impro-
vement of this situation in the following period could
be achieved. o o S
The two sides expressed the hope that the mesures
of economic stabilization they have introduced will
have no long-term adverse effects on their economic
relations. . :
The two sides expressed their interest, on the basis
of the industrial development of the national economies
and the procedure for the restructuring of the economy,
to support the activities of the economic entities that
could contribute to the exchange of industrial products
and ‘products resulting' from the application of new

programmes - of production, beyond ‘the traditional

products. - :

The two sides considered the problems concerning
the exports of Yugoslav BABY BEEF to Greece that
persist despite the upward trend noted since 1983.
Considering the importance of these exports for the
general Yugoslav-Greek economic ' cooperation, the
two sides expressed their readiness to make additional
efforts aimed at the further promotion of those exports.
For this purpose it was agreed that a group of experts
will meet as soon as possible to discuss the means of
stimulating exports of Yugoslav BABY BEEF to Greece.

The Greek side stressed its wish to export to Yugo-
slavia a series of agricultural and industrial products
like cotton, footwear, clothing and toys. The two sides
agreed to make efforts to increase Greek exports of
citrus fruit to Yugoslavia. The Greek sidz also submitted
a list of products which it is interested to market in
Yugoslavia. : ‘ :

The Yugcslav side acquainted the Greek side with the
actions it 1s understaking and the problems it is faced
with in the negotiations with the European Economic
Community on the renewal of the trade provisions of
the Cooperation Agreement between the European
Economic Communities and the Socialist Fedepal
Republic’ of  Yugoslavia, The Protocol on the Adjust-
ment of the Cooperation Agrecment between the
European Economic Communities and the Socialist
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia to take into Account
the Enlafgément of the European Communities, as well
as ‘the ‘Secontl Financial Pretocol, and asked for its
full support in attaining the most faveurable results in
Yugoalavy requosts.. - .- T o

The Greek side, recognizing that the success of nego-
tiations on the above mentioned subjects will contribute

e all necessary efforts in order to achreve:

greatly to the further development and strengthening
-of relations between the EEC countries and Yugoslaviyq

3.:INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION

tion and approved its work.

*The Commission ‘examingd the situation in industria]
cogperation in the period:between: the two sessions,
as ‘well as the scope for:the promotion of allbits forms,
namely long-term productio coeperation; technology
transer; implementation of capital investment projects,
including indicatfon: of priority lines; and specific pro-
jects of relevaped foi-the econpmies of both sides. It
was jointly noted that those forms of cooperation were
not' sufficiently developed, despite athe efforts made
between the two sessions to raise-the level of coopera-
tion in- this field. e

It was noted that the results attained still fall behind
the actual possibilities of the two countries.

The two sides were of the view that more space could
be provided for the promotion and further development
of their long-term industrial cooperation while fully

- respecting the economic réaltiy and ¢omparative advant-

ages of the two countries. In this connection the Com-
mission recommended that the competent state bodies
give priority to the issues of industrial cooperation such
as the relevant procedures for the approval of contracts
on industrial cooperation and the implementation of
investment project agreements made between Greek
and Yugoslav enterprises. ,

The Commission concluded that it would be necessary
to support and further increasingly encourage the bu-
sinessmen from the two countries in order to attain
greater collaboration in different forms of industrial
cooperation. o , . '

It was agreed that coordinatoss for the projects
discussed in the Sub-Commission for Industrial Coope-
ration and listed in . Annexes 11l and IV of the Minutes
of the Sub-Commission for Industrial Cooperation should
be EOMMEX for the Greek side and the Section for
Greece of the Yugoslav Chamber of the Economy for
the Yugoslay side. ' e ‘

The Yugoslav side stated that its interest continued
for participation in the modernization andAele"ctmfwa-
tion of a part of Greek railroads; construction of hydro-
electric facilities; expansion and modernization of the
PTT network; supply of harbour equipment; pro-
gramme of modernization of the Greek merchant fleet;
supply of health related equipment for the Greek
medical service; agricultural machinery; transfer of
technology and assignment of licences for turbines and
pumps; joint ventures for olive processing; cooperation
in the production of household appliances, etc. '(1‘}‘9
list of specific’ proposals and projects is attachéd’as
Annex TV to thé Minutes of the Sub-Commission for
Industrial *Cooperation). . " -

4, OTHER FIELDS OF COOPERATION

Agiculture :

The two sides noted that cooperation in the field of
agricultural and food processing industries has been
stagnating and that it is not in keeping with the reali-
stic possibilities, the expressed interests of economic
entities and the development programmes of the two
countries in these fields. o

The two sides agreed that the Sub-Commission for
Agriculture will hold a meeting as soon as possible to
consider in detail overall cooperation in this field,
including the degree of implémentation of the Long-
Term Programme concluded between Agrobanka,
Belgrade and the Agrictultural Bank of Greece and
suggest a framework and possible ways of expanding
cooperation in this field. Tt was also recommended that
the Sub-Commission for Agriculture reviews the possi-
bilities of joint entry into third markets. :
Water Economy : ' '

~The two sides reviewed their cooperation in the
field of water economy and agreed on the following :

a) to recommend to the Joint Greek- Yugoslav Com-
mission for the Study of the Integrated Development
of the Vardar/Axios River Basin to convene its 12th
Session within the second quarter of 1987, in order
to examine the latest requirements of the Greek side
following the last session of the Commission in Skopje;

The two sides noted that the trends in their tourist
turnover were promoted over the past period and stated
that there were interests and possibilities in- the two
tountries for advancing earnings in the tourist industry.

_The two sides noted that significant steps have
been taken to promote the cooperation. in the field of
transports, including in particular the opening of the
Dojran-Doirani border crossing; the agreement. on the
settlement of the Greek Railways debt to the Yugoslav
Railways by regular payments of current debt. service
obligations; and the maintenance of the status quo aof
international railway lines «Acropolis», «Hellas Express»
and «Venice Express». I )

Starting from the general situation in the traffic
flows in Yugoslavia and the limited capacity of the
national road network, and especially that of the inter-
national motorway the construction of which is under
way, while recognizing the requirements of the Greek
economy and bearing in mind the good neighbourly
relations between the two countries, the Yugoslav side
agreed to grant 26,000 transit permits for 1987, beyond
those already advanced at the end of 1986. '

The Greek side pointed out that, in all probability,
a need for an additional number of transit permits
through Yugoslavia will arise at the beginning of the
second half of 1987 and submitted to the Yugoslav side
a request for granting those permits. The Yugoslav
side expressed its readiness to examine this request,

The two sidesagreed toexamine the possibility of the
establishment of a bus line sérvice Belgrade-Athens at
the next session of the Joint Sub-Commission for
Transports. ' o

The Yugoslav side requested that the Greek side
consider ‘the increase in the utilization of Yugoslav
railroads. The Greek side expressed its readiness to
examine this possibility.’ Other issues in the field' of

‘transports will be discussed by the Joint Sub-Commis-

sion for Transports.

The Yugoslav side stressed the necessity of obtaining
financial support from European financial institutions
for the construction and modernization of the ‘major
road network in Yugoslavia and in particular the
Brotherhood-Unity Motorway. It was'stated that this
would provide for a greater traffic flow capacity of
Yugoslav roads and hence contribute to a futther
intensification of traffic flows between”Gréece and the
EEC countries. B 1 R L

The Greek side, recognizing the importance of com-

leting the above mentioned projects to both countries,
stated that it will make every effort, within the ecompe-
tent EEC institutions to support the relevant Yugoslav
request. ' ,

As far as other transport matters are concerned, the
two sides recommended to the Joint Sub-Commission
for Transportation to continue and conclude, in the
light of the content of tire above paragraphs, its'suspend-
ed recent session by signing a relevant Protocol.

5. MISCELLANEOUS * '

A. The Yugoslav side raised the question of the status
of Yugoslav commercial representativies in Greece
relating to residence and work permits.

The Greek side informed the Yugoslav side that
under - the present circumstur_mes there have been
no problems concerning the issuance of the above-
mentioned permits, as they are granted f9r a four
year period but should be renewed on a six- month:

basis. :
B. The two sides agreed it would be advisable that
the respective competent authorities in the two countrier
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reach an early agreement concerning the transfer of
Dinars-Drachmas derived from consular fess in ac-
cordance with the present Yugoslav and Greek legisla-
tions.

c. The Yugoslav side stated that border trade
could significantly contribute to developing overall
bilateral transactions and in this respect considers
useful ‘the conclusion of a hilateral agreement.

D. The Greek side informed the Yugoslav side that
in the framework of the further promotion of bilateral
cooperation in the field of tourism, the Greek National
Organization for Tourism has the intention to open an
office in Belgrade and to this effect requested the sup-
port of the Yugoslav side for securing a relevant office
space in the Yugoslav capital.

The next session of the Inter-Ministerial Commission
will be held in Athens on the date to be determined
through diplomatic channels.
