PROTOCOL

of the ninth meeting of the Joint Committee on Inter-
national Road Transport held in Prague from 14 to
16 July 1987 in accordance with Article 17 of the
Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic
Republic and the Government of the Czechoslovak
Socialist Republic .on International Road Transport.

After the formal introduction of the two Delegations
the following agenda was adopted for the negotiations.

1. Application of the Agreement of 1977

2. Exchange of Statistical Information.

3. Quotas of permits for 1987 and preliminary for
1988

4. Transport of Passengers

5. Any other business.

Item 1.

Both Delegations stated with pleasure that no in-
fringements against the Agreement of 1977 had been
registered since the last meeting of the Joint Committee.

The Greek Delegation rveported that they had in-
formed the Greek hauliers about the new Czechoslovak
regulations concerning the allocatiom of load per axis
and that no problems had arisen in this respect.

'The preliminary exchange of permits for 1987 had
heen duly arranged. The Czechoslovak Delegation
explained that owing to the limited capacity of the
road border point Folmava-Farth im Wald the Cze-
choslovak taxable permits could not he valid for this
border point in 1987.

Considering these facts both Delegations stated that
the conclusions of the eight meeting of the Joint Com-
mittee were mutually fulfilled.

The Czechoslovak Delegation informed the Greek
Delegation about the accession of the Cz.echoslovak
Socialist Republic to the ADR Convention on 17
August 1986. They reported that the competent Cze-
choslovak organs for the execution of the above mention-
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ed Agreement were the Federal Ministry of Trangport-
and the Czechoslovak Commission for Atomic-Energy
for the transport of radioactive materials class 7.

No amendments or changes of the Agreement and
of the Protocol to the Agreement were discussed.

Item 2.

The Czechoslovak delegation reported that -their
road hauliers had carried out 1 649 single journeys to
and from Greece in 1986, of which 112 were unladen.
A total of 25 060 tonnes had been transported compri-
sing 13 008 tonnes exported to Greece, 9 307 imported
from Greece and 2 745 tonnes carried to and from
third countries.

In the first three months of 1987 the Czechoslovak
hauliers carried out 468 single journeys, of which 45
were unladen, and transported 3840 tonnes including
2100 tonnes in -export, 1249 tonnes in import and 491
tonnes in the third country traffic.

Thus the increase of 15,59, in journeys and of 18,99/
in tonnes had -been registered in 1986 in comparison
with 1985. In the first three months of 1987 the.increase
of journeys amounted to 74 9, and the increase of tonnes
to 87,89, in comparison with the respective period
of 1986.

No Czechoslovak transit journeys were carried out
through Greece 1986 and 1987. )

The Greek Delegation reported that in the last years
the following number of the Czechoslovak permits
was issued to the Greek hauliers :

1983 1984 1985 1986 1.--VI. 1987
9015 9392 8657 9188 3192

The Greek Delegation regretted that the territory
of Greece had not been used by the Czechoslovak transit
purposes and expressed their hope that the expected
improvement of the political relations in the Middle
East would create convenient conditions for the trans-
port of lorries from Volos to Syria.

2]

Ttem 3.

The Czechoslovak Delegation stated that in spite of
the increasing participation of the Czech road hauliers
in the bilateral traffic the present quota of 1700 normal
permits would be sufficient to cover their needs of
normal permits in 1987.

They pointed out that the further use of the quota
could be achieved through the better return loading
of the permits for the third country traific to 400
permits. Taking into account the low utilization of the
Czechoslovak permits for the third country traffic
by the Greek road hauliers the Czechoslovak Delegation
offered as an alternative 200 Czechoslovak normal
permits for the increase of the quota of permits for the
third country traffic. The Czechoslovak Delegation
declarad that the proposed increase of the quota of
permits for the third country traffic would be considered
as minimum compensation for the unlimited transit
through Czechoslovakia granted to the Greek hauliers.

The Czechoslovak Delegation proposed to continue
the experimental exchange of 100 Greek permits valid
for the transport of goods from third countries to
Greece against 200 normal Czechoslovak permits.

Tiie Greek Delegation stated that the increase of
the quota of perinits for the third country traffic would
de>rive the Greek hauliers of a considerable part of
road transports and would create serious problems
towards another states presenting the same proposals
and proposed to introduce an experimental exchange
of 100 Creek permits for the third country traffic

‘against 200 Czechoslovak normal permits both being

used for the transport of the household effects of the

- Greek citizens returning from Czechoslovakia back to

Greece. The payment by the Greek repatriates for the
transport of their household effects in the Czechoslo-
vac currency would be discussed by the Greek side
through the displomatic channels.

The Czechoslovak Delegation called the attention
of the Greek Delegation to the administrative pro-
blems combined :with: the.intredusetion of isuchipermits
and reported that such: exchange -coudd: be -alfected
without any obligatery limitatien: of tive. velidity of
permits for the transport:of. the household effécts. of
the Greek citizens. Both Delegations agreed to come
back to the Greek proposal atter the finaksdecision of
the Greek authprities in. this matter- - .

After the discussion :
1700 normal tax-free permits and
300 tax-free permits for third country traffic

were adopted as a final quota for-1987 and- for the
preliminary exchange of permits for 1988 in October
1987. ’

The experimental exchange of 100 Greek permits
from the third countries to Greece in exchange for 200
normal Czechoslovak tax-free permits would continue
in 1987, C

Item 4.

The Greek Delegation informed the Czechoslovak
Delegation about the interest in Greece to start the
regular bus service between Athens and Prague and
asked the Czechoslovak delegation for their opinion.

The Czechoslovak Delegation answered that the
Czechoslovak authorities support - the introduetion of
regular bus lines between -Czechoslovakia and the
other states and explained to the Greek Delegation
the modalities of the -Czechoslovak participation in
this respect. They pointed out that. the conditions of
the Protocol to the Agreement had to complied with.

Both Delegations agreed to meet the possible pro-
posals for the regular bus service between the two
states with understanding.

Item 5. : o

The Czechoslovak Delegation informed the Greek
Delegation about the. present capacity of the Czecho-
slovak road border points and recommended the use
of less overwhelmed border points. They said that the
road border point Sahy at the Czechoslovak - Hunga-
rian border was open only for lorries at the present
time, whereas the border point Slovenské Darmoty
would be used for passenger traffic only. These restri-
ctions are temporary. :

The Czechoslovak Delegation stated that great de-
lays were arising at the Czechoslovak border points
owing to the fact that the foreign lorries were entering
the Czechoslovak territory without the statistical card
being duly filled in. They recommended to the Greek
Delegation to issue the Czechoslovak permits after
the filled in Czechoslovak statistical card being presented.

Both Delegations appreciated the friendly atmosphere
of mutual understanding during the negotiations.

The Greek Delegation invited the Czechoslovak De-
legation to the tenth meeting of the Joint Committee
on International Road Transport to be held in 1988 in
Greece. The Czechoslovak Delegation accepted the
invitation with pleasure. '
