PROTOCOL
OF THE 19-th CONFERENCE OF THE OFFICIAL TOURISM
ORGANIZATIONS OF THE BALKAN COUNTRIES

At the invitation of the Romanian Party and in accordance
with Article 2 of the Agreement for Cooperation in the field of
Tourism concluded between the Governments of the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria, the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Re-
public of Romania, the Republic of Turkey and the Socialist
Federative Republic of Yugoslavia, the 19-th Conference of the
Official Tourism Organizations of the Balkan countries was
held in Bucharest and Poiana Bragov between October 14-18
1986.

The Conference was attended by the Delegations of the Offi-
cial Tourism Organizations of the above mentioned countries;
the list of the members of the Delegations is attached herewith.

The 14-th Conference of the Travel Agencies Associations
of the Balkan Countries was held in Bucharest and Poiana
Bragov at the same time as the 19-th Conference of the Official
Tourism Organizations.

The sessions of the Conference of the Official Tourism Or-
ganizations of the Balkan Countries were presided over by H.E.
Costache Zmeu, Deputy Minister of Tourism of the Socialist
Republic of Romania, head of the Romanian Delegation.

The Conference adopted the following:

AGENDA:

1. — Exchange of information on the tourism activity of the
participating Balkan countries;

2. — Analysis of implementation of the provisions of the Pro-
tocol of the 18-th Conference and measures for further
development of the Balkan tourism co-operation;
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3. — Place and date of the 20-th Conference of the Official
Tourism Organizations of the Balkan Countries.

Item 1 of the Agenda

The Delegation informed on achievements obtained in the
field of tourism in their respective countries, underlining the
social and economic value of the activity.

Emphasizing that tourism constitutes in their countries an
important economic, social and educational activity, the Dele-
gations have informed about certain present and future orienta-
tions for the development of tourism, especially the invest-
ments effort for modernization of the tourism infrastructure,
the increase of the standard of services in hotel and catering in-
dustry, development of the entertainment and leisure facilities
in the high demand resorts and regions, training and specializa-
tion of personnel, development of promotion and publicity ac-
tivity and its adaptation to the specifics and new trends of the
tourist market a.s.o.

Regarding the tourist traffic, it has been reported that the do-
mestic traffic, as a result of the social and economic progress,
has increased, while the international tourist traffic has stag-
nated or, for various periods even decreases - as a result of cer-
tain events which have influenced the tourist traffic at the level
of the whole European region. The second half of the year has
shown that this trend has been changed.

The Delegations have expressed their conviction that by
means of marketing and promotion measures - these conjec-
ture aspects will be overcome. In the same ideea, the opportu-
nity of starting such concrete steps with promotional character
in the countries representing major tourist sources, was under-
lined.

Item 2 of the Agenda

The Delegations have appreciated the actions taken by the
countries participating in the Conference to encourage the mul-
tilateral and bilateral co-operation in the field of tourism and
have underlined that this co-operation represents an important
factor for promotion of peace, for the strengthening of good
neighbourhood, of understanding and security in the Balkans.

Taking into consideration the results of the joint activity so
far, as well as the trends of the development of international
tourism in general and of the Balkan countries tourism in par-
ticular, the delegates consider that the future efforts in the field
of tourism Balkan cooperation should be oriented towards:
— continuing and developing the actions related to organizing
promotion activities of the tourist offer-which should iead to en-
hancing the exchanges between Balkan countries as well as the
increase of the atractivity of the Balkan region as major interna-
tional tourism destination;

— continuing the consultations at experts level on technical
problems (hotels, catering, training) as well as problems on so-
lution of which depends the further development of the tourist
traffic between and to the Balkan countries (means of transpor-
tation and tariffs, simplification of the border formalities a.s.0);

— continuation of the exchange of information and acquiring of
a better documentation through mutual contacts regarding the
tourist market conjecture and its evolution. In order to carry
out the exchange of views between specialists on marketing
problems, it has been considered that a major role belongs to
the Tourist offices abroad-which should co-operate finding out
and interpreting in a better way the conjunctural phenomena of
their respective markets;

~ taking better advantage of the framework offered by the in-
ternational organizations for mutual information and documen-
tation as well as for consultations of mutual interest problems

occured during the debates of the statutory bodies of those or-
ganizations.

The Conference considered that the more important interna-
tional events and manifestations which are organized by each
country participating in the Conference - can be better used for
promoting post congress tours which could include tourist
atractions of the other Balkan countries.

It was further recommended to the associations of travel
agencies and to the air carriers of the Balkan countries to inten-
sify the mutual exchanges and to examine the posibilities of
creating and promoting combined programmes for third coun-
tries tourists.

To this purpose, during the session of the Conference sev-
eral racommendations have been made, among which:

— organizing sea and river cruises which should include the five
countries or, in the case of Danube cruises the riveran Balkan
countries; diversification of the auto transportation links;

— printing of a new Balkan tourist guide and producing a spe-
cific tourist theme film;

— inviting journalists and radio and T.V. teams from the major
tourist - producing countries, round tables and working meet-
ings with promotional character a.s.o.

The Delegations agreed that all these recommendations
should be analysed by the official tourism organizations, which,
on the occasion of the 20-th Conference should decide on con-
crete ways to implement them.

Item 3 of the Agenda

The Delegations have unanimously accepted the kind invita-
tion of the Hellenic Delegation for holding the 20-th Confer-
ence of the Official Tourism Organizations of the Balkan Coun-
tries in Greece, in the spring of 1987. The place and the date
will be subsequently established by the host country.

The participants at the Conference have underlined the im-
portance of visits and contacts at the highest level for creating
closer co - operation conditions between Balkan countries in
various domains of activity tourism included.

The Conference was held in an atmosphere of friendship in
the spirit of understanding and good co-operation.

The Delegations of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria, the
Hellenic Republic, the Republic of Turkey and the Socialist
Federative Republic of Yugoslavia expressed their thanks to
the Romanian Party for the excellent conditions of organizing
the Conference and for the hospitality extended.

PROTOCOL
OF THE 20th CONFERENCE OF THE OFFICIAL TOURISM
ORGANIZATIONS OF THE BALKAN COUNTRIES

At the invitations of the Hellenic Party snd in accordance
with Article 2 of the Agreement for Cooperation in the field of
Tourism concluded between the Governments of the People’s
Republic of Bulgaria, the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Re-
public of Romania, the Republic of Turkey and the Socialist
Federative Republic ot Yugoslavia, the 20th Conference of the
Official Tourism Organizations of the Balkan countries was
held on the Isle of Rhodes between May 29 - June 1.

The Conference was attended by the Delegations of the Offi-
cial Tourism Organizations of the above mentioned countries;
the list of the members of the Delegations is attached herewith.

The sessions of the Conference of the Official Tourism Or-
ganizations of the Balkan Countries were presided over by Mr.
C. KYRIAZIS, President of the National Tourist Organization
of the Hellenic Republic, head of the Hellenic Delegation.

The Conference adopted the following

1. — Exchange of information on the tourism evolution of the
participating Balkan countries:
2. — Analysis of implementation of the provisions of the Pro-

tocol of the 19th Conference and measures for further

development of the Balkan tourism co-operation; )
3. — Place and date of the 21st Conference of the Official

Tourism organizations of the Balkan Countries.

Item 1 of the Agenda

The heads of the Delegation informed the Conference on the

results achieved in the field of tourism in their respective coun-
tries.
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Owing to the construction and modernisation of the tourism
infrastructure and tourism facilities to the improvement of tour-
ism supply and quality of services offered, the development of
promotion and publicity activities and others it was estimated
that international fourism has been successfully developed
within the Balkan territory.

Item 2 of the Agenda

The delegations having exchanged their views on tourist traf-
fic within the Balkan region and taking into consideration the
upward trends of the international tourism aswell came to the
conclusion that they must develop their mutual cooperation
aiming at the removal of any obstacles as far as increasing in-
ternational tourist traffic is concerned and undertaking action
in order 1o attract tourists from the third countries.

In this respect the Conference recommended more efficient
means at transportation further cooperation between the Auto-
mobile and Touring Clubs and national carriers of the Balkan
countries as well for the purpose of establishing better and new
transport connections by road, air and sea for the benefit of
tourism.

The Delegations underlined the importance of multilateral
and bilateral co-operation in the field of tourism which has been
proved as the most important factor for the promotion of peace,
understanding, good-neighborhood and security in the Bal-
kans.

Furthermore the Delegations agreed that in the forthcoming
period the activities of the competent authorities and tourist
and other organizations should be directed towards the follow-
ing fields of cooperation;

— organizing sea and river cruises which should include the
five countries;

— printing of a new Balkan tourist guide and producing a spe-
cific tourist theme film;

— inviting journalists and radio and T.V. teames;

— exchanging promotional and advertising material and infor-
mation on tourist exhibitions, faires, sports etc.

At this point and for further attraction of high level interna-
tional tourism the need for cultural activities within the frame-
work of international festivals folkloric manifestations etc. un-
der the guidance of the National Tourist Organizations of the
Balkan countries was stressed.

Item 3 of the Agenda

The kind invitation of the Bulgarian Delegation was accepted
for helding the XXI Conference of the National Tourism Or-
ganizations of the Balkan countries in Bulgaria in the year
1988. The exact date and place of the next Conference will be
communicated later on.

The participants at the Conference have underlined the im-
portance of visits and contacts at the highest level for creating
closer cooperation conditions between Balkan countries in vari-
ous domains of activity, tourism included.

The conference was held in an atmosphere of friendship in the
spirit of understanding and good co-operation.

The Delegations of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria, the
Socialist Republic of Romania, the Republic of Turkey, the So-
cialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia expressed their
sincer thanks to the President of the National Tourist Organiza-
tion of Greece Mr. C. Kyriazis and to the Hellenic Delegation

for the excellent organization of the Conference and warm hos-

pitality extended to them.
