AGREEMENT

Between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Covernment of the Cerman Democratic
Republic on the Development of Economic, In-
dustrial and Technical Cooperation.

— desirous of developing cconomie, industrial and
technical cooperation on the basis of the universally
recognized principles of international law, particu-
larly the principles of sovereign equality of States
and non-interference in internal affairs, as well as
on the basis of the principle of equality of rights and
mutual advantage,

considering the wish of the two Contracting Parties
to use their economic, industrial and technical re-
sources for the development of both countries within
the framework of a coinprehensive, stable and lasting
conperation,

- recognizing that the potentialities for economie,
industrial and technical cooperation are given,

- considering thal the two Contracting Parties wish
to implement this cooperation in conformity with their
obligation under international law,

- Proceeding from the fact that the comprehensive
and longterm stable cooperation meets the basic inte-
rests of the two peoples and that it helps strengthen
peace and security,

— having full respect for, and in pursuance of, the
principles,

—of the Final Act of the Helsinki Conference on
security and Cooperation in Europe and the following
Final Document of Madrid,

Have agreed as follows :

Article 1

The two Contracting Parties shall develop, on a
dynamic, harmonious and balanced basis, their eco-
nomic, industrial and technical coeperation and shall
promote cooperalion between their enterprises, orga-
nizations or institutions.

To this end, they shall treat, each other in respect
of the cooperation between their enterprises, organi-
zations or institutions as favourably as possible and
shall make all necessary efforts facilitate the deve-
lopment of such cooperation.

Article 2

The Contracting Parties shall, in accordance with
the economic, industrial and technical possibilities
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and needs of the two countries, cooperate above all
in those fields which contribute to the promotion of
the economic cooperation and to the advance of their

economies.

Article 3

Apart from the traditional forms of i:ore_ign trade,
the Contracting Parties recognize the significance of
more advanced forms for the development of economic,
industrial, scientific and technical cooperation.

Such cooperation shall be effected in conformity
with the possibilities, requirements and actual condi-
tions of each side.

The Contracting Parties shall, on the basis of
contracts, support and encourage, n particular, the
following forms and methods of cooperation :

Designing, development, construction and reconstru-
ction of projects in industry, agriculture, construction,
transport, the energy sector as well as in other sectors
of the economy;

preparation of technical and economic studies;

delivery of machines, instruments, equipment,
spare parts;

purchase and sale of scientific-technical results,
icences and know-how and exchange of scientificf
and technical information;

vocational training and upgrading, assignment o
advisers, specialists and instructors;

sending of scientists and experts for consulting,
specialized lectures and joint research and development
work;

holding of scientific and technical events, organization
of symposia, seminars and conferences;

utilization of scientific and technical findings and
nonmaterial services;

holding of specialized exhibitions and fairs;

exploration, extraction and utilization of natural
resources, i.e. raw materials and fuels, including the
recultivation of poen-cast mining areas;

joint constuction of projects, including infrastructural
projects, in the two countries as well as in third countries.

By mutual consent other forms and methods may
be agreed upon.

Article 4

Cooperation under this Agreement shall be realized
on the basis contracts concluded between enterprises,
organizations or institutions of the Contracting Parties
jo conformity with their laws and regulations.

 The afore mentioned enterprises, organizations or
institutions shall notify in advance their authorities
about specific contracts under this Agreement.

Article 5

The two Contracting Parties shall make all efforts
to promote the joint initiatives of the enterprises,

organizations or institutions of both countries on third
markets.

Articie 6

Payments under this Agreement for deliveries of
goods and services between the two countries shall be
effected in mutually accepted convertible currencies
to the competent banking institutions in conformity

with the foreign exchange regulations in force in the
two countries.

Article 7

The two Contracting Parties taking into considera-
tion the importance of financing for the development
of economic, industrial and technical cooperation, shall
make all efforts so that credits on most favourable
terms for each particular case be provided within the
framework of their internal legislation and regulations,
and in conformity with their international obligations.

The two Contracting Parties shall make their best
efforts, in conformity with their internal laws and re-
gulations and their international obligations, to elimi-
nate any possibly existing obstacles for cooperaticn
within the framework of this Agreement.

The Embassy of the Federal Republic of Germany
presents its compliments to the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Hcllenic Republic and has the honour
to refer to its Verbal Note No. 152/79 of March 27,
1979, with regard to the water supply of Ptolemais
area scheme.
