PROTOCOL

on the basic guidelines for establishing joint ventures between eco-
nomic organisations of the Hellenic Republic and the Syrian Arab

Republic, .

Inspired by the friendly relations between the Hellenic Republic
and the Syrian Arab Republic, aiming at expanding and developing
the Economie and Industrial Cooperation between the two countries
for mutyal benefit, the Government of the Hellenic Republic agreed
to esta!)lish joint ventures between economic organisations of the two
Countries on the basis of the following guidelines:

L. General objectives
The Greek/Syrian joint ventures should meet the folowing general

objectives

1. attracting capital to be invested in the Syrian Arab Republic;

2. introducing and applying modern and advanced technology in
the Syrian Arab Republic;

3. promoting export, particularly to the non-traditional markets
and directing the major part of the production of the joint ventures for
exportation;

4. creating new job opportunities in the Syrian Arab Republic;

5. enabling Syrian personnel to acquire advanced technological,
commercial, organisational and managerial experience;

6. using local materials as much as possible to ensure close link-
ages between the joint ventures and the Syrian economy;

7. insuring an efficient increase of the production and export ca-
pacity of the Syrian Arab Republic on the basis of the mutual interests
of both sides; .

8. establishing prerequisities for an accelerated development of
some sectors of the Syrian economy under most favourable condi-
tions which may be provided within such form of cooperation;

9. organizing joint activities in other countries.

I1. Basic requirements:

1. The Greek-Syrian joint ventures should be established in the
fields where either of the two countries enjoy comparative advantages
and has achieved considerable progress, in particular:

- irrigation and land reclamation;

- dairy and poulrtry farms;

- agro-industrial complexes;

- heavy and light industries (e.g. machine building, textile and fur-
niture); :

- electricity and electrical engineering;

- transporiation.

2. The decision of establishing a joint venture should be based on a
technical and economic feasibility study, prepared and adopted
jointly by the two sides, and approved by the competend authorities of
both countries.

3. The joint ventures should carry out their activities in accordance
with sound economic and commercial principles and practices.

4, When studing and analysing the possible joint activities and in
order to ensure high efficiancy of investments, special attention will
be paid to the following aspects:

- proper choice of the subject of activities of the joint venture and
sphere of capital investments;

- advanced technological basis of the production;

- proper qualification of the technical and managerial person-
nel;

- up-to-date organisation of labour.

1. Major principles:

1. The capital participation of each side in the joint venture could
be either in cash, in kind or both. The way and share by which each
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side could participate in the joint venture capital should be agreed
upon mutually in each case. In case that the capital participation of
either side is in kind, then it should be evaluated in accordance with
the sound financial and economic principles and practices.

2. Administration and organisation responsibilities of the joint ven-
ture should be distributed according to the participation of each side
in its capital.

3. The joint ventures are independent legal entities with self - ac-
counting. All profits and losses will be divided between the partners
according to their shares in the capital. ’

4. Part of the net profit of the joint venture should be reinvested for
its expansion and development.

5. The repatriation of foreign capital and transfer of part of the net
profit shall be in accordance with the Syrian laws, rules and regula-
tions.

6. The joint ventures may carry out activities in third countries in
case of mutual interest.

7. The joint ventures may borrow from either side sources or from
a third source, credits againts guarantees issued by the concerned na-
tional banks of the two countries.

8. Both partners in joint ventures will elaborate programs for train-
ing Syrian personnel in the Hellenic Rebublic and in the Syrian Arab
Republic for technical and executive management of the joint ven-
tures.

9. The activities of the joint ventures should ensure the establish-
ment of such organisational structures which guarantee the transfer of
know-how to the local personnel in ways which ensure the efficiency
of the production process according to the requirements of each pro-
ject.

10. For each joint venture a special contract (memorandum of as-
sociation) shall be signed by the concerned organisations of both
countries which stipulates among other requsites:

- objectives;

- scope and components of its activities;

- time schedule for achieving its objectives;
- duration of the contract;

- responsibilities;

- legal form and organizational structure;

- facilities for foreign personnel (entry, residence, savings, working
permission, medical cara, etc.).

11. The joint ventures will enjoy incentives, privileges, envisaged
in the Syrian laws, rules and regulations.

12. The joint ventures should apply in their activities, the laws,
rules and regulations of the Syrian Arab Republic.

13. The Hellenic Republic and the Syrian Arab Rebuplic agree to
establish a joint sub - committee in order to facilitate the implementa-
tion of this Protocol, to find the appropriate ways and means to further
expand the cooperation in the above mentioned fields and solve any
disputes that may arise in the process of its implementation. The joint
sub - committee shall meet regulary in Athens and Damascus alter-
nately. : .

14. The present Protocol shall be valid for a period of five years
from the date of its entering into force. Upon expiration of the said pe-
riod, its validity shall automatically be extended for a further period of
five years, unless either of the Hellenic Republic or the Syrian Arab
Rebuplic declare in writing their intention to terminate this Protocol,
one year prior to its expirations. The termination of this Protocol does

not automatically apply to specific agreements provided for unfer sec-
tion I, article 10.

15. The present Protocol shall enter into force temporarily as of
the date of signature and officially as of the date of exchange of the
instruments of ratification in accordance with the legal procedures of
the two countries.

On Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the provisional Military
Government of Socialist Ethiopia. :

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Provisional Mili-
tary Government of Socialist Ethiopia. 7
Desiring to strengthen the existing ties of friendship between the

two countries,
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Appreciating the benefits which might be derived for both coun-
tries from the strengthening of the Economic, Scientific and Techni-
cal Cooperation between them,

Considering that the two sides wish to develop this cooperation in
accordance with the rules and regulations Revailing in the two coun-
tries, and within the framework of their international obligation,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The two sides shall seek to develop and strengthen economic, sci-
entific and technical cooperation between the two countries in the
fields of agriculture, industry, tourism, construction, fishing, commu-
nication, transport, shipbuilding and shiprepairing etc. in a spirit of
mutual understanding.

Article 2

The cooperation envisaged in the present agreement covers partic-
ularly the following:

a) The cooperation for the study, preparation and implementation
of projects, which are of interest for both countries, including propos-
als to facilitate an appropriate financing and the technical assistance
necessary for their realisation, -

b) The encouragement of information exchange relating to scien-
tific research and technology and

c) The encouragement of exchange of Experts and of cooperation
in the areas of training, education and research.

Article 3

The two sides shall seek to encourage economic cooperation
among the organizations enterprises and competent economic agen-
cies of both countries, in accordance with the laws and provisions in
force therein, laying emphasis on the creation of joint ventures in vari-
ous sectors.

Article 4

The two shall encourage the exchange of visits of commercial rep-
resentatives, delegations and missions between them, as well as or-
ganizing of Fairs, with a view to strengthening trade between them.

Article 5

The two sides shall set up a Joint Committee on economic scientific
and technical cooperation, which shall hold meetings alternately in
the two countries, at the request of either Party, with a view to elabo-
rating and adopting measures and methods to strengthen the eco-
nomic, scientific and technical cooperation between them.

Article 6

The Joint Committee shall be responsible for:

a) examining ways and means of promoting the economic, scien-
tific and technical cooperation between the two countries,

b) following the progress of the economic, scientific and technical
relations on bilateral and multilateral levels,

c) examining problems that may occur during the implementation
of the present agreement and seeking suitable solations,

d) evaluating the reports and proposals for the qualitative and
quantitative development of the cooperation.

Article 7

The expiration of this Agreement shall have no effect on the valid-
ity of agreements and contracts concluded between enterprises and
organisations of both countries.

Article 8

This Agreement shall enter into force on the day of exchange of
Notes confirming that each party’s legislative requirements to this ef-
fects have been met.

This Agreement is concluded for a period of five years.

It will be automatically renewed for periods of one year each unless
notification of termination is given by either Party six months before
the expiration of each period.
