PROTOCOL

Of the Third Session of the Joint Committee under the Agree-
ment between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and
the Government of the German Democratic Republic on the
Development of Economic, Industrial and Technical

Cooperation.

The Third Session of the Joint Committee for Economic, In-
dustrial and Technical Cooperation was held in Berlin from 9 to
11 May 1988. ‘

The delegation of the Hellenic Republic was headed by
Ioannis Papantoniou, A’ Undersecretary of the Ministry of Na-
tional Economy.

The delegation of the German Democratic Republic was
headed by Christian Meyer, Deputy Minister of Foreign Trade.

The members of the two delegations are listed in the An-
nexes 1 and 2 of the present Protocol.

During his stay in Berlin, the Head of the delegation of the
Hellenic Republic was received by:

Dr. Gerhard Beil, Minister of Foreign Trade of the GDR. He
also met:

Mr. C. Kihnel, State Secretary in the Ministry of Light In-
dustry.

Dr. P. Rossner, Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Heavy
Machinery and Plant Construction.

Mr. E.-U. Grande, Deputy Minister in the Ministry of Elec-
trical Engineering and Electronics.

During the opening Session the following agenda was agreed
upon:

The negotiations and talks took place in a friendly and con-
structive atmosphere.

1. Information on the development and prospects of the
economy of the Hellenic Republic and of the German Demo-
cratic Republic.

The Greek side made a brief analysis of the situation of the
Greek economy. It underlined the positive results of the two-
year consolidation programme 1986-1987, ensuring the pos-
sibility for the Greek economy to enter into a new development

course in 1988. The targets and the means for their achieve- -

ment are being determined in the five-year Programme of Eco-
nomic and Social Development in Greece 1988-1992,

The German Democratic Republic side informed about the
present economic situation in the German Democratic Repub-
lic. It referred to the successful development of the GDR na-
tional economy in 1987 and in the first months of 1988 which
reveals itself in growing achievements in the field of production
and in further sociopolitical improvements.

The main targets of the 1986-1990 five-year plan set an-
nual growth rates of the national income and industrial produc-
tion and comprise the rapid development and wide-ranging ap-
plication of key technologies with a reduction of the specific
consumption of material, raw materials and energy at the same
time.

2. Review of the development of the bilateral economic, in-
dustrial and technical cooperation since the 2nd Session of the
Joint Committee in October 1986.

The Joint Committee reviewed the overall development of
the economic relations between the two countries since its 2nd
Session in 1986.

It noted that their economic relations in general have contin-
ued to develop in many ways and to their mutual advantage.

However, despite the efforts taken by both sides, the targets
set forth on the occasion of the 2nd Session of the Joint Com-
mittee regarding the development of commercial transactions
have not been reached.

A positive assessment was made of the existing comprehen-
sive cooperation relations, in particular in the fields of open-
cast mining, equipment, electrical engineering and rolling
stock construction, and the successfull development of
cooperation in the areas of consulting and training.

The Agreement between the rolling stock construction in-
dustry of the GDR, the Greek State Railways and two Greek
shipyards on the delivery and manufacture of goods-waggons
and passenger-coaches will lead to a new quality in coopgration
by creating the pre-requisites for establishing a national railway
waggon construction industry in the Hellenic Republic and by
providing the possibilities for exports to third countries in ac-
cordance with Article 9 of the Framework Agreements.

The Group of Experts which has been formed as a result of
the 2nd Session of the Joint Committee in the field of agricul-
ture and food processing machinery/equipment explored other
forms of cooperation and opened up new possibilities, in partic-
ular in the field of animal husbandry and livestock farming.

The Joint Committee noted with satisfaction that both sides
have fulfilled on schedule their commitments arising from the
Arrangement between the Government of the German Demo-
cratic Republic and the Government of the Hellenic Republic
concerning the Settlement of Pensions.

3. Possibilities for the further development of economic, in-
dustrial and technical cooperation.

The Joint Committe confirmed the will of the two sides to
continue making every efforts to further develop their
cooperation on a mutually beneficial basis, to open up potenti-
alities, facilitate the long-term development of the exchange of
goods, and to contribute to overcome any difficulty which might

arise.

Thw two sides agree to continue their efforts for a dynamic
increase of the exchange of goods between their countries and
to further diversify the range of goods.

Both sides will endeavour to intensify their contacts and reg-
ular meetings of government officials and leading representa-
tives of economic organisations, specialized associations and
enterprises of the two countries with a view to developing and
expanding their economic relations.

In order to achieve this aim both sides deem it necessary

— to continue their contacts and regular meetings of govern-
ment officials

— to enlarge the range of the exchanged products and serv-
ices in accordance with the Annexes 3 and 4

— to further develop the marketing by activities such as sym-
posia, Technical Days, technical quidance to users etc

— to make more efficient their participation in the interna-
tional fairs and exhibitions of both countries
— to multiply the direct contacts of the Enterprises and
Organisations of both countries with a view to deepening their
relations and finding other sectors of cooperation.

The Greek side stressed that, among the various products
imported from Greece by the German Democratic Republic, it
has the strong wish of increasing and enlarging the Greek ex-
ports expecially with those products mentioned in Annex 3.

The Greek side declared its interest in repairing GDR ves-
sels in Greek shipyards. This request will be considered by the
GDR side.

The two sides agreed to further expand their industrial
cooperation in selected fields and to focus their attention pri-
marily on the areas listed in Annex 5. Towards this end, both
sides will support the exchange of production licences, know-
how and technologies.

The Joint Committee underlined that the conclusion of long-
term arrangements on industrial and technological cooperation
on ministerial level or between companies of the GDR and the
Hellenic Republic similar to the Framework Agreements on
Rail Vehicles and the arrangement between Foreign Trade
Enteprise Elektrotechnik Export/Import and Messrs. Intracom
provides the basis for more stable economic relations.

The conclusion of a contract between Messrs. Metka and the
Foreign Trade Enterprise TAKRAF of the delivery of struc-
tural components for open-cast mining equipment for the GDR
lignite industry opens new possibilities for an industrial and
technological cooperation between the two countries.

The Joint Committe will see to it that such initiatives will also
be encouraged in other fields, and it agreed to set up an ad-hoc
group of experts on industrial cooperation under the Joint
Committee.

Both sides reaffirm their willingness to continue without de-
lay the negotiations concerning the further specification of the
Framework Agreements for Rail Vehicles and to ensure the
timely materialization of the Agreements.

The GDR side requested once again that GDR specialists on
assignment in Greece be granted with multiple entry visas and
long-term residence permits so as to ensure the smooth prepa-
ration, conclusion and execution of contracts, in particular
within the framework of Greek investment projects.

4. Miscellaneous

Both sides shall continue to encourage the efforts of the com-
petent ministries to conclude an Agreement between the Gov-
ernment of the German Democratic Republic and the Govern-
ment of the Hellenic Republic on the Avoidance of Double Tax-
ation,

The Greek side again showed its interest in the signing of an
agreement with the German Democratic Republic in the sector
of tourism, within a short period of time, aiming at the further
development of good and friendly relations between the two
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countries.

The Joint Committe agreed to hold its fourth session in
Athens in 1989. The date shall be agreed upon through diplo-
matic channels. C .

The chairmen of the Joint Committee will meet, if necessary,
between the two sessions, to review the results obtained, to
study new proposals and to lay down specific tasks.
