AGREED MINUTES

In a mutual effort to resolve pending compensation issues
related to the Agreement of September 26. 1966 signed
between Greece and Egypt and in accordance with Article 9 of
the said Agreement, a meeting of the Joint Greek - Egyptian
Comnmittee for Compensation was held in Cairo from 24 to 26

May 1988.

The Greek Delegation was headed by H.E. Ambassador
Notis Botzaris, Head of the Special Economic Affairs
Department, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic

Republic.
The Egyptian Delegation was headed by H.E. Mr Abdel Aziz

Zahwy, First Undersecretary of State, Ministry of International

Cooperation of the Arab Republic of Egypt.
Lists of the members of the two Delegations are attached

hereto (Annexes I and II).
The following issues were discussed:

AGRARIAN REFORM:

The Greek Side focused on the procedural difficulties they
face concerning implementation of Land Reform laws by the
competent Egyptian Authorities.

The Greek Side presented the following préposals:
A. The Agrarian Reform Authority shall inform the lawyers

of the beneficiaries or the beneficiaries themselves about the
concrete steps to be taken to liquidate the pending cases, so
that the relevant amounts due be transferred to the Central
Bank of Egypt and then to Greece.

B. The Greek Side proposed that a time limit of a maximum
period of fifteen days be fixed for every procedural stage. This
period having ineffectively lapsed, the Egyptian Side shall
automatically proceed to the next stage. The conclusion of all
procedures shoud not exceed a maximum limit of three (3)

months, as from today. . ' o
The Egyptian Side reiterated its commitment to liquidate

pending issues regarding nationalized Greek land property in
accordance with Laws 127/1961 and 15/1963 and, to this
cffect. presented the concrete steps already taken by the
Agrarian Reform Authorities. Details are as follows:

Concerning Law 127/1961. Total number of cases: 86.

— 7 cases were not included in the estimate, the property
having been sold to Egyptian citizens and the cases settled

before issuance of the said Law. _ N
— 17 cases were settled by the Agrarian Reform Authorities

and the estimate amount of E. Pounds 115.580.- was
forwarded to the Ministry of Finance to be transferred to .
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Greece.
— 40 cases are being dealt with by dint of Law 3/1986
which simplified the expropriation formalities and these cases

will be settled no later than October 1988.
— 11 cases of expropriation are pending, their bebt status to

be settled. final assessment having been completed.
— 11 cases are before the Judicial Committee of the

Agrarian Reform.
Concerning Law 15/1963: Total number of cases: 492.
— 259 cases were settled by the Agrarian Reform

Authorities and the estimate amount of E. Pounds 1.680.475.-
was forwarded to the Ministry of Finance to be transferred to

Greece. .
— 58 cases were not included in the estimate because they

were settled before the Law was issued.
— 68 cases are being dealt with by dint of Law 3/1986 and

will be settled no later than October 1988.
— 44 cases of expropriation are pending, their debt status to

be settled. final assessment having been completed.

— 63 cases are before the Judicial Committee of the
Agrarian Reform.

The Egyptian Side promised to expedite the transfer of the

seltled cases to Greece by the Competent Authorities.
Lists of settled cases under Laws 127/1961 and 15/1963

were presented to the Greek Side (ANNEX III).
The Greek Side requested that the Egyptian Side exclude

the right of any third party to place in a caveat before the
Judicial Committee of the Agrarian Reform, because such
action — though. in many cases, legally groundless — always
Icads to the suspension and interruption of the assessment

procedure.
The Greek Side proposed that at least a time limit not

exceeding sixty (60) days be fixed. during which caveats could

be entered. :
The Egyptian Side stated that this is contradictory to the

procedure  of the Judicial Authority and cannot be
implemented.

COMPANIES:

The Greek Side proposed that the Egyptian Side agree to the
possibility of reevaluation of the estimate made by the
Evaluation Committee of Greek companies nationalized under
Laws 119/1961. 38/1963 and 72/1963. This proposal was
based on decisions of the High Constitutional Court. which had
declared unconstitutional the provisions of the above Laws
concerning the irrevocability of the decisions of the Evaluation

Committees.
The Egyptian Side explained that the decision of the Court

does not implicate that the Government of Egypt has to

recvaluate the rights nationalized by these laws.
The measures of evaluation set up by those laws are still

valid. If an interested party alleges that the evaluation is wrong
or erroncous. the decision of the Constitutional Court declared
10 the interested party is that it has no legal objection for that
parly to go to the competent court and discuss that evaluation.
Till a decision of the competent court is rendered, the

evaluation of nationalized right is valid and operative.
The Greek Side stated that despite the fact that the

Evaluation Committees had long ago. in many cases, finalized
the assessment of the value of the Greek companies and
lactories. the Egyptian Organizations under the jurisdiction of
which  the abovementioned came, refuse to issue the
appropriate statements of compensation, on the basis of which
indenmification amounts would *finally be transferred to
Egyvptian Banks.

The Egyptian Side confirmed that the competent companies
under the jurisdiction of which the nationalized companies have
come, should issue the requested statements. Furthermore,
they promised to settle the relevant pending cases and,
consequently, it was agreed that the Legal Advisors of the
Consulates General of Greece in Alexandria and Cairo submit a
list of the competent companies that refuse to issue the above
statements, through the Greek Embassy.

SEQUESTRATION:

. The Greek Side poim'ed out that only 21 cases have been
submitted to sequestration. However, the Egyptian Authorities
demand that all beneficiaries under the 1966 Compensation
Agreement submit the “Socialist Prosecutor’s Certificate™ and
the “General Sequestrator’s Certificate”. Given that Egyptian
Badnks are in possession of the complete list of cases under
sequestration and that the certificate of the Socialism
Prosecutor was introduced only in 1971, i.c. at a time by which
almost all beneficiaries had already left Egypt, the Greek Side
proposed that abolition of the above formalities.

The Egyptian Side agreed to exempt the Greek nationals
from submitting the Prosecutor’s Certificate only, unless the
Central Bank of Egypt possesses specific information that the
property in question has been submitted to sequestration.
Concerning the 21 cases whic are under sequestration, the
Egyptian Side proposed, and the Greek Side agreed, that the
General Sequestrator issue one comprehensive certificate
covering all 21 cases. It was further agreed that a fee of
approximately E. Pounds 5. be deducted from the 65%
indemnification amount of each case, for the issuance of this
certificate. It was also agreed that the beneficiaries will cover
the lawyer’s fees to be deducted from the 65% indemnification
amount.

DEDUCTION OF DEBTS:

The Greek Side referred to Article 6(B) of the Agreed
Minutes signed in Cairo on July Ist, 1978, concerning the
decision issued by the Egyptian Administrative Court on April
6, 1976 in connection with Petition No. 3108 dated January
26. According to the terms of this Decision, various debts of
beneficiaries of indemnities should be deducted from the total
(i.e. 100%) of indemnity due and not from the agreed amount
to be paid (i.e. 65%). Consequently, the Egyptian Side should
transfer in favour of the Greek beneficiaries all unduly retained
amounts from the beginning of implementation of the
September 26, 1966 Compensation Agreement.

The Egyptian Side took note of the proposal and promised to
study this matter with the competent Egyptian Authorities and
inform the Greek Side as soon as a decision is reached.

MOST FAVOURED NATION CLAUSE:

The Greek Side proposed that the Egyptian Side apply the
“Most Favoured Nation Clause” contained in Article 11 of the
1966 Agreement, based on an Agreement signed between the
Governments of Egypt and the U.S.A. (May 1, 1976), where by
the sums paid to U.S. citizens amount to 100% of their
recognized claims.

The Egyptian Side did not agree with this point of view. It
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was agreed that, if necessary, further exchanges on this specific
item could take place through the proper channels.

EXTENSION FOR ONE MORE YEAR OF THE PERIOD OF
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 1966 AGREEMENT
CONCERNING THE INDEMNIFICATION OF GREEK
INTERESTS IN EGYPT:

The Egyptian Side agreed to the proposal of the Greek Side
that the 1966 Indemnification Agreement be extended for one
more year, through the exchange of Letters to be signed today,
by H.E. the Ambassador of Greece to Kairo and H.E. the First
Undersecretary of State at the Egyptian Ministry of
International Cooperation.

MISCELLANEOUS:

A. The Greek Side provided the Egyptian Side with an
indicative list of pending cases of Greek beneficiaries under the
1966 Compensation Agreement which present some problems
as it appears from the relevant Aide-Memoires and documents
submitted to the Egyptian Side by the Greek Embassy in Cairo
and requested that the competent Egyptian Authorities take all
necessary measures for the clearance of these cases, the
soonest possible.

The Egyptian Side undertook to study all these cases and to
contact the competent Authorities to settle such cases and
communicate the result to the Greek Embassy at the earliest
convenience.

B. The Egyptian Side provided the Greek Side with a list of
cascs falling within the framework of Agrarian Reform Laws
127/1961 and 15/1963 an indicated that the assessment
procedures for these cases have been completed.

The Greck Side replied that they will examine the list and
communicate their remarks on it.

C. The Egyptian Side provided the Greck Side with a list of
names of Greek beneficiaries pending cases presented by the
Central Bank of Egypt.

D. The Greek Side requested that the Egyptian Side take all
necessary measures to facilitate the contacts of the Greek
Embassy and the Consulates General of Alexandria and Cairo
and their respective Legal Advisors with the competent
Egvptian Authorities in order to accelerate the settlement of all

pending cases.

The Egyptian Side readily agreed with the proposal and
undertook to take the appropriate measures.

The deliberations between the two Delegations were held in
a warm and friendly atmosphere and in a spirit of mutual

understanding.
