AGREED MINUTES

OF THS SECOND SESSION OF THE GREEK-JORDANIAN JOINT
COMMITTEE ON INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT
COOPERATION BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND

THE HASHEMITE KINGDOM OF JORDAN

In accordance with Article 18 of the Agreement between the Gov-
ernment of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan on the “International Transport of
Passengers and Goods by Road” signed on 21 March 1979 in
Athens, the Second Session of the Joint Committee on International
Road Cooperation between the two countries was held in Athens from
28 to 29 September 1988.

The Greek Delegation was headed by Mr. Stavros Papathanassiou,

chief of section in the Ministry of Transport and Communications.

The Jordanian Delegation was headed by Mr. Mansour Shammout,
Director of Road Transport in the Ministry of Transport and Commu-
nications.

The names of the members of the two Delegations are listed in An-
nexes I and Il attached to these agreed minutes.

The agenda was agreed as follows:

1. The exchange of statistical data.

2. Development of road transport between Greece and Jordan.

3. Road traffic charges for trucks.

4. Any other business.

The two sides exchanged statistical data on the road traffic between
and through the two countries and ascertained that there is a decreas-
ing tendency in road transport.

Both sides reviewed the cooperation between the two countries in
the field of road transport and reaffirmed their common will to pro-
mote further and extend the existing cooperation.

In this respect and after a detailed discussion the following were
noted:

In regard with the various charges imposed by both sides on the
foreign-registered trucks the following information was given:

The Jordanian side informed the Greek side that the regulations for
road use are:

a. Road use charges are levied on foreign-registered goods vehi-
cles according to the following rates:

i. A lump sum charge of J.D. 5 on each empty vehicle of one unit.

ii. A lump sum charge of J.D. 10 on each empty vehicle if it con-
sists of more than one unit.

ili. A lump sum charge of J.D. 15 on each loaded vehicle of one
unit.

iv. A lump sum charge of J.D. 25 on each loaded vehicle of more
than one unit. .

The above charges are equivalent to about $ 70 U.S.

b. In addition to the above, the Jordanian side charges four per
thousand of the value of the goods transported in transit by trucks, for
each passage, provided that the sum does not exceed J.D. 200 for
each vehicle, that is, equivalent to $ 500 U.S. approximately.

The Greek side informed the Jordanian side that in accordance
with existing legislation, the charges imposed on every foreign-
registered truck entering Greek territory are limited to the following
amounts:

i. A lump sum of 2500 Drachmae and,

ii. 200 Drachmae per ton net of the loaded goods, as road tolls.
These sums are equivalent to $ 20 U.S. approximately.

After a detailed discussion on the question of charges the two sides
ascertained that there are differences between the Greek and Jorda-
nian road charges. The Greek side asked the Jordanian side to con-
tact the competent Jordanian authorities with the scope of reducing
the charges and duties in order to encourage bilateral and transit
transport. The Jordanian side promised to examine the Greek request
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with the relevant competent Jordanian authorities in an attempt to
overcome the difference in charges in view of the local laws and regu-
lations.

The Jordanian side suggested the alteration of paragraph (c) of ar-
ticle 7 of the Road Transport Agreement in order io increase the vol-
ume of transport of goods to the benefit of road hauliers of both coun-
tries,

The Greek side emphasized that the wording of paragraph (c) of ar-
ticle 7 is favourable to the Jordanian side as compared to the Agree-
ment signed with other countries.

Finally, the Jordanian side requested the Greek side to inform
Greek hauliers of the ferry service from the port of Agaha to Egypt
and other destinations in Eastern Africa. The Greek side noted the re-
quest and promised to inform Greek hauliers accordingly.

The Jordanian side invited the Greek side to Amman for the third
session of the Greek - Jordanian Transport Committee at a date to be
arranged through diplomatic channels.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the fricndly atmosphere
and the spirit of mutual understanding which prevailed during the
Session of the Joint Committee.
