PROTOCOL

of the XV Session of the Joint Greek - Yugoslav Interministerial
Commission for Economic, Scientific and Technical

Cooperation.

The Joint Greek-Yugoslav Interministerial Commission for
Economic, Scientific and Technical Cooperation held its XV
Session in Athens from 16-20 May, 1988. The Greek Delega-
tion was headed by Mr. Ioannis Papantoniou, Undersecretary
in the Ministry of National Economy of the Hellenic Republic.
The Yugoslav Delegation was headed by Mr. Miodrag Mirovic,
M.A., Member of the Federal Executive Council and President
of the Federal Committee for Tourism of the Socialist Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia. The lists of the members of the two
Delegations are contained in Annexes I and Il of this Protocol.

The Head of the Yugoslav Delegation met with the Minister
of Foreign Affairs Mr. C. Papoulias, the Minister of Commerce,
Mr. N. Acritides, the Alternate Minister of Industry, Energy
and Technology, Mr. K. Papanagiotou and the Undersecretary
of the Ministry of National Economy, responsible for Tourism,
Mr. N. Skoulas.

The two sides agreed on the following Agenda of the Session:

1. Exchange of information on economic trends and per
spectives of development in the two countries.

2. Commercial relations.

3. Industrial cooperation.

4. Other sectors of cooperation:

a) Agriculture

b) Hydroeconomy

c) Tourism
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d) Scientific and technological cooperation

e) Transports

f) Miscellaneous

The Commission met in plenary session and in working
groups, preceded by sessions of the Joint Sub-Commissions for
Trade, Industrial Cooperation and Transports.

Taking into account the results achieved to this date in the
sector of economic relations as well as the conclusions of the
Interbalkan Meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs held in
Belgrade on February 1988, the two sides, in an atmosphere of
friendship and mutual understanding stressed their wish and
willingness to intensify their efforts aiming at the overall pro-
motion of their economic cooperation on a more stable and
long-term basis.

1. Exchange of information about the economic trends and
perspectives of development in the two countries.

The two sides exchanged information about the general eco-
nomic developments in the two countries. Special emphasis
was laid on economic policy measures, foreign trade relations
and the basic directions for the economic development during
the next period, with a view to seek jointly the possibilities for
the promotion of the bilateral economic cooperation.

2. Commercial relations

The Interministerial Commission was informed of the work
of the Sub-Commission for Trade and expressed its approval.

The two sides proceeded to a detailed analysis of the evolu-
tion of the commercial exchanges between the two countries, in
the period since the last session of the Joint Commission and
noted that, in spite of the increase in the total volume, the real
possibilities for their substantial development, have not been
fully made use of by the two countries where as the range of the
exchanged products remains very limited.

The Greek side stressed the unfavourable evolution in the
trade balance of the two countries on account of the decrease in
the greek exports and the significant increase in the yugoslav
exports towards Greece.

Starting from these observations, the two sides agreed to de-
ploy additional efforts in order to achieve more stable and
dynamic development of the commercial relations between the
two countries and to this end have decided:

— to enlarge the range of their exchanged products

~ to make more effective their participation in their respec-
tive International Fairs

= to encourage direct contacts among greek enterprises
and Organisations belonging to the public and private sector
and the corresponding yugoslav entities

— to support the initiative conducive to the establishment of
a bilateral council between the Chambers of Commerce and In-
dustry of Greece and the yugoslav Chamber of Economy,

The two sides expressed their interest, on the basis of the in-
dustrial development of the national economies and the proce-
dure for the restructuring of the economy, to support the activi-
ties of the economic entities that could contribute to the ex-
change of industrial products and products resulting from the
application of new programmes of production, such as agricul-
tural equipment, means of transport, telecommunication
equipment electro-industrial products and construction ma-
chinery, beyond traditional products.

Relating to the recent discussions of the two Ministers of
Commerce held in Belgrade and aiming to expand the range of
greek exports to Yugoslavia, the Greek Delegation submitted
and indicative list of products which can be marketed in Yugo-

slavia.

The two sides expressed their satisfaction on the cooperation
concerning baby-beef and agreed to make additional efforts in
order to overcome the remaining problems in this field.

The two sides exchanged views on the development of the
cooperation between the EEC and Yugoslavia. Taking into ac-
count the importance of this cooperation for their relations they
stressed their will to contribute actively to its expansion and
promotion, in the fields of trade and industry as well as in other
fields of mutual interest.

The Yugoslav side reiterated its interest for the conclusion of
an agreement of border economic cooperation with Greece
which could be conducive to the promotion of overall economic
relations. In this context it suggested that an ad-hoc working
group be set up in order to deal with the provisions and respec-
tive legislation in force in the two countries, in order to be able
to conclude, at a later stage, at a draft intergovernmental agree-
ment.

The Yugoslav side also pointed out its interest for the conclu-
sion of a quota arrangement concerning the official Fairs
organised in the two countries.

3. Industrial cooperation

The Interministerial Commission was informed about the
discussions and approved the conclusions of the Sub-
Commission on Industrial Cooperation. The Agreed Minutes of
the Sub-Commission in question are attached as Annex III to
this Protocol.

The two sides considered the situation in the industrial sec-
tor in the period since the XIV Session of the Interministerial
Commission, as well as the possibilities for cooperation be-
tween the two countries,

They noted that the progress observed in this sector during
the abovementioned period has not been satisfactory.

The industrial cooperation continued in the traditional form
of exchanges of industrial products, the range of which is lim-
ited. The cooperation has been satisfactory in the ship-
repairing sector where orders for the construction of new ships
have been placed by Greek shipowners in yugoslav shipyards.
In other sectors of industry, there has been limited progress.

The two sides agreed to undertake new efforts in order to en-
large the range of exchanged industrial products on the basis of
the existing contracts of long term cooperation and to promote
the modern forms of permanent cooperation, particularly co-
production, commeon constructions, sub-contracts, joint-
ventures, transfer of technology and cooperation in third coun-
tries.

The two sides expressed their willingness to further promote
their cooperation in sectors where both countries have compar-
ative advantages. Such sectors are: the chemical and plastics
industry, spare parts and various accessories for the automo-
bile industry, the metallic pipe industry, the construction of
recreation ships and fishing boats as well as the production of
cast industries products, medical equipment, railway equip-
ment, hydroelectric stations, biotechnology. Moreover the two
sides stressed the fact that there are possibilities of cooperation
in the sector of construction such as the construction of port
cranes, docks and silos.

On the basis of the above considerations the two sides have
agreed to encourage and promote contacts and exchanges of
visits among the businessmen of the two countries.

The Greek side has proposed the Ministry of Industry,
EOMMEX (Hellenic Small - to - Medium Manufactures and
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Handicraft Organisation) and ETBA (Hellenic Industrial De-
velopment Bank) as coordinators for the above activities while
the Yugoslav side has proposed the Chamber of Economy.

The two sides stressed the fact that the intensification of the
activities of the Commerce and Industry Chambers of the two
countries, with a view to attain different forms of long-term
cooperation, could have very positive effects.

The two sides have noted that there is a legal framework in
the two countries for the promotion of more permanent forms
of cooperation. They recommend to the interested bodies to
create and improve the necessary economic and technological
conditions to this end, giving particular emphasis to competi-
tiveness, the promotion of products to new markets, the
acquirement of modern technology and the unimpeded
financement of their projects.

They have also deemed necessary to support the realisation
of these goals through the establishment of joint organisations
for the elaboration, by the creation of common entities with a
view of studies, and the construction of projects as well as
through the setting up of ad hoc groups for the elaboration of
certain specialised programmes.

The two sides recommend to the interested bodies fo take
advantage of their neighbourly relations in order to enlarge
their cooperation in the markets of third countries.

The Sub-Commission for industrial cooperation will follow
and support the activities in the industrial section.

4. Other sectors of cooperation

a) Agriculture

The two sides have been fully informed about the discus-
sions held during the 9th Session of the Sub-Commission for
Agriculture (Athens 2-4/11/87) and adopted its conclu-
sions.

They noted that their cooperation in the agricultural sector,
in the food-industry sector and in that of agricultural machinery
and tools does not correspond to the possibilities of the two
countries.

They stressed the need to intensify their efforts in order to
promote their cooperation in the above sectors on a more
longterm basis and with emphasis in the sectors of
cattlebreeding, genetic materials, forestry, fruits and vegeta-
bles processing, agricultural equipment and engineering.

The two sides stressed the need for further efforts for the
realisation of the targets of the longterm Cooperation Program
between ATE (Agricultural Bank of Greece) and Agrobanka for
the financement of common investments, in particular in the
sectors of cattlebreeding and agricultural products in manufac-
turing.

Moreover the two sides agreed to consider in common the
possibilities on the realisation of joint development programs in
third countries.

b) Hydroeconomy

The two sides, considering the position regarding the carry-
ing out of phase I! of the Danube-Aegean Sea Navigable Water-
way study recommended to continue negotiations.

With reference to the question of the Study of the Integrated
Development of the Axios/Vardar river basin, the two sides in-
structed the Joint Greek-Yugoslav Commission for the study to
review that study during the second semester of 1988.

The two sides recommended to the Joint Sub-Committee for
Fisheries to convene as soon as possible in order to agree on
the final text of the new Agreement on fishing in lake Dojran.

¢) Tourism

The two sides expressed their satisfaction that the
cooperation in the field of tourism between Greece and Yugo-
slavia was intensified and stated that there was mutual interest
for its further promotion.

Taking into consideration the favourable geographical posi-
tion and neighbouring, the two parties agreed to encourage
cooperation and tourist activities with a view of strengthening
mutual traffic as well as traffic from third countries.

They have agreed to create the necessary conditions in order
to establish an office of the Hellenic Tourism Organisation in
Belgrade within 1988.

The abovementioned activities are subject to discussion be-
tween the competent Head Tourist Authorities of the two coun-
tries and a relevant Memorandum of Tourist Cooperation will
be signed upon their future meeting.

d) Scientific and technological cooperation

The two sides stressed the importance of the concJusion of
the new Agreement on Scientific and Technological
Cooperation (1987) and agreed to further deploy efforts with a
view to attain the targets of the above Agreement and particu-
larly in the following sectors: metals dressing, hydrogeology,
energy resources, sedimentology, geochemistry.

e) Transport

The two sides noted with satisfaction the spirit of mutual un-
derstanding and cooperation existing as regards the adoption of
the necessary measures for the development of transport be-
tween and via the two countries, as expressed in the protocol of
the Sub-Commission for Transport.

In particular:

— In the field of railroad transport

The two sides noted that, after 1984, the transport of goods
by yugoslav railroads from and towards Greece have been con-
siderably reduced.

Both sides reiterate their interest for the increase of goods
railroad transports between and via the two countries.

They agreed to organise a meeting of the competent services
of the two railways organisations, with the participation of rep-
resentatives of the two governments, to identify the measures to
be taken for the increase of these transports.

To improve this situation the two sides should take measures
concerning routes and prices for the purpose of rendering rail-
road transport equally competitive to road transport.

The two sides agreed that the reduction of time tiken for
frontier procedures in accordance with the relevant Interna-
tional Agreements, will contribute to the solution of the prob-
lems in the transportation of passengers and goods.

The two sides anticipate that the new high-quality train that
will be introduced between Athens and Munich in 1989, will
contribute to the rise of the number of passengers.

— Inthe field of road passengers’ transport: On the question
of establishing regular bus service between the two countries,
the two sides noted that there have been no changes in their po-
sitions.

— In the field of road goods’ transport the following quotas
of permits have been agreed upon for 1988.

For the use of Greek hauliers:

Transit permits: 30.000

Bilateral permits: 14.000

Permits to and from third countries: 200

For the use of Yugoslav hauliers

Transit permits: 16.000

Bilateral permits: 25.000
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Permits to and from third countries: 200

The Yugoslav side formulated the demand that the number
of transport permits to and from third countries be increased.

The Greek side stated that this matter must be examined by
Greek and Yugoslav hauliers, in close cooperation and under-
took to transmit the yugoslav demand to the organisation of

Greek hauliers.

The Greek Delegation noted the serious question with refer-
ence to the delay in clearing the debt of the yugoslav Chamber
of Economy to the Thessaloniki Port Authority, and expressed
its satisfaction to the yugoslav statement to the effect that this
debt will be settled by the 30th of June 1988.

The Greek side, recognising the interest of the Yugoslav side
for the establishment of additional flies between Yugoslavia
and Greece (Dubrovnic - Athens, Zagreb - Athens), stated that
it will transmit this demand to the Greek Civil Aviation Service,
to be examined according to the existing possibilities and on
basis of the real needs in transports between the two countries.

The two sides noted with satisfaction the support of the EEC,
by the financement of projects concerning the infra-structure in
the field of transport in Yugoslavia.

OF THE XI SESSION OF THE JOINT GREEK-
YUGOSLAV

SUBCOMMISSION FOR INDUSTRIAL COOPERATION

The Sub-Commission for Industrial Cooperation established
at the II Session of the Interministerial Commission of eco-
nomic, scientific and technical cooperation between the Re-
public of Greece and the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugo-
slavia in 1972 held its XI Session in Athens on May 16 and 17,
1988.

Head of the Greek Delegation was Mr. Constantinos
Vlahoulis, Director of the International Industrial Relations of
the Ministry of Industry, Energy and Technology while the Yu-
goslavian Delegation was headed by Mr. Stevan Cojsina
Undersecretary Federal Committee for Industry and Energy.

The members of the two Delegations are listed in Annexes I
and 1L

The work of the subcommission developed in the spirit of
friend-ship and mutual efforts for expansion of the existing
cooperation and identification of new forms of joint interest for
the economies of the two countries.

The subcommission adopted the following agenda:

L. Review of the development of the bilateral economic in-
dustrial cooperation in the industry sector between the two ses-
sions and the results of the X Session of the mixed
subcommission for the industry, held in Belgrade in 1986.

2. Presentation and investigation of proposals for
cooperation in definite branches of industry for the purpose of
development of the economic industrial and technical
cooperation between the two countries with respect to long
term production cooperation technology transfer, investment of
capital into joint industrial projects etc.

During the works of the session the mixed subcommission
reached the following conclusions and decisions:

1. It was stated that in the industry sector the cooperation up
to now was not developed satisfactorily as much as both sides
wished and therefore it was agreed that every effort has to be
made in order to promote the cooperation in this sector.

2. The volume of all industrial dealings between the two
countries does not reflect their actual production capacities not
even their willingness for cooperation.

3. Both sides pointed out the advantages offered by neigh-
bourly relations for promotion of higher forms of industrial
Ccooperation while noting, at the same time, that neither side is
satisfied with the results obtained.

4. The two sides agreed to pay more attention in further to
the implementation of those projects which offer real possibili-
ties and mutual interest for increasing dynamicaly industrial
Cooperation.

5. The two parts decided and agreed to facilitate the ap-
proach and the further continuation of contacts between the in-
terested enterprises and organizations which have shown rela-
tive interest for cooperation mainly in the following sectors:

Greek interest: aluminium, copper, cables, underwears,
childrengarments, footwear, clothes, food stuff, printing ma-
chines, packing machines, car spares.

Yugoslav interest: leather industry, equipment for
modernazation of signallization telecommunication and intro-
duction of automatic controls in power and traffic facilities,
modernazation and automation of marshalling yards, recon-
struction of the existing and construction of new capacities for
maintenance of installations rolling stock, hydropower stations,
cardboard packing materials, processing lines for fruit concen-
trates, hydrodistillation of aromatic plants, reconstruction of
the existing lines for production of concentrates,
biotechnology, industrial coollage storage, pharmacy equip-
ment, instalations for chemical industry, lines for productions
of synthetic resins, dyes, vernishes, electro—medicine facili-
ties, production of semitrailers—trailers~ and various body
construction both on trailers or trucks.

6. Both sides agree and promise to provide any kind of sup-
port in order to take place joint venture and cooperative compa-
nies in the sectors which are mentioned above.

7. The two parts exchanged indicative lists wiht industrial
products for which interest has been shown for: (a) Exportation
(ANNEX III), and (b) the establishment of joint ventures, co-
production and subcontracting (ANNEX 1V).

8. ETVA considers that it is necessary to promote the mod-
ern forms of permanent cooperation and particularly the crea-
tion of joint ventures. ETVA will support the private sector to
meterialize such activities.

Finally, it was agreed that the XII Session of the
subcommission for industry will be held in Belgrade during the
spring of 1989.

The present was done in Athens on May 16, 1988, in Eng-
lish, in two originals which are both authentic.
