PROTOCOL OF THE 22ND CONFERENCE
OF THE OFFICIAL TOURISM ORGANIZATIONS
OF THE BALKAN COUNTRIES

At the invitation of the Republic of Turkey, and in accordance with
Article 2 of the Agreement for Cooperation in the field of Tourism
concluded between the Governments of the People’s Republic of Bul-
garia, the Hellenic Republic, the Socialist Republic of Romania, the
Republic of Turkey and the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugosla-
via, the 22nd Conference of the Official Tourism Organizations of the
Balkan Countries was held in Bursa, Turkey, from 11th to 15th of
December 1989. '

The Conference, in which the People’s Socialist Republic of Alba-
nia has participated as an observer was attended by the delegations of
the Official Tourism Organizations of the above - mentioned coun-
tries. The list of delegations is attached herewith.

The 17th Conference of the Travel Agent’s Associations of the Bal-
kan Couhtries was held in Bursa, Turkey, simultaneously with the
22nd Conference of the Official Tourism Organization of the Balkan
Countries. '

.ITEM (1) OF THE AGENDA-v'

The Parties, having pointed out the social and economic signifi-
cance of their activities in their respective countries in the field of
tourism, have furnished information on the outcome of developments
achieved by their countries in tourism.

ITEM (2) OF THE AGENDA

The delegations pointed out that the already existing cooperation in
the field of tourism plays an important role on the reinforcement of
the good neighbourly relations, understanding and confidence among
the Balkan countries, and stated that the constructive exchange of
views and the implementation of the recommendations of the Confer-
ence Protocols enable the sprit of this cooperation remain lasting.

The delegations reached a mutual understanding upon the fact that
the necessary efforts ahould be exerted in order to further strengthen
the already existing cooperation among the Balkan countries to inten-
sify the tourist flow both among their countries and from the third
markets.

The Parties, in line with the recommendations “pertained in the
21st Conference Protocol, expressed their satisfaction over the fruit-
ful results of the meeting of experts on pronotional publications,
documentary film and also on vocational tourism training and hotel
management held in Greece, Bulgaria and Romania respectively.
With in this context, the Parties have agreed that; :

— The printing procedures of a «map ‘and a tourist - guide book»’
covering the Balkan countries shall be finalised in a meeting to be

held in Greece in 1990, , :

— The production of a promotional documentary film on the Bal-
kan countries shall be realized, the details of which shall be finalized

- in a meeting of experts to be held in Sofia, Bulgaria in the February of
1990.

" The Parties, furthermore, agreed that cooperative works in the fu-
ture would be diversified in the following fields.
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— Cooperating in the exchange of advertisement methods and in-
struments applied by the Balkan countries in the process of promo-
tion and marketing, and in the activities that would include tounsllc
exhibitions, fairs, sports, ete. .

Providing suitable conditions for the joint promotional activities to

take place in the third markets, particularly, overseas, and to encour- .

age the travel agencies of the respective Balkan countries to this ef-
fect.

— Having the Balkan countries to resume their meetings on the ex-
change of information and experience in the training of their tourism
personnel.

— Diverting the tourist flow from the Asia—Pacific countries. and
Japan in the particular to the Balkan-countries by means of concen-
trating on joint promotional activities and further consolidating the
cooperation among the travel agencies also in this matter.

— Resuming reciprocal meetings ai.d visits of tourism writers,
journalists, television and film teams with the purpose of further im-
provement of the friendly, cultural as weli as the touristic ties among
the Balkan countries.

— Facilitating the organization of sea — cruises covering all Balkan
countries and encouraging the promotion of such cruise programmes.

ITEM (3) OF THE AGENGA

The Parties, having stated views on the proposals of the Turkish
Side, agreed that; ..

— Turkey shall organize a Training seminar in Kemer, Antalya,
Turkey in 1990 with the participation of representatives from each
participating country,

— Exchange of experience shall take place on matters concermng
the encouragement of tourism among the Balkan countries especially
through the encouragement of investment mechanism.

— Within this framework, the Romanian Party expressed its will-
ingness to host a meeting of experts in the second quarter of 1990.

The Parties, meanwhile, noted with satisfaction the willingness that
the Albanian Side has displayed to cooperate with the rest of the Bal-
kan countries in all aspects of tourism.

ITEM (4) OF THE AGENDA

The Parties accepted the kind invitation of the Yugoslav Side that
the 23rd Conference of the Official Tourism Organizations be held in
Sarajevo, the Socialist Federative Republic of Yugoslavia, in 1990.

The date of the Conference shall be determined through diplomatic
channels at a later stage.

The conference progressed in a friendly a(mosphere of mutual un-
derstanding and cooperation. .

The delegations from the People’s Republic of Bulgaria, the Hel-
lenic Republic, the Socialist Republic of Romania, the Socialist
Federative Republic of Yugoslavia and the People’s Socialist Repub-
lic of Albania expressed their thanks to the Turkish Party for the ex-
cellent organization of the Conference and for the warm hospitality
extended to them.

PROTOCOL

Upon the invitation extended by the Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia and pursuant to Article 2 of the Agreement for
Cooperation in the Field of Tourism concluded among the govern-
ments of the People’s Socialist Republic of Albania, the Republic of
Bulgaria, the Hellenic Republic, Romania, the Republic of Turkey
and the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, the Official Tour-
ism Organizations of the Balkan Countries held their 23rd Confer-
ence in Belgrade from 21-25 November 1990.

Following the proposition of the host country, the Conference met
(for the first time) at the ministerial level, with all the signatory coun-
tries taking part. The list of the respective delegations is attached.

The delegations gladly welcomed the decision of People’s Socialist
Republic of Albania, to join the Agreement for Cooperation in the
Field of Tourism and hailed their full participation.

The 23rd Conference was chaired by Mr. Sabrija Pojski¢, member
of the Federal Executive Council.

The Conference agreed upon the following

Item one of the agenda

The delegatlons exchanged lnformatlon on the development of
tourism in their respectlve countries and stressed that tourism has de-
veloped into a major economic activity with a strong 1mpact on over-
all social and economic development. .

Mindful of their touristic potentialities the delegations emphasized
the need for upgrading the quality of their tourist services, by encour-
aging the construction of new facilities and modernization of existing
ones and further development of infrastructure and by stimulating
new initiatives aiming at strenghtening their competitivity and in-
creasing their share in global tourist flows.

The delegations noted that the positive changes that have occured
in Europe are favoring the development of tourism, open new ave-
nues and offer new prospects for upgrading cooperation and tourist
exchanges based on market economy.

Item two of the agenda

In the spirit of the recommendations set out in the Prolocol of the
22nd Conference, the delegations expressed their satisfaction for the
successful outcome of the meetings of groups of experts in Greece
and in Bulgaria for the preparation of a tourist guide, a map and a
documentary film feauturing the Balkans, with the aim of marketing
of their joint regional tourist offer in third countries; more specifically
they agreed on the following:

— that the tourist guide and the map shall be printed in Romania in
English, French and German, with the participation of all the Balkan
countries in 200,000 and 500,000 copies respectively, under the
conditions established by the group of experts;,
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— that the expert group for the producuon of the tourist documen-
tary. film on the Balkans shall meet in Sofia in the first half of Decem-
ber 1990;

— that delegations took note and agreed with suggestion of the Ro-
manian party that the seminar on tourism investments should be can-
celled in view of the fact that similar seminars are taking place next
year under the auspices of various international tourism organiza-
tions.

They also agreed that thc seminar on tourlsm training should take
place in Turkey in 1991, -

They took note of the report presented by the Greek delegation of
the progress made on the organization of sea cruises by a Greek ship-
ping company calling ports at all Balkan states. Final details are ex-
pected by the Romanian and Albanian authorities on procedures for
anchoring of the said sea cruise-ships in their ports.

Item three of the agenda

The delegations were briefed on the results of the 18th Conference
of the Travel Agents’ Associations of the Balkan Countries by the
chairman of that conference and took note of their recommendations.
They also underlined the importance of strenghtening the cooperation
among the travel agencies of the Balkan countries.

Item four of the agenda

The delegatlons, mindful of the fact that tourist-is acquiring
greater importance in the world economy and of the need to promote
tourism in the Balkan countries and to-attact visitors from the third
countries in the Balkan region, agreed to take into consideration the

following proposals put forward by the respective delegations for -

common actions to be taken in achieving common goals, in particular:

a) to hold a seminar on common promotion-of tourism in Bulgaria,

b) to organize common presentations at international tourist fairs
and exhibitions, _

¢) to project the Balkan tourism in the third countries, particularly
in the overseas markets,

d) to encourage holding seminars of tourist journalists, reporters
and writers simultaneously with the Conferente, if possible,

e) to exchange information and statistical data regularly,.

f) to suggest tourist itineraries through the Balkan countries,

g) to encourage the cooperation in the construction of tourist facili-
ties and infrastructure on a joint-venture basis,

h) 1o favour the opening of tourist promotion offices in the Balkan
countries on the reciprocity basis.

Working groups will be established, if needed, to study the possi-
bility of forwarding the above listed proposals.

Having in mind that the year 1992 will mark the 25th anniversary
of the Conference of the Official Tourism Organizations of the Balkan
Countries the participating delegations agreed that a meeting of ex-
perts will be organized in Romania in 1991 in order to elaborate a
special programme of action for such occasion. The programme will
be submitted for approval to the 24th Conference of the official Tour-
ism Organizations of the Balkan Countries.

The Conference agreed, in the spirit of cooperation in promoting
tourism in the Balkan region, to encourage the facilitation of tourist
traffic.

In the same spirit it is also agreed to recommend to the Govern—
ments of the participating countries to take appropriate measures in
order to prevent any action and remove, any imp'ediment causing ob-
struction to the movement of tourists crossing- thelr respective bor-
ders. .

Item six of the agenda

The delegations accepted the kind proposal of the People’s Social-
ist Republic of Albania to host the 24th Conference of the Official
Tourism Organizations of the Balkan Countrles in the second half of
1991.

The venue and exact dates shall be" commumcated through diplo-
matic channels.

The participants in the Conference pointed out the importance of
this high-level meeting held in a friendly atmosphere and in the spirit
of mutual understanding and cooperation.

The delegations from the People’s Socialist Republic of Albania,
the Republic of Bulgaria, the Hellenic Republic, Romania and the
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Republic of Turkey expressed their thanks to the Yugoslav Party for
the excellent organization of the Conference and for the warm hospi-
tality extended to them.
