a. "Aeronautical Authorities” menas, in the case of the
Helienic Republic the Governor of Civil Aviation Authority,
and, in the case of the Government of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia the President of Civil Aviation, or in both
cases, any other authority or person empowered to
perform the functions now exercised by the said
authorities,

b. "Agreed services” means scheduled air services on
the routes specified in the Annex to this Agreement for
the Transport of passengers, cargo and mail.,
separately or in combination®,

C. 'Agreement' means this Agreément, the Annex
attached ‘thereto, and any amendments to the
Agreement or to the Annex’,

d. "Convention” means the Conventnon on lntematuonal
Civil Aviation, opened for signature at Chicago on 7
December 1944 and includes: .

(1) any amendment thereto which has entered into
force under Article 94(a) there of and has been ratified
by both Contracting Parties, and (i) any Annex or any
amendments thereto adopted under Article 90 of that
Convention, insofar as such amendment or Annex is at
any given time effective for those Contracting Parties;

e. ‘Designated airline” means an airline which has
been designated and authorized in accordance with
Article 3 of this Agreement,

f. “Tariffs” means the prices to be paid for the carnage
of passengers, baggage and cargo and the conditions
under which those prices apply, including prices and
conditions for other services performed by the carrier
in connection with the air transportation but exciuding
remuneration and conditions for the carriage of mail,

g. ‘Territory", “Air Service", “International Air- Service’,
“Arline” and. "Stop for non-traffic purposes™ have the
meaning respectively assigned to them in Articles 2 and
86 of the Convention.

h. “Stopover’ means a deliberate interruption of a
journey by a passenger, agreed to in advance by the
designated airline, at a point between the place of
departure and the place of destination.

Article 2

(1) Each Contracting Party grants to the other
Contracting Party the following rights in respect of
international . air services by airline of that other
Contracting Party:

a. the right to fly across its territory without landing;

+b. the right to make stops in its territory for non-traffic
purposes.

(2) Whife operating the agreed services on the routes
specified in the Annex (hereafter called "the agreed
services” and “the specified routes” respectively), the
airline designated by each Contracting Party. shall enjoy,
in addition to the rights specified in paragraph (1) of
this Article, and to the extent established in the Annex,
the right to make stops in the territory of the other
Contracting Party for the purpose of taking on board
and discharging international ftraffic in passengers,
cargo and mail, separately or in combination.

{3) Nothing in paragraph (2) of this Article shali be
deemed to confer on the designated airline of one
Contracting Party the privilege to take on board, in the
territory of the other Contracting Party, passengers,
cargo and mail carried for reward or hire and destined
for another point in the territory of that other Contracting
Party.

Article 3

(1) Each Contracting Party shall have the right t
designate in writing to the other Contracting Party on
airline for the purpose of operating the agreed service:
on the specified routes, and to withdraw or alter sucr
designation.

{2) On receipt of such a designation by the othe
Contracting Party, the Aeronautical Authorities of this
other Contracting Party shall, subject to the provision
of paragraph (3) of this Article, grant without delay tc
the airline so designated the appropriate operatin
authorizations.

(3) Upon receipt of such authorizations the airline ma-
begin any time to operate the agreed sevices, parth

~or in whole, provided that the airline complies with th

applicable provisions of the Agreement and the tarrif:
established in accordance with the provisions of Articl
8 of this Agreement are in force in respect of suct
services.

(4T The Aeronautical Authorities of each Contractine
Party shall have the right to revoke or suspend th
authorizations referred to this Agticle of this Agreemen
with respect to an airline designated by the othei
Contracting Party, or impose conditions, temporarily o
permanently in any case where:

a. such airline is unable to satisfy them that it is
qualified to fulfil the conditions prescribed under the
laws and regulations normally and reasonably applier
to the operation of international air services by thes:
authorities in conformity with the Convention.

b. such airline fails to comply with the laws anc
regulations of that Contracting Party;

c. these authorities are not satisfied that substantia
ownership and effective control of the airline are veste:
in the Contracting Parly designating the airline or in it
nationals:

d. such airline otherwise fails to operate in accordanc
with the condition prescribed under this Agreement.

(5) Unless immediate action is essential to prever
infringement of the laws and regulations referred tc
above, the rights enumerated in paragraph (4) of this
Article shall be exercised only after consultations witr
the Aeronautical Authorities of the other Contracting
Party in conformity with Artucle 12 of this Agreement.

Article 4

(1) The laws, regulations and procedures of on
Contracting party relating to the admission to, remaining
in, or departure from its territory of aircraft engaged or
international air navigation. or to the operation anc
navigation of such aircraft shall be complied with b
the designed airline of the other Contracting Party upor
enirance into, departure from and while within the saic
territory.

(2) The laws and regulations of one Contracting Part:
respecting entry, clearance, transmit, immigration
passports, customs and quarantine shall be complier
with by the designated airline of the other Contractin(
Party and by or on behalf of its crew, passengers, carge
and mail upon transit of, admission to, departure fror
and while within the territory of such a Contracting Party

(3 Passengers in transit across the territory of eithe
Contracting Party shall be subject to no more than ¢
simpliﬁed control except for securily in case of violenc
and air piracy.

Baggage and cargo in direct transit shall be exempte:
from custems duties and other similar taxes.

Article 5

(1) Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of
competency and licences issued or rendered valid by
one Contracting Party and stil in force, shall be
recognized as valid by the other Contractlng Party for
the purpose of operaling the agreed services on the
specified routes provided that such certificates or
licences were issued or rendered valid pursuant to, and
in conformity with the standards established under the
Convention.

Each Contracting Party reserves the right, however,
to refuse to recognize, for the purpose of flights above
its own territory, certificates of competency and licences
granted to its own nationals by the other Contracting
Party.

(2) If the privileges or conditions of the licences or
certificates referred to in paragraph 1 above, issued by
the aeronautical authorities of one. Contracting Party to
any person or designated airline or in respect of an
aircraft operating the agreed services on the specified
routes should permit a defference from the standards
.established under the Convention, and which difference
has been filed with the International Civil Aviation
Organization, the aeronautical authorities of the other
Contracting party may request consultations in accord-
ance ‘with Article 12 of this Agreement with the
Aeronautical authorities of that: Contracting Party with
a view to satisfying themseives that the practice in
question is acceptable to them. '

Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement will
constitute grounds for the application of paragraph (4)
of Article 3 of this Agreement.

Article 6

(1) Each Contracting Party shall on a basis of
reciprocity exempt the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party to the fullest extent possible under
its national law from import restrictions, customs duties,
excise taxes, inspection fees and other national duties
and charges on _aircraft, fuel, lubricating oils,
consumable technical supplies, spare parts including
engines, regular aircraft: equipment, aircraft stores
{(including tiquor, tobacco and other products destined

for, sale to passengers in limited quantities during the

flight) and other items intended for use or used solely
in connection with the operation or servicing of aircraft
of the designated airline of such other Contracting Party
operating the agreed services, as well as ticket stock,
air way bills, any printed material which bears the
insignia of the company printed there on and usual pub
licity material distributed without charge by that
designated airline.

(2) There shall also be exempted from the same duties

and taxes for items referred to in paragraph | of this

Article when:

a. introduced inio the territory of one Contracting Party
by or on behalf of the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party;

b. retained on board aircraft of the designated airline
of one Contracting Party upon arriving in or leaving the
territory of the other Contracting Party;

c. taken on beoard aircraft of the designated airline of
the other Contracting Party and intended for use in
operating the agreed services, whether or not such
items are used or consumed wholly within the territory
of the Contracting Party granting the exemption,
provided such items are not alienated in the territory of
the said Contracting Party.

(3) The regular airborne equipment, as well as the
materials and supplies normally retained on board the
aircraft of either Contracting Party may be unloaded in
the territory of the other Contracting Party only with the
approval of the Customs authorities of the territory.

in such case, they may be placed under supervision
of the said authorities up to such time as they are
re-exported or otherwise disposed of in- accordance
with Customs regulatuons

Article 7

(1) There shall be fair and equal opportudity for the

~designated airline of each Contracting Party to operate

the agreed services on the routes specified in the Annex
to this Agreement.

(2) In operating the agreed services, the designated
airline of each Contracting Party shall take into account
the interest of the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party so as not to affect unduly the services

-which the latter provides on the whole or part of the

same route.

(3) The agreed services ‘provided by the designated
airlines of both Contracting Parties shall bear reasonable
relationship to the requirements of  the public for
transportation on the specified routes and shall have
as their primary objectives the provision, at a reasonable
load factor, of capacity adequate to meet the curtent
and reasonable anticipated requirements for 'the
carriage of passengers, cargo and mail between the
territories of the Contracting Parties which have
designated the airlines.

(4) Provision for hte carriage of passengers,cargo and
mail both taken up and discharged at points on the
specified routes in the territories of States other than
that designated the airfine shall be made in accordance
with the general principle that capacity shall be related
to: '

a. traffic requirements to and from the terntory of the
Contracting Party which has designated the airline; -

b. traffic requirements of the area through which the
airline passes after taking account of other transport
services established by airlines of the States comprising
the area; and

¢. the requirement of through aurhne operatnon

Article 8

{1) The tariffs to be charged by the airline of one
Party for carriage to or from the territory of the other
Party shall be established at reasonable levels, due
regard been paid to all relevant factors, including cost
of operation, reasonable profit, and the tariffs of other
airlines.

(2) The tariffs referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article
shall, if possible, be agreed by the airlines concerned
of both Parties, after consultation with the other airlines
operating over the whole or part of the route, and such
agreement shall, wherever possible, be reached by the .
use of the procedures of the International Air. Transport
Association for the working out of tariffs.

(3) The tariffs so agreed shall be submitted for the
approval of the aeronautical authorities of both Parties
at. least ninety days before the proposed date of their
introduction.

In special cases, this period may be reduced, subject
to the agreement of the said authorities.

- {4) This approval may be given expressly. If neither
of the aeronautical authorities has expressed
disapproval within thirty days from the date of

submission, in accordance with paragraph 3 of this
Article, these tariffs shall be considered as approved.

In the event of the period for submission being
reduced, as provided for in paragraph 3, the
. aeronautical authorities may agree thal the period within
which any disapproval must be notified shall be less
than thirty days.

(5) If a tariff cannot be agreed in accordance with
paragraph 2 of this Article, or if, during the period
applicable in accordance with paragraph 4 of this
Article, one aeronautical authority gives the other
aeronautical authority notice of its disapproval of any
tariff agreed in accordance with the provisions of
paragraph 2, the aeronautical authorities of the two
Parties shall, ‘after consultation with the aeronautical
authoerities of any other State whose advice they
consider useful, endeavour to determine the tariff by
mutual agreement. .

(6) If the aercnautical authorities cannot agree on any
tariff submitted to them under paragraph 3 of this Article,
or on the determination of any tariff under paragraph
5 of this Article, the dispute shall be settled in
accordance with the provisions in the relevant bilateral
air transport agreement for the settlement of disputes.

(7) A tariff established in accordance with the
provisions of this Article shall remain in force until a
new_ tariff has been established.

Nevertheless a tariff shail not be prolonged by virtue
of this paragraph for more than twelve months after
the date on which it otherwise would have expired.

. Article 9

(1) The aeronautical authorities of both Contracting
Parties shall provide each other upon request with
monthly statements of statistics on a quarterly calendar
basis, including all information required to determine the
amount of traffic carried over the routes specified in
the Annex to this Agreement and the initial origins and
final destinations of such traffic.

(2) The details of the statistical data to be provided
and the methods by which such data shall be provided
by one Party to the other shail be agreed upon between
the aeronautical authorities and implemented not later
than three (3) months after the designated airline of one
or both of the Contracting Parties commences
operations, in whole or in part, of agreed services.

Article 10

(1) Each designated airline shall have the right to
engage in the sale of air transportation in the territory
of the other Contracting Party directty and, at its
discretion through its agents.

Such airline shall have the right to sell such
transportation, and any person shall be free to purchase
such transortation in the currency of that territory or in
freely convertible currencies of other countries subject
to the law and regulations of each Conliracting Party.

(2) Each designated airline shail have the right to
convert and remit to its ‘country on demand funds
obtained in the normal course of its operations.
Conversion and remittance shall be permitted without
restrictions at the foreign exchange (market) rates for
current payments prevailing at the time of remittance
and shall not be subject to any charges except normal
service charges collected by banks for such
transactions. °

(3) The designated airline of one Contracting Party
shall be entitled, in accordance with the laws and
-regulations reiating to entry, residence and employment

of the other Contracting Party and generally on the
basis of reciprocity, to bring in and maintain in the
territory of the other Contracting Party those of their
own managerial, technical, operational and other
specialist staff who are required for the provision of air
services.

Article 11

(1) The Contractmg Parties agree to provide aid to
each other with a view to preventing unlawful seizure
of aircraft and other unlawful act against the safety of
aircraft, airports and air navigation facilities and any
other threat to aviation security.

(2) Each Contracting Party agrees to observe the’
security provisions required by the other Contracting
Party for entry into the territory of the other Contracting
Party and to take adequate measures to inspect
passengers and their carry-on items.

Each Contracting Party shall also give sympathetic
consideration to any request from the other Contracting
Party for special security measures for its aircraft or
passengers to meet a particular threat.

(3) The Contracting Parties shall act consistently with
applicable aviation security provisions established by
the International Civil Aviation Organization identified as
the International Standards and Recommended
Practices on Security and designated as Annex 17 to
the Convention on International Civil Aviation to the
extent that such security provisions are applicable to
the Contracting Parties.

Should a Contracting Party depart from such
provisions, the aeronautical authorities of the other
Contracting Party may request consultations with the -
aeronautical authorities of that Contracting Party.

Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement will
constitute grounds for the application of Article 13 of
this Agreement.

(4) The Contracting Parties shall actin conformity with
the provisions of the Convention of Offences and certain
other Acts Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo.
on - September 14, 1963, -the Convention for the
Suppression of Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at

- the Hague on December 16, 1970, and the Convention

for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety
of Civil Aviation, s»gned at Montreal on September 23,
1971.

(5) When an incident, or threat of an incident of
unlawful seizure of aircraft or other unlawful acts
against the safety of aircraft, airports and air navigation
facilities occurs, the Contracting Parties shall assist each
other by facilitating communications intended. to
terminate rapidly and safely such incident or threat
thereof.

Article 12

(1) In a spirif of close co-operation, the aeronautical
authorities of the Contracting Parties shall consuit each
other from time o time on the implementation,
interpretation or application of this Agreement or
compliance with this Agreement.

(2) Such consultations shall begin within a period of
sixty (60) days of the date of receipt in writing of such
a request, unless otherwise agreed.

(3) If either of the Contracting Parties conssders it
desirable to modify any provision or this Agreement, it
may request consultations with the other Contracting
Party.

Such consuitations, which may be between
aeronautical authorilies and which may be through
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discussion or by correspondence, shall begin within a
period of sixty (60) days from the date of the written
request.

Any modification agreed pursuant to such consult-
ations shall come into force when it has been confirmed
by an exchange of dipiomatic notes. 3

Article 13

(1) if any dispute arises between the Contracting
Parties relating to the interpretation or application of
this Agreement, the Contracting Parties shall in the first
place endeavour to settle it by negotiation.

(2) If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement
by negotiation, they may agree to refer the dispute for
decision to some person or body, or either Contracting
Party may submit the dispute for decision to a Tribunal
of three arbitrators, one to be nominated by each
Contracting Party and the third to be appointed by the
two arbitrators. -

Each of the Contracting Parties shall nominate an
arbitrator within a period of sixty (60) days from the
date of receipt by either Contracting Party from the
other of a notice through diplomatic channels requesting
arpbitration or the dispute and the third arbitrator shali
be appointed within a further period of sixty (60) days.

If either of the Contracting Parties fails to nominate
an -arbitrator within the priod specified, or if the third
arbitrator is not appointed within the period specified,the
President of the Council of the International Civil Aviation
Organization may be requested by either Contracting
Party to appomt an arbitrator or arbitrators as the case
requires.

In all cases the third arbitrator shall be a national of
a third State, shall act as President of the Tribunal and
shall determine the place where arbitration will be held.

{3) The Contracting Parties undertake to comply with
any decision given under paragraph 2 of this Article.

(4) The expenses of the Tribunal shall be shared
cqually between the Contracting Parties.

(5) if and so long as either Contracting Party fails to
comply with a decision given under paragraph 2 of this
Article the other Contracting Party may limit, withhold
or revoke any rights or privileges which has been
granted by virtue of this Agreement to the Contracting
Party or to the designated airline in defauit.

Article 14

-Either Contracting Party may at any time from the
entry into force of this Agreement give notice in writing
through diplomatic channels to the other Contracting
Party of its decision to terminate this Agreement;

such notice shall be comunicated simultaneously to
the International Civil Aviation Organization.

The Agreement shall terminate six (6) months after
the date of receipt of the notice by the other Contracting
Party, unless the notice to terminate is withdrawn by
mutual consent before the expiry of this period.

In the absence of aknowledgement of receipt by the
other Contracting Party, the notice shall be deemed to
have been received fourteen (14) days after the receipt
of the notice by the Interantional Civil Aviation
Organization.
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Article 15
This agreement and any amendment theéreto shall be
registered with the international Civil Aviation
Organization.
Article 16

If a general muitilateral air convention comes into
force in respect of both Contracting Parties, the
provisions of such convention shall prevail.

Consultations .in accordance with Article 12 of this
Agreement may be held with a view to determining the
extent to which this Agreement is affected by .the
provisions of the multilateral convention.

Article 17

The present Agreement shall enter into force and
effect on the date of the exchange of diplomatic notes
indicating that -the formalities required by each
Contracting Party have been complied with.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the wundersigned
plenipotentiaries, being duly authorized by their
respective Governments, have sngned thlS Agreement
and affixed thereto their seals.
