EQHMEPIZ THZ KYBEPNHZEQZ (TEYXOZ NPQTO)

AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
BULGARIA
ON CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELD OF PUBLIC
HEALTH

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Bulgaria, calied here-after
‘the contracting parties’, led by the desire to develop
the co-operation in the field of health care between
the two countries and being convinced that this co-
operation will tend to strengthen the friendly relations
between the two countries have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The contracting parties will promote: mutual aid and
sharing of experience in the field of health care and
medical sciences.

ARTICLE 2

The contracting parties will co-operate mainly in the
following fields:

- organization, planning and financing of public health:

- normative documents regulating the provision of the
population with health care;

- disease prevention;

- primary health care;

-- epidemiological surveiliance of infections and
parasitic diseases;

- organization of emergency medical care;
transplantation of organs and tissues;
medical biotechnologies;-
pharmacy;
health education.

ARTICLE 3

The contracting parties have agreed the co-operation
in the fields enumerated in Article 2 to be carried out
by: )

- exchange of information papers;

- exchange of specialists, research workers and
lecturers;

- joint work of Bulganan and Greek research medncal
institutes on fundamental and practical studies of mitual
interest; ” '

- participation of specialists from one of the contracting
parties in medical congresses, conferences, symposia,
international or bilateral scientific meetings and con-
sultations organized in the other contracting party.

In case of visits of scientists and specialists, when

-formally invited, the receiving side will meet expenses

during their stay, and the sending side will pay travelling
expenses both ways.
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ARTICLE 4

Each contracting party will deliver medical care free
of charge to the citizens of the other contracting party
on a temporary sojourn in it in case of acute (incl.
stomatologic) conditions and accidents requiring
emergency medical treatment.

The necessary medical care will be provided free of
charge till the patients can be returned home without
any risk to their life or of aggravation of the condition.

The expense in connection with the transportation of
the diseased persons will be met by the contracting
party the citizens of which they are.

ARTICLE 5

The Ministry of Health, Welfare and Social Security
of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Health of
the Republic of Bulgaria are entrusted by the contracting
_ parties with the implementation of the provisions of the
present Agreement.

In pursuance of the Agreement. the two parties will -

sign two year plans of work including the financial terms

under which the Agreement will be put into effect.
Representatives of both the Ministries will meet by

turns in the two contracting parties in order to discuss

ARTICLE 8

The present Agreement was signed in Sofia on March
29 1991, in two original copies, each in Greek, English
and Bulgarian, the three texts having equal validity. .
Should differences occur in their interpretation, "the
English text shall be used for reference.

The . contracting parties will exchange through
diplomatic channels their judgements on the established
co-operation before the meetings.

ARTICLE 6

The present Agreement shall come into force upon
the receipt of the second of the two exchanged notes
about its confirmation by the corresponding competent
authorities under the terms of th2 national legislation of
both the contracting parties.

-ARTICLE 7

The present Agreement shall remain in effect for a
term of five years and shall be extended automatically
for successive terms of five years if none of the
contracting parties has denounced it by a written

notification six months before the expiry of the

corresponding five-year term.
