of the 8th session of the Greek-Romanian Joint Committee for
cooperation in tourism . .

Bucharest - 22 February, 1992

The 8th session of the Greek-Romanian Joint Committee for the
implementation of the Agreement on cooperation in the field of tour- ;
ism between Greece and Romania was held .in Poiana Bragov and
Bucharest, from the 20th to 22nd of February, 1992, '

The Greek delegation was headed by professor Marios Raphael,
President of the National Tourist Organization of Greece; the Roma-
nian delegation was headed by Mr. Cornel Grigorut, the
Undersecretary of State in the Ministry of Trade and Tourism.

The members of the two delegations are mentioned in the appendix
I and II of this Protocol. . - :

The two Parties agreed on the following agenda:

1. Exchange of information regarding the development of tourism .
in the two countries in the last few years;

2. Implementation of the provisions of the Protocol of the 7th ses-
sion held in January, 1986, in Athens;” ’

3. Proposals and recommendations for further development of
tourist cooperation between Romania and Helenic Republic;

4. The place and the date of the 9th session of the Greek-
Romanian Committee.

During the meeting, the two Parties noticed that the bilateral tour-
ist exchanges increased, thus developing the traditional relations of
friendship and understanding between the two countries.

Both Parties decided to find out efficient means for further devel-

‘opment and for the strengthening of the cooperation forms.

Moreover, they emphasized that the existing bilateral Agreement.
on cooperation in the field of tourism offers favourable possibilities
for the development of tourist links on equal and mutual basis.

L

The heads of the two delegations made an exchange of information
regarding the development of tourism in the two countries and em-
phasized the existing possibilities for a future cooperation.

The head of the Romanian delegation informed the Greek delega-
tion about the important changes that tock place in Romania after the

.. events of December 1989 that opened the way to transition towards

the market economy. He also expressed the Parliament’s concern for
adopting an adequate legislation for implementing the reform pro-
gram, especially the Law no. 35 of 1991 regarding the foreign inves- .

.. tors interested in the development of the Romanian tourist industry.

The head of the Greek delegation informed the Romanian delega-
tion about the incentives for investments in Greece ,,eZ::ablished by
Law 1892/90 and the protection of foreign capital in-Greece
quaranteed by Legislative Decree 2687/1953. |

He also explained the present policy of the Greek Government and
of the National Tourist Organization of Greece th the field of Tourism
and presented the recent data about the prospects for Greek tourism.

a
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During the discussions some evolutions of the international tourist
market have been pointed out as well as the importance of the devel-
opment of tourist relations in the Balkan area. Both Parties agreed
that, at the present, the trend in the tourist market is to put an empha-
sis on the improvement in the quality of services and use of up to date
know how for a better training of the staff.

IL

Both Parties examined the volume of the tourist exchanges be-
tween the two countries, and emphasized its development in the last
two years and the possibilities for its further increase in the future.

To this end the two Parties stated again their wish to take appropri-
ate steps for encouraging the tourist exchanges between Greece and
Romania, in accordance with the laws and regulations in force in each
country. They also agreed to encourage the cooperation between the
public sector and the private one in the two countries, among travel
agencies associations and other tourist professional organizations and
associations as well. ’

IIlL.

Both Parties agreed on the fact that the mutual cooperation and the
carrying out of joint projects in the tourist sector could be of a great
importance for their future. '

The head of the Greek delegation stated again the disponibility of
his country for the development of the mutual tourist cooperation and
the willingness of the National Organization of Greece to encourage
the Greek private sector for investments in the Romanian tourist mar-
ket and for the establishment of tourist joint ventures.

Both Parties agreed to use the Greek partners’ experience and
know how in modernising and renewing the tourist units in Romania,
in building new units and introducing a modern system of manage-
ment in the Romanian tourist industry as well.

With a view to promoting tourism, the two Parties agreed to en-
courage the development of the cooperation between automobile
clubs of the two countries.

In this 'éonlex_t the head of the Romanian delegation expressed the '

satisfaction of the Romanian Side for the agreement of the Greek au-
thorities for establishing a National Tourist Representation Office of
Romanian in Athens.

The two Parties agreed to facilitate within the framework of their
internal laws and regulations the exchange of tourist advertising ma-
terials in order to distribute and display them at various international
events in this field.

At the-proposal of the Greek Party, the Romanian Party agreed to
facilitate the calling at Romanian ports of Greek cruise-ships as well
as other forms of cooperation with the Greek cruise-ship industry.

Iv.

The two Parties examined the possibilities of extending their
cooperation in the field of staff training and especially in training per-
sonnel of travel agencies. The Greek Side considered to accept a
group of Romanian employees to be trained and specialised in this

field.

The cooperation between the delegations of the two countries in all
the international meetings was considered profitable by the both Par-
ties with special reference to the World Tourism Organization and the
Conferences of Official Tourist Organizations of the Balkan countries.

The two Parties agreed that the 9th session of the Greek-Romanian
Joint Commiittee for cooperation in the field of tourism to take place in
Greece, in 1994, at a date that will be stablished later on.

The Ministry of Health, Welfare and Social Security of the Hellenic
Republic and the Ministry of Welfare of the Republic of Hungary
(hereinafter referred to as Contracting Parties), according to the pro-
visions of Article 5 of the Agreement on Co-operation in the field of
health concluded between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Hungarian People’s Republic and signed
in Budapest, on the 22nd of April 1986, have agreed as follows for
the years 1992 and 1993:

Article 1

The Contracting Parties have agreed to concentrate their co-
operation - within the forms referred to in Article 2 - to the following
fields of mutual interest: o

a) organisation and financing of health care,

b) administration of health care services, governmental and local
responsibilities, ‘

c) the role of private institutions in providing health care,

d) primary health care,

e) epidemiology of communicable and non-communicable dis-
eases, : , .
f) the prevention and treatment of AIDS, cancer and cardiovascu-
lar diseases,

g) haematology,

h) health care for the elderly,

i) health protection for the child and youth,

j) mental health, :

k) prevention of narcotic drug abuse and treatment of drug addicts.

The naming of these fields is for guidance only and does not ex-
clude the exchange of information and specialists in other fields as
mutually agreed.

Article 2

Co-operation will be realized in the following forms:

a) exchange of information, and - on request - exchange of publica-
tions, ' .

b) exchange of experts under the conditions described in Articles 3
and 4 below,

c) direct co-operation between institutions, nominated by-the Con-
tracting Parties on the basis of direct agreements concluded between
the institutions concerned.

Article 3
Exchange of experts:

The Contracting Parties will send experts to each other for ex-
change of experience, using an annual exchange quota of ten weeks.

The Parties will inform each other of the name, profession, field of
interest and language speaking ability of the specialists proposed for
study tour under this exchange quota not later than 30 days before
the proposed starting date of the visit.

Article 4
Financial conditions:

1) The exchange of publications referred to in paragraph a) of Arti-
cle 2 will be free of charge.

2) In case of visits under the exchange quota specified in Article 3
of this Plan of Co-operation the travel expenses from capital to capital
and back will be covered by the Sending Party. The Receiving Party
will'cover all the travel expenses arising in connection with the profes-
sional programme inside the country as well as provide suitable ac-
commodation and a daily allowance of: _

7,000 drs in the Hellenic Republic
* and
. 1,500 Fts in the Republic of Hungary.

3) All the expenses arising in connection with the direct co-
operation of the institutions will be covered by the institutes them-
selves.

Article 5

In any other matter concerning co-operation for which this Plan of
Co-operation contains no provisions, the Contracting Parties will act
on the basis of the Agreement signed in Budapest, on the 22nd of
April 1986. Introduction of changes in the Plan of Co-operation re-
quires the consent of both Contracting Parties.

This Plan of Co-operation will be valid until the 31st of December
1993. ’ S

PROTOCOL

ON COOPEBATION BETWEEN THE~MIN‘IS’I-‘I.{Y FOR FOREIGN
AFFAIRS OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE MINISTRY
FOR FOREIGN AFFAIRS OF THE REPUBLIC OF HUNGARY

The Ministry for Foreign of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry
for Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Hungary, desirous to coniribute
to strengthening the relations and developing new forms of
cooperation between the two countries, have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Foreign Ministers of the two countries will meet at least once a
year. During their meetings they will review the implementation of the
Greek-Hungarian Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation and will
analyze the experience of consultations held under the present Proto-
col. While updating the .tasks defined therein, enlarging thus the
scope of cooperation between their respective Ministries. Meetings
could also be held between Secretaries of State, Secretaries Generals,

heads of departments and experts of the two respective Ministries of
Foreign Affairs. Working groups could also be established.

Article 2

The competent officials of the two Ministries, subject to previous
agreement where necessary, will hold consultations on bilateral rela-
tions and on international issues of interest to both Parties, with par-
ticular attention to the following areas:

(a) bilateral political cooperation; ,

(b) government tasks to promote development of economic and
trade relatjons; - .

(c) bilateral scientific-technical, cultural, consular, humanitarian
and environmental cooperation as well as cooperation in matters of
the press and information, foreign policy analysis and planning, and
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questions of international law;

(d) the CSCE process, human rights and fundamental freedoms,
including minority rights, and all questions of the new structure of Eu-
ropean security and cooperation;

(e) The European processes and mstllutlons of integration, with
particular emphasis on the Parties membership to the Council of Eu-
rope, development of relations with the European Communities and
their organizations, and the Parties experiences in this field;

(f) European regional schemes of cooperation;

(g) the extra-European situation, with particular emphasis on re-
gional conflicts, the United Nations and the enlargement of its role.

Article 3

The Greek and Hungarian diplomatic missions in third countries
and to the United Nations, the Council of Europe and other interna-
tional organizations as well as the Parties delegations to the fora of the

Conference of Security and Cooperation in Europe will widen ‘and .

strengthen their relations and exchanges of information.
Article 4 |

This Protocol shall enter into force on the day of singning and shall
remain valid for a period of three years. It shall be considered as auto-
matically renewed for consecutive periods of two years unless termi-
nated by one of the Parties with three months notice before explry of
any given period.
