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INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENT ON JUTE AND JUTE PRODUCTS, 1989

PREAMBLE

The Partiés to this Aqreement,

Recallinqg the Declaration and the Proqramme of Action on the Establishment
of a New International Economic Order, 1/

Rega;%lgg resolutions 93 (Iv)., 124 (V) and 155 (VI) on the Integrated
Programme for Commodities adopted by the United Nations Conference on Trade and

Development at its fourth, fifth and sixth sessions, and chapter 1I. section B
of the Final Act of UNCTAD VII,

Recalling further the Substantial New Programme of Action for the 1980s

Recognizing the importance of jute and jute products to the economies of
many developing exporting countries,

Considering -that close international co-operation in finding solutions to

CHAPTER 1 - OBJECTIVES
ticle 1

Objectives

1. For the benefit of both eprrting and importing members. and with a view
to achleving the relevant objectives adopted by the United Nations Conference

on Trade and Development in its resolutions 93 (1v), 124 (V) and 155 (Vi) on
the Integrated Programme for Commodities end taking account of its
resolution 98 (1V) and chapter 1I, section B of the Final Act of UNCTAD VII,

the objectives of the International Agreement on Jute and Jute Products, 1989
(hereinafter referred to as “this Agreement™) shall be: -

or products whose largest component by weight is jute.

{3) “Member” means a Government or an intergovernmental organization as-
.provided for in article 5 which has consented to be bound by this Agreement
provisicnally or definitively;

(4} “Exporting member"” means a member uhose exports of Jjute and jute

products exceed its Ilmports of jute and jute products and which has declared
jitself to be an exporting member:

(5) “Importing member” means a member whose imports of jute and jute

.products ‘exceed its exports of jute and jute products and which has declared
itself to be an importing member;

(6) *“organization" means the International Jute Organization referred to
in article 3;

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CHAPTER 111 - ORGANIZATION AND ADMIN{STRATION

Article 3

Headquarters, structure and continuation of the
International Jute Orgqanization

1. The International Jute Ocrganization., established under the Internaticnal
Agreement on Jute and Jute Products, 1982, shall continue in being for the
purpose of administering the provisions and supervising the operation of this
Agreement.

2. The Organization shall function through the International Jute Council
and the Committee on Projects as permanent bodies, and the Executive Director
and the staff. The Council may, by special vote, establish for specific
purposes committees and working groups with specified terms of reference.

3. The headquarters of the Organization shall be in Dhaka, Bangladesh.

4. The headquarters of the Organization shall at all times be located in the
territory of a member.

S Article 4

Membership in the Organization

1. There shall be two categories of membership in the Organizatien, namely:
(a) Exporting: and
(b) 1Importing.

2. A ﬁember may change 1ts category of membership on such conditions as the
Council shall establish. .

Article S

Membership by interqovernmental organizations

1. Any reference in this Agreement to “Governments“ shall be construed as
including the European Economic Community and any other intergovernmental
organization having responsibilities in respect of the negotiation,
conclusion and application of 1international agreements, in particular
commodity agreements. Accordingly, any reference in this Agreement to
signature, ratification, acceptance or approval, or to notification of
provisional application, or to accession shall, in the case of such
intergovernmental organizations, be construed as including a reference to
signature, ratification. acceptance or approval, or to notification of

provisional application, or to accession, by such intergovecnmental
organizations.

2. In the case of voting on matters within their competence, such
intergovernmental organizations shall vote with .a number of votes equal
to the total number of votes attributable to their member States in
accordance with arcicle 10. In such cases, the member States of such
intergovernmental organizations shall not be entitled to exercise: thetr

individual voting rights. ~ -
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CHAPTER IV -~ INTERNATIONAL JUTE COUNCIL

Article 6

Compostition of the International Jute Council

1. The highest authority of the Organization shall be the International Jute
Council, which shall consist of all the members of the Organization.

2. - Each member shall be represented in the Council by one delegate, and may
deslgnate alternates and advisers to attend sessions of the Council.

3. An alternate delegate shall be empowered to act and vote on behalf oE the
delegate during the latter’'s absence or in special circumstances.

Article 7

Powers and functions of the Council

1. The Council shall exerclise all such powers and perform or arrange for the

performance of all such functions as are necessary to carry out the provisions
of this Agreement.

2. The Council shall, by special vote, adopt such rules and regqulations as
are necessary to carry out the provisions of this Agreement and are consistent
therewith, including its own rules of procedure and the financial and staff
regulations of the Organizatlon. Such financlal rules and requlations shall
govern, 1inter alia, the receipt and expenditure of funds under the
Adminlstrative and Special Accounts. The Council may, in 1its rules of

procedure, provide for a procedure whereby it may. without meeting, decide
speclific questions.

3. The Council shall kecep such records as are required for the performance
of its functions under this Agreement.

150 votes shall be divided equally among all oxporting members to the nearest
whole vote for -each member; the remaining votes shall be distributed in
proportion to the average volume of their net exports of Jjute and jute -
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products ducing the preceding Lhree jute years, psovided that the maximum
number of votes of any exporting member shall not exceed 450. The surplus
‘votes in excess of the maximum shall be distributed to all exporting members
having less than 250 votes individually, in proportion to their trade shaces.

3. The votes of importing members shall be distributed as follows: 'each
importing member shall have up tp five initial votes provided that the total
of initial wvotes shall not exceed 150. The remaining votes shall bYe

distributed in proportion to the annual average of the volume of their
respective net imports of jute and jute products during the three-year period
commencing four calendar years prior to the distribution of votes. '

4, The Council shall distribute the votes for each financial yeac at the
beginning of the ficrst session of thal year in .accordance with the provisions
of this article. Such distribution shall remain in -effect for the rest of
that year, except as provided for in paragraph 5 of this article.

5. Whenever the membership of the Organization changes or when any member
nas its voting rights suspended ocr restored under any provision of  this
Agreement, the Council shall redistcibute the wotes within the affected
category or categories of members in accordance ‘with the provislons of this
article.

Decisions and recommendations of the Council

1. The Council shall endeavour to take all. decisions, and make all
recommendations, by consensus. If a consensus 1s not arrived at, all
decisions of the Council shall be taken. and all recommendations shall be
made, by a simple distributed majority vote, unless this Rgreement provides
for a special vote.

2. Where a wmember ayalls 1itself of the provisions of article 11,
paragraph 2. and its votes are cast at a meeting of the Council, such member

shall, for the purposes of paragraph 1 of this article, be considered as
present and voting.

3. All decisions and recommendations of the Council shall be consistent with
the provisions of this Agreement.

2. If there is no quorum in accordance with paragraph 1 of this article on
the day fixed for the meeting and on the following day., the quorum on the
third day and thereafter shall be the presence of a majority of exporting
members and a majority of importing members, provided that such members hold a

majority of the total votes in their respective categories.

Article 14

Co-operation with other orqanizations

l. The Council shall make whatever arrangements are appropriate for
consultation or co-operation with the United Nations, its speclalized agencies
such as the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations and the
United Nations Industrial Development Organization, and its subsidiary bodies
such as the Unlted Nations Conference on Trade and Development, the

- United Nations Development Programme, the 1International Trade Centre,

UMCTAD/GATT and the United Nations Environment Prograxme, and with other
intergovernmental and non-governmental organlzations as may bhe appropriate-.
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2. The chanxzatxon shall, to the maximum extent’ possible, utilize the
facilities, services and expertise of the bodies ment'ioned undec paragraph 1

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CHAPTER V - PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES

Article 17

Privileges ‘and immunities

1. The Organization shall have legal personality. 1t shall in particular
have the capacity to contract, to acquire and dispose of movable and immovable
property and to inscitute legal proceedings.

2. The Organlzation shall continue to operate under the Headquarters
Agreement with the host Government (which 1s the Government of Bangladesh,

where the headquarters of the Organization 1is currently located). The

Headquarters Agreement with the host Government relates to such 1tems as
status, privliieges and immunities of the Organization, of its Executive
Director, 1its staff and experts, and of delegations of members, as are
reasonably necessary for the purpose of discharging their functions.

3. 1f the headquarters of the Organization is moved to another country which

is a member of the Organlzation, that member shall, as soon as possible,

conclude with the Organization a headquarters agreement to be approved by the
Council. ,

4, Pending the conclusion of the headquarters agreement referred to in
paragraph 3 of this article, the Organization shall request the host
Government to grant, within the limits of its national legislation. exemption
from taxation on remuneration paid by the Organization to its employees. and
on the assets, income and other property of the Organization.

Article 18

Financial accounts

1. - There shall be established two accounts:

2. The Executive Director shall be responsible for the administration of
these accounts and the Council shall make provision in its rules of procedure
therefor. :

Article 19

Forms of payment

1. Contributions to the Administrative Account shall be payable in freely
‘usable currencies and shall be exempt from foreign exchange restriétions;

2. Financial contributions to the SPecial Account shall be payable in Ereely
usable currencies and shall be exempt from foreign exchange restrictions; R

3. The Council may also declde to accept other forms of contributions .to the

Speclal Account, including scientific and technical equipment or® uanpower. to

Article 20

Audit and publication of accounts

1.  The Council shall appoint auditors for the purpose oE auditing its books
" of account. .

2. An independently .audited statement of the Administrative Account and of
the Special Account shall be made available to members as soon as possible
after the close of each jute year, but not later than six months after that
date, and be considered Eor approvel by the Council at its next session, as
appropriate. A summary of the audited accounts and balance sheet shall
thereafter be published.
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Article 2

Administrative Account

1. The expenses necegsary for the administration of this Agreement shall
be brought 1into the Administrative: Account and shall be met ‘by annual
contributions from members in accordance with their respective constitutional
or institutional procedures assessed in accordance with paragraphs 3, 4 and 5
of this article.

2. The expenses of delegations to the Council, the Committee on Projects and
to- the committees and working groups referred to in article 3, paragraph 2,
shall be met by the members concerned. 1In cases where 4 member requests
speclal services from the Organization, the Council shall require that member
to pay the costs of such services.

3. During the second half of each financial year, the Council shall approve
the administrative budget of the Organization for the following financial year
and shall assess the contribution of each member to that budget,

4. The contribution of each member to the administrative budget Eor each
financlal year shall be in the proportion which the number of its votes at the
time the administrative budget for that financial year is approved bears to
the total votes of all ithe members. 1In assessing contributions, the votes of
each member shall be jcalculated without regard to the suspension of any
member “s-voting rights or any redistribution of votes resulting therefrom.

5. The initial contribution of any member jolning the Organization after the
entry into force of this Agreement shall be assessed by the Council on the
basis of the number of votes to be held by it and the period remaining in the
current financial year, but the assessment made upon other members for the
current financial year shall not thereby be altered.

6. Contributions to the administrative budget shall becowe due on the first
day of - each financlal year. Contributions of members in respect of the

financial year in which .they joln the Organization shall be due on the date on
which they becomé members. '

7. 1f a member has not pald 1its full contribution to the administrative
budget within four months after such contribution becomes due in accordance

with paragraph 6 of this article, the Executive Director shall request that
member to make ‘payment as quickly as possible. 1If that member has still not
pald its contribution within two months after such request, that member shall
be requested to state the reasons for 1its inability to make payment. 1f at
the expiry of seven months from the due date of contribution that member has
still not pald its contribution, its voting rights shall be suspended and an
interest charge shall be levied on its late contribution at the central bank
rate of the host country until such time as it has “paid 1n full 1irs
contribution, unless the Council, by special vote, decides otherwise.’ .

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8. A member whose rcights have been suspended under pacagraph 7 of this
article shall in particular remaip liable to pay its contcibution.

9. The unspent balance of the administrative budget of any year shall be
credited to member Governments as a rceduction in the following year's
contributions 'in Lhe same propoction as originally assessed.

11. . Contributions for specified approved projects shall be used only for the
projecls for which they were ocriginally intended unless oLherwise decided by
the Council in agreement with the contributoc. After the completion of a
project, the Ocrganization shall return to each contribuloc for specilic
