PROTOCOL

Of the 2nd Session of the joint
Greek-Egyptian Committee for
Economic and Technical Cooperation

The joint Greek-Egyptian Committee for Economic and Technical
Cooperation, on the basis of Article 8 of the Agreement for Economic,
and Technical Cooperation, signed in Cairo'on February 26th, 1986
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govern-
ment of the Arab Republic of Egypt held its 2nd Session in Cairo on
March 2nd and 3rd, 1992.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. George Vlachos, Sec-
retary General at the Ministry of National Economy.

The Egyptian Delegation was headed by Ambassador Rafik Salah
El Din, First Under Secretary for International Cooperation.

Lists of the members of the Delegations are attached herewith as
Annexes 1 and II.

During his stay in Cairo the head of the Greek Delegation Mr. G
Vlachos was received by the Minister of Econommy and Foreign
Trade Dr. Yousri Aly Moustafa and the Minister of International

- Cooperation Dr Maurice Makramallah.

The two Delegations agreed.upon the proposed Agenda and reaf-
firmed their common will to further promote and extend the
cooperation of the two countries on the basis of their mutual benefit.

The two Delegations exchanged information on respective eco-
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nomic policies of their Governments and proceeded to a review of the
bilateral cooperation achieved up to now.
In this spirit of cooperation both Parties agreed on the following:

TRADE AND FINANCE

The two sides proceeded to an extended review of bilateral trade
relations and expressed their determination to expand and diversify
commercial exchanges between the two countries.

To this end they decided to make every possible effort in order to:

a. Participate in International Trade Fairs of each country. -

b. Organize meetings between businessmen of the two countries.

c. Intensify contacts between the the Chambers of Commerce.

The Greek Side referred to certain problems concerning the activi-
ties of Greek exporting companies in Egypt. In this respect the Egyp-
tian side promised to consider the Greek proposal for the liberaliza-
tion of the imports in Egypt of certain Greek products and has stated
that it is the declared policy of the Government to liberalize trade fully
and this policy is currently being implementéd.

Concerning the outstanding balance of the clearing account be-
tween Greece and Egypt of about 6,6 million US §, the Greek side
requested the settlement of the balance according to the agreed min-
utes of May 23, 1986.

The Egyptian side promised to fulfil the terms of the above minutes
within one year; to this end it will recommend competent authorities
to increase exports to Greece, through this account, of products which
are of interest to Greek importers.

The two sides referrd to the importance of the existing cooperation
in the Banking Sector and the activities developed by the National
Bank of Greece in Cairo and agreed to encourage the further develop-
ment of these activities in Egypt.

For this purpose the Greek side is requesting the establishment of a
liaison office -in the new Greek Trade Center in Alexandria. The
Egyptian Side promised to examine and notify the Greek Side of the
decision of the competent-authorities.

The Egyptian side requested the approval of the Greek authorities
for the establishment of a Trade Center in Greece to encourage and
promote the efforts of bussinessmen of both countries.

The Greek side promised to examine this request and notify the
Egyptian side of the decision. of the competent authorities.

The two sides agreed to encourage both the Egyptian export Pro-
motion Center-and the Greek Export Center to come into an agree-
ment for cooperation for the benifit of the exports of both countries.

Cases of cement

The Greek side expressed its request that the disputes of Middle
East Cement Shipping and Handling Co from the implementation of
Egyptian Investment law No. 43/74 be referred for settlement to
ICSID as per art. 8. of the said law.

Regarding the outstanding value of 49080 M. tons of cement due
to Middle East Cement Shipping and Handling Co., the Egyptian side
agreed that the Ministry of Housing will pay the value or return back
the same quantity of cement to the said company after receiving let-
ters from Halkis Cement Co. S,A. and Farolex Co., giving their con-
sent to the payment to Middle East Cement.

The two side agree that the parties involved in the cement trade,
namely the Ministry of Housing from the Egyptlan side and the Greek
Cement Companies get together and re-examine whatever problem
and make an effort for its solution and settlement.

INDUSTRY - CONSTRUCTION

The two sides reiterated their will to cooperate'in various fields of
industry, such as leather, canning of meat and fish, tomato paste,
juices and shipbuilding.

The Greek side informed the Egyptian Delegation of the high level
of technology achieved in the section of light industry. :

The Greek side expressed its interest in participating in Public '

Work projects announced by the Egyptian Govérnment.
The Egyptian side handed over an updated booklet on industrial
investment opportunities to be implemented as joint ventures such as:
— Graphite and carbon electrodes. _
— Grannulation of super phosphate fertilizers.
— Compound fertilizers.
— Special steel aloys.

INVESTMENTS

Both Sides expressed their interest in getting acquainted with the
investment policy followed in each country with the aim of promoting
investment in each others territory.

The two sides exchanged their prevailing investment laws. agreed
to study the general privileges and guaranties of those laws and in-
form accordingly their business communities.

The Greek side proposed to conclude an agreement on the avoid-
ance of double taxation between the two countries to encourage in-
vestment and trade.

The Egyptian side promised to explore the possibility of conclud-
ing the said agreement.

The Greek side proposed to the Egyptian side to proceed to a re-
view of the Agreement of 1975, on the basis of a draft model Agree-
ment handed by the Greek Side. l

AGRICULTURE - FISHING - SPONGE FISHING

Both sides examined the relations between the two countriesin the
field of agriculture and noted with satisfaction the coming into force of
the Protocol on Technical Cooperation in the Agricultural Sectors.

In the frame of the Agricultural agreement of 1987, a joint Techni-
cal committee shall be formed to examine the implementation of the
articles of the said agreement. :

The two sides agreed to encourage the cooperation between the
private sector of both countries and the creation of joint venture pro-
jects in the fields of Agro-industry and Aquaculture.

TRANSPORTS
Air transport

Both sides expressed their interest in enhancing’ mutual
cooperation in all domains of civil aviation and agreed to take the nec-
essary measures so that the balance of relevant accounts would be ef-
fected without delay.

Maritime transport

The Egyptian side referred to the Agreement on Shipping and mar-
itime transport signed between the two countries in 1981, and re-
quested the quick implementation of the agreement.

The Egyptian side pointed out the need for the quick meeting of the
joint shipping committee referred to article 19 of the above agree-
ment.

Telecommunications

Concerning the cooperation in the field of telecommunications,
both sides agreed that competent organisations of the two countries
will hold consultations so that all pending matters are settled.

TOURISM

Both sides, recognizing the importance of Tourism for their respec-
tive countries, expressed their interest and readiness to intensify
cooperation in all sectors of this field.

The underlined the necessity for the joint Committee, provided by
the Tourist Agreement, to meet in Athens during 1992 in order to fol-
low up the procedures previously undertaken and to explore possibili-
ties of developing cooperation between the two countries in this im-
portant sector. ‘

SOCIAL SECURITY AND MANPOWER

The two parties expressed their satisfaction for the Session of the
Committee in the field of Social Security holding its works in the
framework of this joint Committee.

The Greek side took note of the issues which the Egyptian side
raised concerning the Egyptian workers in Greece and promised to
refer them to the competent Greek Authorities.

OTHER MATTERS

a. Wakf

The Greek side stated that the sum of Drs. 72.220.000 is available
and that the Egyptian side has been requested since a long time to
‘withdraw the above amount.

The Egyptian side, taking note of the above, requests that the
above amount is to be paid in U.S. Dollars at the exchange rate pre-
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vailing in 1984 according to the 'Agreed Minutes signed on the 1st of
August 1984.

The Egyptian side urged the Greek side to effect payment of the
balance (of the) previously agreed upon plus administrative cost con-
cerning the land bought in Thassos by the Greek ministry of Culture
in May 29, 1986. .

The balance is 5.251.500 Drs. :

- The Egyptian side asked the Greek side to effect payment inU. S
‘Dollars at the exchange rate in 1986. -

.b. Indemnification’ of Greek interests

* The Greek side raised the matter of the Compensation Agreement
which was signed in 1966 between Greece and Egypt, reminding that
.several serious cases of indemnification are still pending. The Greek
side’ urged for a quicker process by the competent authorities, in
order that a full implementation of the above agreement is obtained.
The Egyptian side promlsed to finalize the pending cases as soon as

o

possible.

The deliberations were held in a frlendly atmosphere and in a spirit

of mutual understanding,

It was agreed that the next Session of the joint Committee will be
held in Athens, the exact date will be agreed upon through diplomatic

channels.
