Bé_ing parties to the Convention on international Civil

Aviation opened for signature at Chicago, on 7th day
of December, 1944. : o
Being equally desirous to conclude an Agreement for
the purpose of estab lishing and operating scheduled
air. services between and beyond their respec tive
territories; o
Have agreed as foliows :

Article 1
Definitions

For the purpose of the present Agreement, unless the
context otherwise requires: _

a. The term "Aeronautical Authorities® means, in the
case of the Hellenic Republic, the Governor of the Civil
Aviation Author ity and any person or body authorized

. . . I
to perform any functions at present exercised by the!
said Authority or similar functions and, in the case of
the Islamic Republic of iran, the Administrator of Civil
Aviation Organization and any person or body authorized
to perform any functions at present exercised by the \
said Organiza tion or similar functions. ]

b. The term "the Convention” means the Convention
on International Civil Aviation, opened for signature at :
Chicago, on the seventh day of December, 1944, and
includes : ‘

(i) any amendment thereto which has entered into
force under Article 94 (a) thereof and has been ratified
by both Contracting Parties ; and -

(i) any Annex or any amendments thereto adopted ! '
under Article 90 of that Convention, insofar as such
amendment or Annex is at any given time effective for
those Contracting Parties. " "

c. The term "Agreement” means this Agreement, the
Annex attached thereto, and any Protocols or similar
documents amending the present Agreement or the
Annex.

d. The term “designated airline” means, an airline
which has been designated and authorized in accord-
ance with the provisions of Article 3 of the present
Agreement. ’ . ,

e. The term "agreed services’ means scheduled air
services on the routes specified in the Annex to this
Agreement for the transport of passengers, cargo and
mail, separately or in combination. )

f. The term “capacity” in relation to an aircraft means,
the Payload of that aircraft available on a route or
section of a route and the term “capac ity’in relation
to "an agreed service” means, the capacity of the aircraft
used on such service, multiplied by -the frequency -
operated by such aircraft over a given period and a
route or section of a route. ‘ '

g. The term ‘territory” in relation to a State means,
the land areas and territorial waters adjacenf thereto
under the sovereignity of that State.

h. The terms "air service’, ‘international air service’,
-airline” and “stop for non-traffic purposes” shall have
the neanings respectively assigned to them in Article
96 of the Convention.

i. The term “tariff” means the price to be paid for the
carriage of passen gers, baggage and cargo and the
conditions under which those prices apply, including
prices and conditions for agency and other auxiliary
services performed by .the carrier in connection with
the air transportation but excluding remuneration and
condi tions for the carriage of mail. :

j. The term ‘user charge” means a charge made to
airlines  for the provision of airport, air navigation or
aviation security property, or facilities.

It is understood that the titles given to the Articles of
the present Agreement do in no way restrict or extend
the meanings of any of the provisions of the present
Agreement.

Article 2
Grant of Rights

1- Each Contracting Party grants to the other

Contracting Party the rights specified in this Agreement

for the conduct of scheduled interna tional air services
by the designated airline of the other Con_tracting Party
as follows : . : :

a. To fly, without landing, across the territory of the
‘other Contracting Party;
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b. To make stops in the said territory for non-traffic
purposes; and

c. to make stops in the said territory at ponnts specified
for that route in the route schedule annexed to this

“Agreement for the purpose of taking on board and
discharging international traffic in passengers, cargo
and mail, sep arately or in combination.

2- Nothing in the provisions of paragraph (1) shall be
deemed to confer on the airline of one Contracting Party
the right to take on board, in-the terri tory of the other
Contracting Party, passengers, cargo or mail carried
for remuneration or hire and destined for another point
in the territory of the other Contracting Party.

3- In areas of hostilities or military occupation, or
areas affected thereby, the operation of such services
shall be subject to the approval of the competent
authorities.

Article 3
Desngnatlon and Authonzatlons

1- Each Contracting Party shall have the rlght to
designate, and inform, through diplomatic channels the
other Contracting Party, an airline for the purpose of
operating the agreed services on the specified routes,
and to with draw or alter such designations.

-2- On receipt of such designation, the competent
authorities of the other Contracting Party shall, subject
to the provisions of paragraphs 3 and 4 of the present
Article, grant without delay to the ariline so designated,
the appro priate operating authorization.

3- The Aeronautical Authorities of one Contracting
Party may require that the airline designated by the
other Contractmg Party proves to be qualified to fulfil
the conditions prescribed under the laws and regulations
normally’ apphed to the operation of internationa! air
services by such authorities in conformity with the
provisions of the Convention. »

4- Each Contracting Party shall have the right to
refuse to grant the oper ating authorization referred to
'|n paragraph 2 of this Article, or to impose such conditions
as it may deem’ necessary on the exercise by the
designated air line of the rights specified in Article 2 of
the present Agreement, in any case, where the said
Contracting Party is not satisfied that substantial owner
ship and effective control of that airline are vested in
the Contracting Party designating the ariline or in the
nationals of such Contracting Party, or both.

5- At any time, after the provisions of paragraph (1)

and (2) of this Article have been complied with, the
airline so designated and authorized may start to operate
the agreed services provided that such services shall
not be operated unless a tariff established in accordance
with the ‘pro visions of Article 10 of this Agreement is
in force in respect of those services.

Article 4
Suspension and Revocation

1- Each Contracting Party shall have the right to

revoke an operating authorization or to suspend the.

exercise of the rights specified in Article 2 of this
Agreement by the airline designated by the other
Contracting Party; or to impose such conditions, as it
may deem necessary on the éxercise of these rights,
in any case, where :

(a) such airline is unable to prove that it is qualified

to fulfil the con ditions prescribed under the laws and
regulations normally and reasonably applied to the
operation of international air services by these Authorities
in conformity with the Convention; or

(b) it is not satisfied that substantial ownership and
effective control of that ariline are vested in the
Contracting Party designating the airline or in nationals
of such Contracting Party ; or

(c) failure by that aifine to comply with the laws: and
/ or regulations of the Contracting Party granting these
rights ; or

(d) the airline otherwise fails to operate in accordance
with the condi tions prescriped under the present
Agreement.

2- Unless immediate revocation or suspension or
imposition of the condltons mentioned in paragraph 1
of this Article is essential to prevent further infringements
of laws and/or regulations, such right shall be exercised
only after consultation with the other Contracting Party,
in conformity with article 14 of this Agreement.

‘ Article 5 ‘
Applicability of Laws and Regulations

1- The laws, regulations and procedures of the
Contracting Party ralating to entering into, remaining in
or departing from its territory of aircraft engaged in
international air navigation or to the operation. and
navigation of such aircraft shall be complied with by
the designated airline of the other Contracting Party

"upon entrance into, while within and departure from the

said territory.

2- The laws and regulations of one Contracting Party
respecting entry, clearance, staying or transit, emigration
or immigration, passports, customs and quarantine shall
be complied with by the designated airline of the other
Contracting Party and by or on behalf of its crews,
passengers, cargo and mail upon transit of, admission
to, while within and departure from the territory of such
Contracting Party.

3- Passengers, baggage and cargo in direct transit
across the territory of one Contracting Party and not
leaving the area of the airport reserved for such purpose
shall only be subject to a simplified control. Baggage

"and cargo in direct transit shall be exempt from customs

duties and other similar taxes.

Article 6 :
Recogmtlon of Certificates and Llcenses

1- Certificates of airworthiness, certificates of
competency and licenses issued or rendered valid by
one Contracting Party, and still in force, shall be
recognized as valid by the other Contractlng Party for
the purpose of operating services provided for in this
Agreement, provided that the requirements under which
such certificates or licenses were issued or rendered
valid are equal to or above the minimum standards
which are or may be established pursuant to the
Convention. Each Contracting Party reserves the right,
however to refuse to recognize, for the purpose of
flights above its own territory, certificatesof competency
and licenses granted to its own nationals or rendered

‘valid for them by the other Contracting Party or by any

other State.
2- If the prlvxleges_ or conditions of the llcenses or
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certificates referred to in paragraph (1) above, issued
by the Aeronautical Authorities of one Con tracting Party
to any person or designated airline or in respect of an
aircraft operating the agreed services on the specified
routes would per mit a difference from the standards
established under the Conven tion, and which difference
has been filed with the International Civil Aviation
Organization, the Aeronautical Authorities of the other
Contracting Party may request consuitations in accor
dance with article 14 of this Agreement with the
Aeronautical Authorities of that Contracting Party with
a view to satisfying themselves that the practice in
question is acceptable to them. Failure to reach a
satisfactory agreement will constitute grounds for the
application of Article 4 of this Agreement. :

Article 7
Aviation Security

1. Consistent with their rights and obligations under
inter national law, the Contracting Parties reaffirm that
their obliga tion to each other to protect the security
of civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference
forms an integral part of this Agreement. Without limiting
the generality of their rights and obligatiorrs under
international law, the Contracting Parties shall in
particular act in conformity with the provisions of the
Convention on Offences and Certain Other Acts
Committed on Board Aircraft, signed at Tokyo on 14
September 1963, the Convention for the Suppression of
Unlawful Seizure of Aircraft, signed at the Hague on 16
December 1970 and the Conventionfor the suppres sion
of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Aviation,
signed at Montreal on 23 September 1971,

2. The Contracting Parties shall provide upon request
“all necessary assis tance to each other to prevent acts
of unlawful seizure of civil aircraft and other unlawful
acts against the safety of such aircraft, their passengers
and crew, airports and air navigation facilities, and any
other threat to the security of civil aviation. ‘

3. The Parties shall, in their mutual relations, act in
conformity with the aviation security provisio'ns estab-
lished by the International Civil Aviation Organization
and designated as Annexes to the Convention on
International Civil Aviation to the extent that such security
provisions are applicable to the Parties; they shall require
that operators of aircraft of their registry or operators
of aircraft who have their principal place of business
or permanent residence in their territory and the

operators of airports in their territory act in conformlty'

with such aviation security provisions.

4. Each Contracting Party agrees that such operators
of aircraft may be required to observe. the. aviation
security provisions referred to in paragraph (3) above
required by the other Contracting Party for entry
into,while within, or departure from the territory of that
other Contractlng Party.

Each Contracting Party shall ensure that adequate
measures are effectively applied, within its territory to
protect the aircraft and to screen passengers and their
carry-on items and to carry out appropriate checks on
crew, baggage, cargo and aircraft stores prior to and
during boarding or loading. Each Contracting Party shall
also give positive consideration to any request from the
other Contracting Party for reasonable spe cial security
measures-to meet a particular threat:

. 5. When an incident or threat of an incident of unlawful -
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seizure of civil aircraft or other.unlawful acts against
the safety of such aircraft, their passengers and crew,
airports or air navigation facilities occurs, the Contracting
Parties - shall assist each other by facilitating
communications .and other appro priate measures
intended to terminate rapidly and safely such incident
or threat thereof. ,

6. Whén a Party has reasonable grounds to believe
that the other Party or the other. Party's airlines have
departed from the aviation security provisions of this
article, the aeronautical Authorities of that Party may"
request immedi ate consultations with Aeronautical
Authorilies of the other Party. Failure to reach a
satisfactory dagreement within thirty (30) days from the
date of such request for consultations will constitute
grounds for a decision to. withhold, revoke, limit or
impose conditions on the operating authorization or
technical licences of an airline or airlines of the other
Party. When required by an emergency involving an

.immediate and axtraordinary threat to the safety of

passengers, crew, or aircraft, a Party may take interim
appropriate action to meet the threat prior to the
expiration of thirty (30) days. Any action. taken in accor
dance with this paragraph shall be discontinued upon
compliance with the provisions of. this Article.

Article 8
‘Commercial Opportunities

1- The designated airliné of one Contracting Party
shall have the right to maintain its .own representations
in the territory of the other Contracting Party. '

2- The designated airline of one Contracting Party
may, in accordance with the laws and regulations of
the other Party relating to entry,. residenceand
employment, bring in and maintain in, the territory of
the other Contracting Party managerial, sales, technical,
operational and other specialist staff required .for the
provnsnon of air services.

3- In case of nomination of a general agent or a
general sales agent, this agent shall be appointed.in
accordance with the rele vant applicable laws and
regulations of each Contracting Party.

4- Each designated airline shall have the right to
engage in the sale of air transportation in the territory
of the other contracting Party directly or through its
agents and any person shall be able to purchase such
transportation in accordance with the national laws and

" regulations.

5- Transfer of revenues earned’ by the airlines
designated by the Contract ing Pargies shall be made -
on the basis of reciprocity and in accordance with the
foreign exchange- regulations . in force in. the two
countries. The Parties shall do everything in their power
to facilitate the transfer of such revenues earned after

. deduction of expenditure.

.~ . Aricle 9 )
Exemption from customs and other duties

1. Each Contracting Party shall on a basis of reciprocity,
exempt the designated airline of the other Contracting 5
Party under its national law from import restrictions,
customs duties, other taxes, inspection fees and other
national duties and charges. on aircraft, fuel, lubricating

" oils, consumable technical supplies, spare parts including :

engines, regular aircraft equip ment, aircraft stores and
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other items intended for use or used solely in connection
with the operation or servicing of aircrait of the
designated airline of such other Contracting Party operat
ing the agreed services, as well as ticket stock, air way

~ bills, any printed material which bears the insignia of .

the company printed theron and usual publicity material
distributed without charge by that designated airline.

2. The exemptions granted by this Article shall apply -

to the items referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article :

{a) introduced in the territory of one Contracting Party
by or on behalf of the designated airline of other
Contracting Party;

(b) retained on beard aircraft of the designated airline
of one Contracting Party upon arriving in or leaving the
territory of the other Contracting Party;

(c) taken on board aircraft of the designated airline
of the other Con tracting Party and intended for use in
operating the agreed services;

whether or not such items ‘are used or consumed -

wholly within the territory of the Contracting Party
granting the exemption, provnded such items are not
alienated in the territory of the said Contracting Party.

3. The regular airborne equipment, as well as the
materials and supplies normally retained on board the
aircraft of either Contracting Party may be unloaded in
the territory of the other Contracting Party only with
the approval of the Customs authori ties of that
Contracting Party. In such case, they may be placed
under supervision of the ‘said authorities up to such
time as the are re-exported or otherwise disposed of
in accordance with cus toms regulations.

Article 10
User Charges

Each of the Céntrécting Parties may impose or permit

to be imposed just and reasonable charges for the use .

of airports and other facilites under its con trol.

Each of the Contracting Parties agree, however, that
such charges shall not be higher than would be paid
for the use of such airports and facilities by its national
aircraft engaged in similar international service.

Article 11 '
Capacity Regulations and Approval of Timetables

1- The designated airlines of the Contracting Parties
shall be afforded fair and equal treatment in order that
they may enjoy equal opportunities in the operation of
the agreed services on the specified routes.

2. In operating the agreed services the designated
airline of each Contracting Party shall take into account
the interests of the airline of the other Contracting Party
so as not to affect unduly the sc\arvices which the latter
provides on the whole or part of the same routes.

3- The agreed services provided by the designated
airlines of the Contract ing Parties shall have as their
primary objective the provision, at a reason able load
factor or capacity adequate to carry the current and
reasonable anti cipated requirements for carriage of
passengers, cargo and mail between the territory of
the Contracting- Party designated the airline and the
terrritory of the other Contracting Party.

4- Provision for the carriage of passengers, cargo

. and mail both taken on board and discharged at points
on routes to be specified in the territories of states

other than that designating the airline shall be agreed
upon between the two Contracting Parties.

5- The capacity to be provided including the frequency
of services and the type of aircraft to be used by the
designated airlines of the Contracting Parties on the
agreed services shall be agreed upon by the
Aeronautical Author ities upon recommendation made
by the disignated airlines. The designated air lines shall’
make such recommendation after due consultations
between them taking into account the principles laid

. down in paragraphs 1,2 and 3 of this Article.

‘6~ In case of disagreement between the designated

airlines of the Contract ing Parties the issues referred
to in paragraph 5 above shall be resolved by agreement
between the Aeronautical Authorities of the two
Contracting Parties. Until such agreement has been
reached, the capacity provided by the de5|gnated airlines
shall remain unchanged.

7- The designated airline of each Contracting Party
shall submit for approval to the Aeronautical Authorities
of the other Contracting Party not later than thirty days
prior to the introduction of services on the specified
routes the flight timetables.

This shall, likewise, apply to later changes. In special
cases, this time limit may be reduced subject to the
approval of the said authorities.

Article 12
Air Transport Tariffs

1- The tariffs to be charged by the airlines of the
Contracting Parties for the agreed services shall be
established at reasonable levels, due to regard being
paid to all relevant factors including cost of operation,
reasonable profit, characteristics of service and, where
itis deemed suitable, the tar iffs of other airlines operating
scheduled services over the whole or part of the same
routes.

2- The Tariffs referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article
shall be estab lished according to the following rules :

{a) When the designated airlines of both Contracting
Parties are members of an international airline
association, e.g. International Air Transport Associa tion,
with a rate - fixing mechanism and a tariff resolution
already exists in respect of the agreed services, the
tariffs shall be agreed upon by the desig nated airlines
of the Contracting Parties in accordance with such tariff
resolution. Unless otherwise determined in the application
of this Article, each designated airline shall be responsible
only to its Aeronautical Authorities for the justification
and reasonableness of the tariffs so agreed.

(b) When there is no tariff resolution in respect of the
agreed services or where either or both of the designated

_airlines of the .Contracting Parties are not members of

the same airline association referred to in paragraph
(a) above, the designated airlines of the Contracting
Parties shall agree between them selves on the tariffs
to be charged in respect of the agreed services.

(c) The tariffs so agreed upon shall be submitted for
approval by the Aero nautical Authorities of the
Contracting Parties at least thirty (30) days before the
proposed date of their intoduction. This time limit may
be reduced, subject to the consent of the said Authorities.

(d) In case the designated airlines.of the Contracting
Parties fail to agree on the tariffs to be charged, or
where a Contracting Party has not designated its airline
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for the operating of the agreed services, or where during / force of international agreements

the first fifteen (15) days of the thirty (30) days period
referred to in subparagraph (c) above, the Aeronautical
Authori ties of a Contracting Party give the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party notice of their
dissatisfaction with ‘any tariff agreed between the
designated airlines of the Contracting Parties in accord-
ance with subparagraphs (a) and (b) above, the
Aeronautical Authorities of the Contracting Parties shall
try to reach an agreement on the appropriate tariffs to
be charged.

3- (a) No tariff shall come into force if the Aeronautical
Authorities of either Contracting Party have not approved
it.

(b) The tariffs established in accordance with the
provisions of this Article shall remain in force until new
tariffs have been established.

- If the Aeronautical Authorities cannot agree on any
tariff submitted to them under the provisions of this
Article or the determination of any tariff the dispute
shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of
Article 15 of the present Agreement.

5- If the Aeronautica! Authorities of one of the
Contracting Parties become dissatisfied with an estab-
lished tariff, they shall so notify the Aeronautical
Authorities of the other Contracting Party and the
designated airlines shall attempt, where required, to
reach an agreement. If within the period of ninety (90)
days from the day of receipt of such notification a new
tariff cannot be established in accordance with the

. provisions of paragraphs {2) and (3) of this Articie, the
proce dures as set out in paragraph (4) of this Article
shall apply.

Article 13
Supply of Statistics

The Aeronautical Authorities of either Contracting Party
shall supply to the Aeronautical Authorities of the other
Contracting Party, at their request, such information and
statistics relating to the traffic carried on the agreed
services by the designated airline of the first Contracting
Party to and from the territory of the other Contracting
Party as. may normally be prepared and submitted by
the designated airline to their national Aeronautical
Authori ties. Any additional statistical traffic data which
the Aeronau tical Authorities of one Contracting Party
may desire from the Aeronautica! Authorities of the other
Contracting Party shall, upon request, be a subject of
mutual discussion and agreement between the two
Contracting Parties.

: Article 14 _
Consultations and Modifications

1- Each Contracting Party or its Aeronautical

- Authorities may at any time request consuiltations with

the other Contracting Party or with its Aeronautical
Authorities. ’

2- A consultation requested by one of the Contracting
Parties or their Aeronautical Authorities shall begin within
a period of sixty (60) days of the date of receipt of the
request.

3- Any modification ot this Agreement shall enter into
force when the two Contracting Parties will have notified
each other the fulfiiment of their con stitutional proce-
dures relating to the conclusion and the entering into

“shall 'in the first place endeavour to settie it

4- Notwithstanding the provisions of paragraph (3},
modifications to the route schedule annexed to this
Agreement may be agreed directly between the

- Aeronadutical Authorities of the Contracting Parties. They

shall enter-into force after having been confirmed by
an exchange of diplomatic notes.

Article 15
Settiement of Disputes’

i- if any dispute arises between the Contracting
Parties relating to the interpretation or application of
this Agreement and its Annex, the Contracting Parties
by
negotiations.

2- If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement

by negotiation, they may agree to refer the dispute for

an advisory opinion to some person or body.

3- If the Contracting Parties fail to reach a settlement
pursuant to para graphs 1 and 2 above, the dispute
shall be referred to ‘a Tribunal of three arbitrators, one
to. be nominated by each Contracting Party and the
third to be agreed upon by the two so nominated. Each
of the Contracting Parties shall nominate an arbitrator
within a period of sixty:(60) days from the date of receipt
by either Contracting Party from the other of a notice,
through diplomatic channels, requesting arbitration of
the dispute by such a Tribunal and the third arbitrator

" shali be appointed within a further period of sixty (60)

days. If either of the Contracting Parties fails to nominate
its arbitrator within the period specified, the Presi dent
of the Council of the International Civil Aviation Organiza
tion may be requested by either Contracting Party to
appoint an arbitrator or arbitrators as the case may
require; provided that if the President of the Council of
the International Civit Avia tion Organization is a national

-of either Contracting Party, the senior Vice-President

of the Councit or if he is such a national, the senior
Member of the Council who .is not such a national may
be requested to make the appointments as the case
may be. The third arbitrator, however, shall be a national
of a third state and shall act as the President of the
Tribunal and shall deter mine the place where arbitration
will be held.

4- The Tribunal shall determlne its own procedures.

5 The expenses of the Tribunal shall be shared
equally between the Con tracting Parties.

6- The Contracling Parties undertake to comply with
any decision delivered in applucatlon of the present
Article.

7- If and so Iong as either Contracting Party or its

. designated airline fail to comply with a decision given

under paragraph (3) of this Article, the other Contracting
Party may limit, withold or revoke any rights or priviieges
which'it has grantedlby virtue of this Agreement.

Article 16
Termination

Either Contracting Party may at any time give written
notice to the other Contracting Party of its intention to

. terminate this Agreement, through diplomatic channels;

such notice shall simultaneously be communicated to
the International Civil Aviation Organization.
In such case the Agreement shali terminate twelve
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months after the date of receipt of the notice by the
other Contracting Party, unless the notice to ter minate
is withdrawn by agreement before the expiry of this
period. In the absence of acknowledgment of receipt
by the other Contracting Party, notice shall be deemed
to have been received fourteen (14) days after the
receipt of the notice by the International Civil Aviation
~Organization.

Article 17
Conformity with Multilateral Conventions

If a general multilateral air transport convention or
agreement comes into force in respect of both Con-
tracting Parties, this Agreement and its Annex shall be
amended so as to conform with the provisions of such
convention or agreement.

Article 18
Registration

This Agreement, its Annex and all amendments thereto
shall be registered with the International Civil Aviation
Organization.

Article 19
Entry into Force

This Agreement shall enter into forceon the date of
the last notification by either Contracting Party to the
other that it has been complied with its consitutional
requirements for the entry into force of this Agreement.

In witness thereof, the’ undersigned plenipotentiaries
being duly authorized by their respective Governments,
have signed the present Agreement.

AGREEMENT |
ON INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC
OF IRAN

Preamble

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Islamic Republic of lran hereinafter
referred to as the "Contracting - Parties”, desiring to
regulate and -encourage the international transport by
road of passengers and goods between their countries -
and in transit through their territories, have agreed as
follows: )

PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS

Article 1
. Definitions

For the purpose of this agreement: *

(1) The term "carrier” means any physical or legal
person residing and citizen of Greece or Iran who is
licenced in accordance with the respective national
laws and regulations to perform international transport
of passengers and goods by road.

(2) The term "vehicle” is any self-propelled road vehicle
which is:

(a) constructed either to carry more than nine persons
including the driver (passengers vehicle", or to transport
goods (goods vehicle),

(b) registered in the territory of either of the Contracting
Parties.

With regard to the goods vehicle the term "vehicle’
refers to any single vehicle or a combination of vehicles.
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Article 2

The provisions of this Agreement entitle carriers to-
transport passengers or goods by roadin vehicles
between the territories of the Contracting Parties or in
transit through their territories.

PASSENGER TRANSPORT
Article 3

Passenger transport operations of a carrier of one
Contracting Party on the territory of the other Contracting
Party are subject to an authorization which should be
obtained in accordance with the laws and regulations
of the latter. )

TRANSPORT OF Gooos
Article 4

A carrier of one Contracting Party shall be permitted
to import temporarily either an empty or a loaded vehicle
into the territory of the other Contracting Party for the
purpose of the carriage of goods as foilows:

(a) between any agreed point in the territory of one
of the Contracting Parties and any agreed point in the
territory of the other Contracting Party; or

(b) in transit through the territory of the other
Contracting Party; or -

{(c) When starting from the territory of the octher
Contracting Party for a third countiy or when coming
from a third country to the terrilory of the other
Countracting Party, provided that during the same
journey and following the normal route the vehicle
crosses the country in which it is registered.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 5
Weight and dimensions of vehicies .

1. As regards the weight and dimensions of road
vehicles, each of the Contracting Farties undertakes
not to impose on vehicles registered in the territory of
the other Contracting Party conditions which are more
restrictive than those imposed on vehicles registered
within its own territory.

2. If the weight or dimensions of the vehrcle exceed -

the maximum limits permitted in the territory of either
Contracting Party, the vehicle requires a special
zuthorization from the competent authority of the
Contracting Party concerned.

Where such an authorization stipulates that the vehlcle .

must use a specific route transports are only permissible’
on that route.
Article 6
Prohibition of internal transportatlon

The provisions of this Agreement shall not permit the
" carners of either Contracting Party to carry passengers
or goods within the territory of the other Contracting
irarty from one point to another within the same territory.

Article 7
Taxes and charges

1. Vehicles registered in the terfitory of either

Contracting Party are exempted from taxes and charges
levied on the possession and circulation of motor

. vehicles, as well as transport operations in the territory

or the other Contracting Party.

2. The exemption referred to in paragraph (1) will be
granied, previded that the vehicle of either Contracting
Party enters the territory of the other Contracting Party
on the basis of temporary importation.

3. The exemption referred to in paragraph (1) will not

apply to tolls (special charges for using parlicular

bridges, tunnels, ferries or roads).

. Articie 8
. Customs formalities

1. The temporary importation of vehicles te the territory
of the other Contracting Party is subject to the national
laws and regulations of that Contracting Party.

2. Fuel contained in the standard tanks of the vehicle -
of one of the Contracting Parties temporarily imported
into the territory of the other Contracting Party shall be
exempted from import duties and taxes and shall not
be subject to import prohibitions and restrictions,
provided that the tanks are the ones initially .nstalled
by the manufacturer of the vehicle

3. Spare parts imported in order to repair a specific
vehicle, which has already been temporariiy imported,
shall be temporatily admiited free of import duties and
taxes and with no import prohibition or restriction. The
Contracting Farties may require such parts to be
recorded on a temporary import permit. Spare Parts,
which have been replaced, shall be either cleared, or
re-exported, or destreyed under the supervision of the
relevant cusioms authorities or placed at the
disposa!l ot these authorities i adcordancs with the
national laws and regulations of the counlry in which
the aforementioned parls were imported in.

4. The crew of the road vehicles shall be allowed te
carry along with them temporarily their used personai
effects and repair tools which normally carried in the
vehicles and during the journey.

- Aflicle 9
Application of naticnal legislation

For all matters which are not regulated by this
Agreement, carriers and drivers of wvchicles of one
Contracting Party are bound to respect the legal
provisions and regulations of the other Contracting Party,
while they are driving in the terrifory of the iatter.

Article 10
Infringements

1. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall supervise the observance of the provisions of the
present Agreement by the carriers.

2. The authorities of the Contracting Party where the
vehicle has been registered shall in case its carriers or
drivers of vehicles while on the territory of the other
Contracting Party, infringe on the regulations of the
present Agreement and the laws and regulations of
traffic and transportation -which are 'in force in that
territory take the following steps as and'when requested
by the competent authorntues of the latter Contracting
Party: '
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a) warning,

b) suspension of permission to effect transportation
on the territory of the Contracting Party where the
infingement has taken place, either temporarily, or
partly, or completely.

3. The competent authorities of the former Contracting
Party shall notify the competent authorities of the latter
Contracting Party of the measures taken, as stipulated
in paragraph 2 of this Article.

4. This Article shall apply without prejudice to any
steps provided for by law which may be taken by courts
or executive authorities of the Contracting Party in
whose territory the infringement’is committed.

Article 11
Competent authorities '

Competent authorities designated for the implemen-
tation of this Agreement shall be as follows:

In the case of the Government of the Hellenic Repu‘blic: '

The Ministry of Transport and Communications.

in the case of the Government of the Islamic Republic
of Iran; :

The Ministry of Roads and Transport.

Article 12
Joint Commission

1. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall set up a Joint Commission consisting of their
representatives that will'regulate all questions regarding
the implementation and application of this Agreement.

2. The Joint Commission shall be convened upon the

request of either, Contracting Party,

. Article 13
Entry into force and duration of validity

1. This Agreement shall enter into force sixty days
after the Contracting Parlies have notified each other
in writing through diplomatic channels that they have
complied with the constitutional requirements for the
~ entry into force of this Agreement.

EOHMEPIZ THE KYBEPNHZEQZ (TEYXOZ MPQTO)

2. This Agreement is concluded for a period of three
years.

Thereafter it shall remain in force subject to the right
of either Contracting Party to give to the other
Contracting Party, at any time, a six-mocnth written
notice of termination. ,

Done in Athens on December 13th, 1990, in one
preamble and thirteen articles in three original copies
in Farsi, Greek and English languages, all three texis
being equally authentic, and in case of divergent
interpretation the English text shall prevail.
