PROTOCOL

of the 11th Meeting of the Intergovernmental
Joint Commission for Cooperation between the
Hellenic Republic and Romania

According to the provisions of the Agreement signed be-
tween the two countries on June 30th, 1871, thw 11th
Meeting of the Intergovernmental Joint Commission for
Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and Romania
was held in Athens from 18-18 march 1992,

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by H.E. Mr. Antonis
Samaras, Minister of Foreign Affairs and the Remanian Del-
egation was headed by H.E. Mr. Adrian Nastase, Minister of
Foreign Affairs joined by Mr. Georgios Theophanous, Sec-
retary General of International Economic Relations, and Mr.
Napoleon Pop, State Secretary.

The list of participants of both Delegations is included in
Annexes A and B of this Protocol.

During the visit to Athens, Romania's foreign minister, Mr.
Adrian Nastase, was received by the President of the Hel-
lenic Republic Mr. Constantin Karamanlis, and by the Prime
Minister of the Hellenic Republic Mr. Constantin
Mitsotakis. '

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The Romanian Foreign Minister also met with Messrs:
Antonis Samaras, the Hellenic Foreign Minister, Mr. loannis
Paleokrassas Minister of Finance and Mr. Nikolaos
Gelestathis, Minister of Transports.

The level of the two delegations headed by the Foreign
Ministers emphasised the mutual interest of the two Sides
for a substantial promotion of bilateral economic rela-
tions.

During the Meeting the Delegations were mutually in-
formed as to the economic developments in their countries.
The Romanian Side also informed the Greek Side on the po-
litical and other Fundamental changes in the econornic and
Financial system of their country, underlining the interest
shown by foreign investors in participating in the procedure
of transformation of their economy into a market economy
mainly through the establishment of new enterprises, the
participation in enterprises under privatization and the appli-
cation of new administrative methods. They also expressed
their interest for the active participation of Greek business-
rmen in these procedures.

The two delegations also invoked the Treaty of friendship,
cooperation and good neighbourliness between the Hellenic
Republic and Romania, signed in Bucharest, on November
28th 1991, as well as the Convention on the avoidance of
double taxation and the Agreement on the promotion and
reciprocal protection of investments signed in Athens on
September 16th, 1991,

Both Sides exchanged views for the development of the
refations and the cooperation between Romania and the
EEC taking into consideration the experience of Greece ac-
cumulated from the period of the country's adhesion to the
EEC.

The Romanian Side informed about the progress made
and its plans as to the procedures for the privatization of the
economy and the structural changes in the field of produc-
tion.

The Greek Side, as a member of the EEC, is performing
the necessary adjustments in her economy aiming at her ac-
tive contribution in the integration of the single Market and
the Economic and Monetary Union of the European Com-
munities.

ECONOMIC AND FINANCIAL COGOFPERATION

In view of the above developments, both countries
conside that a further development of their Bilateral Com-
rmercial and Economic relations is necessary and desirable
on a mutual interest basis.

For that purpose it is imperative to facilitate the reinforce-
ment and broadening of the aconamic cooperation through
new forms of cooperation such as Joint Commercial and/for
Industrial Enterprises, direct capital investments and other
forms of cooperation.

In order to promote mutual cooperatiorn in the fields of in-
dustry, agriculture and agro-industry, both Sides agreed on
the reactivation of the relevant sub-committees,

To this end, both Sides exchanged proposals concerning
the items of cooperation.

Both Sides expressed their interest to promote their
cooperation in the field of construction works and to this end
to encourage the undertaking of construction proiects by
companies of the two Sides.

For this purpose the Romanian Side submitted a relevant
proposal.

Both Sides asserted the decisive role of the banking sys-
tem in the development of the economic relationship be-
tween the two countries and suggested ways of increasing
the cooperation in the banking sector (Management, Train-
ing, Payments and other related activities).

National Bank of Greece is exploring the market with the
purpose of arranging a revolving trade finance facility up to
UsD 50 miliort to a Romanian Side to be nominated,
through a syndication of Banks operating in Greece.

Agricuftural Bank of Greece S.A. and ETBA S.A. con-
firmed their support in promoting and supporting Joint-
Ventures in Romania, within the framework of PHARE -
JOPP Programme.

Mention is made on the Agreements between ETBA S.A.
and Romanian Development Agency and Romanian Bank
for Development on the following: .

— Organisation of capital market in Romania.

— Creation of Joint-Venture of leasing.

— The study and construction of infrastructure pro-
jects.

The Agricultural Bank of Greece intends to sign within
March 1992 a protocol of Cooperation with Agricuttural
Bank of Romania and to establish in the near future an office
in Bucharest.

Both Sides agreed that the cobperation between the main
Greek and Romanian Commercial and Industrial Chambers
should be broadened in a way that would make that
cooperation an essential factor for the developement of
cornmercial and financial transactions through the approach
and cooperation between enterprises.

In assessing the up today situation, both sides confirmed
that there are many possibilities to increase the volume of
comimercial transactions for the mutual benefit of both
countries.

For that purpose the reinforcement of the mutual promo-
tion of commerce and allocation of services inter-alia,
through the encouragement of the contacts beftween
entrepruneurs of the two Sides, by increasing the participa-
tion of businessmen in fairs organised in both countries and
the exchange of commercial delegations, have been consid-
ered necessary.

Both Sides agreed to make efforts to overcome pending
issues between the two countries in the commercial field.

In the field of exports promaotion, the two Sides agreed to
exchange experiences in order {o assist the Romanian Side
to establish an Export Promaotion Organisation with the as-
sistance of the Hellenic Export Promotion Organisation.

The Joint Commission analysed the levet of the industrial
cooperation between the two countries; the Romanian Side
handed to the Greek Side the list of cooperation topics un-
der negotiation, as welt as the list of new cooperation topics,
proposed by the Romanian Side.

In the field of the small and medium siza enterprises both
Sides are interested in training businessmen and in ex-
changing experiences.

The twe Sides agreed to study the possibility of
Cooperation on the following fields:

- textile,

- leather and leather products,

— bakery and bakery products.

The Greek Side will study the possibility of fulfilling techni-
cal assistance to the above mentioned sectors and also the
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possibilities of supplying Training Programmes for manag-
ers in these sectors.

Both Sides noted that are significant possibilities for
cooperation in the field of agriculture, tourism, industry,
construction-repair of Romanian ships in Greek shipyards,
and, constructions in general, including the eventual
completionfconstruction of the Romanian vessels by Greek
Shipyards. :

The Greek Side further declared the interest of Greek
Shipyards to cooperate with Romanian enterprises for con-
struction of rolling stock, as well as heavy metallic construc-
tions such as cranes, sheds elc.

TRANSPORTS

Both Sides asserted the possibility of further develop-
ment of their cooperation in the field of railway and road
transportation of goods and passengers between the two
countries and called upon the competent authorities to take
all necessary measures.

To this end the two Sides decided that the Joint Commis-
sion on Transport should be convened with enlarged partici-
pation by July 1992 in order to decide on the appropriate
measures to be taken. Both Sides also confirmed their good
cooperation in the maritime sector,

The topics of the delivery contract for ten diesel - electric
locomotive to OSE have been examined during the talks of
the Joint Commission and both Sides agreed they should
encourage the contracting partners in their cooperation.

LEGAL FRAMEWORK

The Agreement for the promotion and the protection of in-
vestments, already signed, will strengthen significantly the
Bilateral Economic Relations of the two countries.

The two Sides agreed to examine the possibility of updat-
ing the legal framework of agreements goveming their
cooperation.

The Romanian Side expressed its wish to examine the
possibility of concluding a new Romanian - Hellenic eco-
nomic, industrial and technical cooperation Agreement as
well as an Agreement on the suppression of visas for hold-
ers of official passports, to update and complete the Con-
vention on Plants protection, signed in Athens on 2 Septem-
ber 1966, the Cooperation Agreement in the field of tourism
signed in Athens, on 14 June 1871, the Cooperation Agree-
ment in the field of Electrical Energy signed in Athens, on 28
February 1978, the Agreement on the Cooperation in the
Field of Post and Telecommunications signed in Athens, 28
February 19786, the Convention on Juridical Assistance in
the Civil and penal fields, signed in Bucharest, on 12 Octo-
ber 1972.

CULTURAL AND OTHER ISSUES

The two Sides expressed their satisfaction for the high
level of their traditional scientific and cultural exchanges and
have considered that the existing Programme of cultural and
scientific cooperation creates favourable conditions for their
further development.

During their talks, the two Sides agreed to continue their
efforts for the increase of their cultural relations.

The two Sides, with a view to facilitate the contacts be-
tween businessmen, agreed to grant multiple entry visas
valid for 6 months and multiple journeys, provided that they
present official certificates from their respective Chambers
of Commerce and Industry.

Tha statistical offices in the two countries will establish bi-
iateral relations of cooperation in the fields they consider as
priorities. The implementation of this cooperation will be
achieved mainly in the framework of PHARE Programme.

The need to follow-up, at regular intervals, what was
agreed upon in official level was confirmed.

The next Meeting of the Intergovernmental Joint Commis-
sion for Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and Ro-
mania will be held in Bucharest, in 1993.

The exact date will be fixed later on through diplomatic
channels.

The present Protocol was signed in Athens, on March.
19th 1992 in two original copies, in English language.

Both copies are equally authentic.
