AGREEMENT

between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Armeniah
Republic on economic, industrial and
technological cooperation

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Armenian Republic, hereinafter
referred to as ‘the Contracting Parties”,

Desiring to promote the development of economic,
industrial and technological cooperation between
them, on the basis of equality and to their mutuat
benefit,

Recognising the importance of long-term
measures for the successful development of
cooperaltion between them,

Noting that the important changes in econcmic
structures and mechanisms in the Armenian Repubilic
open up new perspeclives and may contribute to
the strengthening of the ties and the cooperation
between the two Parties at various levels, including
mutual- direct ties between economic operators

Have agreed as follows: ~

Article 1

1. The Contracting Parties shall, within the
framework of their respective laws and regulations
and taking into account their international obligations,
make every effort to develop and strengthen
economic, industrial and technolegical cooperation,
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on as brpad a basis as pos- sible, in all fields
deemed to be in their mutual interest and benefit.

2. Such coooperation shail be dimed in particular
at

- strengthening and deversifying economic links
between the Contracting Parties,

~ ppening up new markets,

- encouraging cooperation betwagén economic

operators, with a view to promote nvestment,: joint

ventures, licencing agreement and other.forms of
cooperation between them.

Article 2

1. The cooperation provided for in Art.1, shall
axtend in particular in 'the following sectors:

- industry,

- agriculture, inciuding agro-industry,

-~ construction and housing,

- transport, including land and maritime transport,

- communications,

- banking, insurance and other financial services,

- tourism,

- social cooperation,
small and medium sized enterprises,
movement and distribution of goods.

2. The Gontracting Parties shail consult in order
to indentify the priority sectors in their cooperation
as well as new sectors of economic, industrial and
technological cooperation.

_ Article 3

1. The economic and idustrial cooperation provided
for in this Agreement, shall be carried out, mainly,
on the basis of agreements and contracts between
Greek and Russian enterprises, organisations and
tirms, according to the legisiation of each Contracting
Party.

2. The Contracting Parties shall make every effort
to facilitate this activity by creating favourable
conditions for economic and industrial cooperation
in particutar, by:

- developing a favourable climate for investment,
facilitating the exchange of commercial and
econamic information, _
facilitating the exchanges and contacts of their
economic operators, '
facilitating the organisation of fairs, exhibitions,
symposia etc.
encouraging trade promotion activities.

Articie 4

The Contracting Parties shall create favourable
conditions for the development of technological
cooperation between them, as well as between their
respective organisations or firms, according to their
national priorities and in accordance with their
legisiation.

This cooperation may take the form of, among
others:

- the elaboration of common research
programmes,

~ the organisation of visits and study tours for
specialised delegations,

- the orgapisation of traning programmes in fields
of mutual interest,

. ~ the provision of technical and scientific expertise,

- the convening of symposia and meetings,

- the organizing of training programmes of mutual
interest. :

Article 5

1. A Joint Committee shall be set up, with the aim
of ensuring the implementation of this Agreement.

2. The Joint Committee shall be composed of
represeniatives of the Contracting Parties and shall
meet at the request of either Parly, at a place and
time to be mutually agreed upon. _

3. The Joint Committee shall review the progress
made towards achieving the o¢bjectives of this
Agreement and, if necessary, formulate recom-
mendations for its implementation.

Article 6

1 This Agreement shall enter into force,
provisionally, on the day of its signature and,
definitely, on the first day of the second month
following the date on which the Contracting Parties
notify each other _that the legal procedures
necessary to this end have been completed.

2. it shall be concluded for an initial period of &
years, uniess notice of termination has been given
by either Contracting Party at teast six months
before the date of expiry of its vatidity, this Agreement
shall be extended lacilly for periods of 10 years,
each Contracting Party reserving the right to
terminate the Agreement upon notice of at least six
months before the date of expiry of the current
period of validity.

Done in duplicate, in Athens on 20 January 1992
in the Greek, Armenian and English languages, all
texts being equally authoritative. In case of
differences of interpretation, the text in the English
language shali be considered as the text of refer-
ence.

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Polish People's Republic

- desrrous of a further development of mutual
friendship and co-operation,

- aiming at full exploitation of ther economic
potential for a dynamic development of national
economies of both countries on the basis of broad
and long-term co-operation, .

- recognizing the importance that the long-term
agreements have for the enlargement of economic,
industrial, scientific and technical co-coperation and
-int that way- tor the further development of bilateral
relations,

- referring to the prowvisions of the Agreement
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic

and the Government of the Polish People’s Republic
on the development of economic, industrial and

technical co-operation, signed in Athens on 18th
December, 1980,

- recalling the aims and principles of the General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade/GATT/,

- taking inte consideration the principles and
conclusions of the Final Act of the Conference on
Security and Co-operation in Europe, signed in
Helsinki on August 1, 1975 and the next meetings
of the signatories of this Conference in Belgrade
and Madrid - as well as their importance for peace-
keeping and the development of economic co-
operation between all countries,

have agreed to conclude the present Long Yerm
Program.

Article 1

The Contracting Parties declare their readiness
and firmness to deveiop and broaden the economic
co-operation between both countries on the basis
of mutual benefit as well as te undertake all neces-
sary measures in order to secure the dynamic and
harmonious growth of their co—eperation. For this
purpose they will create favourable conditions for
the development of economic, industrial, scientific
and technical co-operation between interesied firms,
organisations and institutions.

In addition to traditiona! forms of co-operation the
Parties will support the establishing of other new
forms of co-operation, including industriai co-produ-
ction, conclusion of long term contracts and agree-
ments between firms, organisations and institutions,

The Contracting Parties shall undertake in the
most liberal spirit all measures, in conformity with
their internal law and international obligations, which
are necessary to realize the objectives of this Lang
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Term Program and in particular those mentioned in
its Preamble.

Article 2

The Contracting Parties will undertake vanous
initiatives to encourage, support and develop the
« @aconomic, industrial, scientific and technical co-
Loperation belween firms, organizations and insti-
tutions of both countries in various fields of national
economy, in which there exist the best perspectives
for such a co-operation. '

The branches of nationa! economy, in which there
. exist at present specially advantageous conditons
for the development of such a co-operation are
indicatively mentiched in the Annex to this Long
Term Program.

Article 3

The Contracting Partlies shall encourage and pro-
mote, in particular, the following forms and methods
of long term co- operation:

- design, development, erection and reconstru-
ction of projects i industry, agriculture and other
branches of nalional economies of hoth countries
as well as in the third countries,

- co-operation in production of machinery, indu-
strial installations, assembling of machines, equip-
ment and spare parts,

— participalion of companies in construction pro-
lects,

- research and exploitation of natural resources,

- preparation of techmnical and economic studies,

- exchange of scientific and technical results,
licences and Know-how,

- exchange of scientists and experts for consult-
ations, technica! lectures and joint research and
development activilies,

- holding of scientiic and technical meetings,
organizing symposia, seminars and conferences.

Article 4

The specific conditions of economic, industrial,
scientific and technical co-operalion will be agreed
upon in the agreements and contracts to be con-
cluded between the interested firms, organisations
and institutions.

Article 5

Both Parfies will inform each other in due course
about the exisling possibilities of economic, industrial,
scientific and technical co-operation in vartous bran-
ches of nalional econoimy.

They wili faclitate the exchange of information,
especialty with respect to development plans and
econormic programs, priorities given in these pro-
grams, condlions of the access to the marke!l and
other regulalions, which may be .of imporiance for
the reahzation of rmutual co-operation.

Article B

The Contracting Parties will promote joint ventures
between their firms and organisations undertaken
in third countries.

Article 7

The Contracting Parties, taking into consideration
the importance of financing for the development of
economic, industrial, scientific and technical co-
operation, shall make ali efforts that credits on maost
favourable terms be provided within the framework
of their internal faw and international obligations.

Article 8

Payments for the deliveries of goods and services,
effected on the basis of agreements and con-
tracts,mentioned in Article 4 of this Long Term Pro-
gram, shall be made in free convertible currencies
in conformity with foreign exchange regulations in
force respectively in both countries.

Article 9

Aiming at the promolion of economic, industrial,
scientific and technical co-operation the Contracting
Parties will pay particular attention to specific
problems concerning the co-operation of small and
medium-size enterprises of both countries.

Article 10

In order to support the developmedt"8t economic,
industrial, scientific and technical Co-operation be-
tween both countries the Contracting Parties shall
tacilitate the organisation of fairs and exhibitions,
the exchange of commercial and industnal missions,
the heolding of seminars, symposia and other veniures
of this kind.

Article 11

The supervision of the imptementation of this Long
Term Program will be entrusted to the Joint Com-
mission, set up in accordance with the provisions
of Article 10 of the Agreement between the Govern-
ment of the Helienic Republic and the Government
of the Polish People’s Republic on the development
of economic, industrial and technical co-operation,
signed in Athens con 18th December, 1980. '

The Joint Cormnmission may establish working groups,
especially for the examination of specific areas of
co-operation and elaboration of proposals to nego-
tiate agreements and contracts on co- gperation in
speciic areas of national economy between the
competent organisations of both countries.

The Joint Commission will hold iis sessions once
a vear or more frequentiy at the iniliative of one of
the Contracting Parties-a'ternatively in the Hellenic
Republic and the Polish People's Republic,
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Article 12

Co-operation under this Long Term Program shall
be effected in conformity with intemal law and
international obligations in force in each country.
